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Phone Call Tells
Driveway Tragedy

A vacationing Novi couple’s fun~
filled three-day adventure in the East
turned into a tragic nightmare late
Wednesday afternoon as they telephoned
home.

Just as their call was put through,
a five-year-old daughter was struck
by a car in the drlveway of their home

and another daughter, taking the call,
informed them of the tragedy,

Two hours later the child died in
St. Joseph Hospital, Pontiac, several
hours before the distraught parents,
who have nine other children, arrived
home by plane,

Fatally injured was Terr! Lymn
Mengyan, who had been playing near the
driveway with a number of other chil-
dren as her 17-year-old brother, Rich-
ard G. Mengyan, backed a car away
from their home at 2023 West Lake
drive,

Richard, who told police he had
asked the children to move away from
the driveway before backing out, slam=
med on the breaks as he heard the
child’s scream, He ‘jumped from the
car, lifted the child from under the
car and rushed her into the house.

- Jenny Mengyan, 18, who took her

parents call, rushed- her sister to the

hospital in Pontiac where physicians
waited. And the parents, Mr. and Mrs.
David L. Mengyan who were calling from
Kennedy Alrport, frantically telephoned
the hospital, Two hours later, at 8:15
p.m. doctors told Jenny her sister had
died,

Mr. and Mrs, Mengyan, who hadleft
Sunday for Waterbury, Connecticut for
a few days, had called from the air-
port where their plane had been de-
layed. They arrived home shortly after
Midnight ~ too late to be at their
daughter’s bedside.

Fuperal services for the little giri
were held at the Richardson-Bird Fun=
eral Home Saturday morning, with the
Rev. Carl J. Grapentine offfclating.

But Sewer Builder Finds It

Wixom Hides Its Biggest Lake

The city of Wixom boasts some
fine lakes within its boundaries — but
the biggest of all of ’em is familiar to
only a relatively few of its citizens.

That’s because this gigantic “‘lake’’
hides beneath the city itself.

Ask workmen for the Holloway Con-~
struction company who have been bat-
tling water dally since launching the
community’s ambitious sewer project
last winter.

The water table beneath the city is
so high, they point out, that some
property owners have been obtaining
their water supply for years from

wells that reach down 14 feet or less,
While the community may consider
its high water table an asset, sewer
construction crews view it as a big
headache.

Since starting the sewer last wine
ter, Holloway has been pumping water
24 hours a day, seven days a week,
Despite the water problem, however,
the project continues to move ahead
and Holloway spokesmen are still
pointing to a January, 1968 comple-
tion date.

An estimated 65-percent of the

project — laying of sewer lines — has
been completed, they note, This per-
centage does not include the sewage
treatment plant, which comes under
another contract.

“In view of the difficulties we've
faced,”’ notes one official who said the
Wixom sewer project represents prob-
ably his company’s toughest, “I’d say
we're making wonderful progress.’”

To combat the water problem, the
company has been sinking huge casings
into the earth to collect water and
then employing a system of pumps to

remove the water as the deep trenches
are opened up.

The pumps operate day and night.

A related problem — muck — also
has required special apparatus. In one
area in particular, that section of the
trunkline east of the treatment plant,
the ‘:cofferdam technique” of digging
was imperative,

Where this has happened ~and oc=
casionally still occurs, officials ex-
plain, digging and laying of tile must
be completed in only 20 to 30-foot sec-
tions before workmen can move on to
the next section.

An Oakland county circuit court
decision on the controversial village
incorporation question is imminent, of-
ficials revealed Tuesday.

Since most of the arguments had
been repeatedly made in earlier court
appearances and since they were in-
corporated in briefs already presented
to the judge, Monday’s court session
resulted in little additional comment
by parties {nvolved,

Judge Beer said he would study the
briefs and make his decision soon.

agreed to attempt to set up a meeting
with state officials relative to laws
governing the operation of township
parks.

A year ago, local officials were
notified by the state that the township
park, located at Walled Lake, failed
to meet all of the state regulationsgova
erning facilities of this kind. But be-
cause of sewer plans in the area, Novi
requested — by letter — a delay in the

- state’s demands pending completion of

the sewer or the plans for it.

Because no reply wasreceivedfrom
the state, the township assumed the
state ‘*was sitting’’ onthe matter, Sup=
ervisor HadleyBachert explained, How=
ever, this summer the county health de=-
partment advised the township to cor
rect irregularities immediately.

“We want o meet with the state to
see exactly what they want us to do,”

. the supervisor explained.

“Specifically, to meet state require-
ments the township must redesign the
layout of the park to give trailer park-
ing sites specific sizes, and sewage dis=
posal and electrical facilities must be
changed somewhat, he said.
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Concerning recent demands of Wil-
lowbrook subdivision citizens for a
township ordinance governing dogs,
Township Attorney Emery Jacques re=-
ported that the county corporation at-
torney had advised him that a township
ordinance would cover only those towne
ship areas that are not located within
the village.

Since Willowbrook is in both the
township and the village, officials con-
cluded, the requested ordinance would
be ‘of no value to citizens in that area

and the matter was dropped.

About as beautiful aslandfills come,
probably, but for Mr, Average Citizen
who has not yet encountered The Ad-
monition {t’s still the place where the
trash barrel and garbage can finally
are emptied,

That admonition was dished out to a
young student one afternoon last week
when he drove up with a trunkload of
trash and asked If he had found the
“Salem Dump.” N

In his best Swedish accent, Gunnar
Stromberg shot back, ‘‘If you’re looking

for the landfill you’ve come to the right’

place ~2a dump, look someplace else.”
It’s become a standard reply for
Stromberg and other opetatorslike him
who are constantly battling the ugly rep~
utation of dumps as they go about the
big, legal business of filling holes with
Tubbish and garbage and covering it
with dirt.
Stromberg, Northville township
trustee and planning commission chair~
man, supervises the 60-acre Salem
landfill, located at Five Mile and Chubb
roads, for Sheldon Hayes who in furn

bas a contract with the cityof Plymouth = ®

which owns the property.
The Salem landfill may or may not
be a unique operation. Stromberg cone

., tends it’s unusual since the operation

upholds every letter of the teethy state
law governing landfills, Others in and
around this area are confident they op=
erate equally as well while providing a

necessary public service,

An estimated 95-percent of Salem’s
citizens are satisfied with the Salem
landfill, And Township Supervisor Floyd
Taylor is one of them,

But it wasn't always that way, In
fact, Taylor figures about 95-percent
of the people were ‘‘dead-set against
it two years ago — and earlfer -
when Plymouth operated it as a dump.
It was In 1965, when the state waswad-

ing knee-deep in citizenry complaints
about dumps, that state lawmakers
hammered together a controversial bill
that literally outlawed the ‘‘old fashione
ed dump’’. That bill, now PublicAct 87,
prohibits dumps that continue tooperate
in this area ~some which have the sanc-
tion of the governing body.

Under the law, Plymouthfoundit was
operating its Salem dump illegally. And
to operate it legally, it learned, wasa
financial impossibility. It means exe
pensive engineering costs, increased
employment, and huge investments in
machines capable of hauling, pushing and
covering the garbageand rubbish. That’s
when the city turned to Hayes.

Hayes was willing, But he couldn’t
turn it into a financially sound investe
ment handling only the refuse of Ply-
mouth, So a contract was drawn up,
glving Hayes the right to handle ma-
terials from other communities at rates
established competitively by Hayes.

And under a five-year agreement
between Plymouth and Salem, during
which time the landfill must be com-
pletely filled and covered, Salem and
its citizens were given the right to

a dump thelr rubbish and garbage free

g cost. That agreement extends to
1.
Plymouth pays 25~-cents per cubic
yard for using the landfiil,

Antique Guns

Nearly 70 pistols and revolvers —
all antiques — were stolen f{rom the

5. The goblet or glass is placed to
the right and above the knife, If wine
or cordial glasses are used they are
Placed below and slightly to the right
of the goblet.

6. The cup and saucer should be on
the right, with the handle of the cup to
g\e right and parallel to the edge of the

ble.

7. The bread and butter plate should
be on the left (for informal settings),
opposite the goblet, - -

10, The centerpiece of flowers or
fruit should be low enough not to obstruet
the vision of the guests. It should not
take up more than a third of the table
length,

11, Candles may be used for dinper
table settings and should be high
enough to be above the line of vision.
The wicks should be charred,

12, For buffet settings the dishes
should be placed so that the guests may
progress along the table and be cone
veniently served, The placement of the
serving dishes must be balanced,

13. Flat silver is not allowed in
judged table settings so the position it
would occupy must be taken into cone
sideration in placing napkins and gob-
lets, :

Some of the above rules must be
waved at the discretion of the judges,
to follow the customs of the countries
called for in the schedule, where their
customs-differ from ours.

Mental Health Officials Say

Riot Sparks Heart Warming Aid

Officials at the Department of Ment-
al Health’s Detroit area institutions
are praising staff, volunteers and pa-
tients for their participation ina series
of dramatic and heart-warming ‘‘hap-
penings” which took place during the
Detroit riot emergency.

Warehouse = clerks became chief
cooks, typists fed retarded children,
patients took over staff dutles, and
volunteers furned out in record nume-
bers — all to replace some of the
hundreds of persons unable to report
for work. In some institutions during
the height of the emergency as maryas
75 to 80 per cent of the staff members
were absent,

One official termed the past week’s
activities at his facility ‘““a tremen-
dous cooperative effort;’’ others spoke
of “‘dedication’ and ‘‘devotion.”” Words
like “amazed” and ‘“‘overwhelmed”
were repeated frequently. They cited
examples such as:

--=the Lafayette Clinic warehouse
clerk, a former Army cook, whoquick~
ly volunteered to be chef for the ine
stitution,

-~the Northville Hospital social
services coordinator and her secretary
who stood side by side washing their
way through mounds of dirty dishes.

--the 118 volunteers who flocked to
Plymouth State Home Monday just 90
minutes after a telephone chain was
started to find persons to help feed the
noon meal.

--the patlents at Northville who
asked “What can I do to help?’’ and
were put to work feeding others who
were bedridden.

At Detroit’s Lafayette Clinic, locat«
ed on the fringe of the rioting, business
executive Anthony Drabik pointed out

School Hires
3 New Teachers

Three teachers, two who will as-
sume new positions and another who
will be a replacement, were approved

that though only 20 to 25 per centof the
hospital employees were able to report
for work Monday, the nursing staff
maintained 75 per cent coverage. Many
nurses worked two eight-hour shiftsina
row, stayed overnight and began work
again in the morning.

Citing others who did ‘‘an outstand-
ing job and worked wherever needed,”
Drabik told of one staffer who came in
and singlehandedly prepared breakfast,
including special diets, for 100patients
at the institution. The director of com-
puter laboratories became a switch-
board operator, and a housekeeper took
over three jobs including office man-
ager. One of the clinie’s regular driv-
ers risked repeated trips into the riot-
ridden area topick up workersand milk,

John Taliaferro, newly-named coor-
dinator of volunteer services at North-
ville, found an unexpected source of
aid ~ the patient’s themselves. Many
came in and volunteered to help wher-
ever needed. Others who have regular

work assignments in the hospital re-
ported on schedule and brought friends
along to help.

Nurses at Northville also worked
double shifts and stayed overnight in
order to fill in on days like last Monday
when 75 persons, nearly two-thirds of
the nursing staff for one shift, were
late or unable to report.

Taliaferro also had to tap his lists
of volunteers to assist in departments
like food service where only 18 of 40
workers appeared for one shift.

Volunteers also played animportant
role at Plymouth State Home in North-
ville, community relations director
William Boyd reported. Monday, when
less than 50 percent of the staff appear=
ed for work, over 100 volunteers from
nearby communities rushed to the hose
pital and kept coming during the next
several days. Among members of the
emergency volunteer brigade were 32
Felician nuns who reside in a convent
near Livonia,

Staff members at Plymouth alsore=~
cejved large measures of praise.Near=
ly all changed their working hours with-
out complaint, Boyd said. For the mid-
night shift this meant arriving about
8:00 p.m. to beat the curfew imposed
across Detroit and working 10 to 11
hours until the day shift came on duty.

Other staffers did double duty, Typ-
ists, social workers, varioustherapists
and housekeepers helped with noon
feedings and then stayed on after their
working hours to help with evening
meals, Others worked three consecu=~
tive shifts and gave up days off.

This same type of doubling up and
long hours by staff members on the
scene helped keep Hawthorn Center
operating at a.nearly-pormal schedule,
personnel director Harold Kaufmanre-
ported.

Many institution officialsare making
plans to honor those who helped in the
emergency, but as one put it, ‘“We’ll
never be able to contact everybody,”

Weekly, Hayes pays $100 to Salem
for inspection of the landfill three or
four times a week,

Eventually, complaints started drop-

“It’s the finest operation around
now,” says Taylor, who admits as
does Stromberg that citizens still oc-
caslonally complain, ‘But when that
happens Gunnar always takes m;e of
the.problem.

Complalnts usually concern rubbish
falling from trucks onto the rcad or
private property, damaged roads in
the springtime, or ‘smell.

These, says Stromberg, are dealt
with quickly. The landffll is sprayed
daily to cut down on smell, roads

Stromberg adds. ‘“We want to keep our
good public image."”’

Stromberg has a philosophy pecul-
far fo most landfill operators. ‘“We
provide a necessary public service,
As long as you have a grocery store
you’re going to have garbageand you're
going to have to have someplace to put
it.

‘“People say they’re against la
fills because the big citles haul their
fill out to their communities. Well,
without cities like Detroit where would
these communities be? Everyone takes
something from the big, central citiesbut
not many want to give anything.”

The landfill supervisor agrees that
where landfills are-operated, citizens-
_deserve the protection of the law, “We’
“wan
do everything the law says-and more:
here in Salem.”

Apparently, Stromberg’s words ring

‘true for Salem's township supervisor,

who, looking azhead to 1971 worries
aloud:

“Where are we going to put our
rubbish when this place {s filled? Our

own pecple will have to have a place,”

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Persons taking the gen-
eral education development
test at Schoolcraft college
will pay a higher fee, but
they’ll be able to take the
test at a more convenient
time, under a new proced-
ure approved by college
trustees.

The higher fee of $5 (up
from $2,50) will enable the
college to administer the
tests on a self-supporting

_basis, according to Dean of
Student Affairs Edward V.
McNally. The $5 fee is the
minimum charge recom-
mended bythe National Gen-
eral EducationDevelopment
Testing service.

At the same time, pro-
cedural changes approved
by the trustees on McNal-
ly’s recommendation will
schedule the testsonFriday
evenings and Saturday mor-
nings instead of during the
day on Thursdays and Fri-
days.

*“This change should be
more convenientfor work-
ing people who have had to
lose twodays’ work inorder
to take the test,” McNally
sajd,

Demand for the GED test
at Schoolceraft has increas-
ed during the pasttwo years.
McNally said 124 persons
took the testin 1966, against
67 in 1964, The dean said
83 persons had taken the
test by June 1 this year.
. Under the newprocedure,
the testing fee would not be
applied as a credit against
the college admission fee
if the test applicant seeks
admission to the college.In
the past, the $2.50 fee had
been deducted from the ad-

" missions fee,

GED tests will be given
to residents of the college
distriet who meet the age
qualification, and to adults
who are not district resi-
dents but who seek ad-

- mission to the college, Mc-
Nally said.

If the testapplicant seeks
admission to the college he
must be 20 at the time
classes start. If the appli-
cant does not seek ad-
mission to the college, he

~must be2l whenhe takes the
test,

The test {salso given to
adults who are not distriet
residents, but whoare seek-
ing Civil Service jobs with-
in the college district, such
as with local policeandfire
departments., -

According to McNally,
the battery of GED tests
will be scheduled once each

- month. Two of the testswill
be given on a Friday night,
and the other three will be
scheduled for Saturday mor-
ning. Average time for the
battery of ffve tests is 10
hours, McNally said.

Applications for the tests
.should be made to the ad-
missions office at the col-
lege.

While the plan may not be feasible,
or even legal, the Northville school
board deserves an “A’’ for its effort
to acquire school sites from subdivid-
ers.

Specifically, the board has asked
city and township officials to make it
mandatory for subdividers to dedicate
school sites within their proposed de-
velopments to the school district. It
appears that the intent of the board’s
proposal is that the sites shouldbe free
because the subdivisions arerespone-
sible for creating the need for new
schools.

In theory it sounds fine, but the
‘“dedication requirement’’ has many
ramifications that would make appli-
cation with any degree of equlty near
impossible,

The important issue here, how=
ever, is that an effort is being made
to improve communications — to have
one tax-spending arm of the community
know what the other is doing.

Board Members Richard Martinand
Andrew Orphan carried the appeal di-
rectly to township planners last week.
In commenting on the need for ‘being
on the ground floor of development’
Martin pointed out that the cost of
school sites ‘‘is sky high by the time
we know of the subdivision”.

Martin, it appeared, was wellaware
that the school distriet might not exe
pect free land dedications, but that it
would be happy with half-a-loaf - sites
that kad not been inflated in price by
the presence of development, Orphan
further noted that school sites, them-
selves, enhanced the value of develop-
ment property and that this should be
considered by subdividers.

City and township planners are
studying the school board request and,
presumably, will make recommenda-
tions to their respectiveelectedbodies,
the council and board.

Coincidentally, new revisions to the
city’s subdivision ordinance list among
its requirements for approval of apre=
liminary plat the submisslon of such
plats to the superintendent of schools.

Township Planner Bernard Baldwin
pointed to one flaw in thebest system of
communication, He noted that planners
do not learn of the new growth areas
where schools will be needed unti] the
subdivider comes in with his proposed
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plan. “By that time the property has
been sold,’’ he pointed out.

It should be noted, too, that the
developer pays a high price for land —
far higher than the assessed valuation
carried on the tax roll previous to the
sale, Thus, when he acquires the acre-
age it’s immediately reassessed and
the tax bill hiked in accordance with
the value as established by the sale.

Usually, therefore, the developer
wastes little time in getting his sub=
division underway. And when he’s ap=-
proached to sell off 10 or 20 acres for
a school site, he relates his costs to
what he’s had to pay-not to what many
might remember the value of the landas
recorded on old assessment rolls,

Therefore, picking school sites for
the future becomes something of a
guessing game, if the district hopes to
make substantial savings. But the best
heads of the community’splanning com=
missions can prove helpful in-this
(lgame”.

So it ishoped that thislatest effort by
the school board to improve communi=
cations proves more lasting than others.

Just as it is important for planners
to inform the school board of prospece
tive developments, so is it for the
board of education to check with city
and township officials before buying
sites that may require certain ime
provements or services not previous-
ly budgeted.

To the Editor:

I want to express myappreciationto
your community for the privilege of
helping in your efforts to improve one
of the most vital facets of public ser-
vice, better police protection for the
areas listed in the following request
sent me in mid-April:

“BE IT RESOLVED by the citizens
present at the Plymouth Community
Leadership Conference of Saturday,
April 8, 1967 representing the five
communities of — Northville Township,
City of Northville, Plymouth Township,
City of Plymouth, Canton Township and
the Plymouth Community School Board,

““That we request our State Legisla-
tors to introduce legislation enabling
communities of any class, including
mixtures of village, townships, citles
and home-rule cities to join in mutual
authorities or mutual contracts for the
provision of unified police services.

‘““We have concurrently passed and
transmitted to our respective elected

boards and commissions, a similar res=-

olution urging them to adopt individual
resolutions (also addressed to our lege
islative representatives) to the same
effect. ‘

““As citizens, we wish to have the
option for ourselvesandother commun=
ities within the state of combining in
the most efficient manner for the pro-
vision of the police protection so badly
needed.

“Apparently, present law may not
permit 2 mutual authority or matual
contract among a2 mixture of unincorpe
orated and incorporated community
governments of various ¢lasses, The
vote was unanimouys.,’’

The authority to achieve the very
worthy objective you sought has now
been enacted and I hope it will be cf
value to al! concerned. Incidentally,
this goal of improved services through
cooperative endeavor was also envis-
ioned by the framers of our present
State Constitution in Section 28 of
Article VII as follows:

*The legislature by general law

shall authorfze two or more counties,

townships, citles, villages or dis-
triets, or any combination thereof
among among other things to: enterinto
contractual undertakingsor agreements
with one another or with the state or
with any combination thereof for the
joint administration of any of the func-
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tions or powers which each would have
the power to perform separately; share
the costs and responsibjlities of funce
tons and services with one another or
with the state or with any combination
thereof which each would have the pow=-
er toperform separately; transfer func-
tions or responsibilities to one another
or any combination thereof upon the
consent of each unit involved; coop=
erate with one another and with state
government; lend their credit to one
another or any combination thereof
as provided by law in connection with
any authorized publicly owned under-
taking.”

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Lurid orange and yellow flames
engulfed the skeleton building as two
Negroes, one wearing a classic pork=
ple hat, stood silhouetted in the fore-
ground, two burning ingots from the
hearth of Detroit’s violence, Slugged
‘“Battlefield, U.S.A.”, this was the
recent blazing cover of Newsweek mag-
azine,

Inside, bloody color prints were
sandwiched betweena cauterizing story,
detaiied and accurate, thattold thegrim
tale of the most devastating riot in this
nation’s history. Upstaging the sweep=~
ing riot roundup, adding that rate per-
sonal touch — for Newsweek magazine
— was John Dotson’s poignant narra-
tive of his experience with rebelling
Negroes. In the business section, a
cogent report spelled out the financial
impact,

Within the short spaceof 11 compact
pages, Newsweek had wrapped up a
pulsating story that overlooked nothing.
The Detroit maelstrom was The Story
of the week, and Newsweek had done the
job —anonymously, of course, Buthow?
Had they ghosted it, letting the Detroit
dailies do the leg work while Newsweek
writers, with the exception of Dotson,
sat securely at home?

Perhaps most people know better,
but one question still hangsunanswered:
just how had Newsweek apparently
scooped other weekly magazines, es-
pecfally with graphic and gory photo-
graphs? Larry Kurshmal of the Detroit
bureau had the answer and anxiously
imparted how an 11-man team of re=
porters, photographers and a secretary
covered Detroit’s riots.

Let’s goback whereall stories begin
— at the begipning, ‘“When the riots
broke out,” Kurshmal said, ‘‘we were
spread all over the globe,”” Kurshmal,
himself, was up north on vacation in
Michigan. Bureau Chief Jim Jones. was
fishing in Florida. Bill Richards was
ironically with the national guard at
the Eighth armory and Dotson was at
home.

Early Sunday morning Richards was
alerted through his guard unit. Dotson
got a call from Negro friends. Although
early reports were haphazard, the two
bureau staffers were alert, as is the
newsmgn’s--wont, In the absence of
Jones, Dotson called the shots, Kurshe
mal said

“By Sunday night,’’ he said, ‘‘it had
become quite obvious that we had toget
color art, which must precede the story,
because processing is time consum-
ing.” Bill Clark, a local professional
photographer, was called and Monday
the first batch of 1,500 pictures was on
its way to New York

According to Kurshmal, the cover
page picture was a product of luck, as
he claimed were many of the pictures,
ineluding the sequence showingthe dying

By Sunday night, it was also appar-
ent that more help wasneeded. Don Holt,
Chicago bureau chief, and Marv Kupfer
of Holt’s staff-whisked into town. Two
other photographers were summoned
from the East and a fourth was hired’
locally, Kurshmal had returned pronto
on Sunday and Jones cameflyinginear=
ly Monday morning.

“At that point, we were at full
battle strength,” Kurshmal quipped.
Through what he called ‘‘a brilliant
stroke of genius,” Jones had ordered
four riot helmets from Chicagoa month
before, which the reporters donned
hastily and began their staggered 24-
hour-a-day vigil.

Had Jomes fully expected a riot?

“He was uneasy,” Kurshmalsaid. ‘“No, . .

the riots were not expected, but Jones
wanted to be alert.” Furthermore,
orders from higher up from the East
had warned, ‘It will be a long, hot
summer,”’

The pace was exhausting for the
Newsweek team. They took up quarters
at the Sheridan-Cadillac hotel and work=
ed unbroken hours covering the riot.
“At two one morning, we met Cavan=
augh,” Kurshmal said. ‘‘He had been
up for 43 hours, We were dragging and
had been up only 25.”

Although crises demanded occas-
ional improvisation, Jones, ‘who shad-
owed Romney along the campaign trail,
covered the political aspect. Dotson, a
Negro, changed into old clothes and
joined Negroes to get “the inside '
story.” Kurshmal, aside from working
headquarters, was the color man, the
reporter who adds vivid general details,
and Williams, Kupfer, Holt and the
photographers roamed the embattled
streets. The secretary operated what
Kurshmal called ‘‘the command post’
(the switehboard) round the clock, -

Jones -actually scooped a raft of
reporters by gaining first knowledge of
Romney’s reaction fo LBJ’s midnight
anpouncement sending federal troops
into action. Jones had the governor’s
response Wednesday, but hope that
Romney would not make his retort
public collapsed Monday, before News-

" week hit the streets.

Dotson had the rarest time of-*,all.
Sidling in with Negro groups, he saw
the action ‘from the other side,’’ as
Kurshmal put it. So unusual was that
other side that Dotson was given a by=
line something rare for Newsweek.

Kurshmal had his moments, too. It
was he who spotted the sign on one
Negro establishment, ‘‘Very, very, very,
very Black,” (a variation of “‘Soul
Brother”) that was included in the
wrap~up story, and he was there with a
photographer and Kupfer when national
guardsmen shot up the car bearingfour»
unarmed Negroes. Kurshmal’s reaction;
“I was disgusted, nauseated.’””

The wrap=-up story whichappearedin
last week’s {ssue began shaping up Wed-
nesday, when the first copy was wired
to New York. The Newsweek staff cole
laborated and by late Saturday night,
the normal deadline, the storyhad taken
final form. Lines were held open until
Sunday, however, for last-minute sta=
tistics and sudden new developments.
Sunday night, one week after the first
tspzxélé had ignited, the story was put

{s only sensible to know how best to

* avoid this disturbing —and often costly-

circumstance, And to know, if it should

_happen, what to do to help recover lost

possessions,

Police experts on burglary pretty
much agree that carelessnessinlocking
doors and windows makes aneasyinfor
housebreakers, most of whom are likely
to be amateurs. The old adage that any
burglar who wants to get in will find a
way is not taken foo serjously by most
students of the way of thieves, It en-
trance is made difficult, chances are
that the average felon will keep look«
ing until he finds a house or an apart-
ment that is an obvious easy mark,

Perhaps the ‘‘open sesame’’ for
most breaks is the snmap lock that
clicks shut without the use of a key.
Such a device can usually be opened
in a moment or two by manipulating 2
thin, firm object, such as a charge
card or a pocket calendar. Drop-bolt,
double, and various types of ‘‘police’’
locks provide superior assurance
against entry. Your locksmith will help
on this matter, and will make certain

. that there are no weak sections of

wood or glass around the lock .that
could be easily shattered by sudden

, force. Some reliable locks come with

magnetic keys having neither teeth nor
grooves so they cannot be duplicated.

IT SURELY should not be considered
“silly’’ — nor-is it particularly costly
~ to have locks checked from time to
time and changed occasionally. When
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moving into a new house or apart-
ment, it is definitely advisable to have
the locks changed; same. is applicable
when maids or other domestics are re-
placed, especially if theirs was short-
term or temporary tenure. Any police
officer will advise altering locks in
a newly rented apartment, and this
is only common sense in a high-rise
where strangers constantly moveabout,

Vindows create somewhatof a prob-
lem, ,since, they can often be smashed
and a simple catch released. In crowd=
ed cities metal grilles are frequently
attached either inside or outside the

"panes. While locked inside grilles are

a better guard against burglary than
those than can be pried off from the
outside, they present a serious hazard
for residents in case of fire. Many
fire departments have strong ideas on
this, and reportedly some big-city de=~
partments are testing out window locks
that are both safe and burglar-resis-
tant, Night lights are a good idea
when a home is to be left vacant; and
cooperation of neighbors is helpful.

EVEN WITH the utmost precaution,

_robberies do take place. Authorities.

make it clear that they will be grateful
if the victims do not put things inorder
after a place {s ransacked. This makes
it next to impossible to find the clues
that most often lead to capture of 2
thief and recovery of the stolen goods.
Insurance companies should be notified

~ at once and provided with details on all

valuable articles known to be missing.
Both police and insurance agents are
constantly appalled by people’s inability
to identify stolen goods. Insurees are
urged to keep serial numbers of costly

. appliances, Women should note the

furrier’s mark on the skins in a luxe
urious fur coat, since anyidentification

is lkely :t6 have been ripped off. In -

the case of expensive jewelry and such
ftems as sculpture and paintings, color
photographs should be taken and put in
a secure place such as a safe-deposit
box. It is wise, in fact, to keep nota-
tions of all valuables together in sucha
Tepository. This will do away with the
vague descriptions and forgottendetails
that are so discouraging to police and
insurance men.

Final reminder: Police officials in-
sist that there is an excellent chance
of successfully solving a burglary ... if
they are summoned immediately and if
everything in the rifled home is left
strictly as is until they have completed
their inspection.

The Michigan Education Association,
which was once an organization of
‘‘professional’’ people, was stimulated
into militancy by competing teacher
organizations which demanded higher
pay and better conditions. It nowexerts
2s much pressure on school superinten=
dents as does any union.

Principals are organizing too. They
have their ideas of what should be ex«
pected of them and how much they should
be paid for their services.

State and federal governments make
more and more demands and require=
ments. These range from setting mini-
mums of standard performance for
schools to laws about the way the school
can be operated.

As the “man in the middle,” the
superintendent gets pressure from all
sides. Boards, public, students, teach-
ers, principals, government, More and
more superintendents or potential sup-~
erintendents are saying, ‘No thanks.”’

The total number of school districts
decreases steadily, It now stands at
790, reduced from almost twice that
number three years ago.

LAST YEAR 93 superintendents’

jobs changed hands. By July 1 this
year, 52 more changes had been made.
The MSU Placement Bureau listed 34
openings.

This astounding turnover empha-
sizes the problem. The ‘‘Impossible
position’’ in which the superintendent
finds himself causes more of them to
retire early, ask for reassignment as
principals or teachers, or to leave
the school system for other administra=-
tive jobs. At the same time, fewer and
fewer young men want to put up with
the pressure and are unwilling to pre-
pare themselves for the difficult rea
sponsibilities.

‘‘Appreciate the Super-
intendent Day’’ might be a’
good idea. In many smaller
communities, the school is
the biggest industry. In all
communities it is oneof the
most important,

Wise school boards and
thoughtful - citizens will de-
velop a newappreciationfor
the problems of the school
superintendent and stimu-
late this appreciation in
others.

The alternative is to see
more and more capable fhen
abandon the field beaten
down by too muchpressure;
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frustrated from too many problems;
hamstrung by too much responsibility
with too little authority; exhaustedfrom
too many demands on their time.
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This leaves the community with
still another demanding problem: what
will happen to the school system?

A small office, one desk, three
file cabinets and two chairs const-
tute the state office of the United Span=
{sh War Veterans. Only 10 members
attended last year’s annual state con-
vention,

There are less than 9,000 veterans
of the War of ‘98 still alive; about 200
of them reside in Michigan, The aver-
age age of these veterans is 90.

Royal S. Peters, manager of the
state facility, remembers when the
organization was a moving force in the
nation.

His time is now spent on visits to
hospitalized Spanish War veterans, pub-
\{shing a communications plece six
times a year and “‘trying to hold things
together,”

ENTIRELY STATE SUPPORTED the
organization operates on a slim $14,000
per year. All expenses must be paid
from this amount includinga secretary,
Peters’ salary, travel expenses, office
upkeep and miscellaneous.

The state is broken into ‘‘camps’
but each year the number grows fewer.
The National Encampment, heldinLan=
sing in 1963, lsted a total of 44
camps in the state, a drop of two in
one year, State membership was given
at 451, a loss of 103 over the previous
year.

The Michigan association waschar-

tered in 1904, although originally or=-

ganized in 1900.
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It was Jerry Hartman of South Lyon,
I guess, who first torpedoed my image
of principals.

Untll he came along, these select
guys and gals were ol’ foggles who early
in life had married a textbook and
seldom, if ever, divorced themselves
from the academic world. They’d closet
themselves fn their little cubbyholes,
ponder only big problems and oce
casfonally sally forth to administer
justice wrapped around wooden sticks,

They were old, leathery and mean,

But then Jerry came along, older
than I but not decrepit, leathery but
ot impenetrable, and mean but only
when pointisg an arrow at a deer,

More than that, he showed me that
_principals have a human side, have
common, ordinary frailties, and are
prone to worry, laugh and cry lke all
of us. Since then, many other princi-
pals have come along and displayed
similar attributes,

Now comes my kd brother, the
crew=cut, former college half-back off

whose head I used to bounce green

apples while daring him to carry his

troubles to mother. Next month he
becomes principal of an elementary
school in a district where I once
wrestled unsuccessfully with arithme-
tic.

A couple weeks back he asked me
to meet him at the school,

“I've got a few problems,”’ he said
in handing out the invitation, ‘‘that I
thought you might be able to help me
with.”’

Imagine! My little brother (he's
really not little anymore) wants me to
help him resolve one of those weighty
academic problems facing the prinei-
pal. He need not lock any further... his
problems are solved ~ so long as they

. don’t involve mathemates, I thought,

building up my ego.

So after a lengthy tour of empty
classrooms, he took me to his offfce
where we were to discuss his probe
lems, His ‘biggest problem’’ came
first and, waiting enthusastically, I
was ready to tield it with the finesse of

a college professor,

“Do you think the teachers’ toilet
should have a fan?’’ he asked.

A long pause followed as I tried
convineing myself that I'"d misunder-
stood the question. Certainly, a matter
of this kind was not one a principal
would consider, and certainly, after
earning himself 2 master’s degree and
a few hours toward a doctorate, he had
tougher problems to which he could
apply this training,

‘‘Did you say ‘toflet fan’?”’ I asked
disbelievingly.

‘“Well, yes, but it’s not only the fan,
but the related problem of disguising
the door to the john.”

Pause,

“I'm speechless, Dick, to think that
you would reserve such an important
problem for me. But why all this con-
cern about a toflet?’’

Whereupon, brother Dick launched
into a dessertation on how he would ltke

to move his secretary’s desk from an
adjoining library to make more room

" for reading students, To do so obe

viously meant moving her into part of

the teachers’ lounge, located nexttohis-

own office, thus cutting down the size

_of the teachers’ relaxation quarters.

A new principal fearing suchamove
might alienate the teachers, Dick sought
ways of showing teachers he had agens

-uine concern for them. He and his wife

had repainted the interfor of the lounge, -
purchased a reading lamp, anddidafew -

other little things to the room to make
it more pleasant, _

Now he wondered, because of the

. reduced size of the lounge if afan would

be appropriate in the adjacent, little
restroom,

Or should he scrap the entire project
and put his secretary, whom he had yet
to meet, back into the library?

“Well, Dick,” I said, “‘that’s really
not a problem, ButIthink you've missed
one. Putting your secretaryinthe lounge
area where she can ‘‘spy” on teachers
for you is a real sore spot.”

“‘She’s not going to spy.”’

‘“Yes, but can teachers be certain
she won’t? By the way, where is the
men’s lounge?”’

““We’ve been talking about it. Men
and women use the same lounge ... the

same john,”

‘*‘You mean if I'm a teacher I’ve got
to walk past a woman to get into that
john .., and then come out of there and
wash my hands in that sink in front of
everyone?"”’

Classes for thefallterm
start Thursday, August 31, Those who
fail to register during the regular
period will be charged a late regis-
tration fee, Dunn said.

College officials are expecting a
record enrollment of about 4,000 for
the 16-week term which ends Decem-
ber 21.
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Enrollment procedures for persons
who want to improve their job skilis by
taking evening courses at Schoolcraft
college this fall have been announced
by Director of Admissions Barbara
Geil.

A number of evening courses are
available to residents of the college
district who are interested in job=
upgrading instruction but who don’t
plan to enroll formally in the college.
