Novi Township Attorney Emery 
Jacques has taken exception ti> conten­
tions of legal counselors for the incorp­
oration movement, labeling them as 
"ridiculous." " 

C. A . Smith, chairman of the in­
corporation committee, stated last 
week after tile decision of Circuit 
Court Judge William Beer had been 
rendered, that "nobody knows what he 
(Beer) did. But we neither won- nor 
lost the case... that's certain." 

Maybe Smith and his attorneys cant 
understand the judge's ruling, Jacques 
says, but he (Jacques) and the township 
board understand it. He argues that the 
written record of the judge is clear 
enough, that incorporation proponents 
simply are unhappy that they lost. 

Jacques offers the written, official 
ruling of Judge Beer "to set the record 
straight." 

The document shows the judge as 
setting aside Judge James S.Thorbum's 
ruling in favor of the incorporation 
movement and supporting the original 
ruling of Judge Arthur Moore against 
incorporation attempts. 

However, Beer observes in his rul­
ing "that no testimony was takenin that 
earlier case before Judge Moore." Be­
cause of this fact, he says he "will per­
mit the offering of testimony to enable 
this court to determine whether or not 
the order for summary judgment by 
Judge Moore should be reconsidered." 

The only testimony that could be 
offered, says Jacques, would be to state 
factually that the original petitions did, 

, not contain language showing thatpopu-
'lation requirements for incorporation 
was met. Since the petitions did not 
contain this language, asserts Jacques, 
and since proponents admit the popula­
tion requirement under the law was 
not met, "they just do not have any 
testimony to present." 

The Novi News contacted Judge 
Beer's office to get further clarifica­
tion of his ruling but was told the judge 
"does not discuss his rulings like 
that" Referred to the court reporter 
for amplification, the new^per was 
told that the court reporter was not 
at liberty to comment.

A guide for tile "orderly develop­

ment" of Novi, wblch as been on and 
off the drawing boards for more tiian a 
half-dozen years, finally became a real­
ity Monday night as tiie village council 
accepted tile recommendation of tile 
planning board and unanimously approv­
ed tile proposed master plan. 

Only one minor change, suggested 
by one of tiie citizens who attended tiie. 
public hearing, was ordered, althougjl 
several local citizens and at least two 
major developers questioned plami^rs': 
or offered comments. 

No major objections were voiced, 
and even fliose fliat were raised ap­
parently were resolved. 

Meeting in a joint session, tiie coun­
ci l and tiie planning- board, together 
witil tile citizens, listened quietly as 
Planning Chairman Kalin Johnson ex­
plained major sections of tbe document, 
assisted by Victor Rust, alsoaplanning 
board member. 

In explaining tiie purpose of tiie 
plan, Johnson noted that tbe village

Emery Jacques, attorney for Oie 
township of Novi, quizzed Johnson as 
to tiie flexibility of tile plan. Suppose, 
he said, someone prc^oses a "reason­
able" development tiiat is compatible 
with surrounding development biit does 
not meet tbe guidelines of tiie master 
plan. Would, he asked, such a propos­
ed development be denied arbitrarily 
because of its conflict witii tiie master 
plan? Johnson replied tiiat it would not, 
that tiie plan wlU be used only asa flex­
ible guide and that each case will be 
examined^ decided onits compatibil­
ity and merit 

Otiier citizens asked if tiie plan 
provided for "dumps", airports, or 
ho^itals. The former two, said John­
son, were'not considered. The eventual 
need for latter, however, is ^ l l e d 
out in the text ctf tiie plan but no 
attempt was made to pinpoint suchafu-
ture development on tiie maps, he 
added. 

When tiie question was raised as to 
^ e r e residents wlU dump tiieir rub> 
bish in the future, since no provision 
is made in tbe master plan, Council­
man atrrawood quipped: "We've got 
four parcels in tiie township; we can use 
tiiose." Whereupon Township Sl?)er-
vlsor Hadley Bachert asked if bis com­
ment might notbelndttdedintiierecord 
of tiie public bearing. "By all means," 
said Harrawood. 

Richard Gable, a developer, and a 
representative of Max Sheldon, also a 
developer, noted tilat in general tiie 

master plan fits in witil tileir proposed 
developments nicely. Their brief des­
criptions of proposed future develop­
ments strengtilened Johnson's earlier 
conclusion that major development with­
in tiie boundaries of Novi is rapidly 
approaching. 

Proposed developments cited include 
a giant residential subdivision at 10 
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Mile and Meadowbrook roads, a 160-
acre development at 10 Mile and Taft, 
a longer range 1,200-acre develop­
ment along Wixom road, a 230-acre 
development at Nine MHe and Taft, 
development of tile Erwin property at 
10 Mile and Novi roads, and an eventual 
industrial park development north of 
12 Mile road near the C&O railroad.

In fiict tbe master plan, by propos­
ing resideritlal neighborhood units and 
their sizes, tiie amount of industry and 
commercial development actually es­
tablishes tiie population size that plan­
ners contend is best suited for flie 
community. 

Tbe plan divides the communityinto 
36 neigbborbood units, varying in size 
and shape depending upon boundaries 
such as major highways, topography, 
railroads, etc. Populations of each, the 
plan suggests shouldbebetween2,000' 
and 5,000 persons a size tiiat can 
support an elementary school. 

On tiie basis of tiiese 36 units, Qie 
plan suggests an ultimate population, 
capable of supporting 34 elementary 
schools in addition to tiie two already 
serving tile community. 

Johnson emphasizes that it is not 
tiie intention of tiie planning board, 
tiirough its master plan, "to tell" 
school officials where to build. Rath­
er, he says, tbe plan Indicates to offic­
ials where population centers may 
develop. 

However, because four school dis­
tricts exist witiiin tiie Novi boundaries, 
establishment of tiie neighborhood (Hs-
tricts could pose problems where a 
i ^ I e unit may be served by more 
than one district Witti Oils in mind, 
planners suggest tiat school boards 
periodically review tileir boundaries

Northville lost that opener but it played 
well enough to threaten the Rocks right 
down to the wire. 

Northville will be seeking i ts first 
victory of the season. 

Brighton, on the other hand, wi l l 
carry a 1-1 record into Northville. It 
opened the season with a non-league win 
over South Lyon and then, last week, 
took a beating from West Bloomfield. 

Neither team can afford to lose 
tomorrow. Both found hope, despite 
their losses Friday, in the fact that 
defending champion Bloomfield Hi l ls 
was upset by Clarkston and Clarence-
vi l le ' s rugged eleven was clipped by 
Miiford. But another loss tomorrow 
would put them in position from which 
recovery might be too difficult to 
achieve. 

For Northville, tomorrow's contest 
wi l l have a double significance. The 
local eleven sti l l remembers last 
year's 18-12 loss to the Bulldogs, who 
hadn't won over the Mustangs in 15 
years. In fact, it was the first Brighton 
victory over Northville since the W-0 
League was formed in 1951.

Continued from Poge 1 
within what is now part of the Walled 
Lake district. 

Concerning commercial develop­
ment, the plan envisions an ultimate 
need of 444 acres of commercial prop­
erty. This includes 100 acres for a 
regional center, 126 acres for neigh­
borhood shopping centers, llSacresfor 
general commercial development, and 
100 acres for commercial development 
along thoroughfares. 

The commercial plan map, while not 
meant to specify exact locations, shows 
the regional shopping center near Novi 
road, between the expressway and 12 
Mile road. The civic and business cen­
ter is seen as being near Novi and old 
Grand River roads. Three neighborhood 
shopping centers are seen on Nine Mile 
road, three on 10 Mile, one on Eleven 
Mile road, four on Grand River, Two on 
12 Mile, three on 13 Mile, and two on

either side of Walled Lake. 
Industrial patterns within the plan 

generally follow either side of the 
railroad, from the southern boundary 
to near the northern boundary, and be­
tween the expressway and old Grand 
River from Haggerty on the east to 
Beck on the west. Some industrial de­
velopment is planned along the south 
side of old Grand River as well, and 
along the south side of 12 Mile road 
from Napier to half-way between Wix­
om and Beck roads. 

Research and engineering develop­
ments are seen adjacent to sections of 
the industrial park, serving as a "buf­
fer" between manufacturing and resi­
dential areas. 

The thoroughfares and streets plan 
provides for one expressway (1-96), 
a major arterial controlled access high­
way (proposed highway along Haggerty 
now in the works), and a number (rf 
basic arterial inter-county roads (gen­
erally following the existiilg mile roads), 
county secondary roads (many of whici 
do not yet exist), and a string of park­
ways. 

One non-existent secondary road­
way as seen in the plan, for example, 
runs north from Center street at Nine 
Mile and eventually ties into Clark 
street near Grand River. 

Parks and park-ways are seen gen­
erally as along streams or low areas 
and around Walled Lake. Some dozen 
neighborhood parks are envisioned. In 
addition, the plan calls for a large 
number of playgrounds (utilizing pro­
posed school sites) and a scattering 
of playfields. 

Finally, the master plan sees even­
tual need for 10 fire stations, one po­
lice station, three DPW centers, four 
libraries, and a municipal center. 

One of the hottest issues to flare 
up in Salem township last year will 
be revived on October 10 before the 
township board of appeals. 

The controversy rages around Mr. 
and Mrs. Ronald Shoebridge's plans to 
convert their private airport on Six 
Mile road (just west of Chubb road) 
into a commercial enterprise. Specific­
ally, the Shoebridge's are seeking a 
conditional zoning permit to operate 
a commercial airport. 

They made the same appeal in 
September of 1966, but the appeals 
board denied the request on the heels 
of a barrage of protests from resi­
dents living in the ricinity of the 
airport. Approached again during the 
summer, the board declined to review 
the application because no new evi­
dence was presented. 

Originally, four basic reasons were 
cited for denying the permit: the threat 
to safety imposed by inexperienced 
trainees flying aircraft, anticipated 
noise, possible deflation of nearbypro-
perty values and lack of township 
control. 

With renewed hope and added sup­
port, the Shoebridges await the October 
10 appearance before the board. They 
earnestly feel the tide of opposition 
will be turned to that of acceptance, 
that people will come to realize that 
a commerical airport would be a boon 
to the community. 

"When my husband first approached 
the board," Mrs. Shoebridge said, "we 
had no idea that there would be such 
stiff opposition. He was uî jrepared to 
answer questions because of lack of 
information." Now, however. Shoe-
bridge has documented his case and 
canvassed Salem residents to explain

the situation and to obtain about 250 
signatures approving of the commer­
cial operation. 

"There was very little opposition 
in his personal contact," Mrs. Shoe-
bridged stated. "A lot of it was edu­
cating people to the air age."' 

Actually, commercial airport status 
would mean more stringent regulations 
than presently apply to private airports 
and hence, bring about afer conditions, 
Mrs. Shoebridge explained. 

Under present regulations, she con­
tinued, student pilots are not supposed 
to land on the Shoebridges' field, but 
they have. "We have tried to dis­
courage them, but they still do it 
occasionally. We have reported the ones 
we could identify. Most people assume 
planes flying in this area are from our 
airport." 

Under commercial regulations, the 
Shoebridges say they would have more 
control over all pilots, daredevils and 
students. Without clearance, pilots 
would not be permitted to enter the 
field's flight pattern, which covers a 
five-mile radius of the field. Violators 

would be reported to the Federal Avia­
tion commissloil for revocation of li­
cense and other punitive penalties. 

Mrs. Shoebridge doesn't feel noise 
is afactor.pl-imdrilybecausetheplanes 
will be stnall and make virtually no 
noise. -'Trains on the railroad track 
(just down from the airport) make much 
more noise than our planes," she said. 

Although the Shoebridges are con­
templating expansion of their present 
facilities,, she said the aircraft would 
remain small, generally the size of 
their present two aircraft. "They'll 
be mainly single-engine and small two-
engine aircraft.-' 

Regarding deflation of nearby pro­
perty values, the Shoebridges have a 
statement from the Michigan Aviation 
commission (MAC), the Michigan regu­
latory body, proclaiming that in no 
instance has an airport been detri­
mental to a community. 

Indeed, the MAC says that indust­
rial and commercial property values 
increase, that property owners' insur­
ance does not increase and that sur­

rounding residential property values 
are not affected. 

In Mrs. Shoebridge's opinion, the 
to;vnship would have power to regulate 
the operation of a commercial airport.

Ifs a Mixture of Love and Work

EDITOR'S NOTE: Following is 
the fourth of a series of articles 
o n the five Vintage Homes which 
will be visited Thursday, October 
5 during a tour sponsored by the 
Women's Association of the North' 
vilie Presbyterian Church. 

Living in a vintage home i s both 
exciting and cornfortable, particularly 
in one as luxurious as the George 
W. Kohs home, but it also meansplenty 
of time-consuming, hard work. 

And tiie task, though thoroughly 
enjoyed by the Kohs family, i s chal­
lenging, too, since the owners must 
temper their own urges to make it 
more beautiful and comfortable through 
improvements with tile ever-present 
responsibility of maintaining the home's 
historical elegance. 

"Witilout the help of our sons," 
explains M r s . Kohs, "tile job of re­
pairing and maintaining the house and 
grounds over the years would have 
been almost an impossibil i ty." 

The Kohs moved into tile home at 
473 West Cady street some 22 years 
ago. Neltiler tile house nor the grounds 
were in fine enough condition to sat­
isfy tills family, and immediately tiley 
set to work enhancing tile structure 
that had begun to succumb to age. 
Today the beautifully kept home belies 
i ts age of 100 years or more. 

The site on which tile home stands 
can be traced back to 1826 when 180 
acres of land were deeded to Ira 
Rice . T-le land grant was s i p e d by 
President John Adams. Hiram Robinson 
purchased the property in 1830. He 
died shortly tilereafter and in 1834 his 
wife, Ju l i a A . Robinson became tile 
owner. Eventually, the parcel of land 
was divided among relatives. 

Ear ly papers in tile Kohs posses­
sion mention a barn on tile property, 
but nothing of the home, which tile 
present owners suspect was built by 
a member of the Ambler family. Best 
estimates place the house's birth at 
from 115 to 135 years ago, altilough 
the original structure probably was 
considerably smaller tiun tile present 
building. 

The original part of tile house p ro ­
bably included four rooms upstairs 
and four down, says M r s . Kohs, who 
w i l l serve as hostess for the tour of 
her home on October 5. The original 
stairway to tile second floor has been 
closed off, and a strikingly beautiful 
new one installed. It's white woodwork, 
togetiler with an. antique clock at the. 
top of tile stairway, i s eqjedally'' 
attractive. 

One of the most pleasant additions 
made to tile home by tile Kohs i s tile 
country kitchen, which i s part of tile 
barn that i s attached to ttie home. 
F r o m tile kitchen proper guests step 
down into a large, paneled dining area 
featuring a warm fireplace.

living quarters, the Kohs discovered 
an old b i l l of sales in tile wall . "I 
don't know how old it i s , " M r s . Kohs 
laughs, "but it mentioned the sale of 
p igs . " Some day, the owners hope to 
convert the remainder of ttie barn into 
a recreation-hobby area. 

Actually, tile word "barn" today is 
a misnomer, since its exterior decor­
ation gives it the appearance of part 
of tile house. 

The formal dining room features 
s t i l l another fireplace, but tills one 
probably was built witil the house. 

Louvered doors have replaced the 
old interior doors, but in conceding 
this modern improvement M r s . Kohs 
st i l l managed to maintain a semblance 
of Victorian decor by having egg-
shaped crystal doorknobs installed on 
them. The doorknobs are from an old 
home fllat once served as a USD on 
Grosse Isle. 

Another example of tile Kohs' de­
termination to maintain the home's 
original elegance was tileir inslstance 
that the aluminum siding put on the 
house retain the original appearance 
of tile wood siding. This meant a spe­
cial aluminum siding tilat disguises 
tell-tale corner joints.

per credit hour for resident 
students and $2 per credit 
hour for non-residents, ef­
fective with the winter se­
mester starting next Jan­
uary 4, were approved by 
Trustees of Schoolcraft 
College at their regular 

. meeting Wednesday night, 
September 20. 

The vote was 5-2. Voting 
for the tuition boost were 
Trustees Harold Fischer, 
Plymouth; Sam Hudson, at-
large; L . Clarke Olden­
burg, Garden City; Jane K. 
Moehle, at-large; and Ber ­
tram Secord, Northville. 
Voting against were James 
Boswell, Livonia; and Dr . 
George Martin, at-large. 
Paul Mutnick, Clarence-
vll le, was absent from the 
meeting. 

1 The tuition increase will 
raise approximately$56,000 
in new revenue. Vice P re ­
sident for Business Affairs 
W. Kenneth Lindner told 
trustees. 

Faced witha$65,000bud-
get deficit for 1967-68 -
largely as the result of sal­
ary and fringe benefit In­
creases resulting from 
negotiations - college of­
ficials had recommended 
tuition hikes of $land$1.50 
as a means of raising a por­
tion of file new revenue need­
ed to balance the budget. 

Trustees instructed Scho­
olcraft President Dr . Er ic 
J . Bradner to cover file 

. balance of $9,000 of the 
deficit by making necessary 
adjustments In the $2,599,-
776 operating budget adopt­
ed by the board earlier this 
year. _ 

The increase raises tui­
tion from the present $8 
per credit hour to $9 for 
students who live in the col­
lege district, and from $12 
an hour to $14 for non­
residents. 

To ale average full-time 
student carrying 15hours of 
work a semester, the new 
rates wi l l mean a jump from 
the present $240 a year in 
tuijtion to$270 for residents, 
and from $360 to $420 for 
non-residents. 

The increases did • not • >̂« 
affect a 50 cent per credit; 
hour student activity fee, 
which wi l l remain the same. 
Schoolcraft students pay no 
other charges than tuition 
and the activity fee. 

In raising tuition rates 
which had remained pegged 
at $8 and $12 since the co l ­
lege opened in 1964, trus­
tees foUowed what has be­
come a state-wide pattern 
in higher education this year 
as more and more coUeges 
feel the pinch of higher 
operating costs. 

Schoolcraft College Stu­
dent Senate, student gov­
erning body, has presented 
the college with $486 to help 
pay the cost of a set of out­
door bleachers for specta­
tors at college soccer 
matches. 

Purchase of the bleachers 
was triggered when MerrI 
Bowl Lanes gave the coUege 
a $200 gift for alat purpose. 
The balance of the total cost 
of $730 wi l l be taken from 
the college athletic account. 

The bleachers provide 
seating for 200 persons and 
have been erected along the 
east sideline of the temp­
orary soccer field on the 
campus along I&iggerty 
road.

A Record page one story this week 
reports the results ofa community sur­
vey undertaken by the Northvilie. 
Jaycees. 

A s a project it deserves high praise. 
Both the Jaycees and the citizens who 
cooperated by returning questionnaires 
should be commended (a 31 per cent 
return was recorded). 

Two sheets of qilestions were sent 
out to 1725 residents in a l l sections of 
the community. One sheet called for a 
rating of community services and fac i l ­
ities; the second concerned itself chiefly 
with the business district - parking, 
traffic, shopping facilities and com­
munity recreation. 

A l l of the answers were tabulated 
and. In addition, many of the citizens 
polled took time to elaborate. In their 
tabulation the Jaycees attempted to cap­
sule a l l opinions. But they included 
the full text of a l l answers i n the re­
ports turned over to the council. 

The pile of papers weighs several 
pounds and takes hours to read and 
evaluate. 

The project, which had the support 
and encouragement of the city council, 
w i l l fall short of success unless some­
thing happens now that the Jaycees have 
deposited the paperwork i n the laps of 
the council. 

Too freq'usatly citizen reports and 
recommendations receive a proper 
"wel l done", but little serious consid-

eration or subsequent action. Such r e ­
ports frequently become dust-gatherers. 

City Manager Frank Ollendorff has 
indicated this won't happen with the 
Jaycee survey. He's read i t thoroughly 
and intends to make a report of the 
findings to the council. 

Lengthy as it is , the full survey--
especially written comments should 
be reviewed by each councilmember. 

On the whole, the comments are con­
structive. Some, of course, are com­
pletely negative, others perhaps overly 
complimentary; i n between, however, 
there runs a pattern designed by repeti­
tion that can be classified as public 
opinion. 

From it a small action committee 
(appointed by the council and having 
Jaycee representation) could easily 
recommend priori t ies for initiating the 
most practical suggestions or correct­
ing the most glaring problems. 

In some instances a wait for com­
mittee action i s not necessary. Manager 
Ollendorff noted that water pressure 
complaints were recorded by some 
residents. H e ' l l check these out and 
determine the cause immediately. 

Certainly, the Jaycees deserve 
"thanks" for their community self-
appraisal survey. But i n addition they 
should be given the further assignment 
of helping to do something with the sur­
vey. 

Final touches are being made to a 
report by the city manager and Recrea­
tion Director Bob Prom for use of the 
fish hatchery property. After council 
approval i t w i l l be forwarded to the 
proper federal agency for considera­
tion of the c i ty ' sbid to acquire the prop­
erty and buildings on the south side of 
Seven Mile road. 

Meanwhile, the property s t i l l belongs 
to the federal government. 

Police Chief Sam Elkins thinks i t 's 
important for area parents and young­
sters to be aware of this. 

Instances of vandalisin - breaking 
windows, entering the building, etc., -
wi l l be reported to federal authorities 
for disposition.

Soucy, W h o W i t h her husband and 
five chi ldren, left Northvi l ie this 
past summer to l ive two years in 
Afr ica where Mr. Soucy is servii lg 
as a U .S . sponsored teacher. 
Here she records first impressions 
of Af r ica . 

During the last two weeks of c las ­
ses, we could sense a growing tension 
and unrest. A l l the members, having 
heard so much of East Afr ica , were 
getting more eager to get at this 
great opportunity and task awaiting 
us. Finally after more preparations, 
the day arr ived for our departure. 

We left the apartment about 1 p.m., 
aboard five buses, for Kennedy Inter­
national Airpor t . This was August 17. 
We were due to leave, to take-off, 
at 4 p .m. We waited, 35 tutors, 26 
wives and approximately 70 children, 
for three hours until we finally flew--
at 7 p.m. 

As we flew East we were constantly 
losing time. So, while the whole flight 
was 22 hours long, we passed 29 hours, 
local time to local time. We flew 
from New York to Dakar, Senegal to 
Robertsfleld, L ibe r ia to Entebbe, 

Uganda, to Dar-es-Salaam, Tanzania to 
Nairobi, Kenya. B y the time we a r ­
rived at Nairobi a l l the Kenya families 
were acting like sleep-walkers-about 
12:30 in the morning, Fr iday the 19th. 

We spent three days at a hotel i n 
Nairobi, resting. The tutors had some 
meetings with the Minister of Educa­
tion. The families roamed around the 
city trying not to get lost. One after­
noon we went to the Nairobi Game Park 
as guests of the Minister of Education. 

We went in a large school bus 
on dirt roads i n the park. Every now 
and again we would see some animal 
off in the field and the guide would 
point out i n that direction. The driver 
would shift gears and drive off into 
the field, bumping and jogging along. 
We were able to get within 20 feet to 
30 feet away from ostriches, gazelles, 
wildebeast and z * r a . A s long as the 
people inside the bus were almost s i ­
lent, we could go very close. The g i r ­
affes we saw turned tail and,walked, 
away at about 40 feet to 50'feet. 

We wereextreraelyfortunate,pnthis 
our first trip, to see a pride of lions 
sitting under a tree and in some bushes. 
Again we drove to within 50 feet of the 
group. They were a l l very calmly rest­
ing there until someone in another car 
made a loud noise. Then three of the

house. Lined up In front of each house 
was from 6 to 12 Africans wanting to 
be hired as houseboys, shamba workers 
or any little thing your heart desired, 
I guess. Most knew only a few words 
of English and few were hired that 
day. The second day most families 
hired someone just so they could stop 
answering the door. So far I'd say 
that our houseboy, a man of 32, i s 
a very hard worker, very willing to 
please, and puts me to shame as far 
as keeping at the housework i s con­
cerned. He washes, irons, cleans and 
waxes the floors, washes dishes, win­
dows and then keeps busy in the house 
or yard. So far he has done no cooking 
and I think I ' l l continue doing i t I 
have to do something. I have made 
curtains for a l l but two windows. 

The houses that we live i n here 
at Kenyatta are mostly duplexes, one 
floor, no basements. We live in a 
tjlree bedroom house. There are some 
two bedrooms. We have a fair sized 
kitchen and a living-dining room. There 
Is a bathroom arrangement that we 
like very much. One very small room 
has the toilet and another larger room 
has the bathtub and sink. We have 
a small back yard and at the rear 
of the yard servant's quarters are pro­
vided. (It seems that every house has 
a servant or two.) The back yard has 
grass, a Flame tree, a Pepper tree, 
some Frangiopanni (spelledphonetical- , 
ly) bushes, and several tomato plants. 
Other than that we haven't added any­
thing new since we arr ived. 

The moneyusedherelspounds, sh i l ­
lings and cents. In Kenya I pound equals 
20 shillings; 1 pound equals $2.80 
American money; 1 shilling equals 
100 cents; 1 shilling equals$0. l4Amer-
ican; and 1 cent equals$.0014American. 

Most business i s done using sh i l ­
lings, only very expensive items are 
sold in pounds. By the time I write 
again I wi l l try to get together a l is t 
of some items-both expensive and i n -
expensive-as comparing prices. A s a 
general rule, manufactured goods are 
more expensive since most are import­
ed. Most local goods are reasonably 
priced. Frui ts and vegetables are quite 
Inexpensive-except apples, which I miss 
very much. Instead we bave been eating 
much pineapple. Here in Nairobi I pay 
one shilling for a large, luscious pine­
apple. 

Now I think that I have rambled 
on long enough. There wi l l be more 
to tell another time when we have had 
more East African adventures.-Until 
the next episode our address wi l l be:

joining hands with the play, "Panta-
gleize," written by Michel de Ghelde-
rode. 

But this wedding was hardly har­
monious, not if harmony implies a lack 
of discordant noise as i t usually does. 
"Pantagleize" was a raucous, garish 
affair that shocked the senses and at 
the same time struck the funny bone. 
This was the way i t was at the Lydia 
Mendelssohn theatre on the University 
of Michigan campus. 

For Pantagleize, although written 
in 1929, Is more than avante gard 
theatre; i t i s theatrical. There is a 
combining of categorical types. There 
Is music to suggest a mudca l , pathos 
to suggest drama. Incongruity to suggest 
comedy, movement to suggest a puppet ' 
show, and blatant sound effects to sug­
gest a modernistic recording studio. 

Despite the disparate elements, the 
play came off as a whole, thanks to the 
A P A players and deGhelderode. Like 
other avante gard plays, Pantagleize 
i s more thematic than narrative. The 
pieces do not fit nicely together. Rath­
er, various play elements echo the 
same theme. Put simply, i t I tprotest. 
Always, there i s protest, sometimes 
subtle, more often loud, but nonetheless 
caustic.

This was Pan tag le ize l i 
a -T' , despite the fact that i t i s^ ld fe 
unlike de Ghelderode's other plays. 

Basically, the story centers around 
Pantagleize, the Innocent who has 
reached the crucial age of 40. He looks 
back over his life, wondering s t i l l 
what Is his destiny. The day we, see 
him - May 1 - i s an extraordinary day. 
It Is Pantagleize day of destiny, when, 
through pure chance he distinguishes 
himself by simply uttering the words, 
"What a lovely day." 

The statement touches off a revolu­
tion and brings Pantagleize fame, but 
also death before a firing squad. EUis 
Rabb, prime mover of the A P A com­
pany, stirs the imagination wlthhlsper-
formance as Pantagleize, the soft ^ k -
en, obtuse, yet charming victim of a 
cancerous society. 

Pantegleize' r ighthandmanlsBam-
boola, played by Reuben Green. Green , 
brings to the part a show of theatrics 
as he whirls through the antics of a 
not-quite-civlllzed African, who clings 
to the mystic ritual of the tribe. He 
worships the sun, and appropriately on 
this day. May 1, the day of the revolu­
tion, there i s an eclipse that symbolizes 
the darkness of men's intentions and 
the beginning of the revolution. 

Pantegleize and Bamboola are gro­
tesques, persons distorted to represent 
types in our society, rather than char­
acters in the usual mold. Most dis­
tinctive of the lot i s Joseph B i r d as 
the General, who plays to the hilt de 
Ghelderode's conception of the mili tary 
man as a bungling buffoon addicted to 
blind, mil i tar ism. 

Perhaps the most startling a ^ c t 
of the play i s the setting, and part ic­
ularly, a magnificent wall of newspapers 
in the background. The newspapers 
serve as a sardonic reminder that so­
ciety, man, i s addicted to ephemeral 
things, the happenings, If you please. 
They are recurring, but never entirely 
productive of anythitag that would make 
man better for having read them. His na­
ture remains the same alld we plod 
through life making the same mistakes, 
looking for the better life that w i l l never 
come. 

Pantagleize, as played by Rabb, Is 
the one sincere, honest individual, the 
hope for a better life. But he i s beyond 
the pale of a degenerated society. T h i s . 
Is the message the A P A makes indelibly

When credit cards were in their 
infancy, most people considered them 
a "convenience" which had the flavor 
of a gadget. They'had their f irst big 
surge in the service-station industry, 
and even today about half the cards 
outstanding have been issued by oi l 
companies. Incredible numbers of such 
cards are misappropriated by relatives 
or acquaintances, or stolen by strang­
ers. That i s why oi l f i rms keep i n ­
sisting that registration numbers be 

, noted on a l l charge tabs. 
.Analysts of the credit scene expect 

that during 1967 a huge 10% of c i r ­
culating cards wi l l be lost or stolen, 
and that the resulting fraudulent usage 
may well go as high as $40 mil l ion . 
The sad part i s that card holders who 
are very careful with their pocket 
cash are almost perversely careless 
about their credit identifications. This 
makes it easy for the dishonest...so 

freely are the cards accepted in return 
for cash, goods, and services. 

Since, after a l l , the trend toward 
a cashless consumer economy i s be­
coming stronger a l l the time, moves 
are being made to face the realities 
of this fact. Issuers of credit cards 
would like to see laws passed that 
would establish clear-cut punishment 
for those misusing these commercial 
instruments of trade. Also sought are 
measures that would hold down the l i a ­
bility of vict ims whose cards are stolen 
and used. 

CARD HOLDERS must realize that 
losing their cards can cost them a 
lot of money. The responsibility of 
stolen-card usage has been shunted 
through many courts, and some of the 
Victimized have been hard hit. To pro­
tect the innocent, a number of states 
have passed laws that place a ceiling 
on the amount of liability that can 
be charged against a person whose 
stolen card has been used to run up 
b i l l s on his accounts. Illinois recently 
put a $75 top on such responsibility, 
with the proviso-as in most other i n -
stances-that the issuing f irm be imme­
diately notified if a card i s lost, stolen, 
or even misplaced. 

There are operating nowadays, ex-
pecially i n some of the larger cities, 
gangs specializing in the theft and

counterfeiting of cards. These hoodlums 
- i f not the general buying publ ic-
are fully aware of the fact that the 
plastic counters are to an increasing 
degree the equivalent of cash...and 
big cash, at that. Some of the issuing 

.concerns are trying to fight these 
rings and other misappropriators in 
a variety of ways. Diners' Club, for 
example, has requested that any es­
tablishment asked to honor orle of i ts 
cards for as much as $50 ca l l i t s 
New York office for a check on the 
customer's credit rating and identifi­
cation. If the establishment ignores this 
stipulation, it i s held liable for any 
loss. 

Holders of credit cards wil l be wise 
to keep careful tabs on them, and to 
notify the issuer immediately i f one 
disappears. Even though a credit-card 
holder may be entirely unaware of any 
misuse of his charge tab, and hence 
innocent, he can become involved in 
legal entanglements that are eihbar-
rassing in time and money. American 
Express predicts that some 46,000 of 
i ts 2 mil l ion cards wi l l be lost this 
year alone, and that many vict ims 
wi l l not find out about their loss until 
they are bi l led for merchandise or 
services they knew nothing about. 
Hence, once again, let consumers r ea ­
lize that their credit cards are exactly 
as valuable as cash, and they should 
be protected as cautiously. 

Watershed Group 

Discusses Goals

LANSING—Debris. Pollution. Stag­
nation. Stench. These steps rapidly turn 
beautiful inland lakes and rivers into 
smelly, unsightly eyesores. Communi­
ties once proud of their attractive 
waterfronts now see a l l sorts of rub­
bish crowd out green and wooded shore­
line. Sparkling blue water becomes 
sluggish and brown.. 

But forward-looking communities 
can deal with such conditions. Publ ic-
spirited citizens can restore and main­
tain original beauty through community 
cooperation. 

The city of Owosso, using local 
volunteer labor, has completed now 
its second annual cleanup of 3 1/2 
miles of Shiawassee River shoreline. 

An editorial i n the Owosso Argus-
Press on May 7, 1965, pointed out 
that the city 's "Cleanup Week" might 
include improving the appearance of 
the Shiawassee River . 

Nothing was done that year, but 
in July of 1966 the Shiawassee River 
association proposed a community-wide 
river cleanup. The city proclaimed 
July 30-31 Owosso "River Days" and 
under the leadership of local attorney 
James S. Minor, citizens rolled up 
their sleeves. 

Businesses and the Argus-Press 
promoted the project throughout the 
month, and more than SOOper sons turn­
ed out to restore charm and clean­
liness to the r iver and shoreline. 

The city supplied a bulldozer to 
deepen the river and level riverbed 
"humps." City and privately-owned 
trucks were used to haul away junk 
and debris. Refreshments and food 
were furnished to workers by residents 
living along the r iver . Teenage workers 
outnumbered adults. Crews cleared 
more than a mile of riverbank as the 
first step toward building a riverside 
walkway from the east city l imits 
to downtown. 

Participation was strong agahl this 
year. Following last year's turnout 
there was speculation that citizens 
would lose interest in future cleanups. 
However, about 150 people showed up 
August 12-13 to continue the improve­
ment program. 

"We had fewer people this year, 
but we didn't need as many,"Minor 
commented. "We got twice as much 
junk from the r iver last year, and 
it appears that Owosso residents have 
learned not to use the r iver as a dump­
ing ground." 

The city has increased enforcement 
of anti-litter laws. Police and residents 
have become highly sensitive to offen­
ders throwing trash into the water. 

Benefits of waterfront improvement 
are numerous. Restoration of natural 
beauty, water conservation, increased

property values and expansion of com­
munity park and recreation facilities 
can result. 

Resort owners along Lake Michigan 
can expect next year's alewife problem 
to be as bad as this year, according 
to Dr . Wayne Tody, chief of the M i c h ­
igan Fishery Division, Department of 
Conservation. 

In 1967, miles of sandy beaches 
were covered with dead alewife, an 
almost useless fish about the size 
of herring. 

Most effective control over explod­
ing alewife population i s introducing 
millions of coho smelts (Pacific salmon) 
to the Great Lakes. Salmon find alewife 
tasty meals upon which to multiply. 
Dr . Tody points out. 

However, at the rate Michigan is 
producing the smelts control may never 
be reached. Three to four mill ion 
smelts can be hatched each year under 
present facilities, he notes. 

Long-term goals call for 45 mil l ion 
smelts; 30 million from hatcheries 
and 15 mill ion from natural hatching 
in Michigan streams. 

The problem is financing. Some Fed ­
eral funds are available on a match-
money basis, but the entire project 
i s estimated at $29,500,000. The Iton's 
share would have to be financed with 
state monies since there i s a celling 
on Federal participation; 

If financing were made available 
this fiscal year, it would s t i l l be 1975 
before full effects of the project would 
be felt. Dr . Tody said. 

The solution to the problem rests 
with the people. Legislators respond 
to constituents. If the people wish 
to eliminate alewife littering beaches, 
clogging water intake lines and depres­
sing more desirable species of fish, 
they must make their wishes known.

Housing Boom Sparks Plans for School Addition 
Additions to Orchard Hi l l s elemen­

tary school were expected to take a 
step towards reality yesterday or to­
day as Novi board of education mem­
bers met with representatives of the 
Lane architectural f i rm. 
• The meeting, authorized by the board

Wixom Boosts 
Grave Costs 

Cost of dying jumped 300-percent 
in Wixom last week as the city council 
took action to insure sufficient funds 
for the perpetual care of Wixom Ceme­
tery graves. 

Individual grave costs were boosted 
from $25 to $100, effective immediately, 
until after the council has surveyed 
costs of graves in nelghljoring com­
munity cemeteries. Results of the sur­
vey may or may not prompt rescinding 
action by file council at i ts next regular 
meeting. 

Previously, residents could pur­
chase a six-grave site lot for $150, 
which, according to officials, isn't much 
more than persons elsewhere pay for 
a single grave. 

Without an increase, officials rea­
son, insufficient funds wi l l be available 
for perpetual care of the cemetery, 
thus adding another burden to taxpayers 
i n the future.* 

In other action last week, tte council 
awarded" a contract to the low bidder 
for a snow plow, approved the annual 

, audit submitted by tte city 's auditor 
at an earlier meeting, and approved 
a variance in construction of a drive 
at tte union hall on Wixom road. 

Three bids for tte snow p l o w -
less hydrau l i c s -were received, rang­
ing from tte low of $1,265.75 to 
$1,330.25. Low bidder was Shults Equip­
ment Sales of Ithica. 

The audit report, which was ap­
proved, showed a budget surplus of 
$85,162. Mayor McAtee has suggested 
tte surplus be used to improve roads, 
and he has been auttorized to procure 
tte necessary engloeering ^ e c i f i c a -
tions and tten seek bids for paving 
Flamingo, Fairbury and' Theodore 
streets. 

Discussion or furtter action on tte 
continuation' of tte road improvement 

' program was postponed until tte return 
of two couocilmeji WHO were mluble t o ' 
attend last week's meeting. A l s o post­
poned was tte appointment to tte board 
of appeals and a city engineering post 
for tte same reason. 

In approving a variance at tte union 
hal l , the council added i ^ec i a l stipu­
lations of its own to insure future 
traffic safety along Wixom road. 

In a report to tte council, tte 
mayor had a letter read into tte record 
from tte General Telephone company 
explaining that preparations of anappli-
catioQ to tte Pilblic Uti l i t ies commis­
sion for transfer of Wixom General 
Telephone users to tte Walled Lake 
Michigan B e l l system i s nearing com­
pletion. 

It 's not much to show for years 
of concerted effort to bring about tte 
transfer, said McAtee, but i t at least 
indicates that tte matter has not been 
dr(>pped.

Detroit Mayor 
Stirs Protest 
' A p lan tocrea tea"c i tyofDet ro i f ' ln 

Nort tv i l le township, revealed i n a page 
one Detroit News story Sunday, st irred 
a wave of resentment locally, while tte 
accuracy of tte story was challenged 
by certain sources in DetroiL 

Specifically, Mayor Cavanagh has 
called for a study on a plan that would 
create a "suburban satell i te" wi t t a 
population of ilp to 100,000 i i lanareaof 
from three to nine square miles in 
Nort tvi l le and Plymoutt townshJ[ps. 

It was suggested that Detroit-owned 
property at DeHoCo on Five Mi l e road 
and at MSiybury Sanitorium between 
Seven and E i ^ t Mi l e roads would form 
tte basis for land acquisitions around 
ttem. 

Tbe city would be planned and con­
trolled by tte existing Detroit govern­
ment but would be developed by private 
enterprise. 

Mayor Cavanagh stated that one of 
.tte basic reasons for planning such a 
' dty would be to provide bouslngfor un­
employed Negroes who cannot accept 
employment opportunltieslntte suburbs 
because ttey cannot find housing. 

He pointed to tte Ford Wixom plant 
as an example, stating that tte company 
sou^ t unskilled labor In Appaladbia 
when potential employes already living 
in Detroit were looking for work. 

The Detroit mayor was quoted as 
saying that unemployed Detroit Negroes 
could have taken s o m e o f t t e j o b s e x c ^ 
that inexpensive t r an i^ r t a t ion to the 
plant was unavailable and local housing 
was denied ttem. 

"I f Detroit could annex tte proposed 
land to establish an Integrated city, i t 
wotdd help alleviate this sort of prdb-
lem wittout draining Detroit of i t s r e s i ­
dents or tteir taxpayments", tte mayor 
was quoted. 

Tbe Detroit mayor admitted ttere 
would be opposition to tte plan from 
Plymoutt and Nor t tv i l le residents. A c ­
cording to tte News' story Mayor Cav-
m&x said tbe "underlying reason 
would be race" . 

There are otter obstacles. F i r s t of 
a l l , state law does not permit such an 
annexation. Ci t ies cannot now annex 
land tbat Is not contiguous to i ts bord­
ers .

by this time and 600 shidents by 1970. 
He added that the population i s already 
at tte projected 1970 figure (601), ttree 
years In advance of tte target date. 

The new projection, he said, calls 
for 773 i n 1970 and 854 in 1972 in grades 
7-12. In grades K-6 tte new projection 
calls for 942 In 1970 and 1,027 in 1972 
- up from tte present 814. These new 
projections, he said are based upon past 
growtt trends and do not take into ac­
count housing development. 

To furtter emphasize his point, tte 
superintendent reported tte following: 

— O r c h a r d Hil ls subdivision has a 
total of 48 lots, 19 of which have been 
sold and construction begun. 

534 students in grades 7 ttrough 12 
—Meadowbrook Lake subdivision 

has 150 lots, and Thompson-Brown es­
timates that 25 to 30 homes wi l l be 
occupied by tte end of this year and an 
additional 75 to 100 homes wi l l be con­
structed during tte next year. 

Projected growth, Dale said neces­
sitates consideration of six general 
classrooms, two spedal education 
classrooms and one teachers lunch­
room at Orchard Ifllls. 

"If we were to vote i n December of 
this year we would be hard pressed to 
complete a building by September, 
1968," he said, adding that "tte con­
tracts of 14 building trades wi l l come 

up for renewal in the spring. Without 
much doubt, the cost of building wi l l 
increase." 

Board members appeared to agree 
that selection of an architect i s tte 
f irst step. However, ttey pointed out 
that first'consideration should be given 
Lane since it designed tte present 
building and probably i s best qualified 
to draw and engineer an appropriate ad­
dition. They tten authorized tte super­
intendent to arrange a meeting witt Lane 
yesterday or today. 

In discussing student population 
trends, Dale said he sees tte addition 
at Orchard Hills of " toppr ior i ty ,"wi t t 
the addition of another elementary 

school and construction of a "middle 
school" or a fourth elementary school 
as the next steps in priori ty. 

He said he envisions the third ele­
mentary school location as in the general 
area of Nine Mile and Meadowbrook, 
between Echo Valley and Pioneer Mead­
ow subdivisions or in the Clark sub­
division. 

A general board discussion ensued 
concerning advantages of purchasing 
property now for future school sites. 

The "middle school" of which Dale 
spoke concerns sixth, seventt and eighth 
grades. He favors this kind of a r ­
rangement over tte junior-high con­
cept. 

company's transmission line t h r o u ^ 
tte city has not been overlooked or 
forgotten. Bot t tte city and Detroit 
Edison have been waiting for a deci­
sion for nearly a year. 

Schnelz also reported that efforts 
by tte city to raze two vacant, con­
demned houses on Beck road apparently 
have been resolved, and that tte city's 
fire department has been auttorized to 
burn ttem down. 

Water problems continue to hound 
tte sewer contractor, city residents 
and, consequei^tly, diy officials. Nel l 
Taylor asked tte council last week how 
long it would take water levels to re ­
turn to residential wells after pumping 
by sewer construction crews stops. 
He indicated that some citizens, who 
have been without water, were told that 
tte water supply would return within 
45-minutes after pumping stops. 

Mayor McAtee doubted tte accuracy 
of tte 45-minute period and instructed 
DPW Director Robert Trombley to 
check witt tte county in determining 
tte "normal" period in such cases. 
Trombley was to pass this information 
on to Taylor . 

Because of tte high water table 
beneatt tte city, tte sewer contractor 
has been forced to utilize an around-
tte-dock pumping operation, removing 
water from tte ground where sewer 
lines are placed. 

A s construction moved into r e s i ­
dential areas, water supplies to homes 
were unexpectedly diminished or cut 
off entirely. Thus, while tte contrador 
i s faced wit t expensive pumping opera-
.tions to iremove "too much water", 
dt izens face tte problem of "too l i t t l e " 
and, in some ^ s e s , none at a l l . 
Caught between this "too much" and 
"top l i t t l e " conf l id , d t y officials have 
b e ^ i f ^ I e to little but estabUsh water 
delivery schedules, seek specli^ pei;- . 
missibH -for ' c i t i aen ry -uw/ f r f 
pumped from the ground by the con­
t rador , and plead for help through 
Oakland county which Is supervising 
construction of tte sewers. 
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Novi Councilman Quits 
Over Sewer Fee Dispute 

Village Councilman Joseph Crupi 
tossed a verbal resignation at fellow 
Novi councllmen Monday night and 
stormed from tte meeting as tempers 
flared over a long-simmering, com­
plicated dispute concerning sewer tap 
fees. 

Alttough Councilman Leo Earrawood 
quickly moved to accept tte resigna­
tion, President Philip Anderson sug­
gested that tte resignation would have 
to be i n writing. And, Councilman Ray­
mond Harrison urged Crupi not to a d 
hastUy. 

For a brief while after he first 
"tendered" his resignation, i t appear­
ed that p e r h a i ^ C M y ^ ^ t r e c p n ^ r ^ 
is be coi^iniied^to push bis a f g u i i l e u ^ ^ 
over tte objections of tte otter four 
councllmen. But when someone a^ed , 
"How long are you going to keep this 
l i p?" Crupi retorted, "Un t i l you stupid 
people wUl take i t , " and tten repeated 
h is verbal resignation, picked up bis 
papers and left.

A l t t o u ^ it was a sewer fee policy 

amendment, later approved by tte r e ­
maining councllmen, that ^ k e d Mon­
day's fracas tte matter bas been debat­
ed in one form or anotter for six 
ihontts or more.

But when tte council prepared to 
adopt i t Monday, Crupi objected, charg­
ing that tte doctuient Is mlsleadlngaod 
f*fuU of ^?>ngVTlg part iciples" and un­
necessary verbage. 

A s ,he pressed his Objections to tte 
document, firing questions at tte at­
torney. Bond rose from M s chair as 
i f to leave and said, ' T m not going to 
sit i n public and be part of this bar-
ranging." 

\ Ear l i e r , Bond suggested that Crupi 
submit copies of his (Crt«)i's)proposed 
changes to fellow coundlmembers and 
let ttem take it to anotter attorney or 
to a teacher and let ttem dedde which 
Is clearer. AsA when Cwpi persisted, 
repeating tte questions but phrased 
differently. Bond refused to answer un­
less tte councilman put M s questions in 
writing. 

' T m not questioning tte necessity 
of tMs ordinance," Crupi said, "o r tte 
amounts of tte fees. I'm questlonlngits 
application." He argiied tbat, i t isn't 
an "equal izer" since i t provides for 
equity only within ^ d f l c sewer 
assessment d l s t r l d s - not equity be­
tween sewer d l s t r lds . "What i s tte 
legislative Intent of tMs ordinance?" he 
asked. The answer, "to make fees more 
equal," did not satisfy M m and be r e ­
peated tte question several more times 
receiving sabstanUaUy tte same answer. 

Specifically, tte ordinance amend­
ment provides tbat thoseproperty own­
ers acljacent to a sewer assessment 
district be asked to pay aa availability 
fee for tte privilege of t a p i n g into a ' 
sewer line paid for by tte property 
owners within tte d l s t r l d . T M s fee, 
tten, i s to ensure that property own­
ers outside tte d l s t r l d do not escape 
from helping to pay for the sewer l ine. 

- The amendment provides that tte 
council may, by resolution, establish 
a fee that It determines Is " f a i r . " U' 
no action i s taken by tte coundl , tte' 
i ^ d a l fee automafically becomes $300. 

In an unrelated action, Novi ' s water 
and sewer department superintezdejit 
has resigned M s post. 

The written resignation of Duane 
Branch, head of tte department for tte 
past year, was accepted-Monday pighL.. 
It had been sidimltted earl ier , but upon 
agreement between Branch and tte coun­
c i l i t was tabled untU after an attempt 
was made to resolve tte problems lead­
ing to M s resignation. 

Neit ter tte council nor Branch d i s ­
closed specific reasons, alttough 
Branch admitted it was a "personnel 

matter." "Due to prevailing conditions 
I have no alternative but to reluctantly 
resign.. . ." , M s letter said i n part.

The- war was eating away at tte 

nation's economy and kill ingaod maim­
ing ttousands of American boys when a 
group of 15 patriotic motters joined 
togetter in a united effort to cheer 
lonely GIs. 

That was 25 years ago. 
, l i s t week, several of ttose mott­

e r s were on hand at tte Novi commuMty 
building as Chapter 47 of tte Blue 
Star Motters convened to celebrate 
Its birthday after a quarter-century 
of service. 

Joining Witt ttem for tte Mstoric 
occasion were guest officers of Blue 
Star Motters , induding Evelyn Harris , 
MicMgan department president, Nellie 
Leonhard, past national president, and 
Betty Edelmayer, second vice-pres i ­
dent of tte MicMgan department. 

After tte Initial organizational meet­
ing at tte home of M r s . Laney (Riz) 
Henderson 25 years ago, tte motters 
met periodically at tte Novi school and 
later i n tte homes of members. Of tte 
original IS women, five are now de­
ceased and only four - - A l m a Johnston, 
Gertie Lee, Rutt Prl tchard and M r s . 
Henderson - continue as active mem­
bers of Chapter 47. 

Wit t tteir sons off at war, i t wasn't 
real ly a time for frivolity. Nevertteless, 
tte motters soon were ra is ing money 
for a wortty cause but were having 
fun i n tte process. They i ^ n s o r e d 
bingo games, tag days, experience so­
cials , card parties, bake sales and 
bazaars, served dinners to tte board of 
commerce and school graduates and 
tteir parents, and gratefully accepted 
donations. 

"One early tag day we received 
$250 wMch was used to buy 143 gifts 
boxed as Christmas glftsfor our m e n i n . 
tte serv ice ," recalls M r s . Henderson. 
The chapter also contributed substan­
tially to tte MicMgan Blue Star Lodge 
at Indian Lake, where veterans r e ­
cuperated from war wounds and dis­
ease. 

Numerous otter ^ d a l contribu­
tions were made, Including purchase of 
wheel chairs for Percy Jones Hoqjital, 
Easter cards for a l l Novi servicemen, 
special gifts of candy for tte h o ^ l t a l -
ized, games, fruit cakesfor Christmas, 
and piles of reading material. 

Chapter 47 headed up Novi ' s first

The l is t goes on and on, but for tte 
motters s t i l l remaining from that o r ­
iginal group and for ttose v^o have 
joined tte organization over tile years 
tte need for help never stops and new 
avenues of service are challenging tteir 
imaginations.
