He urged board members to begin 
planning -for expansion last spring, 
reaffirmed this position earlier this 
month, and then last week once again 
emphasized, " I feel that we must move 
on this and move rapidly." 

Dale noted that student population

Cost of dying jumped 300-percent 
in Wixom last week as the city council 
took action to Insure sufficient funds 
for the perpetual care of Wixom Ceme­
tery graves. 

Individual grave costs were boosted 
from $25 to $100, effective Immediately, 
until after the council has surveyed 
costs of graves in neighboring com­
munity cemeteries. Results of the sur­
vey may or may not prompt rescinding 
action by file council at i ts next regular 
meeting. 

Previously, residents could pur­
chase a six-grave site lot for $150, 
which, according to officials, isn't much 
more than persons elsewhere pay for 
a single grave. 

Without an Increase, officials rea­
son, insufficient funds wi l l be available 
for perpetual care of the cemetery, 
thus adding another burden to taxpayers 
i n the future.* 

In other action last week, file council 
awarded" a contract to the low bidder 
for a snow plow, approved the annual 

, audit submitted by the city 's auditor 
at an earlier meeting, and approved 
a variance in construction of a drive 
at the union hall on Wixom road. 

Three bids for the snow p l o w -
less hydrau l i c s -were received, rang­
ing from the low of $1,265.75 to 
$1,330.25. Low bidder was Shults Equip­
ment Sales of Ithica. 

The audit report, which was ap­
proved, showed a budget surplus of 
$85,162. Mayor McAtee has suggested 
the surplus be used to improve roads, 
and he has been authorized to procure 
the necessary engineering ^ e c i f i c a -
tions and then seek bids for paving 
Flamingo, Fairbury and' Theodore 
streets. 

Discussion or further action on the 
continuation' of the road improvement 

' program was postponed until the return 
of two councilmeji wno were onuble t o ' 
attend last week's meeting. A l s o post­
poned was the appointment to the board 
of appeals and a city engineering post 
for the same reason. 

In approving a variance at the union 
hal l , the council added i ^ec i a l stipu­
lations of its own to insure future 
traffic safety along Wixom road. 

In a report to the council, the 
mayor had a letter read into the record 
from the General Telephone company 
explaining that preparations of anappU-
cation to the Pilbllc Uti l i t ies commis­
sion for transfer of Wixom General 
Telephone users to the Walled Lake 
Michigan B e l l system i s nearing com­
pletion. 

It 's not much to show for years 
of concerted effort to bring about the 
transfer, said McAtee, but i t at least 
indicates that the matter has not been 
dr(>pped. 

Concerning another matter involving 
considerable time. City Attorney Gene 
Schnelz reported that he bad been 
assured that the city 's long-standing

' A p lan tocrea tea"c i tyofDet ro i f ' in 
Northville township, revealed i n a page 
oite Detroit News story Sunday, st irred 
a wave of resentment locally, while toe 
accuracy of the story was challenged 
by certain sources in Detroit. 

Specifically, Mayor Cavanagh has 
called for a study on a plan that would 
create a "suburban satell i te" wito a 
population of ilp to 100,000 i l lanareaof 
from three to nine square miles in 
Northville and Plymouth townships. 

It was suggested that Detroit-owned 
property at DeHoCo on Five Mi l e road 
and at MSiybury Sanitorium between 
Seven and E i ^ t Mi l e roads would form 
toe basis for land acquisitions around 
ttem. 

The city would be planned and con­
trolled by toe existing Detroit govern­
ment but would be developed by private 
enterprise. 

Mayor Cavanagh stated that one of 
.toe basic reasons for planning such a 
' city would be to provide bouslngfor un­
employed Negroes who cannot accept 
employment opportunitieslntoe suburbs 
because toey cannot flod housing. 

He pointed to toe Ford Wixom plant 
as an example, stating that toe company 
sou^ t unskilled labor i n Appalacbia 
when potential employes already living 
in Detroit were looking for work. 

The Detroit mayor was quoted as 
saying that unemployed Detroit Negroes 
could have taken someof toe jobsexc^ 
that inexpensive t r an i^ r t a t ion to the 
plant was unavailable and local housing 
was denied toem. 

"I f Detroit could annex toe proposed 
land to establish an Integrated city, i t 
wotQd help alleviate this sort of prob­
lem witoout draining Detroit of i t s r e s i ­
dents or toeir taxpayments", toe mayor 
was quoted. 

Tbe Detroit mayor admitted toere 
would be opposition to toe plan from 
Plymouto and Nortoville residents. A c ­
cording to toe News' story Mayor Cav-
m&x said toe "underlying reason 
woIild be race" . 

There are otoer obstacles. F i r s t of 
a l l , state law does not permit such an 
annexation. Ci t ies cannot now annex 
land that i s not contiguous to i ts bord­
ers . The mayor hastumedtUsprOblein 
over to his corporation counsel's oKice. 

The problem of extending city ser ­
vices was also l isted as a financial dif­
ficulty. 

The satell l te-dty plan has been 
proposed inanewplaiulliDg concept label­
led "skip annent ion" . It has gained

by this time and 600 students by 1970. 
He added that the population Is already 
at the projected 1970 figure (601), toree 
years In advance of the target date. 

The new projection, he said, calls 
for 773 i n 1970 and 854 In 1972 In grades 
7-12. In grades K-6 toe new projection 
calls for 942 in 1970 and 1,027 in 1972 
- up from toe present 814. These new 
projections, he said are based upon past 
growth trends and do not take into ac­
count housing development. 

To furtoer emphasize his point, toe 
superintendent reported toe following: 

— O r c h a r d Hil ls subdivision has a 
total of 48 lots, 19 of which have been 
sold and construction begun. 

534 students i l l grades 7 through 12 
—Meadowbrook Lake subdivision 

has 150 lots, and Thompson-Brown es­
timates that 25 to 30 homes wi l l be 
occupied by the end of this year and an 
additional 75 to 100 homes wi l l be con­
structed during the next year. 

Projected growth. Dale said neces­
sitates consideration of six general 
classrooms, two special education 
classrooms and one teachers lunch­
room at Orchard Ifllls. 

"If we were to vote i n December of 
this year we would be hard pressed to 
complete a building by September, 
1968," he said, adding that "toe con­
tracts of 14 building trades wi l l come 

up for renewal in the spring. Without 
much doubt, the cost of building wi l l 
increase." 

Board members appeared to agree 
that selection of an architect i s the 
f irst step. However, toey pointed out 
that first'consideration should be given 
Lane since it designed toe present 
building and probably i s best qualified 
to draw and engineer an appropriate ad­
dition. They toen authorized toe super­
intendent to arrange a meeting wlto Lane 
yesterday or today. 

In discussing student population 
trends, Dale said he sees toe addition 
at Orchard Hills of " topprior i ty ,"wito 
the addition of another elementary 

school and construction of a "middle 
school" or a fourth elementary school 
as the next steps in priori ty. 

He said he envisions the third ele­
mentary school location as in the general 
area of Nine Mile and Meadowbrook, 
between Echo Valley and Pioneer Mead­
ow subdivisions or in the Clark sub­
division. 

A general board discussion ensued 
concerning advantages of purchasing 
property now for future school sites. 

The "middle school" of which Dale 
spoke concerns sixth, sevento and eighth 
grades. He favors this kind of a r ­
rangement over toe junior-high con­
cept. 

company's transmission line t h r o u ^ 
toe city has not been overlooked or 
forgotten. Boto toe city and Detroit 
Edison have been waiting for a deci­
sion for nearly a year. 

Schnelz also reported that efforts 
by toe city to raze two vacant, con­
demned houses on Beck road apparently 
have been resolved, and that toe city's 
fire department has been autoorlzed to 
burn toem down. 

Water problems continue to hound 
toe sewer contractor, city residents 
and, consequei^tly, diy officials. Nel l 
Taylor asked toe council last week how 
long it would take water levels to re ­
turn to residential wells after pumping 
by sewer construction crews stops. 
He indicated that some citizens, who 
have been without water, were told that 
toe water supply would return within 
45-ininutes after pumping stops. 

Mayor McAtee doubted toe accuracy 
of toe 45-minute period and instructed 
DPW Director Robert Trombley to 
check wlto toe county in determining 
toe "normal" period in such cases. 
Trombley was to pass this information 
on to Taylor . 

Because of toe high water table 
beneato toe city, toe sewer contractor 
has been forced to utilize an around-
toe-dock pumping operation, removing 
water from toe ground where sewer 
lines are placed. 

A s construction moved into r e s i ­
dential areas, water supplies to homes 
were unexpectedly diminished or cut 
off entirely. Thus, while toe contractor 
Is faced wlto expensive pumping opera-
.tlons to iremove "too much water", 
citizens face toe problem of "too l i t t l e " 
and, in some ^ s e s , none at a l l . 
Caught between this "too much" and 
"top l i t t l e " conflict, city officials have 
b e ^ i f ^ I e to little but estabUsh water 
delivery schedules, seek specii^ pei;- .

For a brief while after he first 
"tendered" his resignation, i t appear­
ed that p e r h a i ^ C M y ^ ^ t r e c p n ^ r ^ 
aus; be coi^iniied^to pusii his usmeaf^ 
over toe objections of toe otoer four 
councllmen. But when someone a^ed , 
"How long are you going to keep this 
l i p?" Crupi retorted, "Un t i l you stupid 
people wHI take i t , " and toen repeated 
h is verbal resignation, picked up his 
papers and left.

AsA when Cwpi persisted, 
repeating toe questions but phrased 
differently. Bond refused to answer un­
less toe councilman put M s questions in 
writing. 

' T m not questioning toe necessity 
of this ordinance," Crupi said, "o r toe 
amounts of toe fees. I'm questionlngits 
application." He argiied that, i t isn't 
an "equal izer" since i t provides for 
equity only within ^ d f l c sewer 
assessment distr icts - not equity be­
tween sewer districts. "Wbat i s toe 
legislative intent of this ordinance?" he 
asked. The answer, "to make fees more 
equal," did not satisfy him and he r e ­
peated toe question several more times 
receiving ssbstanUaUy toe same answer. 

Specifically, toe ordinance amend­
ment provides that thoseproperty own­
ers adjacent to a sewer assessment 
district be asked to pay aa availability 
fee for toe privilege of t a p i n g into a ' 
sewer line paid for by toe property 
owners witbln toe district. This fee, 
toen, i s to ensure that property own­
ers outside toe district do not escape 
from helping to pay for the sewer l ine. 

- The amendment provides that toe 
council may, by resolution, establish 
a fee that i t determines i s " f a i r . " U' 
no action i s taken by toe council, toe' 
i ^ d a l fee automafically becomes $300. 

In an unrelated action, Novi ' s water 
and sewer department superintezdejit 
has resigned his post. 

The written resignation of Duane 
Branch, head of toe department for toe 
past year, was accepted-Monday nighL.. 
It had been sidimltted earl ier , but upon 
agreement between Branch and toe coun­
c i l i t was tabled until after an attempt 
was made to resolve toe problems lead­
ing to his resignation.

The- war was eating away at toe 
nation's economy and kill ingaod maim­
ing toousands of American boys when a 
group of 15 patriotic motoers joined 
togetoer in a united effort to cheer 
lonely GIs. 

That was 25 years ago. 
, l i s t week, several of toose moto­

e rs were on hand at toe Novi community 
building as Chapter 47 of toe Blue 
Star Motoers convened to celebrate 
i t s birthday after a quarter-century 
of service. 

Joining wlto toem for toe historic 
occasion were guest officers of Blue 
Star Motoers, including Evelyn Harris , 
Michigan department president, Nellie 
Leonhard, past national president, and 
Betty Edelmayer, second vice-pres i ­
dent of toe Michigan department. 

After toe ini t ial organizational meet­
ing at toe home of M r s . Laney (Riz) 
Henderson 25 years ago, toe motoers 
met periodically at toe Novi school and 
later i n toe homes of members. Of toe 
original IS women, five are now de­
ceased and only four - - A l m a Johnston, 
Gertie Lee, Ruto Prl tchard and M r s . 
Henderson - continue as active mem­
bers of Chapter 47.

Mark Gazley, who repeatedly chopped 
down Brighton's runners, and had 
special plaudits for Guard Je r ry Asher 
on defense, rover Ron Gloetzner, Stan 
Nir ider , Te r ry M i l l s and Craig 
Turnbull. 

Klukach substituted more freely 
Friday, giving "more of them a chance 
to play. I think the rest was helpful." 

Trading a superlative aerial attack 
for Brighton's superior groundper-
formance, the Mustangs carved out a 
first-half lead with but two seconds 
left on the clock and then, after Br igh ­
ton's tying score late in the fourth 
quarter, bounced back to grab the 
victory with little more than 60 seconds 
to play. 

Sparked by the passing and running 
of Quarterback Joe Andrews, Northville 
punched across its winning touchdown 
just four plays after the Bulldogs had 
a l l but wrapped up a face-saving tie. 

Taking Brighton's kick-after-touch­
down on his own 18 yard line, A n ­
drews streaked upfield 42 yards to the 
Brighton 40. The quarterback quickly 
fired a pass to End Greg Car r who 
leaped Iligh to snag it for a 13 yard 
gainer, followed up with a shot to 
Sophomore Ter ry M i l l s who brought 
fans to their feet as he carried to 
within a hair of the end zone, and then 
sneaked the bal l over from one-foot 
out for the winning tally. 

That thr i l ler was almost a replay 
of one In the closing seconds of the 
f i rs t half with the two teams knotted 
at 6-6. 

The Mustangs had tied the score 
late In the second quarter, saw the 
Bulldogs gobble up the clock Inlengthy, 
time-consuming ground plays, and then 
with 13 seconds to play carried a B r i g h ­
ton punt 10 yards to the mid-stripe.

A holding penalty and three Inept 
grouixi plays forced a Brighton punt, 
thus ending the most serious first 
quarter threat. 

The f irst score foUowed a Brighton 
Interception ofaNortbvUle pass.

R e c o r d B u d g e t 

Tile largest school budget i l l the 
history of Novi school district was 
adopted last veek Wednesday night 
without a single local taxpayer pre­
sent in the audience. 

And a pile of printed budgets, show­
ing a record anticipated expenditure of 
$727,943, prepared by School Superin­
tendent Thomas Dale for interested 
citizens, was returned hardly dented to 
his office. 

Only representatives of the school 
faculty. The News and four of the five 
board of education members were pre­
sent. President Arthur Heslip, who re­
cently underwent surgery and i s now 
recuperating at home was flje lone 
missing board member. 

The 1967-68 budget shows antici­
pated revenue exceeding the $727,943 
outlay by $2,040. 

Tied to a state equalized valuation 
of $23,684,200 and an estimated student 
membership of 1,300, estimated rev­
enue represents $204,394.64 produced 
from 8.63 allocated millageand$236,842 
from 10 voted mi l l s ; $257,837 in state 
aid; and $30,900 in special allowances 
such as transportation, tuition, driver 
education and two federal aid programs. 

A chart prepared by the superin­
tendent to illustrate the ratio of i n ­
come based on local taxes and state aid 
showed that last year about 57-percent 
of the revenue was produced by local 
taxes and 43-percent by state aid. For 
the 1967-68 fiscal year about 60-percent 
w i l l be produced by local taxes, 40 per­
cent by state aid. ' T h i s does not mean," 
Dale emphasized, "ftat there has been a 
decrease in state a i d . " 

Part of the explanation for the change 
In the ratio i s because of the larger 
local tax base. The equalized valuation 
of the school district took a substantial 
increase this year,partlybecauseofthe 
growth in Industrial a i d residential 
areas and partly because of reassess­
ment of property. 

Biggest Increase in anticipated ex­
penditures, accounting for the jump i n 
the 1967-68 budget over the previous one 
from $626,397 to $727,943, was in the 
instructional areas. The anticipated 
expenditure for K-6 increased from 
$248,060 to $277,452, and on the 7-11 
instructional level from $161,191 to 
$223,989. 

One reason for the jump i n Instruc­
tional outlay, of course, i s the recently 
approved increase In the teachers sa l ­
ary schedule, which sets a starting B A 
salary at$6175, the maximum at$9,153, 
a starting MA salary at $6,575 with a 
maximum at $9,760, and an MA plus 
30 salary of $6,975 to a maximum of 
$10,293. 

St i l l another reason for the i n ­
crease on the 7-11 instructional level 
i s the addition of an 11th grade to the 
school's curriculum. Another increase 

wi l l occur next year when Novi adds a 
12th grade to i ts curriculum. 

Administrative outlay increased 
from $27,302 to $31,950, although the 
superintendent's sadary remains at 
$14,000. Biggest Increase in this cate­
gory is for custodial salaries, which 
jumped from $28,507 to $36,500. 

Other major category outlays, to­
gether with corresponding expenditures 
of last year, include: 

Maintenance, $8,614 to $11,500; 
transportation, $45,652 to $53,252; a a l 
fixed charges, $4,612 to $6,900. 

Supplemental expenditures, which i n ­
cludes tuition, health services, etc., 
showed the only significant decrease. 
Anticipated expenditures here show a 
drop from $50,684 to$25,600. Decrease 
in tuition expenditures Is explained by 
the addition of an 11th grade, where last 
year juniors attended school at North­
viUe. 

Superintendent Dale 's budget re ­
port also spelled out expenditures for 
bonded indebtedness.

The committee has stated that the 
results of the report should determine 
whether or not there i s sufficient com­
munity interest to continue. 

Several hundred concerned parents 
f irst met last winter at the high school 
following incidents involving drugs and 
vandalism among teenagers. 

At this ini t ial committee meeting a 
study committee composed of fflgh 
School Principal F red Hbldsworth, Ci ty 
Manager Frank Ollendorff, Recreation 
Director Robert Prom, Police Chief Sam 
Elkins and M r s . Gordon Fo r r e r and the 
Reverend Timothy Johnson wasformed. 

In .Tune the committee made recom­

mendations to the citizens group and was 
instructed to investigate means of I m ­
plementing specific programs and p r o - -
cedures spelled out in the report. 

Committee recommendations i n ­
cluded the establishment of a permanent 
forum by the school district "for the 
exchange of ideas relating to Nor th-
vi l le ' s changing patterns of social be­
havior. Such a forum should include a l l 
community leaders . . . and should con­
vene often and regular ly" . 

Employment of a consultant to attend 
the forums, guide discussionsandrelate 
e:5)eriences of other communities with 
s imi lar problemswasalso recommend­
ed. 

The committee urged expansion of 
existing youth programs and suggested 
that a juvenile protective association 
or "big brother" organization be con­
sidered. 

Their study also pointed to the pos­
sibility of employing a full time youth 
officer i n the police department and i m ­
provement of police-parent communica­
tion and relationship. 

The October 12 meeting wi l l beheld 
at 7:30 p .m. and a l l community citizens 
are .invited to attend. 

The committee report notes that "an 
apathetic attitude now may well t e rm­
inate the work begun in earnest after 
last winter's t roi ible".

non-profit research organization, Met­
ropolitan Fund Inc., and its president, 
Kent Mathewson. The October issue of 
Nation's Cit ies magazine ^vill contalnan 
article by Mathewson on "skip annexa­
t ion" i n which headvocatesltasameans 
of "halting proliferation of local units 
of government while giving big cities an 
effective means of solving some of their 
problems of crowding and decay". 

Mayor Cavanagh was quoted In the 
News' story as stating that the proposal 
"would be easier to achieve today than It 
would have been 10 or 15 years ago. 
This i s because today Detroit occupies 
a key position In controlling suburban 
growth through its predominant control 
of sewer and water faci l i t ies" . 

(James Trainor, the mayor's press 
secretary denied that the mayor made 
the statement concerning control of wa­
ter and sewer facil i t ies. Gerald Remus, 
manager of the Detroit Water Board 
also denied to this newspaper that 
"pol i t ics" enters into the water de­
partment, which he declared operates 
as a utUity selling Its service to the city 
of Detroit as well as suburban areas). 

When first contacted by The Record, 
the Detroit city planning commission 
stated that it knew "only what It read 
in the newspaper" about the plan. Sub­
sequently, a second call gained acknow­
ledgement of the proposal but the 
spokesman said the plan was not as 
broad as outlined In the newspaper r e ­
port. He said that development of the 
Maybury property alone had been one of 
the considerations. He suggested that 
the story had been "exaggerated" and 
its release "unt imely". Planners, he 
said, were waiting for answers from the 
corporation counsel before proceeding. 

A Metropolitan Fund, Inc., spokes­
man said the skip annexation plan was 
"an idea taking shape nationwide" and 
that i t Was only an "Idea to be ex­
plored". 

Township Supervisor R . D . Mer r l am 
said Monday that he had scheduled a 
meeting wiUl Northviile Mayor A . M . 
AUen. Plymouth Township Supervisor 
John McEwen and A r c h Val l ie r , a 
Plymouth city councilman and member 
of the Wayne county board of super-

. visors. 
"I think It's a four community p r o ­

blem", Merr lam indicated. But he 
agreed with Mayor Al l en that i t could 
add new Importance and meaning to the 
city-township £?)onsored unification just 
getting underway in Northviile. 

Mayor Al l en was particularly 
alarmed by file reference to "control 
of suburban growth through control of 
sewer and water fac i l i t ies" . He called 
It a threat. 

Township Planner George ViUcan 
pointed up several roadblocks to the 
plan. P o U t i a l l y , he noted, i t 's Impos­
sible at present. Costwise the township 
planning consultant believes the c rea ­
tion of such a community would be 
a tremendous burden. " T h e y ' d have to 
borrow from their existing police force, 
Industry could not be attracted as fast 
as residences and there would be 
schools to build. Soon they wi l l reach 
the point of no return", he stated. 

Vi l ican cited another factor. "How 
many of the people they propose to 
move want to Uve outside the central 
c i ty"? , he asked. 

Vtlican recalled that It was less 
than two years ago that the city of 
Detroit proposed selling the Maybury 
property for private development. He 
said It was turned over to the surplus 
property agency and that he (Vilican) 

had submitted a plan for development 
of the area on behalf of the township 
and had urged the city to sell the land 
with a single development plan in mind. 

A spokesman for the Ford Wixom 
plant also had a comment on Mayor 
Cavanagh's reference to the need for 
homes for employees in the area and 
the recruiting of employees from the 
South. 

He told this newspaper that Ford 
had not overlooked "unemployed" of, ( 
Detroit last year when It recruited 
employees from the South. 'Tf you 
remember," he said, "the labor market 
was extremely tight at the time. We 
did our best to hire locally but the 
manpower just wasn't there." 

Furthermore, he said, with the ex­
pansion of the plant there was to be 
a five-week delay before new employees 
would go to work. Detroit people didn't 
want to wait, flWle unemployed from the 
South were will ing to hire-ln and wait 
until production began. 

Unlike Detroit area employees who' 
generally prefer to commute to their 
jobs In Wlxom, he said, the people; 
from the South preferred homes locally. '\ 
These, he said, had difficulty finding 
housing because it wasn't available. 
No out-state "recruitment has taken 
place since the expansion, he added. 

A number of concerned citizens 
contacted The Record this week after 
reading of the satellite city plan. Sev­
eral asked that the names of their 
state representatives be published so 
that they might register their feelings 
on the matter.

It i s a common ejcperience to find 
S0U1S kneeling at tile altar and calling 
upon God with apparent great anguish 
of heart, but fail to receive anything. 
Why does the young Christian dedicate 
that life over and over to Christ , but 
remain powerless? The answer is sin. 
Sin confessed is not necessarily sin 
forsaken. 

David said, 'Tf I regard iniquity in 
my heart, the Lord wi l l not hear me." 

Isaiah declared unto the people, 
"Behold, the Lord 's hand is not short­
ened, that i t cannot save; neither ffis 
ear heavy that it cannot hear: but your 
iniquities have separated between you 
and your God, and your sins have hid 
His face from you, that He wi l l not 
hear." 

The righteous Pharisee thanked God 
that he was not like other men; extor­
tioners, unjust, adulterers, or even 
as the Publican. As the Pharisee stat­
ed in his prayer, it i s true that most 
Christians do not intentionally l ie , 
steal, bear false witness, or commit 
adultery. What sins then does the 
Christian commit? 

The Pllarisee wasfilled with pride in 
his self, and contempt for his neighbor. 
Self-glory and vanity wi l l separate us 
from the goodness of God as quickly as 
anything. Some Christians do not know 
anyone that can pray as well , speak as 
well , or teach as well as they can! 
Pride and jealousy are common Chr i s ­
tian sins which so easily beset us. 

Another sin that wil l destroy com­
munion with God i s gossip or c r i t i ­
c ism. The childish taunt, that "sticks 

and stones wi l l break my bones but 
words wil l never hurt m e " i s not 
true. How many people do I talk to 
who no longer attend church because 
their liking for the preacher, the teach­
er, or the songleader has diminished! 

No wonder we fall to be victorious 
in prayer. Jesus urged, "If thou bring 
thy gift to the altar, and there remem-
berest that thy brother hath ought 
against thee; Leave there thy gift... be 
reconciled to thy brother, and then 
come and offer thy gift." (Mt. 5:23,24) 

Perhaps uIiforgiveness i s blocking 
God's blessings. Did you ever notice 
how quickly a little child can get over 
a disagreement with a playmate? No 
wonder Jesus bids us to become as a 
little child. They are simple, trusting, 
without worry and anxiety, and obed­
ient without question. Their hearts are 
not filled with malice, spite, hatred, or 
envy. Yet a mature parent wi l l nurse 
a misunderstanding, feed it on gossip 
and self-pity; never leavlngit with Jesus 
where i t belongs, refusing to be r e ­
conciled. 

These are only a few of the ob­
stacles that can creep Into the C h r i s ­
tians' life and cause discontentment with 
self and others. Sometimes there may 
be only one sin that we're not even aware 
of, but preventing God from working in 
the midst of His people. 

Are you will ing to pray the prayer 
of David, "Search me, 0 God, and 
know my heart: try me and know my 
thoughts: and see i f there be any 

,wicked way in me, and lead me in the 
' way everlasting." (Psm. 139:23, 24).

H i s t o r y S u r v i v e s B e a u t i f i c a t i o n 

EDITOR'S NOTE: Following is 
the last of a series of articles on 
the Vintage Homes to be visited 
today, October 5, during a tour 
sponsored by the Women's Asso­
ciation of the Northville Presby­
terian Church. 

President Lincoln probably had not 
yet begunhisfamousdebateswithSteph-
en A . Douglas when the hand hewn 
timbers were hoisted Into place forming 
the superstructure of the Charles Ely 
home at the southwest corner of West 
and Randolph streets. 

Today, 21 presidents and well over a 
hundred years later the house s t i l l 
stands. Years and periodic alterations 
and additions have erased its original 
appearance and its early Cape Cod lines 
have disappeared, but a hard to describe 
quality remains, despite its modern-day 
beauty, that Is reminiscent of an era 
long past. 

It may be the setting beneath tower­
ing pines, i ts simplicity, or i ts blown 
glass windows, but whatever, it radiates 
untold history of the many families who 
have made it their home for more than a 
century. 

Records show that Alvah Smith first 
owned the farm in 1831 on which the 
house later was built. The Smiths soon 
sold the propertyto JohnMIl ler ,Nor th-
v i l le ' s f irst settler, who in turn sold it 
to Wil l iam Dunlap and Daniel L . Cady, 
Sti l l later i t became the property of 
William Hay. 

The E lys , who have called the house 
their home for 22 years, can only look 
at the original timbers and guess the 
home's age. Nor can they be sure who 
built i t . Any one of the early property 
owners may have been instrumental 
in its birth. 

Among the most recent families to 
occupy the house were the Laheys, 
F rys and Creigers. Harold Bloom's 
grandmother lived in it many years ago. 

The original structure probably i n ­
cluded two bedrooms, dining room, 
kitchen and a parlor. The low, period 
stairway remains, but a wall has been 
removed to make a long living room, the 
front door has been movedfrom the east 
to the north side, and the exterior cellar 
door has been removed. Thebr ickf i re -
place in the living roomhasbeenpanel-
ed but i ts white wood surface comple­
ments the house's age. And to give i t 
an added touch of history, M r s . Ely 
has decorated it with a bed^varme^ that 
has been in the Ely family for nearly 150 
years, coming originally from England. 
Another family heirloom isthe refinish-
ed dresser that occupies the "back bed­
room." There i s little else in the house, 
M r s . E l y admits, that has been passed 
down through the family. Neverthe­
less, she has decorated the home 
with a few simple antiques that are com­
bined nicely with modern furniture. She 
unconsciously displays sentimental at­
tachment when noting that "an o l d " 
dining room table "probably has had 
many families around it . 

M r s . Bloom has given the Elys an 
antique tureen, which was in the house 
when M r . Bloom's grandmother lived 
there many years ago. 

Vis i tors to the home are impressed 
by a collection of cruets that began with 
a purchase at a Presbyterian Church 
white elephant sale years ago. And they 
go away fascinated by a collection of 
50 or more dolls which M r s . E ly has 
been collecting during her trips to for­
eign countries over the past 20 years. 

Then, of course, there's a wall dis­
play of early kitchen utensils to spark 
memories of years past.

Northviile made the front page of The 
Detroit News Sullday .. . and Detroit's 
Mayor Cavanagh made the front pages 
of The Northviile Record and Novi News 
today. 

According to the Sllnday story, the 
mayor i s toying with the idea of creating 
a "satellite c i ty" in Northviile and 
Plymouth townships. It i s suggested that 
"li t t le Detroit" would extend from De­
troit House of Correction property on 
Five Mile road to Detroit-owned May­
bury Sanitorium property on Eight Mile 
road. The mayor's satellite city would 
have a population of up to 100,000.

Maybe the "a larmis ts" are " rea l ­
i s t s" ; maybe there is a plot to abolish 
self-rule; maybe with the extension of 
Detroit utility services a monster with 
long tentacles i s being created that wi l l 
squeeze its customers until they suc­
cumb to the wi l l of Big City. 

I'd rather not hold to those theories. 
But it would seem the height of naivety 
not to heed the mayor's satellite plan 
as a warning. 

Better described, the "skip annexa­
t ion" idea that has now caught Mayor 
Cavanagh's fancy smacks of a promo­
tion to satisfy central city needs that i t 
has failed to provide for itself. 

A "fresh start" may look inviting, 
but the same problems wil l haunt ̂  new 
city that exist for the old. Planning 
experts admit that balancing residential 
and industrial gro\\'th i s an Impossible 
task - and Detroit residents may be 
surprised to learn that school taxes In 
the suburbs are higher than in Detroit, 
where taxpayers steadfastly refuse to 
vote urgently sought increases. 

Beyond this, however, the belief 
here Is that Northviile residents are 
better equipped to rule themselves and 
determine the future development pat­
tern of their community than the mayor 
of Detroit. 

This column was sympathetic to 
Cavanagh's Income tax proposal and 
supported his theory that the central 
city contributes significantly to welfare 

-of the suburbanites. His tax on non­
residents working in Detroit passes 
the test of reason - at least from this 
unaffected viewpoint. 

But to quote George Vil ican, planning 
consultant for Northviile township, the 
skip annexation plan would open a 
"Pandora's box for every city of any 
size In the state to reach outside Its 
borders and attempt to create a new 
economic base that It failed to do inthe 
first instance". 

There were a few statements i n Sun­
day's satellite plan story that were 
particularly disturbing: 

--that the underlying reason (for 
opposition to Cavanagh's planbyNorth-
ville-Plymouth residents) would be 
race; 

(there have been other politicians 
who have claimed that anyone who 
doesn't like apple pie Is a communist; 
i t ' s just possible that the community 
of Northviile wi l l manage to face up to 
its responsibilities in the area of c iv i l 
rights with greater expertness than the 
central city); 

—that "skip annexation" i s advo­
cated as one means of halting prolif­
eration of local units of government 
while giving big cities an effective 
means of solving some of their prob­
lems of crowding and decay; 

(this i s the kind of talk that breeds 
suspicion, destroys cooperative, inter­
community and metropolitan planning 
and adds fuel to the fire of those who 
claim a master plot to destroy subur­
ban home rule); 

--that while the plan i s sure to 
spark controversy, it probably wi l l be 
easier to achieve today than It would 
have been 10 or 15 years ago . . . be­
cause today Detroit occupies a key pos i ­
tion in controlling suburban growth 
through i ts dominant control of sewer 
and water facilities.

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The latter statement, attributed to 
Cavanagh, i s most aggravating. North­
viile Mayor A . M . Al len bluntly des-. 
cribed it as a threat. And, of course, 
this Is exactly what it i s . 

The mayor's press secretary denies 
that Cavaiugh made such a statement 
and discarded it with the old line about 
not being able to believe what you read 
in the newspapers (and from an ex-
newsman, too). 

Gerald Remus, manager of the De­
troit Water Board for the past 12 years, 
flatly denied any such pressure motives. 
He points out that the water depart­
ment operates completely isolated from 
the city government and even charges 
the city for Its use of water. 

Personally, I believe Remus when 
he says there i s "no po l i t i c s" In his 
department. And he further added that 
Mayor Cavanagh had never given him 
reason to believe otherwise. The De­
troit Water Board has operated under 
Remus as a private utility - seeking 
new customers to expand Its system 
and improve Its efficiency. It has been 
successful and i s the only profitable 
operation In Detroit city government. 

Continued success of the system de­
pends upon continued confidence in Its 
operation. Remus knows this. He's 
" se l l i ng" water. And customers are 
buying at fair prices. 

The "control" of suburban growth 
s t i l l rests with the governments of the 
suburbs - not with any hand on a faucet 
i n Detroit. 

It's just possible that our commun­
ity owes Mayor Cavanagh a debt of grat-
titude for reminding us that his city 
owns several large tracts of land In 
the area - and that he may have designs 
on acquiring more. 

Colncldentally, the city and township 
have just begun a study on the feasi­
bili ty of unification. 

It maybe advisable for the commit­
tee and its hired consultant to toss the 
Cavanagh "satellite c i ty" on the table 
and see how a city of Detroit fits Into 
the long range development plan for 
our community.

Money speaks louder than words. 

This i s the case apparent with re ­
spect to Channel 50, WKBD, which i s 
abandoning Its claim as a sports chan­
nel. Since Its debut In January of 1965, 
fewer and fewer sporting events are 
being televised, much to the chagrin of 
this writer and many others with apen-
chant for sports. 

Simply, the reason i s money. A sta­
tion spokesman, who chose to remain 
anonymous, amplified: "We planned to 
go with a full sports program. But we 
didn't have the programming, for In­
stance, for the 4-6 (afternoon) time slot. 
We'd maybe get a g i r l s basketball game. 
Much of i t was deadly. We just couldn't 
compete with other networks for view­
e r s . " 

No sponsor, in other words, was 
willing to throw good money away on a 
loser. And that's the case. Sports, full 
time sports coverage, i s not a paying 
proposition withallmltedbudget. WKBD 
beat thebushes, but soon discovered that 
It was more lucrative to show T V serial 
re-runs, or "How Green was My V a l ­
l e y . " 

"We're phasing out," the spokes­
man stated. Especially hard hit by the 
junking process has been high-school 
athletics. In 1965 WKBD televised the 
state basketball tournament from be­
ginning to the state finals. Last year, 
the station was forced to cancel out, 
due tp.jhe. fapt tj^t It .could .find no. 
acceptable sponsor. ' - f-'' 

The only sponsors wil l ing to pickup 
the tab were beer and cigarette com­
panies, the largest financial backers of 
sporting events. But state athletic codes 
prohibit their sponsorship. No philan­
thropists were In sight.

Furthermore, the spokesman said, 
telecasting of individual high school 
games, basketball and football, drawsa 
limited audience. People from North­
vi i le , Novi, or South Lyon might watch 
their favorites play, but few, very few 
wi l l watch from other metropolitan 
areas. TV, he said, must draw a sub­
stantial cross section. 

Televising of college sports, l ike­
wise, has been hit by athletic rules. Not 
until last year did the NCAA lift the ban 
on cigarette commercials, and even then 
the announcer must make i t distinctly 
clear that the commercial i s not con­
nected with the athletic event. That's 
why the commentator interjects, "now, 
back to our station for a word from our 
sponsor." The NCAA has not lifted the 
ban on beer commercials. 

And there's further complications in 
televising college games. F i r s t there's 
the television blackout, wherein there 
can be no coverage within a 50-mile 
radius of a game being played. Second, 
f i lms of the U of M and MSU games, 
now disbanded by channel 50, could be 
shown only 11 p.m. the day of the game 
or after. ^ 

But the prime concern of Channel 50 
i s the money angle. "The cost of cover­
ing games i s h igh," the spokesman said 
"maybe $1,000 or more for an announc­
er, two engineers, a truck and one cam­
era. Sti l l , we were bucking the other 
networks, and they were k i l l ing us." 

What about getting prime sports en­
tertainment? Again, expense, and fur­
thermore, other channels had exclusive 
rights to top sporting events. A new sta­
tion, one of five owned by Kaiser A l u m ­
inum, infant channel 50 has limited 
funds.

"Give me unlimited funds and my 

choice of coverage," the spokesman said 
enthusiastically, "and I could Obis 
voice tailed off In a dream.) 

Perhaps the most successful sports 
channel i s W F L D , Chicago. It's the only 
station owned by Marshall F ie ld , and 
that means money, big money to buy top 
sporting attractions. WFLD can and is 
vying successfullywiththebig networks. 

Meanwhile, WKBD continues to slip. 
Only 13 Piston games wil l be televised 
this winter, and fewer high school bas­
ketball games. 

Since Red-JVing hockey draws, chan­
nel 50 wi l l carry a schedule of 30 or 
31 games, wiUl competing networks 
picking up tile remaining six or seven. 

The i^okesman said college basket­
bal l coverage wi l l also be stepped up. 
Small solace.

LANSING - "About 100 nurses are 
> needed, right now, at Sparrow Hos­

p i t a l , " notes Roger Busfield, associ­
ate director of the Michigan Hospital 
Association. 

Sparrow i s a 465 bed hospital in 
Lansing. Its cry for registered nurses 
i s echoed throughout the state. Urban 
and rural , large and small, tilany hos­
pitals in Michigan are feeling the pinch 
of tile R.N. shortage. 

William Bresler , business manager 
of the Michigan Nurses Association, 
says, "It's not so much a shortage of 
registered nurses as it i s a shortage 
of working registered nurses. ' ' So many 
nurses have left tile profession that 
there are just not enough to satisfy tile 
demand, he points out. 

Young, graduate nurses are soon 
lost to marriage and family. Many who 
return to nursing do not return to gen­
eral duty in hospitals. Instead, they 
enter private, Industrial or school prac­
tice. The pay is better and the hours 
more stable. 

The nurses association and the M i c h ­
igan Employment Security Commission 
have set up five-week refresher cours­
es for " re t i red" registered nurses, 
hoping to attract tilose who have raised 
their families back into tile general 
duty field. 

The course runs eight hours a day, 
five days a week and combines class­
room instruction wltil hospital duties. 
There i s no tuition and a small stipend 
Is paid to tilose who qualify. Legally, 

any registered nurse who stays regis­
tered with tile state can practice nursing 
without taking a refresher course no 
matter how many years she has been 
away from the profession. However, 
most nurses returning after long ab­
sences want to be brought up to date, 
Bres le r said. 

ECONOMIC security of nurses i s a l ­
so undergoing a change, Bres le r says. 
It wasn't until February of this year 
that nurses were brought under tile Fed­
eral Minimum Wage & Hour Act . Until 
that time, some hospitals didn't pay 
overtime, he maintains, although po l i ­
cies varied from hospital to hospital. 

Wages are just now beginning to re ­
flect the years of education and t rain­
ing required, Bresler maintains, 

Busfield, reflecting hospital views, 
feels tilat nurses' wages are generally 
in line witil otiier skilled professions. 
He agrees there are too many excep­
tions where pay Is s t i l l low. He points 
to a recent survey published by tile 
hospital association which l i s t s tile 
"average starting montilly salary" for 
general duty nurses in Michigan at 
$410, up from $390 In 1965. Maximum 
salary for general duty i s averaged at 
$481 monthly. 

B E D S D E nursing has become tile 
job of nurses' aides and practical 
nurses, while registered nurses are 
now bookkeepers. Busfield and Bres ler 
stress tills Is undesirable. 

AlOlough botil men agree tilat R .N. ' s 
are trying to correct the situation, they

do not agree witil what caused the trend. 
Busfield feels that the nurses, by 

constantly upgrading tileir profession, 
"up-graded" themselves into keeping 
records and leaving routine nursing 
tasks to those less qualified. 

Bres ler maintains tilat " i t just kind 
of happened." Nurses were always held 
responsible for patient records, he 
says. As "red tape" Increased in hos­
pitals, nurses were assigned more of 
the paper work. "It just grew like Top-
sy , " he said. 

There are three ways to become an 
R.N. in Michigan. Some community c o l ­
leges offer an associate degree in a 
two-year program. 

A three-year program is offered 
by many hospitals. Instruction takes 
place in hospital classrooms and stu­
dents pay tuition the same as college 
students. 

A four-year college program leads 
to a Bachelor of Nursing Science. 

Graduates of a l l tilree programs 
must pass state exams to become l i c ­
ensed. 

Higher pay and more respect for 
professional abilities must be appar­
ent, says Bresler , before the current 
shortage of nurses improves. 

The state-backed program is ex­
pected to entice some 700 nurses back 
to duty. Hospitals and colleges wi l l 
graduate several hundred more. These 
wi l l help, but they cannot f i l l the need 
nor solve tile problem.

Where "continuing progress" is more than just a slogan 

BABSON PARK, Mass. -Nei t i ler f l le 
Panama nor tile Suez Canal i s top 
news at the moment. But perhaps tiley 
both ought to be; for there are rumb­
lings concerning ownership and opera­
tion of tilese international waterways 
which could tip the scales for war or 
peace on some tomorrow. 

For many months past, the govern­
ments of the United States and Panama 
have been trying to reconcile tileir 
differing views on the ownership and 
operation of the present canal. They 
have been exploring also the pros and 
cons of a new, more modern waterway 
between tile Atlantic and the Pacific 
within present Panamanian border? 

A point at issue i s whether we 
shall remain sole owner of the present 
Canal and continue to exercise sover­
eign rights over tile bordering strip 
of land known as the Panama Canal 
Zone. Pressures from many sources 
are being exerted to persuade the U.S. 
to relinquishsovereigntyoverthlsarea, 
and i t is widely believed that President 
Johnson may already have decided to 
do so. 

It Is easy to sympathize with tile 
burgeoning nationalism of Panama and 
other Latin American countries, and 
to understand why their people can 
so easily be led to believe that tile 
United States-4he great colossus to Ule 
North-4ooks down Its nose upon tile 
nations of Central and South America. 

Perhaps In another burst of mi s ­
guided generosity we are about to make 
a strategic withdrawal from a situation 
and a posture tilat we had hitherto 
regarded as sensible and morally jus­
tified. If we do relinquish our sover­
eignty of tile Panama Canal Zone, and 
make ottler concessions regarding the 
operation of tile canal Itself and tile 
disposition of tile revenues obtained 
from It, we must risk having our a l ­
truism misinterpreted as a sign of 
weakness. Hence, In following such 
a course, we might be inviting out­
break of fresh "brushfires" In Latin 
America and perhaps ultimate closure 
of tile canal by insurgent elements in 
Lat in Amer ica backed by Castro and 
financed by Moscow. 

THE P R O B L E M of what to do about 
the Suez Canal, on tiie other side 
of the world, i s equally grave. It Is 
four montils now since the end of the 
Arab-Israeli conflict, and tile Suez s t i l l 
remains closed. Apparently, President' 
Nasser of Egypt and his Russian men­
tors and benefactors feel that closure 
i s hurting the Free World more ttlan 
i t is hurting tile Egyptian economy, 
though it Is hard to follow tills line 
of reasoning. 

Quite obviously, Cairo and Moscow 
expect the world to believe tilat closure 
of tile canal wi l l impel Western i n ­
terests to put pressure on the Israelis 
to wltildraw their troops from the east 
bank and, ostensibly, leave the way 
clear for reopening. Whether Nasser 
and Kosygin believe it Ulemselves i s 
anotiler matter. Meani^llile, tilere i s 
the real possibility that Israel m l ^ t 
seize tile canal if hostilities witil the 
Arabs should be resumed. 

Despite the ineptness of Secretary-
General U . Thant In premafairely r e ­
calling, onhlsowninitiative, ale 3,4000-
man UN peace--keeping force which bad 
been guarding tile Sinai desert frontier 
between Israel and Egypt-a move which 
many observers believe triggered Mid 
East War-tile dream of international 
accord lingers. Disillusioned we may 
be, but stUl we hope for peace in our 
day. 

Tbe time i s not yet. But one day, 
•perhaps, tile UN wi l l reach closer to 
Its full potential as a peace-keeping 
organization. When tilat time comes,

State Hiiilting licenses are not auto­
matic permits to hunt in Novi, Police 
Chief Lee BeGole warned this week as 
he and his police force braced them­
selves for the pheasant season that opens 
October 20. 

To prove his point, the chief noted 
the arrest this week of a duck hunter 
who was caught with two ducks shot 
before Monday's 11 a.m. duck season 
opener. 

Not only was Danny L . Deaton, 19 
of 901 South Lake drive arrested for 

il legally shooting ducks several hours 
before the opening, he was charged with 
violating NoVi's back-door "no-hunting" 
ordinance. 

The ordinance, explained BeGole, 
does not prohibit hunting but i t does 
prohibit use of firearms - except by 
special permit - and thus, in effect, 
makes hunting illegal "unless you 
want to hunt birds and rabbits with a 
knife ." 

Under the ordinance, adopted in 

1961, only owners of five acresor more 
of properly and their friends who have 
60-day permits, are allowed to hunt 
with firearms during hunting season. 
And only qualified property owners may 
apply for the permits for themselves 
and their friends, the chief explained. 

Unfortunately, biggest violators, 
said BeGole, are property owners, who 
mistakenly believe that they may hunt 
on their own property provided they 
have only a state hunting license. 

Furthermore, the ordinance pro­

hibits use of firearms in non-hunting 
seasons as well, he added. 

BeGole said that his department 
occasionally grants individual permits, 
particularly for hunting in the Walled 
Lake area, because there arefewprop-
erty owners with five acres in that 
vicinity. But these permits, he empha­
sized, are granted only to "persons we 
know vill use firearms in a safe and 
reasonable manner." 

Noting that the comin'.inity cannot 

prohibit hunting, except by a special 
act of the legislature -- as was done a 
year ago inNorthvilletownship, BeGole 
said the village no-firearms ordinance 
nevertheless has been just as effec­
tive in slicing the number of "hunting 
complaints" received by the police 
department. 

Less than half the number of com­
plaints are received now as were re­
ceived before the ordinance was en­
acted, he said. 

Annually, the No.vi police depart­

ment posts "no-firearms" signs in 
strategic locations in the village. Post­
ing this year already is well underway, 
he said. In addition, property owners 
are encouraged to post their own prop­
erty, he added. 

Conceding that the village ord i ­
nance might be considered a disguised 
"no-hunting" law, BeGole said its 
purpose is not to prohibit a l l hunting 
but rather it " i s designed to prevent 
the annual invasion of hunters from 
other areas."

Another page i n the long history of 
the F i r s t Baptist Church of Wixom i s in 
the making with construction of a new 
$145,000 Christian education unit. 

Groundbreaking for the new facility 
at the church, 620 North Wixom road, 
was conducted October 1. 

The two-story Sunday school unit wi l l 
be 90 feet long, 40 feet wide. Remodel­
ing work also wi l l be done on the front 
of the present church sanctuary built in 
1960. 

C a r l Galser of Birmingham i s the 
architect, Forrest Hubbell of Walled 
Lake, the contractor. Completion of 
construction i s set for March, 1968. 

The Wixom church experienced 
phenominal growth during the past four 
years as attendance of the Sunday school 
cl imbed from 201 i n 1963 to lastyear 's 
high of 308 per Sunday. Last March the 
Sunday school reached an a l l time rec ­
ord high of 488, and officials have set 
a goal of 500 for this year. 

F i r s t Baptist of Wixom also has 
grown financially, according to the pas­
tor, Robert V. . Warren. Receipts i n 
1963 totalled $25,000, whereas the re ­
ceipts in 1966 totalled more than 
$47,000. Missionary contributions also 
increased significantly from $1,500 i n 
1963 to 'nearly $7,000 last year. The 
church supports 20 different mission-

aries and mission projects around the 
world. 

Presently, due to lack of ^ c e i n 
the present building, the church has 
had to rent facilities of Wixom ele­
mentary school where 14 classes are 
held each Sunday morning. 

The church's history can be traced 
back to 1838 when a dozenfamilies set­
tled in Michigan and organized, under 
the leadership of Rev. C . P . Goodrich, 
the F i r s t Free Baptist Association of 
Commerce. They met in homes until 
1854 after which they met in a red 
frame school house that stood near 
the road i n the present cemetery,. 

Eventually, this building was out­
grown and a red br ick building was 
placed just north and back from the 
road. 

A new pastor, graduate of H i l l s - . 
dale college, James D . Drew, decided 
the church should have its own bui ld­
ing. On June 24, 1864, Alonzo Sibley 
deeded land from hisfarm on the corner 
of West Maple and Milford roads "for 
meeting house purposes only." 

Quoting a lady of the times many 
year later, "The Church was built by 
donations of time, means,, lumber, l a ­
bor and money from people of a l l de­
nominations with the promise that it 
could be used by a l l denominations for 
funerals. 

On January 12, 1865 the new church 
was dedicated with a sermon by P r e s i ­
dent Fa i r t l e l s ot Hillsdale college. 
After the sermon. Deacon Sibley's o ld ­
est daughter, Harriet, came down the 
aisle and was married to Pastor Drew. 

In 1897 Rev. J . C . Robinsonpropos-
ed moving the building into the center 
of town. This took two weeks In Octo­
ber, 1897, using a team of horses and 
a sweep with plaaks underneath on 
which ro l le r s were used. 

The young people, led by Rev. H . E . 
Sayles, buUt the first addition and ded­
icated It October 8 and 9, 1910. Rev. 
H. J . Thibant was pastor from 1921-
1925 and, led by him, abasement was 
put under the first addition. 

On Ju ly 1 and 2, 1938, the church 
centennial was celebrated. 

Before Rev. Wahley left in 1952 a 
four-jrear program of addition was i n ­
stituted and carr ied out by the Rev. 
B l U Green. In 1958 a new building 
site of five acres was purchased. A n ­

other 1 1/2 acres was later acquired, 
one acre donated -by Roll in J . Porter, 
and the new church building, 106 x 37 
feet, was constructed and furnished for 
approximately $100,000. The comer -
stone of the old building i s now in the 
vestibule of the new building.
