Bird Hunters Beware! Novi Law‘Bags Firearms

State Hunting licenses are not auto-
matic permits to hunt in Novi, Police
Chief Lee BeGole warned this week as
he and his police force braced them=
selves for the pheasant season that opens
October 20.

To prove his point, the chief noted
the arrest this week of a duck hunter
who was caught with two ducks shot
before Monday’s 11 a.m. duck season
opener.

Not only was Danny L. Deaton, 19
of 901 South Lake drive arrested for

illegally shooting ducks several hours
before the opening, he was charged with
violating Novi’sback-door “‘no-hunting”’
ordinance,

The ordinance, explained BeGole,
does not prohibit hunting but it does
prohibit use of firearms — except by
-special permit — and thus, in effect,
makes hunting illegal “‘unless you
want to hunt birds and rabbits with a
knife.”

Under the ordinance, adopted in

1961, only owners of fiveacresor more
of properly and their friends who have
60-day permits, are allowed to hunt
with firearms during hunting season.
And only qualified property owners may
apply for the permits for themselves
and their friends, the chief explained.
Unfortunately, biggest violators,
said BeGole, are property owners, who
mistakenly believe that they may hunt
on their own property provided they
have only a state hunting Ycense,
Furthermore, the ordinance pro-

hibits use of firearms in non-hunting
seasons as well, he added.

BeGole said that his department
occasionally grants individual permits,
particularly for hunting in the Walled
Lake area, bacause there arefew prope-
erty owners with five acres in that
vicinity, But these permits, he empha=-
sized, are granted only to ‘‘persons we
know will use firearms in a safe and
reasonable manner.”

Noting that the community cannot

prohibit hunting, except by a special
act of the legislature — as was donea
year ago inNorthville fownship, BeGole
said the village no-firearms ordinance
nevertheless has been just as effec=
tive in slicing the number of “hunting
complaints’’ received by the police
department.

Less than half the number of com-
plaints are received now as were re=-
ceived before the ordinance was en-
acted, he said.

Annually, the Novi police depart-

ment posts ‘“‘no-firearms’’ signs in
strategic locations in the village, Post-
ing this year already is well underway,
he said. In addition, property owners
are encouraged to post their own prop=
erty, he added.

Conceding that the village ordi=-
nance might be considered a disguised
‘“no-hunting” law, BeGnle said its
purpose is not to prohibit all hunting
but rather it ‘‘is designed to prevent
the annual invasion of hunters from
other areas.”

The church’s history can be traced
back to 1838 when a dozenfamilies set-
tled in Michigan and organized, under
the leadership of Rev. C, P, Goodrich,
the First Free Baptist Association of
Commerce. They met in homes until
1854 after which they met in a red
frame school house that stood near
the road in the presemt cemetery.

Eventually, this building was out=
grown and a red brick building was
placed just north and back from the
road,

A new pastor, graduate of Hills~

dale college, James D. Drew, decided
the church should have its own builde
ing. On June 24, 1864, Alonzo Sibley
deeded land from hisfarmonthe corner
of West Maple and Milford roads ‘“for
meeting house purposes only.”

Quoting a lady of the times many
year later, ‘“The Church was built by
donations of time, means, lumber, la=
bor and money from people of all de~
nominations with the promise that it
could be used by all denominations for

“funerals.

On January 12, 1865 the new church
was dedicated with a sermon by Presi=
dent Fairfiels of Hillsdale college,
After the sermon, Deacon Sibley’s old-
est daughter, Harriet, came down the
aisle and was married to Pastor Drew.

In 1897 Rev, J, C, Robinsonpropos~
ed moving the building info the center
of town, This took two weeks in Octo=
ber, 1897, using a team of horses and
a sweep with planks underneath on
which rollers were used,

The young people, led by Rev, H, E,
Sayles, built the first addition and ded-
lcated it October 8 and 9, 1910, Rev.
H. J. Thibant was pastor from 1921
1925 and, led by him, a basement was
put under the first addition.

On July 1 and 2, 1938, the church
centennial was celebrated,

Before Rev, Wahley left in 1952 a

four-year program of addition was in=.

stituted and carried out by the Rev.
Bill Green. In 1958 a new bullding
site of five acres was purchased. An~

other 1 1/2 acres was later acquired,
one acre donated by Rollin J. Porter,
and the new church building, 106 x 37
feet, was constructed and furnished for
approximately $100,000. The corner=
stone of the old building is now in the

vestibule of the new building.

Proposedtennis courts
and playground equipment, he added,
are not included as items for which the
school is asked to assist inpurchasing,

Persons living in the Northville
area of Michigan live in the midst of
beautiful and fruitful trees. Have you
taken a hike down any country road and
seen the black walnut and shag-bark
hickory nut irees ladened with nuts?
Have you traveled out Seven Mile, Eight
Mile, or Novi Roads and seen apple
trees with limbs bowed down with de=
licious red apples? What an inspiring
sight to see the maples in orange and

red leaves next to a poplar with yellow - -

leaves showing through coloration that
fall is here.

This is a good time totakea camera
and hike down one of the nature trails
in Kensington Park. One of the trees
has stood in the forest there for 250
years and is worthy of a second look by
those who walk by.

A tall, stalwart tree is a symbol of
strength and endurance. Some of the

trees have endured wind, lightening, .

fire, drought, and the ravagingattacksof
insects and disease,

Even a small, twisted pine high ona
rocky ledge speaks of strength because
it has 'stood through the years with a
meager soil base and stoodagainst wind-
and snow, and hail.

Such trees are able to standbecause
they have imbedded their root system
in the rocks about them. : -

We canalllearnalessonor twofro
a thoughtful study of trees, We need to
deepen and strengthen our faith in God
so that we may be able to stand tall
against the storms and troubles of life,
Temptations that beat against our lives
like a winter gale need to be faced and
overcome. We needtobe rootedina sure
faith that we may overcome all eviland
do good.

Christ is our example of One who
stood for the right and who kept a faith
in God. In his good life he towered fall
among men like a mighty tree.

Let us read the first Psalm thought=
fully: '

Blessed is the man who walks notinthe
counsel of the wicked,
nor stands in the way of simers,

Nor sits in the seat of scoffers;

but his delight is in the law of the Lord,

and on His law he meditates day and
night.

He is like a tree planted by the rivers
of water,

that yields its fruit in its season, and
its leaf does not wither.

In all he does he prospers.

This is a great Psalm but I would
rather begin it this way:

‘“‘Blessed in the man who is like a
tree planted by the rivers of water.”
Finding in the words ‘planted’ and ‘riv~
ers of water’ symbols of that which is
necessary for the development of spir-
itual life. A man must be planted in-the
Word of the Lord, and in a concept of
God as the arbiter of right and wrong,
and then out of this faith must come
principles by which he lives. He must
be a person with roots deepinthatfrom
which he draws life and power. He
must be planted by the rivers of God’s
love and grace, from which he obfains
constant renewaland refreshment. When
a man lives with a faith in God his life
becomes fruitful like the tree planted
near water, - :

Take a walk this weekand lookat the
trees in your neighborhood. Let them
inspire you as they have others.

Well does the poet Ralph Spalding
Cushman put it in “Thy Glory In A
Common Tree”’: '

I love a tree,

A brave upstanding tree!

When I am wearled in the strife,
Beaten by storms and bruised by life,
I look up at a tree, and it refreshes me,
If it can keep its.head held high,
And look the storms straight inthe eye,
Ready to stand, ready to die, =~
Then by the grace of God can I --
At least with Heaven’s help, I'll try;
I love a tree, for it refreshes me!

ANN ARBOR—Get up early next
Wednesday morning (Oct. 18).

That’s not physical fitness advice,
but a suggestion from University of
Michigan Astronomer Hazel M, Losh.

At 4:26 eastern daylight time on

that morning the earth’s shadow will

begin to fall on the full moon, starting
a rare tofal lynar eclipse. et

Two recent actions by the U.S.
House of Representatives have helped
to prove predictions that this Congress
is in a more frugal mood than its pre=-
decessors. Hesifation to give approp-
riation extensions and the tabling of
the President’s request for a 10 per-
cent surcharge by a committee have
served notice on the Administration
that now is the time to halt increased
spending.

The hesitation came whenthe House
was considering a resclution giving 30~
day appropriationextensionstoagencies
which because of continued Congres-
sional delays have not yet received
funds for this year. On September 27,
the House, by a 202 to 182 vote, re=
fused to pass the resolution and sent
it back to the Appropriations Commit=
tee. The committee then reported out a
resolution asking for a 10-day exten-
sion which the House approved last week
by a voice vote.

The key item that forced the House
leadership to hop the resoiution in and
out of committee wasincreased support
for a Republicanamendment which would
have required an automatic $5 billion
spending reduction. This mave, to
which I gave strong support, was de=
feated on the second go around by a
mere eight votes. Although our move
failed, the closeness of the vote alone
was enough to alarm the big spenders.

On the heels of this moral victory
came word from the Ways and Means
Committee that it would take no more
action on a tax increase until the Presi=-
dent and the Coneress could work ouf a
definite program of spending cuts, Al=
though I am less than optimistic about
the prospects of such joint action,
the fact that the Committee would table
a tax increase indicates that the ale
ready overburdened taxpayer may not
feel an additional federal pinch in the
near future,

What this all adds up to is that this
Congress is beginning to realize more
each day that we can hold the lineon in-
creased spending without jeopardizing
our military obligations or essential
domestic programs. It alsoindicatesan
acceptance by more House Members
of what we in the Minority have advo-
cated right along —~ that spending re=
ductions and the establishment of spend=
ing priorities are in order before we
consider a fax increase.

Frugality has partially prevailed in
these two recent events, but only by the
slimmest of margins. Let’s hope it
continues. .
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Congressman Murvin L, Esch urges
families and friends of soldiers sta-
tiondl overseas to mail Christmas
cards and gifts soon in order that they
are received in time for the holidays.

The Congressman also emphasized
the need for packages to be bound se-
curely and addressed clearly. He sug-
gested that persons looking for direc-
tion on packaging should consult their
local postal officials.

The House has passed and sent to
the Senate a $25 million bill aimed at
preventing and controlling juvenile de-
linquency and encourages communities
to develop new methods of care and
treatment for such youth. The legisla-
tion is unique in that it authorizes
block grants of funds to states on a
population basis instead of allowing
the Secretary of Health, Education and
Welfare to make the grants toany qual-
ifying agency on the basis of certain
considerations outlined in the bill.

I believe the block-grant method is
a sound approach, It will more directly
involve the states and local communi-
ties. In the field of juvenile delinquency
as in other fields, we must provide
the Incentive for strong state and local
action.

The bill also prohibits the receipt of
any funds under the Act byagenciesade
ministered, or in any part funded, or
contracted by the Office of Economic
Opportunity. The block-grant approach
was contained inamajor amendment of-
fered on the House floor and I believe

Special legislative committee
studies have been temporarily putaside
as legislators prepare to studyand con=
sider the complicated lower court re=
organization issue, which is the main
agenda item for the October session.

Justice of the Peace and Court Cem-
missioner offices will goout of existence
January 1, 1969, in accordance withthe
new constitution, with the method for
reorganizing the lower courtslefttothe
legislature.

The distriet court concept poses ser=
ious problems for less densely popu-
lated areas of the state. If a court’s
jurisdiction covered two or more coun=
ties, a person accused of a minor
violation might have fo travel as much
as 200 miles to appear in court. A
possibility being discussed is a district
court system with court magistrates in
outlying areas of the district to handle
minor cases,

The lawyer-judge conflict alsoholds
the most important implications in
outstate areas, where it may be diffi-
cult to find attorneys who are willing
to give up their law practice to pre-
side over a court, Ancther problem
raised here is what happeas to the non-
lawyers who have gained a great deal
of court experience as Justices of
the Peace.

These are just a few of the many
problems Michigan legislators will
have to assess and try tofind a solu~
tion to that is best overall for the state
and its citizens.

The first phase of Michigan’s new
fiscal reform program, a 2.6 percent
persomal income tax, began operation
October 1, Other features of the pro-
gram, a 5.6 percent corporate income
tax, 7 percent financial institutionstax,
and tax credits for property taxes and
city income taxes, will go into effect
January 1, 1968.

Therefore, the tax returns due next
April 15, will be concerned only with
personal income taxes. An exemption
of $1,200 per dependent, double the
{federal exemption, will beallowed onthe
state income tax, Double exemptions
for blind persons and senior citizens,
or $2,400 each, will be allowed.

Over a full year, withall tax credits
figured in, the fiscal reform program
is expected to produce about $269 mil-
lion in state revenue. Over the first
quarter year of partial operation, ap-
proximately $174 million in revenue is
expected.

There has been a belief by some,
completely unfounded, that no refunds
will be made for over-payment through
withholding, Full refunds will be made
to all who have more than their lawful
tax rate withheld. The unfounded rumor
is apparently based on the fact that
there will be no rebate to a person
whose tax credits outweigh the 2,6 per=
cent rate on his inmcome. In cases
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where a person owes ‘‘less than no=-
thing,”” he simply pays no tax and
gets a full refund of any money with-
held from his pay.

Under United States taxation laws,
Michigan taxpayers will also be allow=
ed to subtract the amount of taxes
paid to the state as one of the deduc-
tions in arriving at the ‘‘taxable in.
come”’ for federal taxes.

An agreement has been worked out
with tax officials in Indiana, which also
has 2 slate income tax, to prevent the
possibility of double payments by per=~
sons living in one state and working in
the other. As this was written, similar

negotiations were underway with Wis-
consin, which also has a state tax, and
Toledo, Ohio, which has a municipal
income tax.

State Revenue officials reported
on the eve of the effective date for the
income tax, thatpreparations werepro-
ceeding smoothly in establishing col-
lection and refund procedures.

Passage of the fiscal reform pro-
gram was certfainly not a pleasant task

for state legislators, but it was neces-

sary to eliminate threats of another
1959-type cash crisis and enhance the
state’s fipancial soundness for the fu-
ture.

infinitesimal—and to attend to his own soul.”

An editorial is, of itself, no better than the incentive
it provides the reader to attend to his own soul, I think.
Whether the editorial opinion itself is accepted is secondary
to that. The people will find their own way when they

think.

The race issue in the South was editorially muffied

for many years.

The primary contribution of editors like

Hodding Carter and Ralph McGill and Lenoir Chambers
lay not so much in convincing all Southerners that segrega-
tion was wrong; they obviously failed, had that been their
purpose. Primarily, they encouraged people to talk about
it—to break the muffling silence, to stop fearing discussion
of it, to speak the unspeakable and think the unthinkable,
and to realize it was a subject they could argue.

This breaking of silent fear, this begmnmg of talking
and thmkmg, is the goal an edxtor shoots for in a frozen
situation where minds have ceased to question. The edi-
torial doesn’t have to be right. But it does get things done.

It gets the people to think.

The book’s small, It wouldn’tcreate
a stir in literary circles, or provoke
controversy. But then, the book writ-
ten by John Calkins wasn’t designed with
the Nobel prize in mind. Oneof a series
published by Doubleday & Company, it’s
a short, concise travel guide to Michi-
gan, entertammgly written and boldly
colorful.

For me, the book had obviousappeal.
In the first place, it’s about Michigan,
and in the second place, the writer is a
native of South Lyon, a 1939 graduate
of South Lyon high school. His parents,
Mr. and Mrs. Russell Calkins are his-
torically a part of the community.

As late as 1950, John lived in the
city of his birth, writing outdoor arti~
cles free lance, He always hada yenfor
writing and photography. Then he as=
sumed what is known in the trade asa
PR job (public relations) and eventually
landed in his present position as chief
of information and education with the
Michigan State department of agricul-
ture.

Free lancing was in John’s blood
and he never enptirely gave it up. *‘It
was done incidental to my work as a
PR man,” he stated.

An Eastern Michigan alumnus, John
was quite successful, having sold many

articles to national magazines, But -

‘““Michigan,” partof the Panoramatrav-
el series, isJohn’ sﬁrstpubushedbook

Over and, above the author s mdig-

_enous appeal and the pertinénce of the

subject, the prose is enlightening’ while
lively, it’s pictures refreshing while
artistic, all in 61 pages written in a
three-month period this spring during
John's free time.

Imaginatively, be recreatesthepast:
“Michigan’s rip-roaring white-pine~
logeing era of the late 1800’s was Paul
Bunyaneque in every respect. Flamboy=
ant lumber millionaires, prodded by
their ladies, brought bitsof elegant cul-
ture into rough-hewn northernhamlets,

In a logging town like Manistee, calk-
booted river crews drank and fought on
the plank waterfront while their bosses
built mansions and an opera house on
the bluff nearby.”

The same colorful prose prevails
throughout the book, making for easy
and enjoyable reading. Subjects cover
a spectrum, from pre-history to the
present, from statehood to industrial
prominence, from natural resources to
Michigan’s playgrounds, There’senough
to whet the appetite of the thirsty his-
torian or the indolent sitter.

- Perhaps the most appealing part of
this handy travelogue are the pictures,
30 brilliant color plates, many of which
John took himself. ‘‘A large share of

the pictures were mine,” John said, -

“My stuff leans toward the outdoors.’’
Otherwise, public relations men donat-
ed a few, :

The assignment didn’t entail rushing
out to take pictures, John explained,
On file in his Lansing home was a
store of pictures. He didtake, however,
pictures of the law school on the Uni~
versity of Michigan campus and the
MSU library.

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State’s Doctors Lead Nation in Service

LANSING — Michigan doctors have
an outstanding record contributing their
services around the world. Only Cali-
fornia, where more doctors are licens-
ed, can match it.

The Hope hospital ship, which visits
countries inviting it, has 31 physicians
and two medical studentsfrom Michigan
on its staff, For this volunteer service,
medical personnel receive no pay, and
only moderate living expenses.

N and injured Vietnameseare cared
for by a separate program sponsored
by American Medical Association and
supported by the MichiganState Medical
Society. Eight Michigan doctors are
currently working in Vietnam tohelpfill
the gap left by their need for military
service, Vietnam has only 1,000 in the
whole country and 650of theseare inthe
Vietnam army, The remaining 350 care
for the country’s 15 million civilian
population.

American physicians receive a $10
per day living expense, and travel ex-
penses to and from Vietmam. They
serve for two month periods in one of
the 16 provmcxal hospitals.

MEDICO is another plan which ine
volves Michigan physicians overseas. It
is administered through CARE, Six doc=
tors from the state participated in
MEDICO in Asia and Africa.

Many other physicians volunteered
their services under church-sponsored
medical missionary work.

Dr, Charles H. Moseley, director of
the AMA plan, explains, ‘‘Thisprogram
has done more to improve the image of
the American physician than any Iknow
of, The Vietnamese people know that a
physieian who closes his office and

Expenditures for library materials
should total $6 per elementary pupil
and $9 per secondary pupil. In 1965,
Michigan averaged $2.13.

Tripped up by conflicting Oakland
county circuit court decisions, citizens
and the village of Novi are carrying
their fight for city incorporation to the
Michigan court of appeals.

Village Attorney Howard Bond, who
Monday night received council author-
ization to represent the village in the
court of appeals, and C, A. Smith, chair-
man of the citizens incerporation com-
mittee, revealed that an appeal had
been filed last Friday in Detroit,

Specifically, the appeal isbased upon
a Circuit Court favorable incorporation
ruling of Judge James S, Thorburn,
which was subsequently set aside by
Judge William Beer.

Thus, in a nutshell, the village and
the citizens group will argue, among
other things, that Judge Beer erred in
“tossing out” the ruling of Thorburn,.
