This is Mrs. Susan Sytsma's first 
year as the cheerleading coach at Ida 
B. Cooite Jurior High school, and as she 
puts it, "We have a fine group of girls 
for cheerleading." 

Recently, more than 60 girls tried 
out for the seventh grade cheerleading 
squad.

The seventh grade cheerleaders re­
ceived a $150 donation from the student 
council to purchase new sweaters for 
their uniforms. 

"The eighth grade cheerleaders were 
chosen last spring when Miss Oaklee 
Noblit was the cheerleading coach," 
explained Mrs. Sytsma.

"It's later than they think," com­
mented Mrs. Violet Bradford, chair­
man of the Northville high school coun­
seling department, concerning senior's 
college applications for the fall semes­
ter of 1968. She added that, "The coun­
seling department urges students to 
send their applications to colleges in 
early. Seniors can't afford not to have 
them in early because there is too much 
competition." 

Applying to college is an important 
step for the planning of a student's life. 
Not only must students apply to a college 
well in advance, but you must fulfill 
entrance requirements as well. 

Mrs. Bradford suggests visits to 
various campuses for a day or ptossibly 
a weekend. Students must also take into 
consideration the colleges most suited 
to their field of study, plus the general 
qualifications they feel a college or 
ilniversity should have. 

Do you prefer a large campus or a 
small campus? Do you wish to go out of 
state or in state? What fields of study do 
you plan to take up? What price can you 
afford for a college education? What 
types of student aid are available? What 
types of post graduate work are offer­
ed? What are the college's policies and 
goals? 

A l l these and rnany more are ques­
tions the student must consider when 

applying for college entrance,' Mrs. 
Bradford said. 

Many colleges and universities re-
•qlire applicants to take either the Schol­
astic Aptitude Test (SAT) or American 
College Testing program (ACT). Both 
are college entrance examination 
boards. 

Students wishing to take the SAT 
test must pay $5 and register by De­
cember 9 for the January 13 test. 
Livonia-Bentley and Redford high 
schools will be the testing stations. 

Students wishing to take the ACT 
test must pay $4.50 and register by 
November 8 for the December 9 test. 
Farmington, Livonia- Bentley, and 
Walled Lake high schools will be the 
testing stations. 

A reminder from Mrs. Bradford for 
all students registered for the November 
4 test, "Be sure to be at your testing 
station before 8:00 a.m. because the 
doors will be locked when the test 
starts promptly at 8:00 a.m." 

Mrs. Bradford also pointed out: 
"Juniors should start this year to 
explore campuses, and begin consid-
ring possible college applications and 
fields of study." She added that, "An 
alumni tea is scheduled for December 
22 when the alumni are invited back to 
-visit with both students and teachers 
to discuss various colleges."

"I'd like to see the school as a 
perpetual art fair," says Mr. William 
Case, Main Street elementary school 
art teacher. "The walls look dull and 
like a prison. There are blank q)aces 
on the school's interior and exterior 
which could "be brightened up with paint­
ings and relief sculptures on the walls." 

He contends Amerman elementary 
school " is in the same condition. The 
patio between buildings could use some 
relief sculpture, too." 

Mr. Case is working In conjunction 
v!\\h Mrs. Barbara Marion, Amerman 
school's art teacher, determining what 
direction art will be taught In the two 
schools. Both were to speak before 
the Rotary Club Tuesday in " A plea 
for industrial scrap, (gears, scrap 
metal, defective machtoeryparts, etc.)" 

Mr. Case explains: "We're not beg­
ging for materials nor are we begging 
for industrial support of the schocil to 
supplement the art budget; but as long 
as something is left laying arqimd as 
scrap, let's do something with It. If the 
material has shape and color, we'll 
(the art classes) manipulate it into art." 

The materiails that are discarded by 
industry, if acquired, are to be used by 
the art students to make artistic pat­
terns, geometric designs, and various 
types of objects and figures to display 
on the walls and in the halls of the two 
schools, he says. 

Mr. Case sums it up by saying, "Art 
should be a definite part of your life, 
but the Impression of art as just draw­
ing and painting is ridiculous."

Plans for a hearing on thejlrqposed 

development of Max^ldoptattbenortb-
west comer at Mead<Jwbro(* and 10 
Mile road, slated for November 27, was 
rescinded at the request of Sheldonpend-

Also to be reviewed at the Novem-
ber. 27 meeting will be the plans for a 
development of 160 acres at the south­
west corner of 10 Mile and Taft roads. 

Despite a number of reservations, 
the Nov! village council Monday n i^ t 
approved e i^eer ing work for pro­
posed Improvements on two more small 
sections of village roads. 

By a unanimous vote, the council 
authorized Village Manager EtroldAck-
ley to initiate engineering for road 
improvements on Taft road, from the 
Northville city limits north to Nine Mile 
road, and for Wixom road, from 12 
Mae road south for one-half mile. 

' Approval is for engineering plans 
only, not for the road Improvements 
themselves. 

Ackley had recommended the en­
gineering work, based upon a request 
from the city of Northville which re­
portedly Is considering the Improvement 
of Taft from Eight Mile north to the 
city boundary \ and upon a request of 
Perkins Engines Incorporated, which 
has indicated that it may be forced to 
relocate if the Wixom road Is not Im­
proved. 

Councilman Leo Harrawood express­
ed some of the sentiments of fellow 
councllraen when he questioned the wis­
dom of improving roads along bound­
aries of the village - areas which he 
said will undoubtedly be annexed unless 
the village is incorporated as a city. 

."Why fix them (roads) up for some­
one else?" he asked, referring to 
Northville and Wixom - communities 
which, he and others contend have flleir 
eyes on parts of .Novi for potential an­
nexation. '' i 

Furthermore, Harrawood Isald he 
found it dlfflciitt ttf justify nWi ikit''^ • 
provements in these questionable areas 
when interior roads also need In^ove-
ment. 

"I've fought for progress but until 
this city thing is settied I don't feel we 
should do something for someone else 
to annex - and that's exactly what will 
happen," he said. 

Nevertheless, when it came to vot­
ing on the issue all five coundlmenvot- -
ed for the measure. 

According to Ackley, Northville sim­
ply wants to know what Novi has in mind 
for its section of Taft road so that it 
can coordinate its improvement plans. 
As for Perkins, the manager s?id the 
company wants to remain In.Novi but 
becaiise of the heavy engines tilat will 
move In and out of tiie plant Inincreas-
ing nunlbers over the next few years it 
insists on an adequate road. 

The Perkins plant, which reportedly 
will employ up to 2,000 men within the 
next five years If expansion plans are 
materialized, i s located on the west side 
of Wixom road just south of Grand 
River and the 12 Mile road line. 

Village President Philip Anderson 
concurred with Ackley, pointing out 
that he had ^ k e n to Perkins officials 
"and tiley must know shortiy what's 
to be done." He said the company pre­
sently rents ale property. 

Ackley said he would meet with 
Wixom officials to learn if that com­
munity will consider improvinga short­
er stretch of Wixom road between the 
12 HQle road line and Grand River -
an area wltiiln the jurisdiction of that 
city.

Detroit's increased water -rate isan 
attempt to squeeze tile pocketbook dry. 

That's the contention of tile village 
council which Monday night slappei 
Detroit for the increased rate, which 
ultimately wiU be passed on to local 
users of Debrolt water. 

Called "unreasonable" by fllecoun-
.cil , ale Increased rate charged tiie 
village went into effect last week Wed­
nesday. Cost of water, Village Manager 
Harold Ackley reported, Increased 
more than 11-cents per 1,000 gallons. 

The new rate, he explained, means 
the village must pay 50-cents per 1,000 
gallons of water Instead of lessflian40. 
For tile average Novi property owner 
using Detroit water,,he said, It will 
mean a hike in quarterly bills of $2.60. 

Contending that the water business Is 
one of tile "most lucrative around", 
Councilman Raymond Harrison said 
tile increase is unjustified. He and otil-
ers suggested tiiat tiie matter ought 
to be investigated by tiie state. 

"U we dont do something," he said, 
"tiieyll keep adding to tills thing, taking 
a bigger bite each time."

Northville's city council moved 
through an agenda of routine matters 
in rapid fashion Monday, then adjourned 
into a work session that lasted until 
after midnight. 

Most of the agenda items were 
postponed, including a request from the 
Oakland county supervisors' human 
relations committee that the council 
consider adoption of an open housing 
ordinance. The request was turned over 
to the city manager for review with 
the comment from Mayor A. M . Allen 
that the council would watch with inter­
est state legislation now pending. 

A recommendation from Police 
Chief Sam Elkins that parking be 
removed from both sides of South 
Center street between Cady and Main 
was turned over to Councilman Del 
Black and City Manager Frank Ollen­
dorff for investigation and recommen­
dation. 

Mrs. Louese Cansfield was re­
appointed as a city representative on 
the library advisory commission. A 
request for a private party at Northville 
Lanes on New Year's Eve was set over 
until the city attorney could review 

regulations of the liquor control com­
mission on such matters. 

A suggestion by Mayor Allen that 
a decision on hours for closing city-
owned parking lots be delayed was 
declined by the council. Later the mayor 
joined in supporting a motion by Coun­
cilman Charles Lapham that all parking 
lots be closed from 2:30 until 7 a.m., 

the same hours that apply to all streets 
in the city. The prohibition has been 
adopted to permit snow removal crews 
to operate. 

The new ban will take place on lots 
as soon as signs are completed and 
posted. The all-night tianbecame effec­
tive on streets on November 1.

A Detroit poet and sculptor, Oliver 
LaGrone, will present a public lecture, 
"Image Making in Words and Earth," 
at 8 p.m. Tuesday, November 14,inihe 
Plymouth high school auditorium. IQs 
appearance is sponsored by the Three 
Cities Art club. 

The poet-sculptor attended Howard 
university and the University of New 
Mexico, graduating with majors in soc­
iology and fine arts. With an assist from 
columnist Ernie Pyle and his nationally 
syndicated column he became the first 
negro to be accepted to study at Cran-
brook art academy. 

At Wayne State university he,did 
graduate work in art and special educa­

tion. At present he teaches arts and 
crafts in the Detroit public schools. 
He has had one-man sculpture shows 
In New Mexico and Michigan. Among 
other cultural activities he has headed 
the art juries for the Russell Woods-
Sullivan annual art shows. 

Ever since the depression years 
LaGrone has been expressing his 
thoughts seriously in verse. The Mich­
igan' Poetry society granted his poem 
"The Limited" first prize initsannual 
poetry contest in 1966. His publications 
include the books, "Footfalls" and 
"They Speak of Dawns". His poems 
appear also in other publications and 
anthologies.

The council was cool to a request 
to purchase a five-acre, city-owned 
parcel on Novi road for an apartment 
development.

He said the city and township will 
attempt to come up with a long-range 
solution, but that the temporary 
restrictions on permits seemed the best 
move in the interests of all residents 
in the area. 

In its late-hour work session the 
council wrestled with problems involv­
ing providing adequate parking for 
businesses interested in purchasing 
business sites now used for public 
parking (see Speaking for The Record, 
page 8-B).

The concept 
has depth that 
As used In the New Testament, It 
means the written Scriptures, but It 
also means much more. It is the crea­
tive Word that God spoke the world 
into being (Genesis 1). It is the message 
of God which came to inspired prophets, 
from Noah to John the Baptist. It is 
primarily the truth about Jesus Christ 
who was the very Word become flesh. 
The writer of the Hebrews summarized 
the whole history of God's revelation 
when he said, 'Tn many and various 
ways God spoke of old to our fathers 
by the prophets, but In these last 
days He has spoken to us by Ifls Son, 
whom He appointed the heir of all 
things, through whom also He created 
the world." (Hebrews 1:1,2) 

Just what is the Word of God? 
It is God making IDmself known; not 
His will or His law or K s wisdom, 
but Himself. Other religions claim to 
have a message from God, but not In 
the same sense. Christ is the final, 
unique complete manifestation of God. 
When we know Him we know God. This 
is not claimed by any other religion on 
earth. 

Many seem to have overlooked the 
greatness of the christian Idea 
of revelation. God speaks to us! He 
is not telling us simply how to behave 
or where we are going or even where 
we came from. He Is telling us about 
Himself and His relation to us. We 
are made In His Image when we receive 
Christ as our Saviour. We become 
sons of God - "God is our nearest 
relative." He speaks to usIThisleaves 
us free. He does not coerce, overwhelm, 
or browbeat us. He does not sneak 
In the back door of our minds. He 
respects us and, therefore, comes to 
us in sincerity and straightforwardness. 

He speaks to us! The very idea 
demands a response. We may Ipore, 
doubt, deride, or accept Him, but the 
Word implies a human response. When 
Jesus was here on earth men had to 
take sides. Which side they took, for, 

or against Him, revealed themselves. 
John put it clearly: He that believeth 
on Him Is not condemned: but he that 
believeth not is condemned already, 
because he hath not believed in the 
name of the only begotten Son of God. 
And this Is the condemnation, that 
light has come .Into the world and men 
loved darkness rather than light, be­
cause their deeds were evil. For every 
one that doeth evil hateth the light, 
neither cometh to the light, lest his 
deeds should be reproved. But he that 
doeth truth cometh to the light, that 
his deeds may be manifest, that they 
are wrought In God. (John 3:18-^1) 

There we have It. We are not 
sent to Hell because of Ignorance, but 
because we reject the Light which 
we are given. 

How do we know that God is speak­
ing? How would you know whether a 
person you meet In the park Is a genius 
or a lunatic, or Is feeble minded? 
The christian holds that when Christ 
is properly presented to men, they 
know that they have met God. Their 
pride may keep them from admitting 
It; self deception may cause them to 
postpone responding to Him. But they 
know, deep in their hearts, that God 
has spoken. We must find God where 
He chooses to be found. 

This brings us to the part that 
the Word of God plays In our lives. 
The claim made here is that its place 
is unique. Earlier quotations in the 
Bible point this out. We cannot be 
saved without the Word, and It Is all 
that Is needed. By It we are confronted 
with the all-powerful, all-loving, a l l -
forgiving God. By judging ourselves 
and coming to Him, (repentance and 
faith) we experience life. 'Talth cometh 
by hearing, and hearing by the Word 
of God." (Romans 10:17). "He that 
heareth my Word, and believeth on Him 
that sent me, hath everlasting life." 
(John 5:24). Each conversion is a crea­
tive act of -God. .After a person has 
become a child of God by faith, the 
Word of God is used to grow him.

The Salem Board of Appeals made a 
decisioJl last weeic tliat could accelerate 
the development of this thlllly populated, 
rural township, and especially, trigger 
Industrial building. 

The board granted a conditional use 
permit to Ronald Shoebridge for opera­
tion of a commercial airport on the 
fringe of what is now the heart of 
Salem township. 

Russell Knight reported that he and 
two other appeals board members. 
Chairman Arthur Graham and Fred 
Verran, reached their declslon-unani-
mously - last week Tuesday after two 
weeks of deliberation. 

An elated Shoebridge was informed 
Wednesday of the board's decision. It 
brought to an end the Salem asphalt 

paver's quest for over one year for a 
commercial airport. 

In granting the petition, the board 
laid down five provisions applying to 
the airport: 

(1) The airport shall not be used 
as a school for instruction of student 
flyers. 

(2) The airport shall be surround­
ed by a woven wire farm fence at least 
four feet high except that the Six Mile 
road frontage shall be a chain link 
fence at least four feet high with metal 
posts. 

(3) No structures or building of any 
kind shall be erected on the property 
without a building permit havtog been 
first obtained from the township. Fur­
thermore, all sewer and water facili­

ties must be approved by the township 
and the Washtenaw county board of 
health. 

(4) Operation of the airport mllst 
comply with township ordinances and 
with general rules of the department of 
commerce, Michigan Aeronautics com­
mission. 

(5) The permit shall not be con­
strued as authorization for any conduct 
which would be a nuisance to community 
residents or result in injury or damage 
to those in the vicinity of the airport. 

Perhaps the most Important restric­
tion as seen by area residents wbo 
favored and resisted the commercial 
move is the exclusion of a flight or 
aviation school. Residents felt that un­

tried pilots 
the area. 

would endanger lives in 

Prior to file board's decision. Shoe-
bridge had agreed at the October 10 
public hearing that he would not operate 
a flight school against the township's 
wishes. 

Besides erecting a fence in com­
pliance with file board's provisions, 
Shoebridge said, "1 plan to put up an 
attractive sign on Six Mile road and to 
landscape the Immediate area for pleas­
ant appearance." Eventually, he added, 
the farm out buildings on Six Mile road 
would also be torn down to improve the 
entrance appearance.

It's tieetl said that one appreciates a 
persollal achievement more than an oilt-
right gift. 

Maybe this is the reason the city 
council has heard so nlany complaints 
from businessmen about the offstreet 
parking in the shopping area. 

Inthe main it has been provided from 
general fund monies. Few local busi­
nessmen have contributed towards 
public parking in the business district. 

It can be argued, of course, that 
:businesses pay taxes and part of their 
'tax dollars should be spent for public 
-parking. Few communities, however, 

can match NorthVille for dollars spent 
for public parking. 

Somewhere bet\veen the extremes of 
total city participation and complete 
private financing lies a reasonable 
middle ground that one day soon must 
be reached in .Northville. 

The responsibility for proposing a' 
cooperative program for joint business-
government financing of parking rests 
with the city's parking authority and 
the council. Businessmen cannot be 
blamed for not contributing to public 
parking if they are not asked. 

Those closest to the objectives of 
;jthe central business district plan know 
that if property now held by either 
the city or the Northville Area Eco­
nomic Development Corporation (and 
in some instances currently used for 
parking) is ever to be sold for new 
development, the responsibDity for 
providing adequate parking cannot be 
left entirely up to the new development. 

Financially, this would be impos­
sible. And the new business that is 
interested - and can be attracted to: 
downtown Northville - would be forced 
to consider cheaper land in border area 
shopping centers. 

The central business district plan is 
designed to avoid this by providing retail

space in the center of town surrounded 
by adequate parking. 

The Northville area is on the brink 
of a population boom that is unmatched 
in the history of the community. One 
need only to look at developments under­
way or plats near approval for proof of 
this. 

Planners, the parking authority, the 
council, retailers and the Northville 
Community Chamber of Commerce 
ha/e little time to get down to serious 
consideration of a long-range plan and 
program of financing for future parking 
needs - if the objective of the central 
business district plan is to be realized. 

That objective, incidentally, is sur­
vival.

For unadulterated suspense, few 
television programs can surpass the 
FBI, which has and Is holding Its own 
opposite that perennial favorite, the Ed ̂ : 
Sullivan Show. The program itself is-»' 
testiment to the adage that fact is as 
compelling as fiction. 

The Bondesque thrillers are a pot­
pourri of the absurd, cruelty and gad-
getry - all part of the violence syn­
drome. Coquettish females prance willy-
nilly In the super spy thrillers, brutish 
males are shown at their diabolical 
best, Willie settings have that futuristic --. 
look of a celluloid society. i 

Not so with the FBI, if the narrator 
can be believed. The stories are taken 
from real cases, with only the names ..-
changed to protect the innocent, and, of 
course, the story is worked into drama­
tic form. The product is usually a taut 
suspense. 

Efrem Zirabalist, Jr . plays the role 
of Erskine, the erstwhile detective who 
matches wits with the underworld's 
slipperiest criminals and wlley com­
munist conspirators. Zimbalist comes 
across as an exemplary FBI man, cool ^ 
and cagey, who always gets his man. 

Erskine's unflappabillty, while en­
hancing the reputation of the FBI, 
undermines somewhat the proposition 
that the program is indeed based on 
fact. ChancesthatAmerlca's elite force 
is impeccably correct in every re­
spect defies the facts. 

Another drawback, dramatic this 
time, is the shallowness of the char­
acters. Perhaps the nature of the show 

does not permit portrayal of character 
in depth, but nonetheless the charac­
ters are cast to type, rather than to 
part. The result is a wearisome string 
of culprits with little to set them apart, 
except the circumstances. 

But the plots are engaging and sus-
penseful, and devices used to snare the 
outlaw are flloroughly within the realm 
of plausabllity. Take last Saturday's 
case, for instance. None of the bit parts 

. take any distinct form, but that's not 
• important.

Their appearance attracts Viewers 
to the program. But is is the serious­
ness with wilich any one case Is 
approached and the fidelity to investi­
gate methods that mal:e each episode 
suspenseful and compelling.

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LANSING - Fifty mental patients 
were waiting to see Dr. AbraJlam A. 
Low, a psychiatrist, as he walked 
througJl tile doors of the University of 
Illinois Meilical School. Realizing that 
he could not possibly give an hour to 
each one. Dr. Low conceived the Idea 
of helping them in a group. 

That was in 1937. Shortly thereafter. 
Dr. Low realized that patients who 
have largely recovered from their psy­
chosis can be helpful to others who have 
been dismissed from mental hospitals 

but still get upset and frightened. He 
founded Recovery, Incorporated, a 
"club" composed of laymen who have 
largely or completely recovered from 
their mental problems and who aid oth­
ers in need of help. 

THIRTY YEARS later Recovery, 
Inc. has a membership of over 10,000 
and has helped many thousands more 
overcome their mental problems. There 
are 157 chapters in Michigan alone; 36 
states and three Canadian provinces 
have local chapters. 

It is a self-help organization of peo­
ple whose extreme nervousness inter­
feres with their lives. For some it's a 
means of recuperating from a nervous 
breakdown. Members meet regularly in 
small open meetings with the reading of 
a chapter from Dr. Low's book, "Mental 
Health Through Will Training,'' followed 
by panel discussions. Members relate 
personal experiences, report how Re­
covery helped them handle their diffi­
culties.

The year 2000 no longer looms like 
an imaginary time In science fiction. 
In fact, most people 45 years old or 
younger have a very good chance of 
still being active by the year 2000, -
and beyond. It's onlyabout32yearsdis-
tant, but the changes between now and 
then will be spectacular in a great 
many ways. 

A new study of the year 2000, 
suK)orted by the American Academy 
of Arts and Sciences, the Carnegie 
Corporation, and the Coming Glass 
Works Fouiidatlon, takes more than a 
cas'.ial view of what the workers of the 
nation and their families can anticipate 
for the beginning of the nextmlllenlum. 
Many of the projections are worth 
contemplatinR, especially by those 
young enou^ to become socially and 
economically involved in what lies 
ahead when the 20th century gives way 
to the 21st. 

First off, family Income is expect­
ed to be substantially higher, with 
enough people in the upper brackets to 
create a kind of "gentleman's" class... 
those with sufficient means to lead a life 

of leisure. Even those who do work may 
be on the job only four days a week, 
and for a lot shorter day. This will 
come as a shock to the businessman of 
today who is so high-pressure that he 
doesn't even take time off for vacations. 
But the study figures that by the year 
2000 employees will be working 147 
days a year, getting 218 days off! 

DISPOSABLE Income will continue to 
be the key to the degree of one's pros­
perity and level of living standards. 
While we have seen tremendous ad­
vances in this factor In recent years, 
far more solid gains are likely by the 
end of the century. Disposable Income 
per-capita by the year 2000 may range 
from $4,900 to $9,000. Import of this 
forecast is that the typical family Is 
expected to be as well off then as the 
relatively high-income family is today. 

Filling up leisure time to advantage 
will be a big problem, and youngsters 
will be encouraged to take up interests 
outside their career choices. Sports, 
music, theater, and art will be widely 
pursued. It is even implied that mu­
seums, theaters, and other cultural cen­
ters may be at such a premium that

time will have to be rationed to make 
them available for all Interested. 

SO MUCH has been seen in the way 
of transferral from a cash retail econ­
omy to a credit-card system that the 
study's projection in this line may not 
be so surprising. Housewives are likely 
to have pushbutton houses making wide 
use of computers. Department stores 
and supermarkets will accept the house­
wife's credit card by computer, and 
the bank will pay her bills the same 
way. Women will make up a higher pro­
portion of the labor force, particularly 
in vie w of the availability of Innumerable 
pleasant part-time jobs. 

There will be big jumps in trans­
portation, far beyond even the super­
sonic jet travel already on the horizon. 
Flying platforms could be in use for 
local trips, even for calls on neigh­
bors. It may be easy to take a half-
hour docket trip to Europe. Travel ward­
robes - as well as "street wear" -
will be largely made of paper, to be 
thrown away after a few wearings. This 
is already being tried out, but will be 
prevalent by then. 

Wide immunization against more 
and more diseases will have lengthen­
ed the life span even further. Health 
programs and dietary controls will 
be workaday, plus the more frequent re­
sort to artificial or transplanted or­
gans and automatic heart devices. 
People could be living to the age of 
150 by the year 2000, or very soon 
thereafter; and the population of the 
U.S. may well total 318 million per­
sons.

Anger is always at the root of ner--
vous upsets, according to Recovery 
philosophy. Either the nervous person 
is angry at someone he feels Is wrong 
or he is angry with himself for failing 
to live up to his own expectations. In 
Recovery members learn to value their 
mental health over the symbolic victor­
ies they might win if they bristled at 
every small annoyance. Instead, they 
remind themselves that there Is no right 
or wrong in a triviality. 

Because they are laymen, members 
make no attempt to counsel each other on 
major crises or give advice. They mere­
ly give examples of how they have prac­
ticed the Recovery Method in facing and 
handling specific difficulties. 

One of the goals of Recovery mem­
bers is to develop a sense of humor. 
Part of their problem Is taking trifling 
matters too seriously. They learn to 
laugh together about things that would 
have sent them on a crying jagbefore 
Recovery. 

MEETINGS are 
held mostly in churches, 
but Recovery Isa non-sectar­
ian, non-profit organization. 

Before Dr. Low's death 
in 1954, a national head­

quarters was set up in Chicago. A small 
paid staff operates at 116 S. Michigan 
Ave., Chicago, Illinois, but all other 
Recovery leaders are volunteers and 
receive no pay. The organization is self-
supporting through voluntary contribu­
tions, memberships and income from 
the sale of literature and records. 

A small but Important step was tak­
en this fall Insolvlngthenatlon'sdoctor 
shortage. Michigan State University's 
College of Human Medicine was one of 
five new medical schools admitting stu­
dents for careers in medicine. 

Some of the existing 94 medical 
schools are increasing their enroll­
ments. The result Is an increase of 
first-year medical students to an esti­
mated 9,280 compared with 8,964 last 
year. 

The new schools should be fully op­
erative by the mld-1970's and be grad­
uating an additional 1,000 medical stu­
dents annually. U.S. Medical schools 
will then graduate about 10,000 stu­
dents per year. 

THE SHORTAGE of physicians in 
Michigan is felt in many communities. 
The immediate needs are 300 addition­
al doctors per year. Michigan currently 
has three doctorsfor every 2,000people, 
one of the highest doctor-to-population 
ratios In the nation. It is beginning to 
show an alarming change. 

MSU's new facility Is now categor­
ized as a "two year" school. Its pro­
gram Is considered a "continuous six-
year experience," with "Medical 
iichool" training starting in the fourth 
year after three years of undergraduate 
work. The school Is aiming for an en­
rollment of 64 students per class and is 
completing plans for an $11.8 million 
Life Sciences Building. 

Wayne State University's medical 
school is also expanding under the 
new "medical complex" planned for 
the university. University of Michigan 
medical school, already the largest in 
the nation, has filed detailed expansion 
plans with the state board of education 
and the legislature.

The two horses and the empty 
barns are the only remaining 
links to the once bustling ac­
tivity that was so much a part of 
the 160-acre Fuerst farm in 
Novi, 

Today, the farm goes untilled, 
and the farm equipment Is col­
lecting dust. 

"The horses are the only 
things we have left to remind 
us of the past," said Ruby 
Fuerst wistfully after calllngthe 
horses. "We^ could'jifeVef-give.. 
ttem up; they're pait of the 
family." 

Carved from the countryside 
more than a half-century ago, 
the Fuerst firm once housed 
dozens of cows and horses and 
its fields were dressed in healthy 
crops. The stable of workhorses 
was the finest in theareabutits 

owner turned eventually to the 
more productive tractor to till 
the soil. 

When Jacob Fuerst, Sr. died 
in 1941 at the age of 80, only 
two of his horses remained. 
He had kept them as kind of a 
reminder ofthe success they had 
brought to his Novi farm and to 
the farm he once owned near 
to the University of Detroit. 

"Papa or brother Jacob bought 
the horses long before they died 
- a t least 35 yearsago," recalls 
Miss Fuerst. "We had a lot of 
horses at the time so we didn't 
pay much attention to exactly 
when or where he got them." 

Another of Fuerst's daugh­
ters, Iva, believes they may 
have come from the farm that 
became Echo Valley subdi­
vision. 

Big and .apparently still 
strong, the horses - at 35 -
would in human terras be nearly 
100 years old.

A contract between the Novi school 
system and the architectural firm that 
is to design an addition to Orchard IQUs 
elementary school was approved by the 
board of education last week. 

Under the contract, actual design­
ing of the school Is to wait until after 
Voters decide if the school should be 
built. That election is expected to take 
place, probably, In February. 

Meanwhile, Lane, RlebeandWeiland 
architectural company is to assist the 
board and administration In developll^ 
the election machlllery. 

One major objection by Superinten­
dent Thomas Dale to the proposed con­
tract led the board to demand a change. 
Sljeclfically, Dale asked the architect 
to waive the requirement that $10,000 
of school money be set aside to cover 
costs incurred by the archlteiit prior to 
receipt of monies produced by a suc­
cessful vote. 

Although thearcMtectdlslikedwaiv­
ing the requli^ement, pointing out that 
In doing so put the company In the 
position of having to. borrow money to 
finance Novi school work prior to be­
ing paid, he finally agreed to withdraw 
the clause after considerable discus­
sion. 

While no decision as to when the 

election will be held or how much 
money .will be required has been for­
mally established, Superintendent Dale, 
together with the architect, has pegged 
the cost at $480,000.ThIsfIgure,hehas 
explained, would include purchase of 
equipment and furniture and a future 
school site. 

The board had hoped the election 
could be held yet this year, but-state 
requirements for election procedures 
necessitate a delay. And now, even if 
the election Is held In February and 
voters approve the proposal, the earl­
iest the school can be ready for occu­
pancy Is the M of 1969 - a full year 
after the additional sphool space will 
be needed. Dale explained. 

In other action last week, the board 
approved the hiring of an additional 
teacher, Merna Henderson, at Orchard 
Hills in an effort to reduce class size 
that had 125 pupils In four grades. 

Board members also authorized the 
superintendent to request assurances 
from the Grass Lake school system 
that the egg and tomato throwing that 
took place at Grass Lake during the re­
cent football game does not occur again 
in the future.

That's the word from a spokesman 
for the Attorney General's office, who 
told this newspaper Monday that the 
State Legislature has been advised 
that the portion of State Act 215 deal­

ing with terms of trustees elected In 
1964 is unconstitutional. 

"No doubt the Legislature will have 
to enact something to correct (the law), 
probably call for an election In 1968,' 
he said. 

Bi-partisan efforts by Legislators 
are already in the works, he said.

The justice appeared before the 
township board Monday night In ex­
plaining he planned toresignbecausehe 
will move his official residence to 
Bloomfleld Hills. 

Township board members are ex­
pected to name a successor later. 

This latest Intent of resignation 
means that Novi will lose both of its 
justices should JP Emery Jacques, J r . 
go ahead with plans to move to North­
vlUe next year. Jacques had intended to 
resign earlier but has since delayed 
that decision. 

Under the law^ elected public of­
ficials such as justices of the peace 
must live In the community where they 
serve. 

A former president of the Novi Ro­
tary club and until last year active In 
other organizations of the community, 
Anderson scored a surprising upset 
win over Edmund P. Yerkes In first 
winning the JP post In 1957. 

Anderson received his law degree 
from Wayne.State University alid i s a 
member of both the Michigan State bar 
mi the Detroit Bar association. A 
Marine Corps veteran, bis flrst^ elec­
tion In '57 was his first attempt at 
political office.

Construction of a new Novi factory, 
which reportedly will employ 35 to 40 
persons initially and eventually 80, 
has begun on a 2 1/2-acre site on the 
north side of Nine Mile road east of 
the C&O railroad. 

Gene Hlrs, president of the 12-
year-old world-wide Hydromatlon En­
gineering corporation headquartered 
In Livonia, said the Nov! plant will 
become the firm's Leading Division, 
manufacturing complex automotive ma­
chinery. 

The 190 X 140 foot plant hopefully 
wUl be completed early next year, Hirs 
said, with footings and superstructure 
tc go up yet this year. 

Most employees at the new plant, 
he explained, will be transferred from 
the Livonia plant at 39201 Amrhein 
road. 

Fifty-acres of property was pur­
chased from Arthur Hesllp, fflrs said, 
but only 2 1/2-acres becomes the 
property of Hydromatlon, with the re­
mainder owned privately by Hlrs. Ask­
ed If he had anyplansfor the remaining, 
larger parcel Hirs said only "You can 
bet I won't farm i t ." -

fflrs founded Hydromatlon 12 years' 
ago. Its primary business Is the manu­
facture of watei: pollution (filtration) 
equipment. However, over the years 
the Livonia plant began to manufacture 
automatlve machinery for factories -
and this is the part of the business that 
will be transferred to Novi. 

Bruno Pettlg of the firm's Livonia 
plant will manage the new Novi division. 

In addition to its plant in Livonia 
and the new one under construction 
here, Hydromatlon also has small plants 
or offices In Pittsburgh, Bournemouth, 
England, Liege, Belgium and in Japan. 

state law, in an attempt to abolish 
"lame duck" township boards, had ex­
tended four-year terms of trustees 
elected in 1964 to November 20, 1970. 

Now, however, the Attorney General 
has ruled that this provision is uncon­
stitutional since the new constitution 
provides that township trustees may 
serve no more than four years nor few­
er than two years. 

Northville Trustee James Tellam 
and Novi Trustee Charles Goers are 
affected locally since they were elected 
to four year terms in 1964. 

-While^e Attorney General's ruling-
concerned only those trustees elected 
to four-year terms in 1964, the spokes­
man Indicated it probably would affect, 
too, the four-year terms of trustees 
elected last year. Under the original 
provisions of the act, the terms of 
these trustees were to be extended to 
November 20, 1972. 

The ruling would not, he said, affect 
the extension of terms of township 
officers, such as supervisor, clerk 
and treasurer, although the legislature 
may decide to make some changes 
here, too, in any revision of the law 
it makes in conformance with the con­
stitution. 

Act 215 had extended two-year terms 
of township officers elected In 1966 to 
November 20, 1970. 

Still another provision of the act, 
which reportedly is constitutional, Is 
the abolishment of four-year terms of 
trustees after 1972. 

Had the Attorney General found the 
new act constitutional, al l officers and 
trustees, whether they were elected in 
1964 or in 1966, would enjoy an extra 
19-months in office without facing elec­
tion. 

Primary purpose of the act was to 
abolish "lame duck" sessions of the 
township board In inlllch officials elect­
ed last November did not take office 
until this past spring. 

Recognizing the problem Inherent 
with the 'Tame duck" board, the legis­

lature moved to change the time for 
taWng office from April 10 to Novem­
ber 20. It is this part of the act that the 
Attorney General found to be uncon­
stitutional.

Voters of Wixom and Novi within the 
Walled Lake school district went to the 
polls last week>Ofetaesday) and ap­
proved the renewal of five operational 
mills and an addition of three mills.

Wixom voters favored 
the proposal, 90-81. 

Both mlllage rates are for five 
years. 

The total of eight mills is expected 
to produce about $1 million each year 
dvlring the next five years. 

: Proceeds from this mlllage rate 
will maintain current educational pro­
grams and provide funds to operate the 
new Loon Lake elementary school in 
Wixom, whl9h, according to Superin­
tendent George Garver, must be ready 
for occupancy next fall to handle anti­
cipated student Increases. 

Garver emphasized the newly passed 
operatlcml mlllage will not be used 
for operating the new high school on 
Beck road. " W e l l have to talk more 
about that separately," he said. 

Construction of the Loon Lake school 
Is progressing satisfactorily, Garver 
said, but wet weather has hampered 
work at the new h l ^ school site. 

Two other schools In the Walled 
Lake school district are exactly like 
the new Loon Lake facility. Officials 
decided upon similar architecture to cut 
costs and facilitate rapid construction 
In view of giant enrollment growth. The 
other buildings are Oakley and Keith 
elementary schools.
