junior high school's art teacher, has 
quite an extensive program going for 
her sixth and seventh grade art 
students. 

Work is currently underway on 
Christmas decorations. Stain glass v^in-
dows, decorated hallrays, and decor­
ated teacher's doors are the Christmas 
decoration projects being handled by 
the sixth and seventh grade art classes.

A deviation In legal description of 
plans for development of the Durfee 
farm from the legal description in public 
notice of requested zoning change r e ­
sulted In the Novl village council deny­
ing the request. 

The council's action followed 
recommendation of the planning board, 
as both groups met In a lengthy, joint, 
special session Monday night. 

The denial touched off an oral battle 
between James MltcheU, the petitioner 
having plaas for developing the 
property, and planning board consultant 
Waldemar Johnson. It also produced a 
number of satellite oral sktrmlShe^^ 
among members of ttie audience, l U i l i ^ 
cbell , councilmen. and members of the 
planning board. -

The property invol«ed-^Is approxi­
mately 80 acres of land at the northeast 
corner of Meadowbrook and Nine Mi l e 
road. 

The request for zoning chailge from 
agriculture to R I A and R2A was linked 
to plans for construction ofbothslngle-
and multlple-famlly.dwellings. Denial of 
zoning change means delay for develop­
ment plans. 

Efforts to resolve the conflict first 
took the form of a motion to table the 
request, with Mitchell to resubmit his 
request after legal descriptions were 
corrected. This action was dropped 
after MitcheU and Johnson launched a 
discussion that sought to pinpoint re ­
sponsibility for the error . Johnson 
stated that he had been hard pressed 
by late ar r iva l of documents from 
MitcheU that forced last-minute rush 
efforts to meet legal deadlines. He 
added that the plans for development 
just posted on the wall were not the 
same plans presented to him earlier. 

Richard Gable, representing M r s . 
Durfee, brought a period of calm to 
the session with a detailed explanation 
of the -multiple zoning concept (single 
and mult i- family units) In coordinated 
plans for development. 

He explained that the difference in 
plans noted by Johnson were related to 
the difference an engineering survey 
revealed from details of aerial photo 

techniques used In earlier stages. 
After lengthy and sometimes heated 

discussion, and a-planning board con­
sultation with Village Attorney Howard 

Bond, the question of legality of the 
descriptions produced the negative re ­
sponse to the request. 

It was suggested to Mitchell that he 
could resubmit his request, v^lth cor­
rected descriptions and that he consider 
equipping his plans with written re­
strictions that satisfy the council's 
desire to assure control of quality of 
development under multiple zoning as it 
would have with single R l classification. 

Other business included unanimous 
action by planning board and council to 
grant a request for zoning change from 

\ M l (light manufacturing) to M2 
i ('restricted manufacturing) for a small 
,^l^ot~otfA& fCaUside -if K;'Vi -ijad near 
• 'the Michigan Tractor and Machinery 

company. The petition for change from 
the C i v i l Works Constructors, Inc. 
described plans for construction of an 
office buildingand storage-repair f ac i l ­

ities for heavy machinery. 
A request for zoning change to - M l 

for a small parcel of land on the south 
side of Grand River, east of Taft 
road near Whipple street brought objec­
tion from members of the audience. 

A s proposed, the change to M l left 
out several small lots in the same 
block. The owners felt the request for 
change should be enlarged to include 
their property. 

Advised by Planner Joseph Dun-
nabeck that they coaid submit separate 
request for zoning change, the property 

owners responded with the argument 
that logic, continuity within the master 
plan, and fair play should not place 
the burden of expense on them. Their 
position found a supporter in the person 
of Councilman Leo Harrawood. 

The protesting property owners 
withdrew their objection after d i s ­
cussion produced indication that the 
planning board would, with approval of 
council, submit a request to change the 
lots to M l zoning. 

With conclusion of action on the 
foregoing items, the joint, special 
meeting adjourned and the planning 
board-Immediately- recehvened for a -
reguiar nleetiufe. -. - -

S p i l l e d O i l K i l l s D u c k s 

An o i l tank truck that rolled over 
on an entrance ramp to 1-96 last week 
set off a chain of events that brought 
death on a large scale to ducks, fish, 
and other wild life in the Nov! area. It 
involved personnel from the Michigan 
Conservation department, Water Re­
sources Commission, thie Gulf Oi l com­
pany, and Novi police in a struggle to 
prevent serious pollution of a water 
network extending from 1-96 to Phoenix 
Lake in Northville township. 

F i r e D a m a g e s 

H o m e M o n d a y 

F i r e swept the Novi home of M r s . 
Dessle Middleton, 182 Penhlll near 
WaUed Lake early Monday evening 
causing an estimated $6,000 damage. 

Firemen from Novl, Walled Lake . 
and Wixom battled the blaze for 30 
minutes before bringing i t under con­
t ro l . Most of the contents of the house 
was damaged by the fire which was 
centered i n a utility room. 

Cause of the blaze has not yet 
been determined. 

According to Novi police, a tandem-
trailer tanker owned by the Guardian 
Oi l company, Lansing, had taken on a 
load of No. 2 fuel o i l at the Gulf OH 
company bulk plant in Novi Monday 
afternoon. A s Driver E a r l E . Ca r l of 
WlUlamston began a turn onto the 
westbound entrance ramptoI-96atNovi 
road, a pair of wheels on the rear four-
wheeled trai ler locked, causing the 
trailer to turn over and spill most of 
its 4,250 gallon load along tile roadway. 

The trailer was r i o t e d and removed 
from the scene and the Novl F i r e de­
partment flushed the oi l from the road­
way. 

F i r s t indications that a major po l ­
lution problem was shaping up appeared 
Thursday. 

M r s . Ruth E . Luke found a number of 
dead and dying ducks among a large flock 
that reside on a smaU pond on her at­
tractively developed property at 41700 
Eleven Mi le road, near Meadowbrook. 
The flock numbered about 200, includ­
ing about 40 tame Indian Runners, who 
resided full time on the property, and 
large numbers of visiting wild ducks, 
including mallards. A l l eventuaUy died 

as fuel o i l entered the pond. 
M r s . Luke notified the Novi police, 

who then notified conservation officers 
and officials of the Water Resources 
commission, the top state agency deal­
ing with pollution. 

Conservation officers from Wayne 
and Oakland county, along with person­
nel from the Water Resources commis­
sion, began immediately to determine 
the location and extent of pollution, 
slow its progress, and remove the con­
tamination. 

A prime concernforconservationof-
ficers \vas to protect a trout planting 
program now underway^t Phoenix Lake. 
According to Wayne Count}''s conserva­
tion officer, Claude LeValley. the trout 
planting program ,it Northville only r e ­
cently became possible after consider­
able time and effort were spent to 
bring the water to clean enough condi­
tion to permit such programs. The 
trout planting program at Northville i s 
the f irst and only such program in Wayne 
county.

Flu Bug Attacks Area Schools 
Winter's just a week away, but 

there's stiU a pesky bug flitting about 
that is making life more miserable 
than a hot, mosquito-infested summer 
night. 

A biological misfit, the flu bug has 
sapped the strength of from 10 to 20-
percent of the students of the North vine 
and Novi public school system. 

Parochial schools have been hit, 
too, as have the teaching staffs at 
nearly all schools in the area. 

While the Mghly contagious flu may 
not have reached epidemic proportions 
here, such is not the case i n some other 
Southeastern school systems. Brighton 
school district closed i ts schools Tues­
day and cancelled its game with North­
ville slated tomorrow, and Howell 
Schools closed earlier. 

Locally, physicians report they are 
treating a growing number of flu cases. 

particularly among children. These 
cases are pretty evenly divided between 
those with the milder stomach upsetting 
flu and the upper reqjiratory variety 
that causes severe pongestlon, difficult 
breathing, sore throat a i r i high temp­
erature. 

It i s the latter variety that can lead 
to complications. evenpneumonla,ifnot 
treated properly. 

In South Lyon, where 151 of 687 high 
school students were absent last week, 
doctors report the largest number of 
patients i n memory. They have been 
forced to extend their office hours to 
treat the large increase. 

Oddly, relatively few employees of 
major iildustries are absent from work. 
Northville's Ford Valve plant, for ex­
ample, had only two absent employees 
Friday. 

Between 108 and 110 Northville high 
school students were absent last week 

where normal absenteeism i s about 45. 
The junior high school had 102 absent 
Fr iday - or about one-sixth of the stu­
dent body. 

Forty pupUs, five teachers, one cus­
todian and one secretary were absent 
Friday at Moraine elementary; 40 were 
absent at Main Street; and nearly the 
same number were absent at Amerman. 

Some 130 of the 518Novihigh school 
students were absent last week. Several 
teachers and secretaries and Superin­
tendent Thomas Dale also were absent. 
Varsity Coach J i m Ladd, home sick, was 
unable to bepresentforhlsteam'sgame 
Fr iday at Manchester. Normally, stu­
dent absenteeism at the high school i s 
abour 45. 

Relatively few students were i l l at 
Orchard Hi l l s elementary-about 35 of 
more than 400 youngsters. But a num­
ber of teachers were sick. 

Only about a half-dozen more stu­
dents were absent than usual last week 
at Wixom elementary school where 
student enrollment stands at 335. One 
teacher was sick. 

At Our Lady of Victory, about 10-
percent of the 317 students were absent 
last week. In the eighth grade alone, 
only 10 of the 37 pupils reported to 
school. 

St. Paul 's reported an alarming 
absenteeism of from 15 to 20 percent.

"It depends on the severity of the 

case, said one doctor. If i t prc^luces a 
h l ^ fever and chest pains the patient 
Is advised to see his doctor immed­
iately. In less acute cases, the doctor 
advised rest, adequate fluids, aspirin, 
and confinement indoors. 

"Stay away from those who have i t , " 
he emphasized.

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School Board Gives Green Light 
For Closed Circuit Television 

A n experimental closed circuit tele­
vision setup for Northville high school 
neared reality Monday as the board of 
education authorized the administration 
to establish specifications and seek 
bids for the equipment. 

Superintendent Raymond Spear, who 
recommended purchase of a "starter 
unit", estimated cost at from $1,500 
to $2,000. It would Include, he said, a 
Video-tape recorder, camera, video­
tapes, zoom lens, and a T V set. 

"I am sure that the purchase of 
such a unit would create an excellent 

stimulant to our instructional pro­
gram," he said, "and wi l l facilitate an 
expansion and broadening of, staff i n ­
terest in providing a more challenging 
Instructional program." 

M i s s Florence Panattoni, high school 
speech teacher, also recommended the 
purchase, noting that "If recent signs 
have any significance, there Is def­
initely a quickening interest In the use 
of video In the speech classroom." 

Board members also approved an 
Insurance agreement that fulfills one of 
the concessions of the 1967-68 master 

teaching contract calling for $1,000 of 
paid life insurance. 

Fourteen f i rms bid on the life insur­
ance program and the contract was 
awarded to Aetna Life and Casualty out 
of the Northville Insurance company at 
a cost of $2,289.60 for life Insurance 
and $2,442 for an accidental death bene­
fit rider covering 212 employees. 

Board members passed over the 
three lowest bidders on grounds that 
the first did not meet specifications, 
the second showed a history of little

In this modern age young and old should know how to drive 

and be able to cope With an emergency. Some drivers are 
artists behind the wheel While others are apparently work-
ing for the department of splints, plaster-casts or, even 
Worse, the morgue. There are some do's and don'ts that, 
once they become a habit, will make our over-packed high­
ways and byways safer and more pleasurable. 

On trips a good driver plans ahead. Know what you need 
to take along because nothing is more frustrating, or danger­
ous than to swing around and dash back for a forgotten item. 
Next, have a clear idea of the route to take. In unfamiliar 
territory, this means studying a 1nap or asking a local per-
son. This simple step can saVe hours and miles in case of 
detours, etc. 

When you start your car be sure the emergency brake is on. 
Check your tires, cleanliness of all windows, adjust the rear-
View and side mirrors. Test the windshield wiper, brakes and 
lights, being especially careful to check the taillights. (After 
inspecting nearly 3.5 millioa cars and trucks in 1963, the U.S. 
National Vehicle Safety-Check reported more defects in tail-
lights than anywhere else. 

When parking the car, put things in places where they will 
not slip, slide or fly through the air in case you are forced to 
stop suddenly.. Arrange articles so they will not block your 
Vision. Keep items you need in the seat next to you where you 
can reach them by feel Without looking. Change for toll roads, 
bridges, etc. should be readily available in your glove com­
partment. 

Passengers should lock the doors, fasten their seat belts, 
stay out of your line of Vision and remain seated at all times. 
When you are at the Wheel, driving requires your full attention. 
It is no time for intense conversation, questions, horse-play or 
love-making. 

A good driver learns to watch for curves, hills, road ob­
structions. You should be able to note the erratic behavior of 
the car ahead and slow down. Don't tailgate. Glance to the 
right and left to Watch for other drivers, pedestrians, cross-
Walks and intersections. The safety committees say that the 
better the driver, the less he uses his brakes for any purpose 
other than making full stops When designated or in case of 
emergency. 

Like an airline pilot, you glance regularly at your instrument 
panel to see if the car is operating correctly. Enough gaso­
line, motor temperature, oil gauge, and etc. Speed within the 
lawful limits and s l o W down in case of rain, fog, ice, not ac­
cording to speed limit signs. 

You, Uke your automobile, should be in good condition. Your 
hearing and vision should be checked at regular intervals, 
and a reliable doctor's advice should be heeded if he suggests 
you Wear a hearing aid or glasses for driving. Coronary cases, 
diabetics and those who suffer from epilepsy should also seek 
the advice of medical authorities before attemptwg to., drive 
There is little point in lying about these physicial prijblems 
when you get your driver's license because you may find your­
self lying in another Way later • in a hospital bed.

Last but most important, is your attitude toward others when 
you are driving..To be challenged, to thiilk you can outwit, 
outdrive, be braver, faster, than the other person is not just 
asking for trouble - it's begging for it. Speeding, changing 
lanes, cutting in and out, racing, rude behavior of any kind, 
are sure signs of immaturity regardless of chronological age. 
There is no such thing as your having the right-of-way when 
that Way is the road to the hospital. 

Today's driving demands skill, alertness, intelligence, cour­
tesy. The more you have of each, the more certain you are 
to enjoy it.

Vietcortg Shells Miss Senator

bills passed in Northville this 
past week.

Several counterfeit SlObil lsappear­
ed ill Northville this past week prompt­
ing police to issue a warning for 
businessmen to watch for others. 

The first b i l l was noticed Saturday 
night at Northville Gunsell Drugs, not 
long after the Northville police depart­
ment had received a warning from the 
Wayne County Sheriff that counterfeit 
bi l ls had appeared in the area. 

Patrolman Roger Beukema, who has 
• handled the case, reports that he was 

called to the drugstore Saturday where 
Manager Harry Watson told him that 
at about 8 p.m. a lone man had entered 
the store and made a purchase with a 
$10 b i l l from the clerk, Kathy Lamont. 

The clerk later described the man 
as about 6 feet tall, white, needing a 
shave, wearing a plaid shirt and blue 
jeans. 

Watson told Beukema that be 
suspected the b i l l was counterfeit be­
cause of its color and the creases in 
it. which differed from other $10 b i l l s . 

Another b i l l was almost passed 
within minutes later that night when a 
man entered the Northville Hardware 
and attempted to pass a $10 b i l l for 
hinges. 

Claude Smith, owner of the 
hardware, told police that he refused 
to take the b i l l because the man looked 
suspicious. 

However, a cashier in the hardware 
accepted a counterfeit b i l l on Monday

When M r s , Luke found her stricken 
ducks, the task became one of locating 
scattered pools of o i l , holding it. and 
removing it from the waters. Know­
ledgeable manpower, balesof straw, and 
a pumper truck dispatched to the scene 
by the Gulf Oi l compaiiy were the p r i ­
mary tools. 

The straw bales were used to erect 
a series of baffles at several key 
points along the wandering route from 
1-96 to Nine Mi le road. The series of 
straw baffles acted to retard the o i l 
while filtering water through. The 
pumper truck then pumped from pools 
of oil-covered water that formed be­
hind the straw baffles. 

There was much wet, cold work In­
volved in tracking down the patches of 
o i l . erecting the straw baffles, and dis­
posing of dead fish and the ducks from 
the Luke property. Total extent of dam­
age has not yet been determined.

Police Chief Samuel Elkins warned 
local businessmen to be on the outlook 
for these counterfeit b i l ls . They are 
printed on Series 1963, Federal 
Reserve, serial number F-02152448. 

Besides the man described previ ­
ously, the other two suspects were a 
tal l , s l im, white male with salt and 
pepper hair wearing a black top-coat 
and a blonde, white, female in her 
twenties, about 5'4", having high, wide 
eyebrows, a bandage or brace on her 
neck and cuts on her ears. 

The vehicle they drove was a 1959 
Oldsmobile, light brown, four-door with 
1967 Michigan license plate ED-1742.

The plan, whichhastheendorsement 
of the Michigan TownshipsAssociatlon. 
gives credit for past service up to 
10 years. 

Cost of the program wil l be split 
on a 50-50 basis between the township 
and the benefitting employees, although 
the toTOshlp wi l l pick up the entire 
cost for past service. 

The total annual premium for the 
three officers and seven employees 
involved wil l be approximately $3,100. 
The township wi l l pay half this amount. 
Cost for past service, which must be 
continued for 10 years, wi l l be $1,400 
annually. 

Benefits at retirement under the 
present proposal range from $14 to 
$62 per month, or paid-up cash values 
of from $2,000 to $9,000. 

Initially, it was proposed that the 
four trustees on the board be included 
in the plan. A l l declined, however. 

The program was made effective 
December 1. To become official, how­
ever, it must be accepted by three-
fourths of the employees. 

Generally, the board approved the 
interim five per cent pay hike to cover 

the cost to the employee for the new 
pension program. Hourly wages for 
clerical help in the township office now 
range from $1.75 to $3.00.

In 1844, an outstanding artist named 
Wil l iam Dobson, of Birmingham, E n ­
gland sent a f e c i a l hand-drawn card to 
a dear friend at Christmastime to cheer 
him and convey to him a spiritual mes­
sage. Hlsf i r s t card wasa great success. 
The following yearsbrought more cards 
from the art ist 's hand to an Increasing 
number of his friends. The idea of 
Christmas cards spread rapidly. 

Perhaps the angel's announcement 
sums up the greeting which best des­
cribes the real meaning of Christmas: 
"Fear not: for behold, I bring you good 
tidings of great joy, which shall be to 
a l l people. F o r unto you i s born this 
day In the city of David a Saviour, which 
Is Christ the L o r d " (Luke 2:10-11). 
THE CHRISTMAS T R E E 

Stories ofthe origin of the Christmas 
tree are many and they vary widely. 
One of the favorites Is that Martin 
Luther, walWng under the star-studded 
sky on Christmas eve, sought for a 
way to bring home to his children the 
beauty of the sky that night the Chris t -
child was born.

Legalized abortion, a state-wide 
lottery and operation of schools on a 
12-month basis are supported by a 
majority of the 761 persons questioned 
in a survey conducted by Representa­
tive Louis Schmidt. 

As a matter of fact, only one of six 
proposals - that of open housing -
drew favorable response. 

In answer to the question, shall the 
governor's open housing proposal be­
come a law, 63.47-percent of those 
questioned said no. Favorable reaction 
came from 217 p e r s o n s - o r 28.51 per­
cent, while 8.02 percent or 61 persons 
failed to answer. 

Of those answering the question, 
shall a provision tie made to legalize 
abortion, 69.65-percent or 530 said 
yes and 27.20 or 207 said no. Twenty-
four or 3.15 failed to answer. 

More than 64-percent of those ques­
tioned (489) favored a state-wide lot­
tery for additional funds for education. 
Nearly 29-percent or 219 saidno. F a i l ­
ing to answer the question were 53 or 
6.96 -percent. 

On the 12-month school proposition, 
385 or 50.59 said yes while 270 or 
34.48 percent said no. One hundred and 
six or 13.93 per cent did not answer. 

Two hundred and nine parents ans­
wered the 12-month school proposal i n 
terms of preference on three monthsfor 
vacation.

A water quality evalua­
tion report by the State 

• Water Resources commis­
sion shows that areas of 
Novi and Northville are 
contributing to the "deter­
ioration" of the Middle 
Rouge River basin. 

Specifically, the report 
points to the village of Novl 
where untreated sewage Is 
discharged by businesses 
Into the upper portion of 
the Middle Rouge. 

In addition, raw sewage 
Is discharged directly Into 
the river from individual 
homes and commercial 
buildings located along 
Northville, road, between 
Edward fflnes drive and 
Five Mile road In Plymouth 
township, the report says. 

Bacterllogical analyses 
of samples collected in Novi 
revealed a high degree of 
sewage of human orgin. 
Similar findings were 
shown in samples in the 
Northville road area. 

Several area industries 
and businesses were men­
tioned In the report, with 
observations of materials 
from them that flow into 
Middle Rouge streams or 
drains. No attempt was 
made to show the serious­
ness of the effluent, how­
ever. These Included: 

-Paragon Bridge & Steel 
company of Novi. Samples 
of effluent showed a turbid 
discharge that was odor­
less. 

-General Fi l ters , Inc. of 
Novi. A turbid discharge 
with yellow color and a 
heavy blanket of sludge was 
<)bserved. 

-Parmenter's Cider 
M i l l . Apple pulp wastes are 
dumped on the river bank, 
"and heavy rains could 
wash these deposits into 
the river, thus adding to 
a high BOD load to the 
river. 

-WorthvIUe Ford Valve 
Plant. "Their only dis­
charge... to, the..-xiyei^-is--v----.i 
air ^cgppressor cooUng; 

- i ^ ^ D i v l d o n of Fed­
eral Mogul corporation, 
Northville. An o i l f i lm was 
observed on the water sur­
face from the discharge and 
oil deposits were evident 
along the banks of the ditch. 

The report attributes 
defacing of the Rouge to 
dumping of trash and rub­
bish in and along the 
streams. "This problem," 
the report says, " i s par­
ticularly serious In the Novi 
area but i s also bad in 
the reach from Northville 
to Plymouth. 

Concerning the dumping 
of n i b b l e , the report shows 
the problem i s not as ser­
ious In the Cass Benton 
Park area because of clean­
up programs such as those 
conducted this past i^r lng 
by Northville and Plymouth 
Boy Scouts. 

In summary, the report 
concludes that the water 
quality in the Middle Rouge, 
particularly in the lower 
reaches, "Is seriously 
degraded."

Northville police activity i s running 
ahead of last year. Police Chief Samuel 
Elkins revealed in announcing the report 
for the month of October. 

However, much of this increase, he 
said, results from a more complex 
reporting system. 

Through the month of October 5,038 
calls to the police department had been 
received this year as compared to 4,904 
last year. For the single month of Octo­
ber, the number was upfrom471to492. 

Of these calls for the year through 
October, 4,383 originated inside the city, 
while 421 came from the township. 

The October monthly report showed 
10 escapees from the Wayne County 
Children's Development Center, 10 from 
the Detroit House of Correction, and 33 
from Northville State Hospital. There 
were three fewer escapees for the 
corresponding month of 1966. 

Of these escapees, the report shows 
that 14 were recovered this year, 30 
for the same month last year. 

Township fire calls were downfrom 
four in October of 1966 totvvothisyear. 
None of the township calls were answer­
ed, the report showed. 

Other activity for October and the 
corresponding activity last year includ­
ed: 

Missing persons, one and three; re­
covered persons, one and three; stolen 
bicycles, one and four; recovered bicy­
cles, none and three; animal complaints, 
22 and 1fi; doors open, seven and seven;

Lawrence did not vote 
on the renewal of the franchise because 
of a possible conflict of interest, due 
to his ownership of stock in the company. 
M r . J . E . Menig of the Detroit Edison 
Company was present and stated that 
the franchise can only be granted for 
a term of 30 years. The State 
Constitution requires the renewal of 
these franchises for the right to do 
business on the public property of the 
township such as streets, alleys, etc. 
It i s i n Ordinance form and necessitates 
the passing by the Board before being 
put to a vote of the people. Action was 
deferred until the next meeting to give 
the attorney time to review the 
petition.

R e g i o n a l P l a n n i n g 

T i e d T o S E M C O G 

Members of the Detroit Metropoli­
tan Area Regional Planning commission 
have voted to reorganize as the South­
east Michigan Council of Governments 
(SEMCOG). 

R. J . Alexander, chairman of the 
RPC, announced that members of the 
commission, by mailed ballot, have 
voted for the change in name and 
adopted a new set of by-laws revising 
the organizational structure so that 
the agency "can more effectively serve 
the people of Southeastern Michigan". 

Fifty -s ix of the 71 RPC commis­
sioners returned marked ballots, a l l 
approving the change, he said. 

Four counties - Wayne, Oakland, 
Macomb, and Washtenaw - presently 
are members of the RPC, Alexander 
said, and the boards of superirtsors of 
two of the four counties mus t ' i ^cbye 

'the proposed change. Macomb county 
supervisors voted approval earlier this 
month, he said, and supervisors of oth­
er member counties are expected to act 
on the proposal at meetings scheduled 
before January 15. 

Besides changing the name of the 
R P C , the changes approved would: 

Expand the existing R P C geograph­
ica l area from the four counties 
(Wayne, Oakland, Macomb and Wash­

tenaw) to include also Monroe and St. 
C la i r Counties. 

Adopt the by-laws develc^ed for the 
Southeast Michigan Council of Govern­
ments (SEMCOG). 

Change the organizational structure 
to provide for direct representation of 
a l l units of local government which 
elect to participate. R P C members 
were limited to county governments 

"With appointments made bythe governor. 
Alexander, director of Public Works 

for Oakland county, who i s serving U s 
sixth term as chairman of R P C , said: 

"Members of our commission, by 
their Vote, have agreed the changes w i l l 
provide the most effective way of achiev­
ing the goalsof both RPC and the Council 
of Governments. 

' "The changes are in accordance 
with the provisions of Act 281 of 1945, 
the State enabling legislation under 
which the RPC was originally created 
in 1947. 

"Approval wi l l enable a l l of us to do 
a better job of developing plans and 
recommendations for the benefit of a l l 
of the people of the region". 

Alexander emphasized that S E M -
COG's authority wi l l be no greater than 
that already granted the R P C - p r l m a r l l y 
a fact-gathering and coordinating agen­
cy with capacity only to suggest and 
propose. 

L . Curtis Potter, mayor of Royal 
Oak and temporairy chairman of 
SEMCOG, said the vote for the change 
" w i n meld the more than 20 years of 
experience of the RPC with the new con­
cepts envisioned by the more broadly-

based Committee of 100 and the Council 
of Governments." 

SEMCOG's by-laws provide that It Is 
a "voluntary organization of local gov­
ernments inSoutheast Michigan to foster 
cooperative effort in resolving prob­
lems, policies, and plans that are 
common and regional, with maximum 
efficiency and economy". 

These provide also that any d ty , 
village, county, school district or town­
ship included i n the six counties shall 
be eligible for member ship and that par­
ticipating local units can select and 
remove their representatives at w i l l , 
or can withdraw at any time on 90 days 
notice. 

The by-laws further provide that "no 
member government w i l l be bound by 

any action of the council'without'Its 
consent", and that the council "may 
enter info whatever cooperative pro­
gram activities the melhbershlp -shall 
select " ' 

Armstrong moved that the new fees 
be adopted as recommended above, 
seconded by Baldwin. Ayes: A l l . Motion 
carr ied. 

OLD BUSINESS 
1. Pension Plan - M r . Flower, the 

representative from the pension plan 
f i rm, would like to present his report 
on the plan to the Board members on 
Thursday, December 7, 1967. The 
meeting wi l l be held at 47100 Timber-
lane, as there i s an Appeal Board 
meeting In the Township Hall that even­
ing. (It i s an Executive Session only.) 

2. Move to old Library - M r . 
Mer r i am presented the following l is t 
of original costs of partitions, etc. 
in the old Library, as made by the 
School Board: 

Panelling, doors, etc. - $592.96 
Lighting, fixtures---$297.00 
Labor - $320.00 
Elec t r ica l work - $300.00 
Total - $1,509.96 
The School Board used the building 

for four years, and are asking $800.00 
for these improvements. The locks on 
the building have been changed. M r s . 
Hammond asked If we could sel l the 
Improvements to the School Board which 
we have made over the years to the 
building we now occupy, owned by said 
Board.

When the state of Michigan switched 
to the new system of photographing 
driver 's license applicants (in living 
color), it found that a number of com­
munities were reluctant to cooperate.. 

The expense and additional help re ­
quired to provide the service caused 
many police departments to stop issuing 
driver 's licenses. They suggested that 
if the state pidced up the cost tab, they 
would re-open the service. 

Northville's city council took the op­
posite view. The members agreed that 
issuing driver 's licenses was a service 
to citizens and that, despite the expense, 
should he provided. In addition, the 
council reasoned, the service would 
tend to keep prospective shoppers at 
home rather than sending them to an­
other community where they might be 
attracted to a competing business dis­
trict . 

It's done more than that. Because It 
i s one of the few license stations in the 
area, it has attracted more customers 
than the police chief thinks the depart­
ment can handle. 

Issuance of licenses locallv has In­
creased four-fold. 

Meanwhile, the state has come to the 
conclusion that it should take over the 
business exclusively. Now it i s urging 
communities, like Northville, to drop 
the service. 

A newly established state facility In 
Livonia Is sufficient to serve the area, 
the state maintains. 

And so It wi l l probably be. The sta­
tion cannot be operated locally exclus­
ively for Northville residents; and under 
present conditions It shows evidence 
of Interferrlng with Important police 
routine. 

But even as one understands, it i s 
: not easy to accept. It marks the removal 

of another local convenience and pro­
mises to create s t i l l another huge 

_ governmental station at the heaviest 
f population center where long lines and 
i impersonallzed service are trade-

marks.

Seek Patient Gifts 

Movies are meant to entertain. B e ­
yond this rather obvious observation, 
however, are the Ingredients that make 
a movie first rate, second rate and so 
on down the scale to trash. The latter 
i s a traversty, a movie whose story 
Isn't worth telling or seeing. 

"Banning", starring Robert Wagner, 
an actor distinguished for his non-
acting, barely misses the trash cate­
gory. The s toryls weakly conceived, the 
acting i s comical at best and the camera 
work i s colorfully plain. 

"Banning", as you may have guess­
ed, Is none other than Wagner himself. 
His first name: Mike, a name that con-
jurs up an Image of v i r i l i ty byl ts sound 
alone. And the mental picture coincides 
with the movie version. 

Mike i s one of those gorgeous crea­
tures -bronzed , well manicured, mag­
netic, a catalyst who sets female hearts 
to beating like atr lphammer. "Ac t ion" 

i s his nickname, not really, but in fact. 
When he strolls Into a room, women get 
weak In the knees. 

At least that's the opening gambit 
as Wagner walks onto the scene, 
straight out of Hollywood Romance 
magazine. Women dotting the pool of 
the E l Presldente Country club In 
Arizona swivel their heads compelUng-
ly to peek at this tempting creature. 
Mike ' s appeal isn't only to the young, 
frivolous things. The older matrons 
playing cards halt their activities to 
feast their eyes on this grand creature. 

Right away, you know "Banning' ' , the 
movie, i s a winner. Successive episodes 
confirm that suspicions as Mike black-
malls his way Into a jobasasslstantpro 
and proves that Arnie Palmer Is an 
amateur and his army second to Mike ' s . 

"Banning" Is fashioned In the mo­
dern vogue. It Is an expose' with one 
appeal - sex In the country club. A s 
we al l suspected, the coundry club sets 
oodles of money can lead only to deca­
dence, a decline of morals that led to 
the fall of Rome. The country club Is 
just a symbol of moral decrepitude. 

These are the filthy r ich bored by 
life and looking for a twist islllch w i l l 
yield that drop of excitement The 
treatment Is very blaze', very reveal­
ing and very boring. Wagner has done 
ItogaiD.

Surprisingly, the ending i s quite 

good. Rather than walking off with the 
misty eyed beauty who deserves some­
thing better than this, Wagner actually 

plays it true to form. He leaves with a 
promise that he, perhaps, wi l l change 
his profligate ways and become Involved 
to the point of becoming disgustingly 
normal. 

"Games" i s the second half of this 
double-header playing at area theatres. 
Whether i t Is the main attraction or 
the preliminary show i s not exactly 
clear, but It does furnish a diversion of 
a different sort. It's a movie thri l ler , 
designed after "Psycho ." 

Unfortunately, the terror that per­
vaded "Psycho" escapes "Games," 
pr imari ly because, from the beginning, 
the movie seems unreal. And In a way, 
"Games" i s a better movie, but more 
disappointing than "Banning." 

The reason we never are really In 
the grip of terror Is the fact that the 
story Is a bit far removedfrom reality. 
The setting i s the home of Paul and 
Jennifer Montgomery. Their abode In 
downtown New York might be called 
"an Op house." 

It's strictly unconventional, with i ts 
comic strip art, plaster manikins, 
stripped op and conglomeration of b r i c -
a-brac. Colors clash rather than har­
monize. 

The most interesting room - a n d the 
most unbelievable -Is thePalace of Joy, 
the recreation room. In it are carnival 
games, a shooting gallery and a pin 
ball machine called "Turnpike," which 
flahses "You ' re dead" to the winner. 
Paul Montgomery, a professional art 
collector, says, "the games represent 

our American culture." 

Into this macabre setting walks the 
star of the show, SImoneSlgnoret, other­
wise distinguished for her Oscar part In 
' 'Room at the Top ." She brings her sloe-
eyed appeal to the screen, her touch of 
the mysterious, but her acting Is wasted 
in a shallow part. A cosmetic sales­
woman, she faints In the house, appar­
ently from heat exhaustion and becomes 
a member of the family. 

She brings with her a penchant for 
games. Paul, played by James Caan, 
and Jennifer, played by Katharine Ross, 
join her i n make believe, wherein thiey 
try to dupe each other. It leads to death 
and a show at bloody terror . 

There ' s ia weird twist at'file end, with; 
Jennifer being carted off to a hospital 
in deep dispair. But the actors, uncon­
ventional setting and creaking doors 
cannot make "Games" anything more.-
than second rate.

State Tourism Down 5-Percent 
LANSING - Shattered hopes for a 

record spring-summer tourist season 
came with the anriouncement that M i c h ­
igan's tourist industry suffered a five 
percent drop from 1966's record high 
year. Will iam McGraw, director of the 
Michigan Tourist Council, blamed a 
combination of dead fish, bad weather, 
riots, strike threats and Expo 67 for 
the decline. 

Matters are worse when one con­
siders that tourism increased five per­
cent nation-wide. Michigan suffered a 
greater loss in tourist business than i s 
reflected in the five percent figure. 

Tourism in the state has been i n ­
creasing at about 10% per year. It 
reached an all-time high of'$1,065 
bil l ion in 1966. 

SOME GLOOM i s lifted when annual 
figures are considered. The Tourist 
Council i s confident that 1967 wi l l 
register more than $1 bi l l ion in tourist 
spending. Figuresarenotinforautumn 
but last winter's business, lead by an 
upsurge in skiing, increased $6.5 m i l ­
l ion over 1966. This autumn i s expected 
to show an increase.

Questionnaires covering autumn and 
annual tourist sales are being prepared. 
Seasons are classified in three cate­
gories: winter, December through A p r i l ; 
spring-summer. May through August; 
and autumn, September through Novem­
ber. About 70% of total business i s done 
in the spring-summer season. 

A D V E R S E factors which caused the 
1967 decline are mostly uncontrollable, 
the council feels. Effects of bad weath­
er, strikes and riots cannot be over­
come by advertising and promotion. 
McGraw says it was unfortunate a l l 
these conditions' occurred during the 
same season. Thlijgs look brighter for 
next year, he thinks. 

_ The alewlfe die-off, which receiv­
ed wide-spread publicity, i s expected 
to be a less severe problem next year. 
M'KJraw stated that many out-state va ­
cationers did not realize the alewlfe 
problem affected only parts of Lake 
Michigan beaches. Many were d i s ­
couraged from visiting Michigan be­
cause they thought a l l o| the Great 
Lakes suffered die-off. Some even 

thought the problem extended to Inland 
lakes, he said. 

Expo 67 was a mixed blessing for 
the state's 40,000 tourist establish­
ments. Some areas, such as Ironwood, 
reported as much as 20% business i n ­
crease due to Expo-bound tratfic. Ish-
pemlng had a 25% decrease, however, 
and other areas attributed tourism de­
clines to Expo's attraction. 

Bright spots in next year's outlook 
are, for the most part, "Iffy" and de--
pendent upon factors outside of council 
control. 

James Hall , council chairman, feels 
independent businessmen must play a 
bigger part In tourist promotion. He 
notes that competitlonfrom other states 
and Canada was a major factor In the 
1967 business decline. 

Hall also notes that the council 
requested a $2 mill ion appropriation 
from the Legisahlre, almost double the 
present figure, for increased adver­
tising and promotion. -

M a y N o t C u r e F i n a n c i a l I l l s 

BABSON PARK, MASS. - N o t quite 
four weeks have passed since Great 
Br i ta in ' s dramatic 14,3% devaluation 
of the pound sterling. The relatively 
smooth adjustment of governments and 
financial institutions to the decline ought 
to blind us to the fact that this i s 
scarcely a sure-fire cure-al l for the 
ail ing Br i t i sh economy, or assurance 
that the dollar w i l l escape unscathed. 

In many circles, the day on which 
England announced devaluation is re ­
ferred to as "Br i ta in ' s moment of 

truth", - and rightly so. But it i s much 
more than that. It Is the beginning of a 
testing period which i s likely to be pro­
longed. Devaluation was forcedbecause 
the Br i t i sh Government was unable to 
make repayments of around $2 bil l ion 
which were to fall due this month. 

The lower value at which the pound 
i s . set Is aimed at increasing Br i t i sh 
sales abroad to offset deficits already 
incurred. Devaluation came late -after 
the problem had been compounded-and 
It may well prove not drastic enough to

save the day. For England to recover a 
good measure of what she has already 
lost economically and fiscally, B r i t i sh 
labor must not only agree to live with a 
l i d on wages, but must accept a sizable 
cutback in the buying power of the 
wages It now earns. Rising prices and 
labor excessesare two stumbling blocks 
upon which the success of Bri tain 's 
devaluation could be ^ s h e d unless 
reason and prudence prevail in the time 
ahead. 

DEVALUATION of the pound points 
up the need for new world monetary 
techniques. The monetary pact reached 
at Bretton Woods, New Hampshire i n 
1944 was based on the idea that the 
world could maintain a fixed system of 
foreign exchange rates. A s such a sys­
tem grew in stabiUtyandprestlgeitwas 
hoped that controls by Individual gov­
ernments over the movement of capital 
abroad could be removed. And as capi­
tal movement expanded, It was ca l ­
culated world trade would widen and 
the world economy would flourish. 

A l l these calculations were based 
on the assumption that the key cur­
rencies - the Br i t i sh pound and the 
American dollar - would remain stable. 
In the case of the pound, this has not 
happened. 

T H E F A L L of the pound put immed­
iate pressure on the dollar, the sole 
surviving major world currency. So 
far, the dollar has weatheredthe storm; 
but it would be foUy to assume that the 
storm signals can be taken down. A l ­
though i t should not be necessary for 
the U.S.-to strain so hard to help bolster 
a devalued pound, actually the ability 
of the pound to survive wi l l not depend 
upon the credits England may get from 
her neighbors . . . but upon her ability 
to build up a trade surplus. 

Ours i s s t i l l the strongest economy 
. i n the world and our trade with other 

nations has until now been trending up. 
While devaluation wi l l lead to Increases 
in some imports and make i t harder for 
us to sel l goods abroad and compete In 
world markets, our technical know-how 
i s s a i l tops, and if we move promptly 
and decisively to defend the stability 
of the dollar a l l may yet be well. 

HOWEVER, we ought not to feel smug 
If we succeed from month to month, or 
even year to year, i n preserving the 
dollar 's value In terms of other world 
currencies. It would be an empty (and 
short-lived!) victory if not bolstered 
by moves toward more r e i ^ n s l b l e f i s ­
cal management. Fo r , like the pound 
before November 18, our dollar has 
been undergoing devaluation of another 
type. A s the cost of l iving has gone up, 
the value of our dollar has gone down. 

Obviously, the U.S. Is overspending 
. . both at home and abroad. The Viet­
nam war i s hurting^more and more, and 
we are well on the fiscal road which 
Br i ta in has been traveling. In truth, 
the dollar gap Is every bUt as great a 
threat to our security and p r o ^ r l t y 
as i s Communist totalitarianism.

A continuing high school scholarship 
fund, first in the young school's h is­
tory, has been established in the 
memory of a 12-year-old Nov! boy who 
died in an automobile accident early 
this year. 

Official establishment of the fund 
came with the board of education's ap­
proval last week of a special resolution. 

According to Principal Gerald Hart-
man, the scholarship fund was 
established by M r . and M r s . Edward 
Erwin, 40401 Ten Mile road, In memory 
of their son, Richard, who dIedJanuary 
21. 

The fund wi l l be called the Richard 
Erwin Memorial Scholarship. The 

^ Erwins, together with special donations 
by friends of the family and Richard, 
have contributed more than $3, ODD which 
has been placed in a special school 
bank account for this purpose. Only 
the interest wi l l be used as scholarship 
benefits. 

Public donations to the fund wi l l 
be accepted. 

Specifically, the scholarship wi l l 
be limited to a Novi high school graduate 
boy who has won at least one athletic 
letter during his high school career 
and who has a better than average 
academic record. 

The first such award wi l l be made 
to a boy of Novi 's first class of high 
school graduates In 1969. Thereafter, 
applications also may be made by pre­
vious graduates who are engaged in 

i a course of higher education and who 
^ are nwklng satisfactory progress. 

Applications for the scholarship wi l l 
be made available through the high 
school counseling department—the 
amount of the scholarship based on the 
Interest accrued from the principal 
investment during thei previous 12 month 
period. 

The winner w i l l be selected by a 
committee of teachers from Novi com­
munity schools. This committee wi l l 
consist of at least three teachers who 
have been appointed by the superintend­
ent of schools. 

If the interest on the principal 
becomes an amount to exceed $300, 
the committee is at liberty to award 
more than one scholarship.

Councilmen noted that the town­
ship's recent formula for footing i ts 
share of police and fire protection i s 
different than originally discussed. 

However, they noted, too. that the new-, 
er formula results in -'about" the same 
amount of money. 

In a letter from Township Attorney 
Emery Jacques, J r . . councilman learn­
ed that 5-percent of the towT.shIp's 
1967 share of county allocated mlUage 
would produce $1,850. 

In addition to pajrment of $1,850 to 
the village for its share of 1967 fiscal 
year police and fire protection, the 
townsWp indicated it would continue to 
pay insurance for fire department 
equipment. 

Under the township formula, the 
payment to the village could either i n ­
crease or decrease annually, depend­
ing upon the millage allocated to the 
township each year and upon township 
valuation. 

While discussing the matter of po­
lice protection for township areas, 
Attorney Bond reminded the council 
that under the law village police must 

act carefully inpolicing township areas. 
He said that in cases of misdemeanors, 
police should first obtain warrants be­
fore making an arrest. And in felony 
cases arrests canbe made,particularly 
if committed in the presence of an of­
ficer, but where time permits a warrant 
should be obtained. 

He pointed out that village ordinanc­
es, in supporting village police In making 
village arrests for particular violations, 
such as Illegal bonfires, are not effec­
tive in township areas. 

Councilmen suggested that perhaps 
the township could enact i ts own pol ic­
ing ordinances under which village 
police could act to enforce.

A large and vocal audience of 
citizens strained seating and standing 
capacity at Wixom City Hall Tuesday, 
December 12. as the city council passed 
an ordinance regulating construction of 
fences and walls on residential property 
and denied a request for zoning change 
that would have permitted construction 
of multiple dwelling units on about 40 
acres of land at the northwest corner 
of Beck road and 1-96, 

While an Interested audience had 
many questions about the fence and wall 
ordinance, most were seeking to clarify 
not to oppose. The ordinance passed 
with no opposing vote. It sets a maximum 
height of three-and-one-half feet for 
fences, walls, or hedges Infront yards, 
with the additional restriction that a l l 
such construction must be completely 
non-obscuring to vision. 

On the requested zoning change, 
many Wixom residents spoke out 
strongly against granting the request, 
with several expressing concern that 
to grant the change would open the way 
to establishing a mobile home develop­
ment, as the zoning would permit such 
development if the property were to 
abut an area, zoned for manufacturing. 

Milton Campbell, a Detroit attorney, 
who stated that he represented new 
owners of the property, made a brief 
presentation supporting the request for 
zoning change. Campbell assured the 
council and the audience that former 
owners of the property were no longer 
involved in any way. Campbell said 
that the Wixom area needed the housing 
units his clients would erect on the 
land. He displayed an art ist 's drawing 
of a series of one-story, rectangular 
structures, each containing several 
apartments. 

The request was denied with no 
opposition from councilmen present. 

Among other business, the council 
agreed to provide $3,000 to cover costs 
for additional part-time clerical help to 
relieve the present staff from a heavy 
and growing work loadresultingfroman 
increase in traffic violations handled 
by the justice court. 

The council denied a request for 
zoning change that had been recom­
mended earlier by the planning board. 
The request sought to apply residential 
zoning to parcels of land along a strip 
of land near the C & 0 Railroad 
tracks, extending from the Detroit 
Edison property to Beck road. 

A citizen's complaint about a large 
elm tree, about three-feet In diameter, 
that Is growing through a grave In the 
Wlxora cemetery brought an opinion 
from City Attorney Gene Schnelz that 
the city was not legally responsible for 
any disturbance growth of the tree 
caused to this or surrounding graves. 
Schnelz added that removal would be 
an extremely costly operation and would 
probably Involve coosiderable disturb­
ance to other gi-aves, due to the large 
stump and extensive root network. 

Schnelz was directed to explore 
other possible solutions to resolve the 
complaint. 

In other action the council tabled 
a proposal to join an ambulance asso­
ciation. Mayor Wesley McAtee and 
Schnelz commented that membership 
provisions could place the city In the 
position of paying fees for calls the 
association could not collect. Both offi­
cials assured council and tbe audience 
that Wixom does have adequate ambul­
ance service without the membership. 

The council reappointed Lloyd 
Croft to a three-year term a s a member 
of the board of review. Croft has 
served as chairman of the board for 
the past year and one-half. 

Aa Invitation was extended to the 
public for candldatesfor an appointment 
to f i l l a vacancy on the board of 
canvassers. The appointment, In accord 
with state law, must b<e a Republican, 
and application must include written 

statement to that political orientation, 
The council wi l l hold its next regular 

meeting at 8:00 P . M . . Tuesday. Decem­
ber 26 at the city hall. 

A special meeting has been sche­
duled for 8:00 P . M . , Tuesday, January 
2. Purpose of the special meeting is 
to review proposed ordinances affecting 

operation of the new sewage disposal 
plant and system, and tile operating 
agreement between Wixom and the Oak­
land county department of public works.
