Word that the Northville school
district’s applicaticn for the 15-acre
fish hatchery site had been declined
left city and township oificials wonder-
ing this week whether or not time
still remains for their applieations.

The school district learnedby lotter
last week that its proposed use of the
site — 35 a nature study center and
recreation area — did not constitute an
eligible program of use under the De-
partment of Health, Education and Wel-
fare’s program of disposal of surplus
real property.

Schoo! officials had been informed
that an appiication fo use the property
as a center {or m:ntally and physically
handicapped children and for biolozy
and natural science curriculum would
have qualified. The board, however, de-
clined to approve such an application,

Now it appears that the oniyeligible
application belongs to Wayne State Uni-
versity.

Citv andtewnshipofficials, however,
are still not willing to give up on
acquisition of the site. They note that
their applications - submitied fo the
General Services Administration, agen-
¢y handling the disposal of the property
— indicated definite interestinicquisi-
tion of the property for recreational
and public use. Both applications, how-
ever, granted priority to the school
district, providing itsapplicationquali-
fied.

Had the school district gained
assignment of the property (or should
WSU be granted the site) there is no
charge involved. These applications
were made through HEW andinvolveuse
of the land for educational purposes.

But city and township applications
for recreational use mus* be consider-
ed by another government bureau — the
Department of the Interior.

Fewer strings areattached toacqui-
sition for recreation, but there’s also
a charge — one half appraised value.

Most council members wish to pur-
sue acquisition of the property to the
ultimate. They’re ready to apply what-
ever political pressure possible if at-
tention is not given to their original
request (for consideration in the event
the schocl’s bid was disqualified).

Township Supervisor R. D. Mer-
riam has also stated that the township
maintains its original interest in ac-
quisition of the property for recreation-
al purposes and would be willing to
cooperate with the city on the same
financial basis that the two govern-
mental units now conduct the community
recreation program.

The efforts of the city and township
to acquire this property shouldbegiven
full community support. If the site were
maintained merely as an area to enjoy
and observe the beauty of nature and
open spaces, it will one day (too soon)
become an attraction within the com-
munity.

As afimal resort, should the property
be awarded to WSU, local officials
should use whatever means are attheir
disposal to seek the cooperation of the
university to ensure proper use and
development of the area.

As City Manager Frank Ollendorff
points out, the area remains as a part
of the community and is subject to cer-
tain zoning regulations existing within
the city and township.

Wishing won’t make it sc,

Nor does it make Shakespeare’s
“Love’s Labor’s Lost” a viable and
meaningful play in the twentieth cen-
tury. Not even the talents of John Fer-
nald, director of the repertory com-
pany of the same name, can revive this
verbal ormament, this playful piece, and
make it living drama.

In fact, Fernald, it wouid appear,
works under the illusion of popular
thought — that Shakespeare, being the
master dramatist, could not produce
anything less than a dramatic master-
piece. In his introductory note on the
program, Fernald intimates, if he does
not say, as much.

““The joy of the play springs from
Shakespeare’s realization thatagility of
versification and brilliance of allusion
is by itself only a sterile exercise, and
that the rewarding aim for a dramatic
poet is towardsaninsight into the nature
of human kind.”

There is no denying the ‘brilliance
of allusion’ or ‘‘the agility of versifi-
cation” in ‘“Love’s Labor’s Lost,” for
this is the piay’s most conspicuous ac-
complishment. Shakespeare, in fact,
shows that he had no peer in his ver-
sification, his use of the conceit (an
elaborate and extended metaphor).

But brilliant allusion and agility of
verse do not a dramatic masterpiece
make. It is made, as Fermald says,
through a delicate combination of these
things and ‘‘insicht into the nature of
human kind.” For today’s audience,
‘“‘Love’s Labor’s Lost” does not pro-
vide this penetrating insight into man’s
nature, f{or the conceits defy even the
most erudite mind.
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Fernald continues: ‘‘Berowne and
Rosaline are creatures of flesh and
blood ...” In the February 1 production
at Meadow Brook theatre, Berowne and
Rosaline are not made human so we
might emphasize, Unlike Macbeth’sand
Hamlet’s problems, the problems of
Berowne and Rosaline seem remote,
They are not made poignant.

Berowne, played by George Guidall,
is the most understandable of the char-
acters, one who recognizes the disparity
between men’s aims and their inviol-
able natures, With him, we can attempt
to identify, yet this is not to suggest
that we will identify or that heis‘‘flesh
and bloed.”

He is one of theamusing characters,
however, who emerge, along with
Shakespeare’s amazing wit,asthe major
accomplishment of the John Fernald
production.

As in“The Caucasian Chalk Cirele,”
the company’s premiere play at Oak-
land university, Eric Berry, a stage
veteran, was the toast of the evening.
This time, he assumed the role of Don
Adriano de Armado, ‘‘a fantastic Span-
iard,” an ebullient and somswhat obtuse
paacock.

Another ‘‘character’”’ who stamped
himself as singular was Holofernes,
the fragile schoolmaster, played by Curt
Dawson. Words, in Holofernes’ mouth,
are indeed playthings indulged by 2
child.

His character, like other charac-
tersin the play, are obscuredby Shakes-
peare’s intricate and elusive language.
His airy allusions and metaphorical
gymnastics were part of Shakespeare’s
comic designin‘“Love’s Labor’s Lost",
admittedly so, but they have little rele-
vance to today’s world.

G. B, Harrison, the pre- eminent
Shakespearean critic pin-pointed the
problem when he said; ‘““Love’sLabor’s
Lost’’ abounds with them {topical allus-
ions), but they are so obscure and inti-
mate that nowadays most of them are
quite inexplicable.’’ Tofuture audiences
of this production which runs through
February 26, this will be indelibly
clear.
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Nursing a hangover, penniless,
strandad in a strange town, the young
man pocketed the telegram and headed
back to the bar.

“Kid, you look terrible, Here’stwo-
bits. Get yourself a shaveandthanwe’ll
talk about it.”

So the kid got himself a shave, cams
back for a free lunch and 2 courtesy
drink or two and was discussing the
situation with hisnew-found friend when
the keeper of the bar spotted a guy
boarding a streetcar out front.

“That’s Burt,” he said. ‘‘Msybe he
could give you a job.”

Whereupon the kid flew out the door,
skidded up to the stranger, and pleaded
for employment, Buxt mumbled some-
thing that sounded like ‘‘yah’ and was
gone.

“I think I got the job. But what’s
he do?”

“Don’t know exactly,” admitted the
barkeeper, ‘“but I see him a lot over in
the pool hall near the old Courier Build-
lng.”

One thing led to another untilfinally
the kid marched into the Evansville
Courier office and announced, ‘Burt
just hired me.”

Amused, the reporter —  “‘guy by
the mame of Clark Salmon, who later
gained some fame as managing editor
of a ‘sheet’ in New Orleans”, surveyed
the fresh kid and asked, ‘“can you work
a typewriter?”

“Nope."

“Well, you got just three hours to
learn, Burt will be back then and if you
don’t know how to work it you ain’t
got a job,”

And that’s how Tom Munce, 79-
year-old publisher of The BrightonAr-
gus, got his start in journalism,

Now it was a Sunday afternoon
and here was this smart-alecky college
educated reporter digging into hispast.

“But what’s there to write about?
There’s nothing. I'm nobody special,”’

More than a half-century of ferret-
ing out the news behind him and ol
Tom pretends he can’t smell the story.

No doubt about it, Tom’s lived a
greater story than any he’sever pecked
out “two fingered” on his typewriter
machine,

Born in Louisville and raised in
Washington, D.C, by a father who serv-
ed on the Confederate’s side during the
Civil War and who had “wound holes’’
as big as your thumb, and by a mother
who started 2 factory in the forests of
the Rockies only to see it go up in
smoke, Tom bY2came city editor of the
Evansville (Indiana) newspaper by the
age of 19,

“Things happened fast in those
days.”

A couple of years later he was city
editor of The Louisville Courier Jour-
nal, subbing as a reporter on the
Journal’s sister paper, The Times,

He became fast friends with the
founder of the Jourmal, a guy by the
name of Henry Watterson — same fel-
low who published a Confederate army
newspaper from the back of a horse-
drawn wagon during the Civil War, and
Arthur Krock, the Journal’s managing
editor whose name later became syn-
ozymous with The New York Times,

While at Louisville, he married 2
pretty young womaa who still shareshis
home on the shore of Lake Brighton,
From that city he migratedtoSt. Louts,
got himself 2 job again as a newsprint
salesman, got firedagain, and then join-
ed The St. Louis Post D!spatch.

1t wasn’t much later when heandhis
wife — and the start of a family that
today includes seven living children, 16
grandchildren and three greatgrand-
children — found themselves in Houston
without enough money to buy breakfast,
But his “pecking’’ ability got him a job
on The Post, put them hack in the chips
and about five years later they were
heading back to Louisville and the
Journal,

About this time he hooked up with a
man named Glover Watson, who was sell-
ing speculative land in a Michigan town
called Dearborn. He took a job as
Watson’s publicist and headed for De-
troit,
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When Watson’s money ran out sodid
the job.

Tom joined The Detroit Free Press,
working under anothersnswspaper giant
by the name of Metlcolm Bingay, who
gave him the ‘“*kiss of death’’ onedayby
comp:limenting him for one of his stor-
fes. “Any time he told you did some-
thing good, that meant you were about
to get the ax, so I left and joined The
Mirror,”

When the Mirror was about to fold,
Tom :ook a brief job running a politi-
cian’s campaign and then joined The
Detroit Timas, where he hung on until
about a dozen years ago.

Most men would have calleditquits,
but not this old codger. Attheage of 66,
he went into a printing business with a2
friend, later established the Livingston
County Farm Bureau News, joined the
Argus and found itsthen manager ‘‘dis-
agreeable”, left andjoined the Livings-
ton County Press and finally cameback
to the Argus where he’s spilling out
weekly yarns today.

So the college educated reporter,
who wasn’t even an idea when ‘ol Tom
was playing poker with guys you read
about in jourmalism books, packed up
his notes and headed for his carona
Sunday afternoon only to find that the
cops had hauled it away forblocking the
road.

Tom’s wife screamedata policeman
over the phone, “People have been
parking out in front for 30 years and
no-one’s hauled a car away before.”

Imagine, and Tom doesn’t thinkhe’s
worth a story.

College to Host

Young Musicians

Next Saturday

The first of more than4,000 *
senior and junior high school
musicians from Wayne, Mon-
roe and Washtenaw counties
will descend onthe Schooleraft
ccllege campusSaturday morn-
ing for the annual Distriet 12
Solo and Ensemble Festival,

Largest event in the statein
terms of secondary school stu-
dent participation, the District
12 competition will involve
more than 1,000 scholastic
musicians at Schooleraft, and
another 1,000 a few miles
away at EasternMichiganUni-
versity, Ypsilanti, inthe senior
high competition on Saturday.

The following week, Satur-
day February 18, 1,000 junior
high musicians will competeat
Schoolcraft while still another
1,000 will be performing for
the judges at EMU.

Arrangements for the mass
competition have been coor-
indated by Roy E. Ernst, band
and orchestra director at Li-
vonia’s Franklin High, who is
Distriet 12 secretary for the
Michigan School BandandOr-
chestra Assn., the sponsoring
agency.

Top rated performers will
win the opportunity of compet-
ing in the state music festival
in March. Solo performers on
all band and orchestra instru-
ments, as well as the piano,
and instrumental ensembles
are involved inthe annual com-
petition.

Ernst is careful to point out
that in terms of numbers of
students actually participating,
the Festival outranks either
the annual Science Fair or the
state basketball tournament,
two other major competitive
events for secondary school
pupils. District 12 does not
include Detroit schools, Ernst
explained.

“Furthermore,”” Ernstadds,
“the District 12 Festival is
larger than the state compe-
tition, In faet, in sheer num-
bers of young musicians quali-
fied to compete, our district 4
has grown to the point where Rerzis
this year for the first time we %
have had to use two sites for
the festival,

““We selected Schoolcraft be-
cause of its central location
and because being a communi-
ty college its campus is com-
pact, afact that helps material- {
1y in organizingand conducting .
the Festival, We intendto con-
tinue to use community col-
leges for the district competi-
tion in the future.”

Judges for the competition
are college and unjversity mu-
sic faculty members, Although
there is no formal recital pro-
gram during the competition,
the public is welcome to attend
the performances of the solo-
{sts and ensembles, Ernst said,
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Wixom. Sewer Sparks Citizen Protest

Armed with a battery of questions,
a capacity crowd of primarily Birch
Park Improvement association mem-
bers jammed the Wixom city council
chamber Tuesday night to sound out
the city on its sewer system.

On hand to field questions was 2
team of experts called in by Mayor
Wesley McAtee, including R, J. Alex-
ander, director of the Oakland County
department of public works, John Al-
brecht, project engineer from the coun-
ty, Bill Turney from the State Water
Resources Commission and Robert
Clarke, city auditor. T

Most questions were answered to
the satisfaction of the audience, but
Herbert Abrams, former Wixom Post-
master and brother of a former Wixom
councilman, leveled the accusation
“‘subterfuge’” at the means used to
raise funds to fimance the sewers.

. Abrams’ accusation followed an ex-
planation by City Attorney Gene Schnelz.
He explained that the city could exceed
its charter limitationof eight mills when
provided by state statute. Abrams felt
that this was simply a meansof avoiding
citizen approval.

Sparking the barrage of questions
was a letter addressed to the council.
Drafted by the Birch Park Civicassoc-
iation at a Monday night meeting at-
tended by 28 members, it posed three
questions: What affect would sewers
have on (1) wells (2) the water table and
(3) contamination of Loon Lake,

Undertaking the first question was
Albrecht. He stated that the affect

would be temporary, lasting for perhaps .

three or four days, There would be no
permanent affect. The contractor, he
said, would hae to work out ameansof

supplying inconvenienced residents with

water.

Albrecht also fielded the second
question. He said that there wouldbe no
lowering of the water table, because the
water pumped out would find its way
back into the ground. Seepage would
present no danger, he stated, for sewer
pipes would be checked visuallybefore
operation was commenced.

To fears of contamination of Loon
ake, Turney said absolutely, no. Sep~
¢ taks would bring 3 side effect of

nutrients providing nourishment that
would contribute to growth of algae and
weeds, It is the city’s responsibility,
he added, to solve this problem should
it occur.

It was then that Neal Taylor presi-
dent of the association, asked a series
of questions which, he said, were raised
at Monday’s meeting, Others joined in
with questions, Following arethe prime

questions and answers.

Q — If most septic tanks are good,
why can’t those in violation be made to
correct them, rather than adopting a
complete sewer system?

A - No septic tank is good, except,
perhaps, in isolated areas. They are
““temporary expedients.” As more
septic tanks are installed in a given
area, chancesof contaminationincrease,
That is why the law states that when
sewers are provided residents must
connect within 18 months. (Alexander)

Q — When will the interceptor line,
part of the proposed six-county inter-
ceptor sewer system be brought to
Wixom?

A - In approximately 15 years.
(Alexander)

Q — Why can’t the money for the
plant be used instead to bring the
inter-county interceptor to Wixom?

A - Cost is prohibitive at this time.
Hundreds of millions of dollars arere-
quired and municipalities do not have the
money. (Alexander)

Q — How much are taxesgoing tobe?

A — The property tax will be three
to four mills to support the sewer, Ac-
tually, the millage levy will decrease
as the tax baseincreases withpredicted
development of the city, (Clarke) Be-
cause there is so much industry in
Wixom, its residents are fortunate, In
most municipalities, cost of sewers is
eight to 10 times more expensive to
property owners, (Alexander).

Q — What is the weight of a citation
by the Water Resources commission?

A — Until the state legislature passed
an amendment to the state law in 1965,
a citation was virtually impossible to
enforce, because ‘‘pollution injury’’
had to be proved, Now, the courts con-

strue discharge of raw sewage to be
“prima facie evidence of pollution in-
jury.’”” The courts usually enforce the
commission’s order of determination,
(Turney)

Q@ ~ Presumably the reason Wixom
adopted a complete sewer system was
because the city was cited by the com-
mission,

A — I don't think this is the case.
(Turney). Later, Councilman Howard
Coe added that the council adopteda sew-
er system because it would attract in-
dustry and residents, leading to com-
plete development of the city.

Q@ — How much will the sewers cost
the citizen per year?

A — Based on 2 quarterly system, no
more than $30 per year. (McAtee)

Q —When sewersgo acrossresidents’
property, who repairs the damage?

A - The contractor is obligated,

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School Buys 2 Buses,
_ Weighs Future Costs

Purchases, decisions and discus-
sions related to Novi’s expanding high
school highlighted the regular meeting
of the board of education last week
Wednesday,

Heading the list of purchasesauthor-
fzed by the board was an order for two
new buses, one to replace an older unit
and the other as an addition to the bus
fleet.

Selecting the low bus bid acquired
by the Oakland county school system
through its cooperative bidding pro-
gram, the board voted to purchase two
Ford chassis outfitted with Ward bod-
ies. THE30Y pase o on'each of the
chassis was $2,9217.09, and the lowbase
bid on each body was $3,597.

In authorizing the purchase, the
board directed Superintendent Thomas
Dale to specify several special pleces
of equipment in the purchase such asa
heavy duty clutch power steering, spare
rim, heavy duty front axle, defrosting
fan, right froni heater anddefrosterand
an underseat heater.

The board also authorized purchase
of baseball and track uniformsand equip-
ment at a total cost of $1,543.70, See
related story on this page.

A series of questions were put fo
the board by the superintendent, result-
ing in most cases with board direc-
tion that quotations be secured on a
number of items for the high school
addition,

Dale, through the architect, will

- secure quotations or bids on high den-

sity nylon carpeting for the library,
built-in equipment for the language
laboratory, similar carpeting for the
administrative offices, sound-proof
plastering for the wall separating the
typing room from the administrative
area, and furniture for the new class-
rooms.

Concerning 2 question on whether
or not the foothall field should be seed-
ed or sodded, board members and Dale
agreed that it {s too early to make a
decision of this kind because the com-
pletion date of the field is still ques-
tionable,

With the opening of the new addition
— nopefully next September — an esti-
mated five additional teachers will be
required, Dale reported to the board.
These include a combination teacher -

counselor, a chemistry teacher, a vocal
music-English teacher, a history-
government teacher, and a social
science-French teacher.
Also, the superintendent reported
that three teachers have indicated that
they will not return mext school year,
They are: Marjory Johnson, elemen-
tary music teacher who will leave be-
cause of marriage; Ann Prine, sixth
grade teacher who plans to remain at
home; and Ruth Rickard, first grade
teacher who plans to return to school.

One other teacher, he said, is con.

sidering leaving tne loml school sys-
em, - -

Cost of the additional teachers was
estimated at about $30,000, This cost,
Dale indicated, will not be entirely off-
set by the reduction of tuition students
at Northville.

With the addition of an 11th grade
at Novi next year, the number of tuition
students reportedly will drop to about
86, Estimated savingsin tuition waspeg-
ged at about $22,000, leaving a net cost
of about $8,000 for the additional teach-
ers.

Enrollment at Novi is expected to
increase by about 100 studentsnextfall,
Dale said.

In addition to the added cost for
teachers locally, the injtia) cost of es-
tablishing the high school currieulum
of math, shop, business machines, etc.
is expected to be significant, he said,
The expanded school also will require
additional expenditure for operationand
maintenance. No price tags have been
Placed on these anticipated expendi-
tures.

Concerning maintenance, Dale re-
ported that he had hired a full-time
experienced maintenance man, LaVerne
Johnston of South Lyon, at an hourly
rate of $2.10. He was hired, the sup-
erintendent explained, because amatron
must resign because of pregnancy and
because of the anticipated increase
workload tied to the expansion,

Novi Denies Trailer Park

The Novi village counci] and plan-

' ning commission overwhelmingly vot-

ed against a request for a mobile home
site during a jolnt public hearing held
Monday night.

Vote of the council denying the re-
quest was 4-1, with President Philip
Anderson dissenting. Ballot of the plan-
ning commission was 5-2, Paul McCol-
lum and Harold Tuck voting against
the motion to deny,

Submitting the request to rezone 29
acres between Grand River and 11 Mile
road and Seeley and Meadowbrook roads
were the owners, Mrs, May Holcomb
Babbitt and Dr, August Holcomb, The
property is presently zoned for heavy
manufacturing (M-3).

in turning down the request, the
council and commission backed the
opinion of Waring and Johnson, viliage
planning consultants, They had recom-
mended denial on the basis that the
land in questionwaspart of anindustrial
corridor as outlined by the proposed

master plan. To rezone would constitute
spot zoning, Waldemar Johnson said,

Arguing for adoption was RobertJ.
Fannon, 2 developer who also is part
owner of the Seeley road mobile home
site, locatedacrossSeeley road from the
Holcomb property.

Ot the few residents on hand, most
of them opposed the proposed mobile
home development, William Brinker,
24440 Mill-Stream Lane, pointed out
that a trailer park would not pay its
way in taxes,

In rebuttal, Fannon said that the
proposed park would be exclusive in
that it would cater to older people, thus
reducing the burden on the local school
system. He also pointed out that park
developers would maintain thefr own
roads, recreationand lighting facilities,
and that the trafler residents would
bring in ‘buying power,”

Fannon further stated that he and
other owners of the traller park on the
east side of Seeley road had ‘‘ploneer-

ed sewers from Willowbrook’’ and con-
nections were avajlable for the proposed
Holcomb trailer park.

To support his arguments, he re-
minded councilmen and planners of a
University of Michigan survey which
revealed that trailer parks ‘“were notas
bad as you think,”

When the opinion of the majority of
planning members was apparent, Mrs,
Babbitt made a personal appeal. ‘“We
have been paylng taxes since 1936 or
37.” She said she felt that another 30
or 40 years would elapse before the
property was developed as industrial.

Fannon supported her statement,

Lecturer Vincent Price gave North-
ville Town Hall’s full audience the
benefit of art connoisseur Vincent
Price’s expert knowledge — and then
actor Vincent Price concluded with
three dramatic presentations fo make
the third TH program of the current
season a many-splendored morning.

In a vibrant voice familiar to many
from his motion pictures, Price spoke
of “The Enjoyment of Great Art” as
a way of life. He termed civilization
the “sum of man’s culture’” with art
not just pleasure but the ‘‘spirituality
of human consciousness.”

Life, he said, is enriched by the
arts, but art is difficult to understand
without making an effort. He told his
audience that it is fine to study art
books, ‘but you MUST see the origl-
nals.” He advised going to museums
in various parts of the country, point-
ing out that the United Stafes has
more museums than any other country.

He encouraged seeing the current
Peale family exhibit at the Detroit
Institute of Arts which shows America
at its beginnings. He mentioned also
the excellent collection of graphics,
etchings and drawings to be seen in
Albion,

“There is no better way to become
involved with art than owning it,” ad-
vised Price who went on to describe
the “‘excitement’” of buying a work of
art “that you like.” He said he feels
it is much better to own an original
by a young artist than a2 reproduction
by a great master. Young artists, he
declared, need to be encouraged. ‘‘You
would be amazed how much creativity
there really is in our country,” Price
commented ashe reported seeing prom-
ising workseverywhere, including those
of Michigan students.

In explaining abstractart Price said,
“If you accept it, it allows youfreedom
fo make your own identity, using the
basic abstracts of truth, beauty, love,”

Pop art, he said, has been ‘blown
out of proportions but it does express
the times.” He said it probably will
fade and *“a lot will be thrown away.”

Through his association with Sears,
Roebuéx "company as art consultant
Price mentioned he personally has
bought 55,000 works ofartinfive years,
He admitted his “‘kick’’ {s buying con-
temporary work and thus supporting
today’s artists.

In reporting on the theater arts,
Price said he has been gratified to
see that American actors noware being
treated with some of the same esteem
that the English give theirs.

The tall ~ six feet, four — speaker
concluded his program in the role of
actor as he presented three selections,
beginning with Tennessee Williams’
essay, ‘‘A Streetcar Named Success”
published in the New York Times three
days before ‘A Streetcar Named
Desire” opened and after his success
with ‘‘Glass Menagerie.”

Following with selections by Chris-
topher Fry and Shakespeare (death
scene from Romeo and Juliet), Price’s
mastery of the theater arts was so
complete that his was the only voice
heard in the theater.

While his program was dedicated to
encouraging his audience to enjoy art
‘“to be touched with your eyes and
heart,” his conclusion was ar artistic
treat for the ears.

What happened during the hectic
closing seconds and the aftermath of
Friday’s ball game with Clarkston?

Predictably, tension was high for
the game,

The Mustangs still held
slim hopes of somehow, miraculously,
grabbing a share of the title, At least,
Northville hoped to avenge 2n earlier,
84-49 trouncing by Clarkston and to
spoil Clarkston’s hopes for an unde-
feated season,

About 3,000 fans from Northville
and Clarkston — one of the biggest
crowds in Northville’s history — were

packed into the gymsasium, Everyavail- .

able seat was taken, including extra
chairs under the baskets, and standing
spectators jammed the exits.

Enthusiasm was electric. Through
the early stages of the game, the tempo
was furious, abating somewhata half-
time when Clarkston pushed into a 38-
30 lead.

But Northville surged back at the
berinning of the second half and the
crowd reaction picked up with the fran-
tic pace of the game, The lead changed
hands three times in the final quarter
and Clarkstonfinally edged ahead 50-49,
Northville called time out with 48
seconds left,

When play resumed, the stallbegan,
Tension began building to a fever pitch
as seconds ticked away. Finally, Guard
Joe Andrews took a shot withonly seven
seconds left on the clock,

clawed frantically for the rebound.

But no one, not even the time keep-
er, heard aprevious whistleover the din
of the crowd, An official, withabouttwo
seconds left, had called a foul against
Clarkston’s Mark Richards for pushing
Zayti under the basket,

Meanwhile, Clarkston players and
coaches, seeing Fife onthe floor, rushed
toward the referees. Fans, thinking the
game was over, began pouring on the
floor.

Notified of the free throw due Zayti,
Clarkston disputed the call. Two tech-
nical fouls were called on Clarkston
for -pushing both referees during the
heated argument.

Additional foul shots, however, were
not awarded to Northville because the
technical fouls had been called after
the game. If the game had gone into
overtime, Northville v,'ould have been
awarded two shots,

Two players exchanged words and
Northville .Coach Dave Longridge quick-
ly parted them. Spectators, many of
whom had come out of their seats,
ringed the floor as Zayti stepped to the
free throw line. Several minutes pass-
ed before Zayti missed his shot. He
grabbed the ball and flung it at the
backboard in disgust.

Suddenty, at least one or two play-
ers and several fans began punching.
Coaches, teachers and auxiliary police
raced out on the floor and broke up
several skirmishes and quickly avert-
ed a near riot.

“I'm sorry the game ended this
way,” Longridge said, “It marred what
I thought was our best ball game. Un-
fortunately, people there for the first
time will judge us on the basis of this
one incident.

“It was a well played, clean ball
game. This was the case of an adult
crowd building up and not controlling
themselves, The student bodies should
be congratulated because they stayed
in the stands., They controlled them-
selves,

‘“T'm glad we were able to stem if
(the outbreak), Nothing happened out-
side of the building.”

R Fish Hatchery Fate

Remains Uncertain

Little optimism existed this week
as city officials waited for official
word on the disposition of the Seven
Mile road fish hatchery property.

According to City Manager Frank
Ollendorf, who was In contact with
both government and Wayne State
university officials late last week, the
government’s General Services Ad-
ministration (GSA) has agreed to delay
its decision on the property for 10
days.

Furthermore, he sald GSA has
suggested that the city and Wayne State
university consider the possibility of
cooperatively sharing the property.

In discussing the matter with uni-
versity officials, Ollendorf learned
that the university would give *‘the
matter some thought” since it may
have some difficulty in raising suf-
ficient funds to operate the 15-acrefish
hatchery property as a research center
to include a laboratory on water pol-
lution.

Ollendorf said GSA may take one of
three steps at the end of the 10-day
period:

— Further delay its decisionpending
consideration of the city’s application.

— Award the property to Wayne State
university as recommended by the De-
partment of Health, Education and Wel-
fare (HEW). .

— Further delay its decision in
order fo give the city and Wayne State
time to come up with a cooperative-
use proposal.

Stepped up attempts by the city to
secure at least a portion of the facility
followed HEW’s action on February 3
in denying the Northville school sys-
tem’s application in favor of use by
Wayne State university,

The clity is basing its right to be

considered as a possible recipient of the
property on an April, 1966 letter to
GSA in which it stated that in the event
the school system’s application wasde-
nied that its application (the city’s) be
given consideration. GSA subsequently
acknowledged the city’s letter.

The General Epistle of I John con-
tains the words, ‘‘There is no fear in
love; but perfedt love castethoutfear.”

A newcomer to the Detroit
area had occasion to do some travel-
ling in the area of aa inner-city hous-
ing project. Because he did not know
the area or how to get there, he began
to ask for directions. His questions
elicited negative responses such as,
“Why do you want to go there?” ‘“You
had better be careful!”

Not knowilng what to expect, this
newcomer. became fearful. He locked
his car doors, rolled up his windows
and very fearfully drove into the com-
munity.

A Negro taxi cab driver, who helped
him with directions, was friendly and
polite. Incidently, this taxi cab driver
saved the newcomer from the embar-
rassing experience of driving the
wrong way on a one-way street, Once
in the neighborhood he learned that
there was an active and beneficial
Neighborhood Service Organization, He

learned that the Neighborhood Service
Organization is an arm of the United
Fund. Furthermore,in this area, and
in many areas of the city, there are
many boys who need the beneficial in-
fluence of a man in their lives.
Through the ‘‘Big Brother’’ organiza-
tion this opportunity is provided.

Perhaps the most important thingis
that the stranger discovered that men
and women in strange communities
need not remain strangers! Certainly he
learned that fear and lack of knowledge
about other people and oher communi-
ties bulld barriers to brotherhood and
understanding,

During the month of February relig-
ious groups are commemorating Race
Relations SundayandBrotherhood Week,
Perhaps we ought to remind ourselves
that it is easy to fear those whom
we do not know. This is especiaily true

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At Ford’s Wixom Plant

Sales Keep Lines Humming

While others tread water in a sea
of slumping car sales, Ford Motor’s
Wixom plant continues to produceauto-
mobiles at a brisk pace.

Between 25 and 30 Thunderbirds roll
off the assembly line hourly, along with
a steady stream of Lincoln Continentals.
And as other plants begin to pull in
their belts, the Wixom assembly lines
continue to runtwo shiftsdafly, fivedays
a week.

Sure indication that thingsare boom-
ing at Ford Wixom is the rapid expan-
sion of the giant facility, which has ex-
ploded in stze since its start {n 1957 to
become Ford’s largest assembly plant

in North Americaandthe second largest _

in Ford’s worldwide empire.

The German Ford plant in Belglum
covers 2.42 million square feet.

In that decade it has nearly doubled
size. Today the plant covers 54 acres
— or 2,341,626 square feet — all under
one roof,

When production began in 1957, the
plant covered 1,691,750 square feet.
Three years later another 159,750
square feet was added, followed by
109,236 more square feet in 1963.

Last year new construction added
328,890 square feet — largest expan-
sion program to date — and this year
another 52,000 square feet is in the
works.

Located on the southwest side of the
already mammoth facility, the new ad-
ditfon will include 39,000 square feet
for body shop sub-assembly opera-
tions and materjal storage and 213,000
square foot section that will provide
space for more stock.

Work on the new addition is well
underway and is scheduled for com-
pletion in time for the 1968 model
year production,

Initially, the plant turned out only
the Lincoln car line, Thunderbird pro-

. Quction started in the spring of 1958
"when assembly operations were shift-
ed from Dearborn.

Employment and output climbed as
demand rose for Wixom-builtproducts.
Originally, the workforce totaled 2,400,
With the addition of a second produc-
tion shift in 1960 another 1,200 were
added to the payroll. Last summer
1,500 more employees were hired,

Today the workiorce standsatnear-

Fifty rail cars and 145 frucks are
unloaded daily just to supply parts
and materials for theassembly system.

Bodies and other components are
assembled on 105 overhead and floor
-type conveyors which, if stretched
out in a continuous line, would be more
than 10 miles long, A teletype system
informs key production stations of spe-
cifications for every car,

| Worries Co'lleges
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Dismayed and concerned over Gov-
ernor Romney’sapproachto stateassis-

~ tance to community colleges, School-
eraft College President Erie J, Brad-
ner this week warned of the possibility

. of curtailment of enrollmentand educa-

_tional programsat the college in the next
school year.

. “We are caught in a crossfire of
increasing operational costs, including
faculty salaries, greater enrollment
and program demands onthe one hand,’’

" Dr, Bradner said, “and what I car only
deseribe as an unrealistic attitude by
the governor on financial assistance to

- community colleges, onthe other hand.”

“ Dr. Bradner, along with presidents
of other Michigan two-year colleges
heard Romney explain his plan for aid
to higher education and for tax reform
at a meeting in Lansing early this

- month,

A key point in the Romney plan, so

. far as two-year collegesare concerned,
is a freeze on state assistance at $325
for each fulltime academic student,

“Both the State Board of Education
and the State Board for Public Junior

and Community Colleges, a constitution-

al body, have recommendedanincrease
to $500,” Dr. Bradner said. ‘“Thisis a
thoroughly realistic figure if the de-
mands,on thefastesty rowing segment of

':hlg::er ‘education in ¢~z <tate are to be
met.

‘‘Unfortunately, the goverror hasfelt
it necessary to igmore these recom-
mendations,

‘“To say the least, we were not
Pleased with what we heardat Lansing,”

Dr. Bradner said. “The governor’s
plan - means there will be no additional
state assistance for operations, and
could mean an actual cut of as much
as 15 percent from what we recelved
- this year.”

‘“The governor told us that if wegot
behind his tax reform program we
could look for a stand-pat appropria-
tion for operations, but that if we
didn’t support the program we could
expect a 15 percent cut in state aid.

‘Needless to say, the reaction of
the presidents of the two-year col-
‘leges to those alternmatves was less
than enthusiastic.”

As a result of the meeting with the
governor, Dr. Bradner said he had
instructed college Business Manager
W. Kenneth Lindner to recast the
Schooleraft operating budget for the
1967-68 school year,

“We must take steps now to protect
ourselves against a possible reduction
in state assistance,” Dr. Bradner ex-
plained.

“No matter how the question of tax
reform is resolved, the outlook for the
two-year collegesisnotbright,” he went
on. ““We enrolled 3,200 studentslast fall
and have been planning on the basis of
close to 4,000 this coming fall,

“We may well be forced to put 2
ceiling on enrollments, In addition, we
may have to put off 2 number of plans
for an expanded educational program.

“Worse yet, we may face the un-
happy possibility of cutting back some
of the programs we are now offering,”
Dr. Bradner said.

“We have invested a great deal of
money to provide facilities and equip-
ment at Schooleraft College for both
academic and technical programs which
the people of the college district have
said they wanted for their children and
for themselves.

“It {s simply a case of false econ-
omy if thev are not used to the fullest
extent of their capacity.”

There maybe long range advantages,
but for the foreseeable future theaction
would serve only to penalize the com-

About five years ago the city council
acted to establish a municipal court
under an ordinance that provides the
judge must be an attorney, The council
knew at that time that the days of the
old justice of the peace courts were
numbered. Therefore, the creation of
a municipal court, by vote of the
people, was accomplished for the two-
fold purpose of providing (1) improved
court facilities; and (2) hopefully pre-
venting loss of a local court when the
state acted to replaceall justice courts.

But the present legislation replaces
municipal courts, too. It createsdistrict
courts. And under the plan now advo-
cated Northville and Plymouth would
compose a district served by one court,

Presently, Northville isblessed with
an excellent municipal court. And full
credit for its operation must go to
Judge Charles McDonald, whohasdem-
onstrated that he possesses remarkable
abilities to handle this most responsible
position,

The court operates effectively, effi-
ciently and profitably.

If the municipal court is abandoned
in favor of a distriet court, this com-
_ Munity, at least, will lose valuable court

accessibility and familiarity with local
problems, It will also lose time and
service of its police department, which
must send officers to court to testify.
The bigger and more distant the court,
the longer the time lost by members of
the small-staffed force.

There’s always the danger, too, that
officers, reluctant to ‘‘waste” a day
sitting around waiting in court, will be
less influenced to take action against
offenses considered ‘‘minor”’.

The Michigan Municipal League op-
poses abolishment of municipal courts
and seeks only replacement of justice
courts. And although we can see advant-
ages to district courts that ean attract
more judge candidatesand, perhapspro-
vide a salary adequate to maintain full-
t.me status, under present circum-
stances Northville would stand to lose,

Atk gk Rk Kok XK

A newspaper trade journal carrieda
story recently about a newspaper in
another state plagued by a rash of
school board ‘‘executive sessions”.

The editor of that paper decided that
in the future these after-adjournment
meetings would be designated as ‘‘se-
cret’”” and not ‘“executive’”, so that
readers might not be confused as tothe
nature of the closed sessions.

We think that’s a good idea — bothin
Northville and Novi (the latter board Is
getting the habit lately, too).

Ironically, asweadopt thisclarifica-~
tion of terminology, the Northvilleboard
(Monday night) invited Editor Jack Hoft-
man to remain for the secret session,
That made the proceedings sort of half-
secret. Hoffman knows what happened,
but just like the board members and
administrators, he won’t tell. That’s
what makes these secret sessions so
effective and constructive — noone ever
says a word about what happens, there-
fore there’'s never any possibility of
conflicting interpretations or confusing
rumors.

The invitation to Hoffman to remain
for the secret session Monday night
may have answered a question that has
been puzzling for some time. Nearly
every board member, as well as the
chief administrator, has insisted that

he (personally) is opposed to secret
sessions ,.. if only other members
would agree, the press would be free

to remain.

Mornday night two board members
were absent. Who knows?

What school boards seem to fail to
recognize is that the press is not
campaigning to gets its own foot in the
door at secret sessions.

It wants the public inside. It be-
lieves that the public is just as capable
of understanding knotty school prob-
lems as board members. And it be-
lieves that if there are fewer secret
meetings there will be fewer rumors
and better community understanding,
sympathy and support for our schools.

If the public knows EXACTLY the
reasonng behind decisions made at the
table, rather than having to depend
upon rumor, then it can at least appre-
ciate that thoughtful consideration has
been given all sides of the subject.
(How many versions can you hear on
the admiaistrative pay hikes awarded
Monday night without discussion, for
example?)

There are times when closed-door
sessions are necessary and justified.
But they are far, far fewer than has
become the custom locally.

Everybody loves a hero. And if that
hero also happens to be a super star in
the mold of Humphrey Bogart, James
Cagney, et al Hollywood heroes, then
the public is sure to go where our
hero is. This is the most compelling,
but insubstantial reason why viewers
will walk through theatre doors to
watch ‘“The Sand Pebbles.”

Steve McQueen is ‘‘the name’’ em-
blazoned on the marquee outside the
Music Hall theatre in Detroit where
‘““Pebbles’” is presently showing. The
role of Jake Holman, which McQueen
assumes, s a natural for him,

Holman, in fact, fits the image of
McQueen, He’sanindependent toughguy,
a man with 2 mind of his own. In the
beginning, his mind is on one thing only
— engines, This particular engine is in
the hold of an old gunboat, the USS San
Pablo, that patrols the inland waters of
the Yangtze river during the revolution
of 1925 in China,

It’s a soft life aboard the gunboat,
which, ostensibly, is protecting the
lives of Americans abroad from ruth-
less Chinese land barons, Or, at least,
life has been peaceful. Enter Holman
and all hell breaks loose. He’s the rug-
ged catalyst whose mere presence stirs
up the crew., Does Holman budge? Not
him. He defies his matesaboard the San
Pablo and cottons only to his engine,
his first love.

For Holman, you see, hashada rough
boyhood. Circumstance trapped him
while yet a youth and he was kicked out
of school. Having sworn off human be-
ings, engines are now his only friends.
But what happens aboard the San Pablo
humanizes Holman, He takes the part
of the underdog, assails the odds, and
although he may not defeat them, never-
theless, he is a man for having tried.

What happens within — aboard the
San Pablo — reflects the turmoil seeth-
ing without. The Chinese are rebelling
against foreign intervention and against-
cruel war lords, Communism, the pan-
acea, has found its first fertile soil
among the discontent masses of the far
east.

McQueen is no less battling the
exterior forces of Communism. Not
because of ideological reasonms, for
McQueen, with hisdoggedindividualism,
could not accept ideology — democratic
or communistic — any more than he
could accept the rigors of militarism,
such as saluting, spit and polish.
McQueen fights the forces, the masses
of Communism beczuse they brutally

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snuff out human values, And Holman,
through association with Miss Eckert,a
missionary teacher, and Frenchy Bur-
goyne, a ship mate, has become first
and foremost, human.

This is the story, primarily an
adventure, that Richard McKenna con-
ceived in his novel, from which the
movie, “Pebbles,” is adapted. But
the movie falls far short of the novel
and its artistic conception.

A Robert Wise production, the movie
is simply stretched veneer thin over
three and one-half languishing hours
in the typical fashion of all spectacu-
lars, There’s a cast of thousands, the
sweeping grandeur of panavision, color
by deluxe, multi-sound stereo anda 10-
minute intermission to store uponpop-
corn and candy. But all this cannot
rescue ‘‘Pebbles’” from mediocrity.

Aside from McQueen, who 15 more
McQueen than Holman (or is it vice
versa?), there is little to recommend
“this box office splash. Its message —
we are human first —{s stretched be-
yond tolerances and breaks as it is
humdrummed into us. Better to con-
dense, clip, edit and make into a reas-
onable two-hour production, at most.

Furthermore, there are afew mem-
orable characters. Most of them play
second fiddle to an over worked theme
of warring ideologies. As a result, the
characters are drawn thin.

The commander of the gunboat,
Lieutenant Collins, is no more than
an automaton who spouts out America-
the-Beautiful shibboleths, In the name
of the flag, he kills where there is no
necessity.

Holman’s girl, Miss Eckert, is a
chip off the block of the All-American
girl, clean faced, home-made pie and
sweet innocence. A sterile role, if you
please.

Besides Holman, there is only one
legitimate character, Frenchy. He
reaches human proportions. The rest
of the cast of thousands simply sprawl
episodically and somewhat shapelessly
over the screen for what seems like an
eon.

Supervisor Frazer Staman, who now is

O'Brien of the association will select
the most important questionsanddirect
them to the speakers in question.

If ime permits, following the ans-
wering of these written questions,
O’Brien may ask for questions from
the floor. However, it will be the writ-
ten questions that will receive priority.

“We want toemphasize,’’ said Pohl-
man, “that the association will be
strictly neutral in this forum. Our
purpose is to have all sides of this
question (an incorporation election is
slated for April 4) answered to the
satisfaction of not only the residents
of Willowbrook but the residents of all
sections of Novi.”

Pohlman explained that Steman’s
appearance will be primarilyto explain
matters dealing with the county road
department as they affect city and
township government, However, he is
expected ‘o plug” incorporation as
well,

Staman is a well -known opponent
of Supervisor Hadley Bachert, chief
adversary of city incorporation. He was
named to the county road department
four years ago after serving many
years as supervisor of the township.
Upon his resignation as supervisor,
he was succeeded by Bachert.

Just last month Staman was named
chairman of the three-member com-
mission, He has two more years to
serve in his six-year appointment to
the commission. Staman lives at 26850

Court to Hear Arguments

The legality of city incorporation
remained in doubt this week following
a hearing Monday before Oakland Coun-
ty Circuit Court Judge William Beer.

Judge Beer adjourned the hearing
until next Monday afternoon at which
time he is expected to make a formal
ruling,

However, in discussing the com-
plicated court cases involving incorp-
oration now before him, Judge Beer
reportedly drew these informal con-
clusions:

— That officials should proceed with
the incorporation election slated for
April 4 since it would be the ‘best
way” to resolve the dispute.

— That he is basically in agreement
with the position of Judge Arthur Moore
that the incorporation of Novi as a city
is {llegal under the state statute. .

— That he cannot agree with the
subsequent ruling of Judge Charles
Thornburn that the election is legal in
view of Judge Moore’s earlier position.

According to Emery Jacques, town-
ship attorney, Judge Beer by hisownad-
mission is nowbourdby Moore’sruling.
However, Village Attorney Howard Bond
argues that this is not true, that the
case is open for argument next Monday.

Novi Wants Sewer Agreement

The Novi village council agreed
Monday night that a method of financ-
ing Novi’s portion of the Novi-Walled
Lake joint sewer project must first be
determined before the contractbetween
the municipalities is signed.

Council members are now awaiting
requirements the village must meet
in order to qualify for its share of
$1,001,000 granted by the federal Hous-
ing and Urban Development committee
on January 17. About $350,000 in fed-
eral monies is ticketed for Novi to

‘help pay for its share ($1,232,000) of

the $4.360 million sewage disposal sys-
tem.

Attorney Howard Bond said he would
try to have the federal requirements
ready for council members today. Then
the council will decide which of three
methods, special assessment, ad valor-
um tax or fees, or acombination will be
adopted. During Monday’s meeting, the
council looked dimly on an ad valorum
tax.

No sooner had Village Minager
Harold Ackley said “‘we’re (the village
and city of Walled Lake) are not toofar
apart” in agreeing on terminology of
the contract, than Councilman Joseph
Crupi broached the subject of fimane-
ing. “How can we come to an agree-
ment,”” he said, “if we don’t know how
we're going to fimince the sewers?”

Ackley agreed. He added that the
‘“project should be pushed.”’ He point-
ed out that there definitely wasa neces-
sity for sewers, and cost, more than
likely, would be increasing.

Returning to the language of the
contract to be signed with the Oakland
county DPW, Bond pointed out that it
was ‘‘silly” to commence payment in
1967, He stressed the importance of
deferring payments unti! construetionis
completed and operation is underway.
Then, he stated, both municipalities
could better afford to pay for the sew-
ers with operating revenues,

In other sewer matters, the council

accepted a petition requesting a special
assessment district be established for
water and sewers in Meadowbrook Lake
subdivision, and set a public hearing for
March 13. A similar informal request
was tabled at a previous meeting be-
cause the councll wished a formalpeti-

_ tion.

The council granted a one-year per-
mit to the Munn Contracting company
which is operating a sanitary landfill
on property at 52050 Eight Mile road,
owned by Council President Philip An-
derson. The vote was 3-0, with Ander-
son abstaining.

Action wasn’t taken, however, until

. clarification of a complaint registered

by Dave Pink in a letter to the council.
Pink contended (that a fence npear the
landfill was inadequate, that workmen
had trespassed on his property, that
his fence was damaged and that ‘‘the
company pay for expenses of cleaning up
his property.

John York, representing Munn con-

tracting company explained, as did a
letter that: 2 12 foot fence wasadequate
but the company wouldalsobuilda port-
able fence immediately adjacent to the
landfill; that damage to Pink’s fence
was not due to the company’soperation;

That when his men tried to pick up
the trash blown onto Pink’s property
during the recent wind storm, Pink
told them to get off his property; that
the company will try harder to prevent
paper from blowing onto Pink’s prop-
erty; and that the company would con-
tact Pink to adjust for expenses.

York further explained he had a
“friendly” talk with Pink and conflict,
which he previously had no knowledze
of, was apparently being resolved.

he said, would hear arguments by
attorneys on Monday.

Nevertheless, attorneys suggest that
the election probably will be held but
that the matter will probably then be
appealed to a higher court.

The meetings are tentatively sched-
uled to take place inthe Novi community
building, and Richard Bingham, chair-
man of the group’s educational subcom-
mittee, is to make arrangements for
speakers for these two meetings.

Meanwhile, the committee reminded
citizens toattend next Monday’s meeting
on incorporation, sponsored by the
Willowbrook Civic Association.

in additicn to planning the two public
meetings in March, the committee is
preparing a brochure on incorporation
which will be mailed to homes through-
out the community. Also, plans are

underway for atelephone-your-ques-
tions program in which citizens mayask
questions pertaining to city incorpora-
tion simply by dialing a telephone num-
ber.

Presently, the major function of the
committee, according to Smith, willbe to
get citizens of Novi registered to vote
in the April 4 election. Committee
members were assigned various areas
of the community to encourage regis-
tration (the deadline is March 6)andat-
tendance at the upcoming public meet-~
ings.

Smith also emphasized that the in-
corporation movement supported by
the committee is not being financed by
efther township or village monies.
““We're doing this as concerned citi-
zens of the community and even though
the towaship is using township monies
to fight us, we’re going to stick to
support through donations by Novi citi-
zens.”

The next meeting of the committee
is scheduled to take place intwo weeks.
