V o v i R o a d Z o n i n g 
Citizen opposition to zoning change 

that might create a commercial strip 
along Novi road, and deviation from 
master plan guidelines described as 
"spot zoning", highlighted a joint spe­
cial session of the Novi village council 
and planning board Monday night. 

In the replar session of file plan­
ning board that followed the special 
joint session, theboard'spresslngneed 
for services of a planning consultant 
was noted by Chairman Kalln Johnson, 
as the board faced an agenda and an 
audience of builders with numerous 
plans for housing developments. In 
various stages of preparation. 

The council overruled a recom­
mendation by the planning board to 
change nearly 10 acres on the south 
side Degress, west of Novi road, 
irom ltlf-; farm and single lamUy 
residential, to R2, two-family residen­
tial. 

The request, by Lonnie Stephens, 
faced stiff opposition from residents 
on Degress. Stephens said he planned to 
build only one two-family dwelling as 
a source of income for a blind son, 
who. It was explained, could be pro­
tected best by being able to have a 
rental unit In the same dwelling in 
which he resided. 

The council unanimously denied the 
request, with Councilmen Leo ^ r a -
wood and Donald Young addressing the 
audience with statements approving 
Stephens' objective but noting that for 
the greater good of the entire com­
munity the spot zoning practice must 
be avoided. 

Both the planning board and the 
council were united In denying a request 
by Charles Lapham of Northville to 
rezone a narrow parcel along the east 
side of Novi road, south of Nine Mile, 
from light manufacturing to general 
commercial. 

Opposition appeared In the form 
of numerouslettersandcommentsfrom 
nearby property owners In the audience. 
Desirability of keeping Novi road from 
developing In the manner of Plymouth 

road in Livonia was prominent in points 
raised by the opposition. 

Another major point raised In op­
position to Lapham's request was the 
high potential value to the community 
of having available areas zoned for light 
manufacturing. 

This last point was made In a 
letter opposing the change from Warren 
J . CovIIIe, president of nearby A3.C. 
Photo. It appeared again In comments 
by Councilman Young. 

"People In the area went through 
an agonizing period of decisionmaking. 
Considering Novi roadasamalnartery ' 
and the presence of railroad tracks, 
they chose to go with a master plan 
of light manufacturing for this area. 
Their decision should be respected," 
Young said. 

The council did approve a request 
from the Marathon Oil company to re­
zone a small parcel at the northeast 
comer of Novi and Ten Mile roads 
from light manufacturing to general 
commercial.

Of ttle challengers, Jadzinski has 
been closest to city government He 
worked under several administrations 
as the city's police chief for years 
before giving up ttle post. The fkct 
that he is well-known In ttlecommunlty 
Is expected to play a big role in his 
challenge for ttle chief executive's seat. 

Several̂ of ttle council challengers 
are also well know. McCall has been 
a resident of ttle community for 20 
years and has been active tn Scouting 
and P-TA work. Mrs. Mary Parvu 
has lived In ttle community for 18 
years. Is an active businesswoman 
here, and is a member of ttle Chamber 
of Commerce and ttie P-TA. 

Anottier locally active candidate Is

Property owners in flie Novi school 
district will vote on an elementary 
school addition proposition Monday— 
the first bond proposal to go to ttle 
voters since approval ofttie high school 
addition in December of 1965. 

Voters-only property owners wlttlln 
the Novi district are eligible to vot&-
will cast their ballots at ttle Novi 
community building between 7 a.m.and 
8 p.m. Monday. 

Specifically, eligible voters will be 
asked to approve or disapprove a pro­
posed $480,000 Issue to pay for— 

-A six regular classroom addition 
to Orchard Hills elementary school; 

-Two special education rooms for 
mentally handicapped children; 

-Furnish and equip ttle classrooms; 
-Extention of ttle v l l l ^ sanitary 

sewer line to Orchard Ifllls school; 
-Improvement of the Orchard KIls 

and Nov! elementary school sites; 
—Renovation of the older part of' 

Novi elementary school; 
-Purchase of a future elementary 

school site. 
The $480,000 proposition, if ap­

proved. Is not expected to Increase 
debt retirement mlllage In Novi. Be­
cause ttle 1955 bond Issue has been 
paid In full and because of ttle growtil 
In equalized valuation of ttle district, 
the mlllage levy Is expected to remain 
at the current seven-mUI level. 

However, should income fall be­
neath ttle payment requirement, the 
board legally would be able to Increase 
ttie levy, officials explain. "It ap­
pears," Superintendent Thomas Dale 
said, "that ttle rate of Increase in 
valuation will continue and ttlat addi­
tional millage will not be required for 
tills project" 

The present SEV ov $23, 684,200 
Is expected to Increase to $25,000,000 
—or perhaps as high as $26,000,000 
—ttlis year. This valuation, officials 
explain, would more than cover the 
1968 total bond payment of $166,709. 
Next year when $195,259 willbe needed 
to cover bond obUgatlons, flle Income 
situation may run "pretty close" to 
the bonding outlay and could possibly 
mean a temporary Increase of from a 
fraction to one additional mill "but we 
don't think it will be necessary at 
ttlis time." 

If a "pinch" does occur It is 
likely to take place next year. In 
succeeding years ttle tax income from 
an increasing SEV is expected to ade­
quately cover bond obligations. 

The addition to Orchard Hills will 
be built on ttie souttieast wing of flie 
present bullding-a change from earlier 
plans to have it constructed in ttle rear 
of ttle building. This change, officials 
estimated, will result in a savings of 
some $12,000 because of ttle elimina­
tion of long enclosed corridor. It also 
Is preferred because It does not mean 
a reduction of ttie play area In ttie rear 
of ttie school. 

Cost of ttie two special education 

rooms for ttie mentally handicapped 
children will be relmbursedby Oakland 
county, which also will pay one-quarter 
of ttie teacher's salary. The state will 
pay the remaining three-quarters of the 
special education teacher's salary. 

Concerning flle sewer connection, 
flle board of education has stated flut 
flle overhaul of flle present drain field 
Is not feasible and probably would not 
be ^proved by ttie state healttl depart­
ment even if It were feasiole. Present­

ly, ttie school's sewage diig)osaI system 
Is overtaxed and could force a shutdown 
of ttle school before ttle year Is out, 
board members said. 

Construction of the school addition 
Is Imperative, Dale has said. He pointed 
out that with new home conshuction 
already underway, the addition will be 
filled to capacity as soon as it Is 
opened In ttle fall. 

Wittlout ttle addition, board mem­
bers have explained, ttle district will 
be forced to lease portable classrooms.

HAPPY ACRES, the country home 
of the William B. Walker, Jr., family 
set in the midst of the Apple Crest 
orchards on Eight Mile road, was the 
scene of the March meeting of the 
Base Line Questers society Monday 
afternoon.

It was announced at the meeting 
that this vintage home, its original 
portion being built

of the Northville 
Pre*yterian church. 

This year's home 
tour is to be on a Sat­
urday-- October 5 - and is under the 
chairmanship of Mrs. Albert Pfluecke. 

Mrs. Walker explains thatthe home 
was moved to its present stone founda­
tion back from Eight Mile road in 
1923, 11 years before the Walkers 
purchased the property and moved here 
from Grosse Pointe. 

The house, \vith its now-enclosed 
balanced porch wings, is a duplicate 
of Emerson's Old Manse in Concord, 
Massachusetts, Mrs. Beard told the 
Questers as they toured the home 
which still has some of the old fire­
places, including one in a master bed­
room.

He worked for the Ford Motor Company 
presently employed at the Lincoln plant, 
lives with his wife, Tettie Ruth, at 
2945 Maganser, has seven children, 
ranging from 25 to 18 months. 

1.1 have lived in Wixom 18 years 
and have made many friends. I worked 
with the first group of citizens to get 
our city incorporated, first as a village 
and later as a city. I was the first 
police chief and set up the first police 
department in the city. During the 
first period I worked without pay, 
used my own car, and enjoyed working 
with my many friends and neighbors. > 
I worked with and sometimes helped 
some of the other departments at 
city hall, so I have learned some-of 
the functions. I've learned a lot about 
people and how to get along with them. 
If I am elected your mayor I will try 
to perform the duties of the office to 
the best of ray ability for all the citi­
zens of Wixom. 

2. Wixom needs its citizens and its 
city government brought together in a 
closer, more friendly relationship. 
Some residents have lost interest in • 
what happens to their city, some are 
dissatisfied with its progress, and this 
is not good.

the citizens and the city officials, 
try to get more people to attend coun­
cil meetings so they will know what is 
going on in our city, and encourage 
them to come to city hall or the council 
with their problems so we can assist 
them. My desire Is to see Wixom 
become a united city - not a divided 
city - and develop all of its potentiali­
ties. 

Wesley McAtee 
Born In Detroit, he was graduated 

from Chelsea high school, has been 
resident of Wixom for 14 years, owns 
and manages an office supply firm in 
Plymouth, is completing his third term 
as mayor, lives with his wife, Betty 
Jean, and five children, ages 4 to 13, 
at 3031 West Maple road. 

1. Six years administrative back­
ground in ale City. Owned and operated 
two business for ten years. Entire 
working background in public relations 
work. I have been interested in the 
City of Wixom since its inception, 
served on the charter commission, 
and have been a resident for 14 years. 
I feel this puts me in a position of 
understanding the long-range problems 
and plans while still enabling me to 
look to future improvement, 

2. In my opinion the most important 
needs of the community are to continue 
the planning and development of the 
community as It is set up in our Master 
Plan and to be fully aware that many 
changes and offers of changes are to 
come before the planning commission 
and council In the future that could 
cause complete chaos in the work that 
has already been Initiated. 

3. I will continue the road program 
that has already been approved by file 
road commission and the\councIl. I 
will most certainly continue the recrea­
tion program that has found such 
success in our community.

1. Each candidate has his own 
reasons for seeking office. I do not 
claim to be any better qualified than 
my opponents. However, I do believe 
a change is needed, if for no other 
reason than to bring new ideas to the 
council table.

On Year-Round School 
Only 58 Respond 
To Questionnaire

Inconclusive is about the only way 
to describe reaction to tile year-round 
school survey questionnaire published 
by The Record-Novi News two weeks 
ago. 

Only 58 residents of tile Nortilvllle 
school district responded, five in Novi 
and one in tile Walled Lake district. 

While members of tiie Nortilvllle 
citizens study committee on tile year-
round school concept, who compiled tile 
results of tile survey, did not expect a 
great response, they nevertheless ex­
pressed displeasure tilat so few people 
concerned themslves with a subject of 
growing national importance. 

Neverflleless, tile committee, which 
plans to conduct a survey of its own 
closer to the study's completion, said 
the results will help it in making 
comparisons witil later responses. 

Those who did fill out the question­
naire, however, represented a good 
cross section of parents and non-
parents, retired, skilled and non-

C o m m e n t s 
Many respondents to tile year-round 

school survey made comments relative 
to tile questions. Here are samples of 
those comments: 

"But it seems as if now tile children 
are out of school more tilan in." 

"Having year round would not nec­
essarily improve the quality of tile 
teachers no matter how much we spend 
on taxes. Our school taxes are toohi^ 
now. We need less frills and more dis­
cipline, respect, and perserverance." 

"Would definitely not want children 
home in winter. Will not vote for higher 
taxes... taxes were doubled this year." 

"It's too hard for a student to find 
a job if he graduates younger than 17." 

"Schools should definitely be used 
year round, even if this plan does not 
go into effect ... summer and night 
school." 

"Believe you can have a year-round 
plan without drastically raising teacher 
salaries... team teaching idea." 

"Going to school in summer is not 
good for mental or physical healfll." 

"Eov, aire tiley going to prevent 
• splitting upif̂ mily vacations?" 

"How dp flie teachers feel about the 
plan? How is it going to save money? 
How are tiley going to get people to 
vacation in tile winter. Does tills mean 
that schools will not be used for rec­
reational purposes (parks and recrea­
tion)." 

"Eitiler the curriculum would be­
come Watered down or It would have to 
be enriched thereby losing any money 
saved by the year round plan. Can't 
see how money could be saved except 
on building costs. "The senior student 
of exceptional ability is already bored 
at Nortiiviile High; tills plan would 
surely prevent him from getting any 
special or enriched courses." 

skilled, and professional and non­
professional occupations. 

Most 43 to 13 -felt exploration of 
the year-round school concept is war­
ranted, and 42 to 16 indicated tiley had 
discussed tiie subject witil someone else. 

An interesting result, although cer­
tainly not a conclusive one, is that 
respondents apparently were concerned 
witil quality education than they were 
with the possibility of saving tax dol­
lars. 

Asked if they tilought a year-round 
program would save tax dollars, 29 
said yes, 25 no. Asked if tiley would 
favor it if it would improve quality 
education, 43 said yes, 13 said no. 

Forty-two affirmative answers and 
15 negative replies were given to tile 
question, would you favor year-round 
school if it improved quality education 
but would not save dollars? 

And, to tiie question, would you 
favor year-round school if it would 
save tax dollars but not improve the 
quality of education? 26 said yes, 
28 no. 

A preponderance of persons - 50 to 
5 - felt school facilities should be 
used more. 

Another interesting result was that 
a majority of respondents preferred a 
fall vacation. Thirty-six indicated fall, 
five winter, five spring, 29 summer 
and 14 had no preference. 

The fact that most persons recog­
nized that year-round school does not 
mean that their children would not at­
tend school year-round indicated, tiie 
committee felt, tilat they were fairly 
knowledgeable about the subject. The 
question and response was: Is it your 
understanding tilat year-round means 
your child will attend classes 12 months, 
11 months, nine months? Three said 12 
months, 13 said 11 montils, and 45 nine 
montils. 

To the related question, what do 
you know about tile year-round concept? 
21 said they knew nothing, 32 "little", 
and 22 "considerable". 

Other questions and answers were: 
If you had a choice would you choose 

to have all your children attend school 
and vacation at the same time? 56 yes, 
one no. 

If you had children attending school 
during tile summer, how would it affect 
your family life? 18 very much, 31 
slightly, and seven not at all. 

Would year-round school crfeatejob 
problems for your child? 10 yes, 26 no. 

What is tile youngest age at which 
your child should graduate? The 
answers ranged from 10 to 18, with 
most choosing age 17. 

Should teachers work year-round, 
35 yes, 18 no. 

All five of tile respondents in Novi 
indicated they felt exploration of the 
year-round concept is warranted. The 
single one from the Walled Lake dis­
trict said no. Likewise, all five said 
tiley believe school 
facilities should be 
used more, but the 
single reply said no.

Thieves labored mighty hard for 
very, poor wages at one Novi business 
place last Thursday night but made 
off with $138.04 after a second try at 
another establishment

A group calling itself "Citizens for 
Better Government" has announced 
intentions of establishing a permanent 
civic organization following the Wixom 
election.

Schoolcraft 

Data processing educa­
tors from six community 
colleges in southeast Mich­
igan will meet at School­
craft college on Friday, 
April 5, to explore means 
of improving computer re­
lated instruction programs 
being offered by their in­
stitutions. 

Oscar Poupart, data pro­
cessing instructor at 
Schoolcraft, said he had 
invited representatives 
from Henry Ford, Highland 
Park, Macomb, Washtenaw 
and Oakland community col­
leges to attend the meeting, 
which willbegin with lunch­
eon in the Lois L. Water­
man Campus Center. 

"This will be the first 
meeting of data processing 
instructors in this area," 
Poupart explained. "We 
intend to exchange informa­
tion about our curriculums 
to see if we are providing 
the best possible education 
in data processing, and to 
discuss ways of improving 
the programs. 

"We will also examine 
means of establishing reg­
ular communication among 
ourselves, and we'll spend 
some time discussing the 
possibility of exchanging 
time on our computers. 
This could be of great value 
in expanding the exposure 
of the student to various 
types of computers." 

Another Item on the 
agenda, Poupart said, would 
be discussion of a survey 
of what data processing de­
partments in businesses in 
the area require of pros­
pective employes. Poupart 
said such a study has been 
undertaken by Oakland 
Community college through 
the Data Processing Man-
ageme.nt association. 

The Schoolcraft instruc­
tor said the data process­
ing staff at Oakland has 
indicated it will make the 
results of the survey avail­
able to other community 
colleges. 

Faculty members and 
administrators of School­
craft college participated 
in a two-day campus-wide 
conference Friday and Sat­
urday, March 15 and 16, 
that was aimed at examin- . 
ing professional staff prob­
lems. 

Classes were dismissed 
on Friday to permitall staff 
members to participate. 

The conference, built on 
the theme: "GuideUnes to 
Action," was called by the 
Administrative Council 
which is composed of five ~ 
faculty members and five 
administrators and which 
is part of the college's in­
ternal governing structure. 

Purpose of the confer­
ence was to "promote mu­
tual understanding of 
professional roles and re­
lationships and to analyze 
and clarify professional 
staff problems" at the col­
lege. 

Roger A. Sutherland, 
chairman of the Biology 
division at Schoolcraft col­
lege, will attend the Confer­
ence on Science Education 
and the Junior college, in 
Chicago on March 29-30. 

The conference is spon­
sored by both the National 
Science Foundation and the 
American Association of 
Junior Colleges and willbe 
conducted concurrently 
with the NSF's annual pro­
ject director's meetiî . It 
will bring together 150 di­
rectors of NSP projects in 
college teaching programs 
wifll an equal number of 
science , Instructors and 
other 'representatives of 
two-year colleges through­
out the United States.

Moilday the 10-year-oId city of 
Wixom will coilduct all election for 
mayor and three council seats. 

There are two candidates for mayor 
and six seeking the three vacancies on 
the counciL 

It shapes up as a lively election. 
Wixom can be proud of the fact that its 
citizens display keen interest in com­
munity affairs. And at election time 
there's always an issue or two to attract 
a good crowd to a "meet the candi­
dates" night. 

I feel a particular attachment to the 
city of Wixom. You might say, I wit­
nessed its birth. Truthfully, it is a 
child of the Ford Motor Company, un­
wittingly tilough it may have been. 

When construction began, the giant 
Lincoln-Thunderbird plant site was 
located in Novi township. By the time 
the facility opened In 1957 it was paying 
property taxes to both Novi township 
and the newly Incorporated village of 
Wixom. 

Novi's ties were short-lived. Wix­
om soon cut them entirely by voting 
itself to city status. 

The tax plum was then exclusively 
Wixom's, and all that Ford stationery 
that once carried a Nov! address had to 
be tossed out in favor of Wixom. 

The incorporation maneuver caused 
some embarrassment for Ford PR men, 
who had been turning their good will 
charms in the direction of Novl. Undler-
standably, it also stirred antagonism 
between the governments of Novl and 
Wixom. 

Slowly, the communities have patch­
ed their differences and, if anything, 
Novi should have gained a valuable, 
though costly lesson. One day it must 
decide isllat price should be placed on 
the value of border protection. If It is 
high enougjl, voters will approve city 
incorporation; if not, they must be con­
tent to permit bordering cities to slice 
off choice parcels. 

The Wixom incorporation could 
serve as a thesis for a doctorate In 
local governmenL It was a masterpiece 
of democratic machinery in action; a 
maneuver pulled by individual strate­
gists at the grass roots* level, accom­
plished within the legal framework of 
the laws of the state and with the 
Intended goal well defined to and under­
stood by the electorate. 

It would appear, however, that some, 
even those among the designers of the 
Incorporation plan, have lost the spark 
that provided that Initiative. Or per­

haps they never realized that along 
with a tax plum comes responsibility; 
that progress presents challenges; that 
a harvest cannot be forever reaped 
without fertilization of the soil. 

It Is hoped that this group represents 
a nlinority. 

It would appear that they do. The 
majority has elected Mayor Wesley 
McAtee to three terms. Monday he is 
being challenged for a fourth. 

In his six years in office Mayor 
McAtee and his council have accom­
plished a remarkable record. If ever 
a mayor deserved a strong vote of 
confidence, it is McAtee. 

The Wixom council under McAtee 
has faced up to the responsibilities of a 
modern city. And, almost miraculously, 
it has done so without creating a tax 
burden to the individual. 

Consider this six-year record: 

~10 miles of street paving without 
special assessment; 

—a recreation program, strongly 
supported by volunteer directors, serv­
ing 150 youngsters and providing a 
hockey rink, tennis courts and soffljall 
diamonds; 

~40 miles of sanitary sewer lines 
designed to provide service to every 
resident of the 10 1/2-square-mile 
city and connected to a new treatment 
plant so located that one day It can be 
hooked into the county toterceptor 
system as projected in the county 
master plan. 

The latter project is particularly 
Impressive. It is being accomplished 
under a 30-year general obllgatlonbond 
that Mayor McAtee believes can be 
retired through normal millage .without 
special assessment. What's more, 
every Wixom resident can gain sewer 
service without a tapping charge. 

There are thousands of cities In file 
United States that would be proud to 
boast of tilat accomplishmenL 

Wixom today, of course, is blessed 
wifll a giant taxpayer that picks up 83 
per cent oftheannual$149,000prpperty 
tax levy. Its wise leaders realize fllat 
basic, necessary improvements will 
never come cheaper to the Wixom tax­
payer. 

It may be many yearsbefore history 
properly reflects file credit due Mayor 
McAtee for the job he'sdone in Wixom. 

But let's hope than on Monday tile 
citizens of tills area's city of tile future 
will record flleir appreciation at tile 
polls.

A P u b l i c O b l i g a t i o n 

To tile Editor: 
Mr. Robert A. Chapman's letter to 

the editor published on Thursday, 
March 21, demands a reponse. 

First, it should be pointed out tilat 
not one cent of the public tax dollar 
should be spent on non-public schools 
if such an expenditure would be un­
constitutional. However, a careful ex­
amination of legal and legislative pre­
cedent (G.I. Bill, Bus Bill, Tuition 
Scholarship Bill, Auxiliary Services 
Bill) and an examination of botil the 
United States and State of Michigan 
constitutions indicates clearly that 
grants to parents of non-public school 
children for secular subjects taught In 
such schools is a matter of right, not 
permissive, and ought not to be geared 
to available public funds. If we com­
mence wial tills premise, then shared 
time is a poor siibstitute, and what is 
necessary is recognition tilat tile gen­
eral public has a re^nsiblUty to pro­
vide a fair share of the educational tax 
dollar to the parents of non-public 
school children. 

We are not calling upon tile state to 
discharge a communal Christian re­
sponsibility. We Catilolics are calling 
upon the State and all of its taxpayers 
to recognize its and tileir obligation, 
too long overlooked and disregarded. 

I would challenge Mr. Chapman's 
assertion tilat "many parents have 
removed their childrenfrom the paroc­
hial schools because they are dissat­
isfied witil tile quality of religious 
education". I doubt tilat Mr. Chapman 
can provide the writer witil aily facts 
or figures to substantiate tills absurd 
charge, and I would surmise fllat tile 
same Is true of his ofller generalities, 
blatently set forth as fact. 

I would tilink that before Mr. Chap­
man would use the media of a news­
paper letter to state his personal 
views, he would preface tilem as such, 
and not attempt to speak for the Cath­
olic Community without the necessary 
information.

While "Redbook" may not be a 
highbrow magazine, it offers sometiling 
more tilan melodrama, escape from tile 
mundane world and exposes. It offers 
timely articles written for tile woman, 
some good and somebad, aninteresting 
assortment of fiction and tips on a var­
iety of feminine subjects, from hairdos 
to dinner for two. 

Perhaps tilat's tile reason \rily tills 
montlily magazine finds its way into the 
hands of considerable number of anxious 
skirted readers. And n*ile it won't have 
widespread, if any, appeal for men, it 
nonetheless provides an insight into 
what tile contemporary woman is read­
ing, less, much less about what she is 
thinking (as if anybody will ever know) 
and doing. 

Redbook is feminine, all right, from 
tile ads (lingerie, beauty salon tech­
niques, food stuffs, facial tissues, per­
fumes), to tile monfllly Young Motiler's 
story, to home furnishing and sewing, 
to particularly, tile articles, and even 
fiction, including short-short stories 
and a novelette. 

The-irgril issue is typical. Invari­
ably, a woman appears on tile cover, 
along with tile most provocative titles 
of stories witilin, placed against a solid 
background of blue, grey, pink or 
brown. 

Headlining tills montil's cover list, a 
disappointingly shallow expose Is "Why 
Wives Lie to Their Hu*ands." There 
are various reasons, but tile one most 
popularly invoked is tile fact that lying 
preserves harmony in the home, so 
tile Interviewer says. Women consider 
themselves infinitely better liars tilan 
tileir husbands, who are viewedby tileir 
spouses as overgrown boys incapable of 
lying - and getting away wifll i t 

Martin Cohen's techniques seem 
less tilan scientific, however, and his 
article, as a result, suffers from sup­
erficiality. The title actually belles 
the content. 

Of considerably more significance 
is Ted Sorenson's "A Special Report 
on tile Woman Voter," Therein he es­
chews tile political cliche tilat women 
form a female bloc at tiie polls, ready 
to decide issues on anemotlonalbasis. 
Women, he says after analysis of polls 
and issues, are as varied in tileir think­
ing and as independent as men. 

Spurned also is tile widely held 
view that women are decidedly more 
interested in domestic, ratiler tilan 
foreign issues, and especially the 
Vieblam war. In every poll Sorenson 
consulted, women were more vehement 
about the Vietnam than men and women 
espoused a quick peaceable settlement. 

What is unfortunate, Sorenson con­
tinued, is tile failure of women to exert 
tileir political influence by voting. Al­
though women outiiumber men, more 
men than women vote in national elec­
tions, and the margin is greater in tile 
Soutil where tile female attitude still 
prevails tilat politics is "man's busi­
ness." 

"Redbook" providesamontillypub-
lic platform for Margaret Mead, tiie 
noted antilropologist, and Doctor Ben­
jamin Spock, author of "Child Care" 
and more recently famous for his part 
in protesting tiie Vietilam war. 

In a continuing dialogue, Miss Mead 
speaks out frankly on marriage and 
advances a two-step marriage proced­
ure calculated to avoid broken homes: 
the first step being an "individual" 
marriage not involving children, witil 
the second step being "parental" mar­
riage, undertaken only by couples who 
have demonstrated tileir maturity. 

Reader replies to Miss Mead's 
prc^osal simply underscore varied 
opinions and lead to tile not surprising 
conclusion tilat "there is a problem." 

Dr. Spock addresses himself to . 
"Child Care" problems in a general 
way. While chances are he might cast 
light on a particular problem, his are 
common-sense answers tilat any rela­
tively intelligent person can answer 
after some deliberation. 

Aside from tile weak to strong non-
fiction articles, "Redbook" offers a 
consistently good dose of fiction, most 
of tile stories coming from name autil-
ors, such as Shirley Ann Grau, Jess-
amyn West and John Savage, and par­
ticularly oriented toward women and 
tileir problems. 

What does "Redbook" accomplish''' 
It informs readers of what's happen­
ing witil women, makes a woman feel 
tilat her individual problems in a com­
plex and changing world are not unique 
and bolsters tile female ego.

LANSING--A 12-montil school year 
will be adopted by the Durand School 
district in the fan of 1969. The district, 
located between Flint and Lansing, has 
an enrollment of 3,000. Progress of 
the extended school year will be closely 
observed by professional educator sand 
school officials throughout tile state. 
It is believed to be tile first year-round 
program used by a Michigan district 
since 1934. 

Although similar plans are under 
study, Durand is tile only district to • 
begin definite implementation of such 
a system. 

(NorthVille school board re­
cently launched a citizens study 
committee on the year-round con­
cept, one of the first such studies 
conducted by local school dis­
tricts In Michigan In recent years. 
In launching the study, the school 
board made It plain that It neither 
endorses nor opposes year-round 
school for NorthVille. It reserVes 
Its opinion until after the findings 
of the study are disclosed. The 
Record-NoVi News, which recently 
completed a series of articles on 
the year-round school similarly 
neither endorses nor opposes the 
concept. It, too, Walts for com--
pletion of the study committee. 
Ed.) 

Details have tobe worked out, but tile 
general concept is that students wiU 
attend only tile 180 days of school per 
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work of tough mowing, snow-throvvin'g. 
tilling, grading, hauling, leaf-collecting . . . 
and morel Three power take-offs provide the 
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center or rear-mounted attachments. 
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year required by law. Vacations would 
be staggered to smooth operation of the 
plan. 

A committee of educators, civic 
leaders and parents will determine tile 
most workable program. Problems 
such as coordinating vacations for 
families with many school children and 
increases in teachers' salaries will 
also be studied. The committee will 
consider four basic programs and vari­
ations from each: an 11-month opera­
tion; a quarterly system; a trimester 
system; and a "staggering-type" plan 
which Involves a complex system of 
classes. 

REDUCTION in overall costs is 
usually cited by advocates of-a 12-
month school year. Arguments in favor 
of such a plan include: use of school 
buildings tilroughout the year; full-time 
employment of teachers; smaller class­
es; diminishing need for new buildings; 
full use of facilities by communities. 
But it is not assured tilat tilese bene­
fits will result. 

While favoring a pilot program like 
Durand's, tile Michigan Education 
association worries about pitfalls of the 
12-montil system. Rather than tile four-
quarter system or tile 11-month opera­
tion, tile MEA feels an "extended 
summer school program" is more 
effective. 

Karl Ohlendorf, assistant execu­
tive secretary of tile MEA, points out 
that while the association favors ex­
perimentation in education, studies in 
Georgia, Florida and California have 
largely disproved the cost-savings 
theory. However, tile most recent study 
Is 10 years old. All have been conducted 
in warm climates, ^̂ 1lich adds air con­
ditioning to tile costs of summer ses­
sions. Ohlendorf adrnits, "Justbecause 
the plans haven't worked inotiler areas 
does not mean that it won't work in 
Durand. But expected savings won't 
necessarily occur." There Is much 
evidence to support tile MEA's conten­
tion. 

YEAR-ROUND sessions can cause 
many problems for botil school district 
and families. Vacation scheduling be­
comes difficult. New schools must still 
be built near new residential areas, or 
pupils must be transported to existing 
facilities, an expensive operation. Jani­
tors do not have tile summer months 
for involved maintenance work on 
floors, desks, plumbing, etc. 

Costs for botil labor and overhead 
rise when schools are open all year.' 
Students who attend school for 11 
montil periods could conceivably grad­
uate at 14 years of age. This would 
cause problems In employment and 
entering colleges. 
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Absenteeism is likely to rise. With 
one-fourth of all pupils always "on 
Vacation," tilere may be a greater 
temptation among tilose students in 
school to skip classes. 

For these and otiler reasons, tile 
MEA favors expanding summer school 
programs in many districts. Ohlendorf 
maintains tilat summer school is more 
acceptable to parents since student at­
tendance is voluntary. There are many

other benefits, he points out. Teachers 
have tile choice of teaching, furtilering 
their educations or spending tile sum­
mer witil families. This is especially 
important to women teachers witil small 
children, he says. 

School districts benefit since of­
ficials can use summer montils to plan 
curricula, programs and policies for 
the coming school year. People benefit 
since tiley can utilize school facilities 

for enrichment programs, recreation, 
work acceleration and student makeup 
for loss of credit. 

THE CONVENTIONAL nine-month 
school year evolved when society tos 
agriculturally oriented. Youngsters 
were needed during tile summer to help 
witil tile planting, tending and harvest­
ing of crops. This need is no longer 
important, but the nine-montil school 
system has remained. 

School officials in Durand note tilat 
the year-round system is currently in 
operation in New York and Florida. 
Community and teacher participation 
in planning the Durand program may 
make it more acceptable. If tile move 
does prove successful, other Michigan 
districts will certainly consider adopt­
ing the 12-month system. 

Vietnam Slow-down Predicted 
BABSON PARK, Massachusetts -

As we move toward tile opening of tile 
second quarter, tile economy is general­
ly strong. Gross National Product has 
shown good gains during tile tilree 
montils now ending, as have employ­
ment and personal income, tilough 
betterment did not reach earlier san­
guine expectations. 

Looking ahead into tile April-June 
period, we perceive signs of addi­
tional gains for the nation's business. 
Propelled by still rising military pro­
curement for Vieblam, sizable over­
all defense requirements, and heavy 
federal and otiler government spending, 
economic activity promises to move 
moderately higher. 

The supporting factors cited above 
will likely be augmented by still more 
bullish activity in tile steel industiry 
and well-maintained to possibly some­
what firmer over-all performance in 
otiler parts of tile private section of tile 
economy. 

To put it anotiler way, on balance 
second quarter business should be 
quite good, improving on the perfor­
mance chalked up in tile period now 
drawing to a close. But the rate of 
increase seems slated to slow down, 
and tile longevity of tile rise itself 
will be coming more and more into 
question as midyear approaches, 

VIETNAM - The war in Vlebum' and 
our military and economic Involvement 
in Southeast Asia will dominate Wash­
ington trends in tile coming quarter. 
While a cessation of hostilities is wide­
ly desired and eagerly sought by a 
number of ofller governments as well 
as our Awn, the reactive positions of 
both sides have hardened since tile 
Nortil Vietilamese Tet offensive vMch 
resulted in such heavy casualties to all 
combatants. Reluctantiy but resolutely, 
the President will probably move toward 
some furtiler buildup of military 
strength, but in tile second quarter he 
will, not approve anywhere near as large 
an escalation as tile generals are 
reported to be urging. 

MONEY AND INTEREST RATES-
We foresee some tightening In money, 
but certainly no massive crunch. How­
ever, tile Fed has moved to tighten 
availability moderately and tills will 
put upward pressure chiefly on short-
term interest rates. Long-terra rates, 
on tile ofller hand, will likely change 
little as a furtiler slackening in busi­
ness expenditures for new plant and 
equipment occurs. A tax boost would 
push tax-exempt interest costs lower. 

THE DOLLAR - The natiion's con­
tinuing gold drain and unfavorable bal­
ance of international payments are 
exti:emely -serious and will pose new 
challenges to tile government and to 
tile econoiny Itself over coming montils. 
There will, however, be no devaluation 
of tile dollar and no boost In tile $35-
per-ounce price of gold In tile second 
quarter. 

TAXES - In the wake of tile gold 
crisis, tile International bankers are 
Insisting tilat LBJ up taxes and cut ex­
penditures. Altilo the tax surcharge was 
marked for death, it could now be re­
vived. If tile President should conclude 
that we must again escalate dramatical­
ly in Vietilam, higher taxes could come 
by midyear, casting tileir shadows be­
fore tilem. 

FEDERAL SPENDING-Uncle Sam 
was all set to.shell out more money, 
witil national security expenditures 
predominating, ^en the Central Eur­
opean Bankers blew tile whistle. Spend­
ing at all levels of government will 
stiill enter new high ground, pushing tile 
annual rate close to tiie $200-billlon 
mark. However, foreign aid funds will 
be furtiler curtailed by Congress; and 
new federal programs enacted Into law 
to help cities, advance education, and 
promote civil rights will not approp­
riate anywhere near tiie amounts which 
advocates of these measures are pre­
sently pressing for. 

EMPLOYMENT AND UNEMPLOY­
MENT - A s Vietnam and oOier defense 
and security efforts place greater de­
mands on manpower, total employment 
will show a furtiler Increase, unem­
ployment will hover near what must be 
just about an Irreducible minimum, and 
tile shortage of skilled labor will be­
come more serious. 

LABOR PROSPECTS -Shortage of 
skilled help will place labor In a still 
more powerful bargalningposltion vis­
a-vis, management, with the squeeze 
hurting hard as over-all economic ac­
tivity gatilers more momentum. How­
ever, it Is well to remember that wage 
and price controls are being held in 
tile wings and will be Imposed If tiie 

economy should become overheated 
and/or our balance-of-payments sit­
uation more severely tilreatened. 

STRIKES - Labor walkouts may not 
capture quite as many headlines in 
tile second quarter as they have in some 
past periods, but tiley are sure to be 
fairly numerous and to cause some 
supply-demand dislocations In various 
sectors of the economy. At tills writing, 
the odds would seem to favor a steel 
strike around. midyear ... but if we 
should move toward anotiler large troop 
buildup in Vietilam with all tilat it 
would entail, tile likelihood of a steel 
stoppage would fade and anticipated 
heavy hedge-buying in tile April-June 
period would run well below present 
expectations. 

PERSONAL INCOME - Newly upped 
minimum wage rates and expanded so­
cial security payments will combine 
witil additional generous wage settle­
ments and high interest and dividend 
payments to lift incomes to new peaks 
... but inflation will cut into ttle gains 
as prices continue flleir uptick. 

RETAILING - If you're a retailer, 
your cash registers shouldbe ringing up 
a heartening increase in dollar sales. 
However, the boost' in actual turnover 
of goods may amount to not much more 
tilan half tile gain In dollar volume, 
owing to price increases. And unless 
you can manage to exercise strict con­
trol over costs, tile rise in profits 
versus the first quarter may well be 
disappointing. 

BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION-
Home building promises to show a sea­
sonal increase over tile first quarter, 
with lower-rental apartment units pre­
dominating because of high and still 
rising land, labor, and material costs. 
Cutbacks of spending for new plant 
and equipment and of appropriations 
for public buildings wiU put a damper 
on public and commercial construc-

. tion, tilough hospital building will 
likely show a furtiler good upturn in tile 
period under consideration. 

AUTOS - Here tile outlook is gen­
erally rated as good, tilough -no new 
boom is in tile offing. While we look for 
Improvement to be no more tiian what 
might normally be expected on a seas­
onal basis, tiie balance of factors does 
suggest a furtiler boost in profits. 

FARM PROSPECTS - Spring plant­
ings of barley, cotton, flaxseed, and 
rice will be Importantiy expanded, but 

tilere may be some cufcack in soybean 
acreage versus a year earlier as a 
result of the newly announced regula­
tions disqualifying soybean acreage 
for direct feed-grain payments. Farm­
ers' expenses are still pointing strong­
ly upward. For the tilree months just 
ahead, their gross income should show 
better gains tilan in the first quarter, 
but tile boost in net will not keep pace. 

PROFITS AND PROFIT MARGINS-
Profits appear to have made some 
worthwhile gains during tiie first ttiree 
montils of tills year, and there is good 
reason to expect that this will carry 
over into the second quarter. This 
assumes, of course, that any new fed­
eral taxes will not become operative 
until July 1 or later. Readers should 
be warned, however, tilat tile better 
profits trend we are forecasting is like­
ly to be of relatively short duration. 
How much it could be extended beyond 
midyear - even witiiout a tax boost -
is problematical, for labor and ma­
terials costs will continue to rise and 
profit margins will tend to narrow if 
vigilance over costs is not consistently 
maintained. 

INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS-Mean-
while, our international relations on tile 
whole are not faring well. In Latin 
America, our preoccupation witil Eur­
ope and Asia isbeing misinterpreted as 
disinterest in problems which are be­
coming more serious and more poten­
tially dangerous to tile peace of this 
hemisphere. Nor are we regarded much 
more highly in Europe, tile sfa-onghold 
of our moral support in years past. By 
and large, our friends among the Free 
World nations are looking-askance at 
our ambitious military stance in South­
east Asia and at our dilly-dallying and 
shillyshallying in fiscal matters while 
the fires of inflation burn brightly and 
the dollar teeters on tile brink of a 
devaluation isllich could well plunge 
the world into financial hirraoil and 
possibly also into a severe depression. 

DANGER OF PROTECTIONISM -
The Administration's proposals for 
severe restrictions on travel and trade 
abroad have triggered alarming of­
ficial and private attitudes and postures 
which could lead us down tiie road to 
fiscal ruin ratiler tilan up tile path of 
fiscal sanity. We are wiblessing now 
the beginnings of wllat could become a 
veritable barrage of propaganda de­
signed to persuade us to curtail our 
trade witil tiie rest of tile world in 
order to conserve our dollars and 
and help put our balance of payments in 
better shape. Hopefully, Congress will 
not be carried away by the Adminis­
tration's requests for restrictions 
on foreign trade and/or bravelorbyflle 
importunings of businessmen who see 
in such a move a way of escape from 
foreign competition. In tile long run, 
such restrictions would hasten - not 
delay - worsening of our economic 
position in the world, especially if 
they are not accompanied by sharp 
cufljacks in government spending. 

PERSONAL FINANCE - Altiiough 
botil business volume and profits will 
move up measurably in the second 
quarter, tile plus and minus factors 
simply do not add to anything like the 
start of a new boom in tile coming 
three months. The financial position 
of tile nation is precarious and beset 
by a big war which threatens to get 
bigger before it is finally ended. More­
over, international, political, economic, 
and military uncertainties have sel­
dom posed so many challenges to our 
government or to American citizens. 
Yet, despite all tiiese dangers and 

f distractions, there are opportunities for 
JjCittering yourr-own economic position. 
Today's higher incomes provide more 
Americans than ever before wifli great­
er choice anddiscretlonintiieir every­
day decisions on business investments, 
employment, purchases of necessities 
and more marginal items, and on tile 

buying and selling of securities.

'Happiest Millionaire': Biddle Biography 
Ajithony J . Drexel Biddle, on Wliose 

life Walt Disney's film musical, "The 
Happiest Millionaire," is based. Was 
a living contradiction to tlie old adage 
that money and tiappiness don't mix. 
A man of immense Wealth and eVer 
greater Vitality, Biddle threw himself 
enthusiastically into any project that 
caught his fancy. 

Take, for instance, his hobbies — 
Biddle collected punch-drunk prize 
fighters, ex-convicts, reformed drunks 
and al l igators . T h e al l igators he 
proudly displayed in tanks in the fam­
ily conserVatory.

spite of tlieiv nonconformist origin­
ality, the liiddle and Duke families 
portiayed in the film made significant 
contributions to American histo1"y-

A constant campaigner for national 
preparedness, Biddle trained United 
States Marines for hand-to-hand com­
bat in both World Wais I and II. Un­
til age 69, he personally grappled with 
young Marine boots, teaching them 
how to fight 

His self defense techniques Were 
also applied to Various law enforce­
ment agencies throughout the coun­
try. He taught 8,000 Philadelphia 
policemen hoW to take care of them-
selVes in dangerous situations. When 
the death rate of the ofticeis fell ap­
preciably, the F B I beckoned, and Bid­
dle taught agents all he knew about 
handling the moat desperate of char-
actei-s. 

Filmed in Technicoloi', "The Hap­
piest Millionaire" deals mainly with 
Biddle's domestic capers when his 
daughter, Coi-dy, created a nation­
wide social sensation by her marriage 
to Angier Duke, heir to the Duke to­
bacco fortune.

Wixom Voters Retain 2 Officials^ Oust Another 
A Ilear record number of Voters 

returned Wixom Mayor Wesley McAtee 
and Councilman Gunnar M»ttala to 
office Monday, but turned out Oscar 
Simmons in favor of two new council 
members - Mrs. Mary Parvu and Char­
les McCall. 

With 522 persons casting ballots-
76-percent of the 731 qualified electors 
- McCall led all candidates with 309 
Votes. 

McAtee won his fourth two-year 
term by a slim 41 Votes, defeating 
his challenger, Frank Jadzinski, form­
er Wixom police chief, 294-253, 

Mrs. Parvu was the fourth highest 
vote-getter with 251, followed by 
Wixom's veteran councilman, Mettala, 
with 246. 

Missing one of the three, four-year 
council posts by only 10 votes was 
challenger Neil Taylor, who garnered 
236 votes - 10 better than Incumbent 

Council Denies 
Cornwell Zoning 

Denial of a zoning change request 
and a decision to enter into an agree­
ment to supply sewer service to the 
New Walled Lake high school on Beck 
road were main points of business at 
the last meeting of the Wixom city 
council before Monday's election deter­
mined -members of the new council. 

Virgil Cornwell of Farmington, rep­
resenting Dr. Harold Glenn, sought 
council approval to rezone a 29-acre 
parcel at the northwest corner of Wix­
om and Charms roads to multiple-
family residential zoning. The parcel 
is presently zoned for single-family 
dwellings. 

Lacking recommendation from the 
planning commission to support his 
request, Cornwell argued that the land 
was not favorable to single family resi­
dences and that his intent to construct 
townhouse units did pose the best pos­
sible use for the land. 

Council discussion on the request 
made the same points established in 
denying similar requests made in the 
past. Main points of opposition express­
ed by the council were that the request 
was not in keeping with the master plan 
for the city and that the city has ade­

quate areas zoned for multi-family 
housing. 

The council voted unanimously to 
deny the request. 

Councilman Raymond Lahti called 
attention to a revision in abillnowwith 
a Michigan Senate committee that if 
passed into law would make drastic 
changes in Michigan law governing 
procedures for annexing land from one 
unit of government to another. The pro­
posed change would extend power of de­
cision to involve an entire township in 
voting on annexation. Presently only the 
city annexing the area and residents in 
the area being annexed are involved in 
the process. 

Acting on a motion by Lahti, the 
council voted to go on record against 
the proposal and to communicate its 
position to Representative Clifford 
Smart and Senator George Kuhn. 

The council approved a motion by 
Councilman Oscar Simmons to delay 
appointment to fill a vacancy on the 
planning commission until the new 
council is formed after the election. 

As a final action, the council ex­
pressed Its appreciation andbest wish­
es to outgoing Councilman Donald NIs­
sen, who did not seek re-election. 

City Tops Edison 
In Court Battle 

In a landmark decision, the Michigan 
Court of Appeals has handed the city 
oi WiXv.>in a • victory" in Its long­
standing court battle with the Detroit 
Edison company regarding the height of 
high-power transmission lines through 
the community. 

Specifically, the high court ruled 
that municipalities -- like Wixom - can 
lawfully adapt and enforce ordinances 
regulating ptibllc utilitie's in this'area. 

Ackley Gets 

A New Title 
Novi Village Manager Harold Ack­

ley had the title of street administra­
tor attached to his name Via a resolu­
tion approved by the village council 
Monday night. 

Ackley reported that he has been 
performing to considerable extent in 
that role and pointed out that the 
Michigan State Highway department 
requires that the village have a person 
named to that post. 

The duties, as described byAckley, 
Include acting as liaison person be­
tween the department of piiblic works 
and the highway department. The ad­
ministrator is also Involved with plan­
ning and scheduling construction and 
maintenance of streets and roadways. 

However, the Appeals Court returned 
the matter to the Oakland county circuit 
court for 'determining the "reason­
ableness" of Wixom's regulating or­
dinance. 

The court's 2-1 decision, which Is 
likely to have far-reaching conse­
quences so far as public utilities are 
concerned, had been long In coming. 
The city's attorney. Gene Schnelz, 
had arped the matter In court well 
over a year ago. 

Municipalities throughout Michigan 
had been eagerly awaiting the court's 
decision, ' although most community 
officials had doubted that Wixom would 
win the case. 

Even Schnelz was not convinced 
Wixom would win, despite his conten­
tions that the city had a "very good 
case" 

Detroit Edison argued that munici­
palities had no legal jurisdiction In 
regulation of utilities and that such 
regulations were solely the responsi­
bility of the Michigan Public Service 
commission. 

In effect, the high court decided 
that municipalities could reglflate, but 
that the "reasonableness" of specific 
regulations Is a matter for lower 
court determination. 

Wixom's ordinance provides that 
transmission lines and cable towers 
cannot be more than 100 feet high 
except when reviewed and specifically 
approved by the city. 

Simmons. Mrs. Kathryn Miner, another 
political newcomer, finished with 195 
votes. 

Councilman Donald Nissen, elected 
four years ago, did not seek re-election. 

Simmons' defeat ended an eight-
year reign that began in 1960. 

Almost as significant as Simmons' 
defeat was Councilman Mettala's nar­
row victory. Active in Wixom govern­
ment since the early formation of the 
village and later of the city, he had 
finished high in previous elections. 

Jadzinski, well-known by many re­

sidents of the community, gave McAtee 
a real race as well. The mayor had 
won re-election in an uncontested race 
t̂ vo years ago. In 1964 he won easily 
over former Justice of Peace William 
Welke, and in 1962 he first won the 
top post by defeating the late Mayor 
Donald Brooks. 

McCall, Mrs. Parvu and Mettala 
will join Mrs. Lottie Chambers, Ho­
ward Coe and Raymond Lahti, who 
did not face re-election this year, 
at the council table. The new council 
composition is a first in the com­

munity's history, with two women serv­
ing at the same time. In fact, Mrs. 
Parvu is only the second woman to 
win an elective post in the city. Mrs. 
Chambers was and still is the first. 

Monday's Voter turnout is the high­
est since 1964 when a record 564 
voters returned Mettala and Simmons to 
their council seats. Only 273 persons 
cast ballots In the February primary, 
and 321 persons voted in 1966. Mon­
day's Vote included 21 absentee ballots. 

Of the two new council members, 
McCall has been a resident of the 

community the longest. A generalfore-
man at the General Motors Proving 
Grounds in Milford, he has lived in 
Wixom for 20 years. He lives with his 
wife, Evelyn, and two teenage sons at 
3884 West Maple road. Two older sons 
and one daughter are married. 

Mrs. Parvu has lived in Wixom for 
the past 18 years. She works with one 
of her four sons in operating a flower 
and gift shop in the community. She 
and her husband had previously operat­
ed a general store in Wixom. She lives 
at 3645 West Maple road.

Voters OK $480,000 
School Bond Proposal 

Despite a growing state-wide trend 
to turn down school mlllage proposals 
and bond Issues, Novi taixpayers ap­
proved a $480,000 bond proposal here 
Monday by a two to one margin. 

With 361 voters going to the polls, 
the property owners of the Novi school 
district approved the local proposition, 
which provides for an addition to Or­
chard Hills elementary school, 247-112, 
with two ballots spoiled. 

From January 1 and March 24, vot­
ers in Michigan had turned down ,42 
of 73 mlllage and bond issue proposals 
in the state. 

School officials met with the archi­
tect Tuesday to begin preparations of 
detailed drawings of the planned addi­
tion. Next steps will be to apply to the 
Municipal Finance commission for per­
mission to sell bonds - which usually 
takes four to six weeks, sale of the 
bonds, and then advertise for bids. 

Bids are not expected to be taken 
until June, Superintendent Tho.Tlas 
Dale said. 

In approving the bond Issue, voters 
agreed tc pay Tor — 

—addition of six regular class­
rooms; 

-•Two special education rooms for 
mentally handicapped children; 

—Furnish and equip the class­
rooms; 

—Extension of the village sanitary 
sewer line to Orchard Hills school; 

—Improvement of the Orchard ffllls 
and Novi elementary school sites; 

—Renovation of the older part of 
Novl elementary school; 

—Purchase of a future elementary 
school site. 

The $480,000 Is not expected to 
increase tile present debt retirement 
millage in Novi. Because the 1955 
bond Issue has been paid In full and 
because of the growth In equalized 
valuation of the district, the millage 
levy is expected to remain at the cur­
rent seven-mill level. 

However, should income fall be­
neath the payment requirement, the 
board legally can Increase the levy. 
"It appears," Dale said before the 
election, "that tile rate of Increase In 
valuation will continue and that addi­

tional millage win not be required for 
.tills project."

Voters will return to tile polls in just 

two more montils -- tills time for tile 
annual school election of school board 
members. 

The June election holds special sig- -
niflcance tills year since tile board 
of education win be Increased from 
five to seven members. 

Terms of Board President Artilur 
Heslip, who has been lU for several 
months and Russen Taylor, wlU ex­
pire, and two additional seats will be 
added to tile ballot. 

Two of ttle four seats wIU be for 
tilree-year terms, the remaining two 
for four-years. After tile June elec­
tion, terms of all board seats will be 
for four years. 

Nominating petitions are nowavail-
able at tile board of education office 
in the high school. Deadline for filing 
tilem Is May 10. 

school tax, which would not be affected 
by becoming a city otiler tilan tilat 
tile tax would be collected by the city 
treasurer's office instead of tile town­
ship. Winter tax also includes a town­
ship tax of .97 mills and flle library 
tax of .5 miUs. 

The summer tax includes the village 
government levy of 5 mins. 

Summer and winter taxes do involve 
some duplication. Namely, tiley support 
two governments (township and viUage), 
including tvio treasurers, two attor­
neys, two tax rolls, two clerks, two 
voter registration rolls, two land as­
sessment records. 

Becoming a city would dissolve botil 
township and village governments and 
create a new city government tilat 
would perform tile combined functions 
of botil the vUlage and township. 

2. Q-Last week it was stated tilat 
Novi has had'three annexations from 
NorthviUe and one annexation from 
Wixom. You neglected, however, to 
report the amount of money paid by 
these two cities to Novi for its land. 
Please answer. 

A--In tile process of annexation, 
the township or viUage from which 
annexations take place do not "get paid" 
for their land. On tile contrary, under 
tile laws of annexation tilere is a divi­
sion of assets of the community losing 
property based on flle ratio of popula­
tion and area of tile land annexed. 

These people 'annexed people', like 
all other residents of tile community, -
do in fact own part of tile assets of 
the comm'dnity from which tiley are 
detached -such as library, fire engines, 
P'Dlice cars, etc. Specifically, Novi 
township paid $3,000 to NorthviUe for 
annexation. The one annexation to 
Wixom, involving the Lincoln plant 
property, resulted in $25,000 being 
paid to Wixom by Novl. 

3. Q-What new faciUtles win be 
required If Novi becomes a city? 

A-It is the opinion of officials tilat 
no new faciUties wouldbe required. To-
getiler, tile township and tile village 
already have all tile facilitlesnecessary 
to carry on the legally required duties 
of a city. These include Are, poUce, 
public works and building and inspection 
departments, manpower and equipment 
superior to some surrounding com­
munities, and a public library. 

May 6 Deadline 
A narrow 3-2 vote extending opera­

tions of a controversial landfill on 
Eight Mile road, a letter from an 
attorney representing tile Novl Police 
Officers association asking recognition 
as bargaining agent for officers em­
ployed by tile village, and announcement 
of a legal maneuver by Novi township 
officials seekingapermanentinjunction 
against an election on Incorporation as 
a city were among knotty issues on the 
agenda at Last Monday's \illagecouncU 
meeting. 

Operators of tile Munn landfill, 
located on property owned by former 
village president PhUIp Anderson at 
50250 West Eight Mile, were granted 
extension of permit to May 6 - tile date 
of tile next council meeting. 

'An earlier extension, granted during 
a stormy council session on March 3 
that saw anumber of citizens protesting 
tile operation, expired last Monday. The 
March 3 action setforthtiiatanyfurfller 
extension would hinge on approval of 
the Novi poUce, tile Novi board of ap­
peals, and tile Oakland county sanitation 
officer. 

John York, representing flle landfill 
operators, had flle O.K. from Oakland 
county officials, a qualified approval 
from the board of appeals, and event­
ually received clearance from Novi 
Police Chief Lee BeGole for flle renewal 
request Monday nl^t. 

York failed to convince Councilmen 
WUliam Duey and Raymond Evans, who 
had toured flle site and adjacent prop­
erties last Saturday. Evans and Duey 
voted to deny flle extension, while Pre­
sident Ray Harrison, and Councilmen 
Leo Harrawood and Young favored 
granting tile second short-term exten­
sion. 

Evans and Duey both reported that 
evidence tiley saw while touring the 
site last Saturday Indicated fllat flle 
conditions set forfll at tile March 3 
council meeting were not being com­
plied witil. 

York commented that a hlg^ wind 
Saturday, could have caused papers to 
blow about. Duey responded tiiat bags 
of paper which had apparency been 
gatilered by cleaning operations foUow-
ing earlier complaints stUl Uttered 
nearby properties and had tile appear­
ance of being In the scattered loca­

tions for several weeks. 

York argued that a major part of 
the operation was nearly complete and 
tilat he might finish the present stage 
In one week. 

Dave Pink, who owns property adja­
cent to the landfill, questioned York 
about tile time needed. Pink said he 
would witildraw opposition If tile op­
eration would be complete in so short 
a time. 

Under repeated questions from 
Pink, York failed to give an accurate 
estimate of time needed. 

In giving Its approval to continue 
operations, the board of appeals voted 
that the approval recognized the nearly 
completed stage. Chief BeGole with­
drew his objections when York stated 
tilat cramped quarters at tile site now 
prevented using trucks that have been 
the cause of roadway Utter that have 
caused problems for Novi police in en­
forcing laws requiring trucks to haul 
covered loads. 

Duey stated that in his opinion flle 
operator was seeking to squeeze the last 
drop of profltfrom tile operation ratiler 
than comply with regulations. Duey 
maintained that because of tile lagoon, 
and law governing tile filling of same, 
the filling witil trash and Utter should 
be halted now and flle shift to clean, 
inert fill be made. 

A letter from Arnold Shifman, In-
. troducing Shifman as attorney for flle 
Novi Police Officers association, re­
quested recognition of the association as 
sole bargaining agent in matters of 
employment for officers. 

Village Attorney Howard Bond ad­
vised flle councU tilat any action on 
their part must take Into considera­
tion recent developments in statutes 
and decisions on fair labor practices. 
He advised council against any meet­
ings on an employer-employee basis, 
or offer of salary increases fllat might 
possibly be judged as unfair or intimi­
dating practices. 

After some discussion, that included . 
an expression of concern about the 
village budget planning, tile council 
unanimously approved a motion by 
Councilman Evans to write a letter to 
Shifman requesting tilat an election be 
held to determine tiie qualifications of 
tile organization asbargaining agent for 
the officers. 

Officials Question 
'Qty' Battle Cost 

Questions on the actual cost in 
terms of Novi village and township 
taxpayers' doUars appeared again at 

. the Novi ViUage council meeting Mon­
day night. 

Councilman Raymond Evans put tile 
question to city attorney Howard Bond 
immediately after Bond reported that 
township officials had again forced flle 
village intocourtbyattemptlngtoobtain 
a permanent Injunction against holding 
an election on Incorporation as a city. 

Bond described the latest action as 
"harassment," explaining it as an 
action tilat seeks to renew a question 
that has been settled judicially. 

Scheduled for an appearance in court 
Wednesday morning, to contest flle 
township's move for an injunction, Bond 
was given aufllority to immediately 
take legal measures he deemed approp­
riate after the appearance witilout wait­
ing to meet witil tile council. 

The motion by Councilman Leo ffiir-
rawood to give Bond ttlat auttlorlty 
passed witilout a dissenting vote. 

Evans did not obtain a detailed spe­
cific ans'.ver to his question on cost 
in terms of taxpayers' dollars of tile 
lengtily legal war between ttle village 
and township. 

Bond told tile council that his work 
to defend tile upcoming election against 
tiie latest move by the township might 
cost $100 for time in court Wednesday 
morning. He pointed out tilat If flle 
judgment should go against tile village 
and appeal action Is taken by the 
village, the cost might run to $500 or 
$700 dollars. The actual cost would 
be dependent on time expended In 
mounting the appeaL 

"When we go tills route several 
times It adds up to a few tilousand 
dollars. It must be costing the town­
ship about tile same," Evans said. 

Witilout commenting on tile possible 
cost of Utlgation to ttle township forces, 
Bond said ttlat one way to put an end 
to the expense of Utlgation would be to 
let ttle question of city Incorporation 
come to a vote by the people and to 
abide by the results. 
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
