it now has an estimated population of 
8,000. At census time, the city of 
Northville had a population of 3,967; 
the city of Farmington, 6,880; tte 
city of Walled Lake, 3,550; tte city 
of Soutt Lyon, 1,753; and tte city of 
Wixom, 1,531. 

(In last week's answers, based upon 
the latest Information available ttroug^ 
tte Michigan Municipal League, it was 
noted that Novi was one of three 
villages remaining In Michigan wItt 
populations of more than 5,000. How­
ever, It has been brought to our at­
tention that Rochester last year voted 
to Incorporate as a city. Therefore, 
Novi Is one of but two villages re­
maining In Michigan witt populations 
of more ttan 5,000). 

3. Q-l missed tte voter registra­
tion wagon in our area last Saturday. 
What do I do. now? 

A--lf you are not now a registered 
voter in Novi and you wish to vote in 
the cityhood election on May 20, you 
must register at tte village clerk's 
office on Novi road by tomorrow (Fri­
day, April 19). Her office will be 
accepting registrations until 8 p.m. 
Friday night.

The Novi village council Monday 
night set May 8 as date for public 
hearing on tte 1968-69 budget, select­
ed a new planning consultant, made 
an appointment to tte board of appeals, 
and requested election procedures of 
tte newly-formed Novi Police Officers 
association. 

The council also passed an ordin­
ance adopting a fire-prevention code 
for the village. 

Facing a May 13 deadline for com­
pletion of budget, and arranging for 
working sessions prior to tte pilbllc 
hearing date, tte council picked tte May 
8 date after Village Clerk Mabel Ash 
reminded tte council that working close 
to tte deadline had in tte past caused 
last-minute measures such as getting 
a councilman from his sickbed to ob­
tain a quorum. 

The council selected tte firm of 
VlUIcan & Leman & Associates of 
Southfield to serve as planning con­
sultants. Village Attorney HowardBond 
was directed to notify the firm that 
tte council was prepared to enter into 
a contract under terms detailed In a 
proposal submitted to tte council. 

The village has been wittout tte 
services of a planning consultant for 
several weeks, while tte plannlngboard 
faced an agenda heavy wltt builders' 
requests seeking approval of plans 
in various stages of preparation. 

The action to engage Vllllcan & 
Leman was unanimous. Councilman 
William Duey commented: "This is one 
of tte council's most Important re­
sponsibilities. Decisions made now in 
tte area of planning will have affect 
on everyone living in Novi now and 
far Into tte future."

In deciding to request an election 
to among members of tte police of­
ficers association, which seeks deslg-
natton as sole bargaining agent for 
officers employed by tte village, tte 
council was responding to a letter 
from tte association's attorney. 

In earlier action, uponbelnglnform-
ed of tte formation of tte association, 
tte council requested tte election In 
keeping wltt laws and regulations es­
tablishing recognition as sole bargain­
ing agent. 

Monday nl^t tte council was in­
formed via a letter from tte associa­
tion's attorney, Arnold SMf man, ttatall 
Novi police officers, exceptlilg Chief 
Lee BeGole, were members of tte 
organization and that the association 
should be recognized wittout tte 
formality of an election. 

After discussing tte request, tte 
council directed Bond to reply that tte 
council desires tte officers association

Disappointment was tte first re­
sponse of spokesmen for tte newly 
formed Novi Police Officers associa­
tion to tte council's request for an 
election to establish recognition as 
bal^ilnlng agent for officers. 

Association PresIdentGeorgeBfeSi 
said tte council's request for an elec­
tion, after being made aware ttat 
all fuU-time officers employed by tte 
village have made known tteir desire 
to be represented by tte association, 
could cause a needless delay of tte 
Inevitable recognition. 

"We are upset a bit, tte delay could 
prevent negotiation under this year's 
budget planning, which could mean 
anotter year wittout reaching a satis­
factory working agreement," Biggs 
said. 

Despite tte expression of dis­
appointment, Biggs saidtteassociatioa 
welcomed tte election. 

"We are law enforcement officers, 
law-abiding citizens and will most 
certainly comply wltt tte laws govern­
ing our association. However, we shall 
expect tte council members to cooper­
ate so that our recognition can be 
finalized at tte earliest date possible. 

"After tte election we shall expect 
tte council to recognize tte associa­
tion to tte fuU extent of tte-law. We 
shall expect tte council to meet wltt 
our representatives and begin negotia­
tions at tte earliest date possible." 

to hold tte election in accordance witt 
procedures of tte National Labor Re­
lations board. 

Councilman Raymond Evans said tte 
council's request for tte election 
should in no way be interpreted as 
animosity toward the officers or tte 
association. 

"The election serves to protect 

bott parties," Evans said. 'Tt is tte 
only way to bind both parties to con­
tract terms for a period of one year. 
It protects bott parties against man­
power changes. If we adhere to step-
by-step procedures bott parties are 
protected against future difficulties 
ttat can arise." 

The ordinance adopting tte fire-

prevention code was passed under 
emergency ordinance provisions that 
provide for terms oftte code to become 
effective on publication. Consisting of 
guidelines for municipalities establish­
ed by insurance underwriters, adoption 
of the code was recommended to the 
council by Bond and Fire Chief Fred 
Loynes.

The job corps, according to Mrs. 
Norris, is mostly for young men and 
women who are out of school and can­
not find work. In job corps centers 
they receive basic education, job train­
ing, and the experience to develop good 
work habits. They receive room and 
board, clothing and g)ending money 
of $30 a month. 

When they leave the center they 
receive $50 for each month of satis­
factory service in the job corps. 

Any young man or Woman between 
the ages of 16 and 21 can apply for 
the job corps in one of two kinds of 
centers: one located on public land 
land such as national parks and for­
ests, or one located in or near large 
cities. In the former, students learn 
carpentry, forestry work, build roads 
and make trails while improving their 
reading and writing. In the latter, 
they are trained to work In offices, 
hospitals, stores, beauty shops, res­
taurants, nursery school and others. 

Movies, athletics, games, libraries 
and various other kinds of entertain­
ment are available at all centers. 

"The corps is entirely voluntary 
and any one can leave at any time," 
she said. "If he stays in the job corps 
and completes his training he will be 
better able to get a job, return to 
school or join the armed services."

To the really convillced Cllristiail, 
Easter is the (3ay of days. No human 
voice can fashion a worthy praise for 
so great a day and so great a victory. 
And the strange paradox is that this 
day was born in an ancient graveyard 
the Lord of Glory. Perhaps never since 
that day have we needed Easter more 
than now. Let us never forget in this 
uncertain age that it was precisely at 
the world's darkest moment that flle 
great Light burst upon the souls of men. 
And if Easter could dispel the dark­
ness of that day, it can dispell the 
darkness of our world as well. In a 
few short days you and I will celebrate 
the Christian answer to the great 
despair of the world. "Now is Christ 
risen from the dead and become flle 
first fruits of them that slept." 

0 how we need this message of 
victory! Consider the transitoriness of 
life. When we were young life seemed 
like an unbroken road of opportunity, 
but as we grow older we awake to 
the insecurity of our mortal life. We 
have our ups and our downs. Nations 
rise and fall. Saints are raised up; then 
stilled. Men live and dream and love 
under the sun, and then they die and 
are heard no more.

Northville Police activity continued 
its upward climb during the month of 
February, boosting the total number of 
police calls for flle first two monflls of 
the year to above the 1,000 mark. 

According to tile activity report of 
the department introduced to tile city 
council Monday, calls totalled 1,063 
through February compared to 924 
last year during tile same period. A 
total of 500 calls were received In 

February compared to 372 in February 
of 1967. 

Of the calls in February, 54 con­
cerned township matters, the remain­
der inside tile city. 

Although few major crimes were 
investigated in February, an increase 
was noted. Assault and battery cases 
increased from zero (1967) to seven 
and rape from none to one. Breaking 
and entering cases were cut to zero 
from tilree reported last year. 

Attempted breaking and enterings 
were up from none to two; larceny of 
$100 or more up from two to tiiree; 
larceny under $100 up from eight to 
nine; vandalism up from six to eight; 
and bad checks, up frolll none to five. 

Cases of disorderly conduct were 
up from zero to four, disorderly-drunk 
from five to nine, minors in possession 
of alcoholic beverages from one to 12,

C o l l e g i a n s V o t e A g a i n s t W a r 

Schoolcraft college students have 
changed their minds about the Vietnam 
war and want to see a gradual withdraw­
al of American forces from tile con­
flict. 

In an opinion poll taken last week 
(April 2) during flle spring Student 
Senate elections, students reversed 
their stand of last October when a 
majority approved escalation of the 
war effort. The students voted better 
tilan 2-to-l in favor of withdrawal. 

In the presidential races. New York 
Senator Robert Kennedy again was 
the student favorite, but Wisconsin Sen. 
Eugene McCarthy polled strongly 
among four Democratic candidates on 
the straw ballot, including Pres. John­

son and former Alabama Gov. George 
Wallace. 

Among Republicans on flle ballot, 
students favored Richard Nixon by a 
slight margin over New York Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller. 

On campus issues, flle students left 
no question of their desire for the 
college to field a football team, ap­
proving the idea of a varsity grid 
squad by a five to one margin, 324 to 
60. 

The vote on the Vietnam question 
was 226 in favor of gradual withdrawal 
(in October 20 students voted for de-
escalation and 63 voted for complete 
withdrawal). 111 in favor of escalation 
of tile war effort (124 wanted to step-up 

the fighting last October) and 46 in 
favor of maintaining the present policy 
(65 approved a stand-pat position last 
fall). 

The four Democratic candidates on 
the straw ballot polled 298 votes against 
128 votes for three Republicans, reflect­
ing a shift away from tile GOP side 
of the ballot since October when Gov­
ernor Romney was a prospective can-i 
didate. 

The tally: Kennedy 142; McCarthy 
85; Johnson 31; and Wallace 40, among 
the Democrats; and Nixon 66, Rocke­
feller 59 and California Gov. Ronald 
Reagan 3, among Republicans. In Oc­
tober, Reagan and Nixon polled 45 votes 
each. 

five, juvenile arrest from none to one, 
impounded vehicles from ilone to 15, 
miscellaneous traffic cases from ilone 
to six, and arrests for ofller depart­
ments from none to five. 

Missing and recovered persons 
cases were up from none to one, ani­
mal complaints up from 20 to 33, and 
dog and cat bites up from none to tilree.

Altogether, the police department 
made 53 arrests in February - and 
leading flle way in tile types of offense 
were minors in possession cases (16). 
The next two greatest offenses leading 
to arrests were disorderly person-
drunk (8) and miscellaneous traffic (7). 

Of the 15 impounded cars, eight of 
them resultedbecauseofminorsinpos-
session cases. Two were abandoned.

Superintendent Spear informed flle 
board ttlat resignations effective the 
end of the 1967-68 school year have been 
received from Mr. Edward Mollema, 
High School, Mr. Charles Yahne, High 
School, Mrs, Molly Shoup, Junior H i ^ 
School, and Mrs. Judifll Weldy, Junior 
High School. 

Superintendent Spear presented flle 
board wifll a detailed analysis of Pro­
fessional Staff Needs for the 1968-69 
school year, which Included a recom­
mendation for seven additional teach­

ers: fllree at the High School, two at 
ttle Junior High, and t:voatthe Element­
ary level. (Appendix I to fllese minutes) 

Motion No. 68-185 by Mr. Deibert, 
supported by Mr. Kipfer, that action to 
aufllorize the employment of additional 
teachers be postponed until the next 
Board meeting, and that the Superinten­
dent be requested to schedule a Board 
Work Session for discussion of same in 
the interim. Motion arried. 

Superintendent Spear suggested 
March 19, 1968, 7:30 p.m. asadateand 
time for the desired Board Work Ses­
sion, to be held in flle Board Confer­
ence Room. Board members agreed 
to Mr. Spear's suggestion. 

Superintendent Spear reviewed cir­
cumstances relative to requested Board 
action to send a member of the teaching 
staff to the National Science Teachers 
Association Convention in Washington, 
D.C. Mr. Froelich questioned flle nec­
essity for Board action in matters of 
this kind and expressed flle opinion 
that the board silould anticipate honor­
ariums, awards, or attendance of Staff 
at out-of-to\vn functions, and allow flle 
Administration latitude to effect fllese 
witilin file realm of good judgment. Mr. 
Kipfer pointed out ttlat flle current policy 
requiring board action inttlese matters 
is a holdover from days when the Dis­
trict was smaller. He concurred ttlat 
under present conditions, the Adminis­
tration is better qualified to judge 
these kinds of things. The Superinten­
dent indicated assent to ttle aforemen­
tioned suggestions and expressed \vill-
inpess to rewrite policy governing 
the subject under discussion, to submit 
for board approval. 

Motion No. 68-186 by Mr. Kipfer, 
supported tiy Mr. Froelich, fllat the 
superintendent be aufllorized to send 
a member of the teaching staff to file 
National Science Teachers Association 
Convention In Washington, D.C., on 
March 29 - April 2, 1968. Motion 
carried. 

In an oral report to the board. Sup­
erintendent Spear comlnented that rel­
ative to tileboard's selection of a school 
site \vittlintile confinesof the Thompson-
Brown plat souttl of Six Mile road near 
Bradner road, development of relo­
cation of the site had not progressed 
sufficientiy to present to the board at 
the March 11 meeting, but would be 
ready for the March 25, 1968 board 
meeting. 

Superintendent Spear opened dis­
cussion of a proposed development pro­
ject by M.irc Alan, Inc. north of Nine 
Mile road, east of Taft road, which 
would contain 140 acres with potential­
ly 317 single dwellings and 240 multiple 
dwellings, producing anticipated student 
population of 200-plus elementary-age 
children. Mr. Spear cited tile advis­
ability of seeking two school sitesfrom 
the developer; one tentatively identified 
and the ofller to be established pending 
further progress \vith the proposed 
development in fllat area. 

Member Orphan registered initial 
dissent mth the Superintendent's pro­
posal to negotiate for two sites,but 

v̂iflldrew objection when it was empha­
sized that no commitment to location 
of a second site would be involved at 
this time, only negotiation for tvo 10-
acre sites along the lines pursued wifll 
Thompson-Brown in tile Six Mile road 
development. Mr. Johnston encouraged 
tile administration to enlist flle support 
of the Novi Planning Commission in 
prevailing upon the developer to assist 
the Northville School district as much 
as possible in this matter. 

Motion No. 68-187 by Mr. Kipfer, 
supported by Mr. Deibert, that tile 
Superintendent be aufllorized to enter 
into negotiations for two school sites 
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within flle proposed housing develop­
ment areas nortil of Nine Mile road, 
east and west of Taft road. Motion 
carried. 

Miss Panattoni, Curriculum Co­
ordinator, briefly reviewed a Boat 
Safety Program established as tile re­
sult of a letter (referred to earlier 
in this meeting) from tile Wayne coun­
ty Sheriff, indicating tilat state legis­
lation passed in 1967 makes it manda­
tory for persons aged 12 tilrough 15 
years (inclusive) to attend and pass a 
State certified course in safe boating 
prior to operation of a motor boat in 
excess of six horsepower, except when 
accompanied byapersonl6yearsof age 
or older. Miss Panattoni informed the 
board that classes in safe boating are 
slated to begin in April at the Cooke 
Junior High School, after school hours. 
It was indicated tilat a bulletin of 
specifics, togetiler with enrollment 
procedure, would be sent home v̂ifll 
children of flle appropriate age group 
this week. 

At flle request of the superinten­
dent. Miss Panattoni submitted a 
written report to the board concern­
ing a "Basic Education" program es­
tablished at the high school this past 
year, in order to provide flle board an 
insight into the happenings resulting 
from a reorganized curriculum. An an­
alysis of the program indicated its 
origin in the English Department un­
der Miss Panattoni's direction. Witil 
other interested teachers, the program 
evolved to include tiasic courses in 
social studies and matilematics as well 
as English. Miss Panattoni attributed 
much credit for tile success of this 
program to Mr. Jim Hudson, High 
school teacher, for his leadership; to 
the commitment of teachers, and to the 
administration and Board of Education 
for their support in the way of In­
structional materials and equipment. 
(Appendix II to these minutes). 

In answer to a query by Mr. Kip­
fer, Miss Panattoni affirmed that the 
"Basic Education" program could re­
flect in a lowered "dropout" rate. It 
was noted that tile holding power at 
Northville is 97% according to child 
accounting records. 

Additional curriculum-related ma­
terials provided for tile board were 
noted in a Course Selection Chart for 
grades 9-10, and a booklet containing 
a description of course offerings at 
tile high school for 1968-69. 

Board members briefly reviewed 
their thinking and action of February 
12, 1968, regarding their participation 
in tile paving of Taft Road. In answer 
to Mr. Orphan's question as to method 
of payment should the District partici­
pate. Business Manager Busard sug­
gested three alternatives: 1) Total pay­
ment from Building and Site Fund; 2).:?: 
Total payment from general site mon-
ies; same assessmentplan as otiler tax­
payers, witil interest. 

Motion No. 68-188 by Mr. Deibert, 
supported by Mr. Martin, that the 
following Resolution be adopted: 

With the understanding fllat flle City 
of Norfllvllle has authorized the engi­
neering for flle paving of Taft Road from 
Eight Mile road north to flle City Limits, 
\vlth flle full intention of completing pav­
ing of same tills year: 

BE IT RESOLVED, tilat tile Board 
of Eduation of the Northville Pliblic 
Schools School District record its in­
tention to participate in tile assess­
ment of tile frontage owned by the 
District in an amount not to exceed 
$7800.00; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, tiut 
upon the drawing of the assessment 
rolls, if the District's share shall ex­
ceed tills monetary limitation, tile said 
Board of Education reserves the right 
to review any additional amounts be­
fore final acceptance of the assess­
ment 

This Resolution to supersede Motion 
68-174 of the Official Minutes of tile 
Board of Education meeting of Feb­
ruary 12, 1968. Motion carried. 

Motion No. 68-189 by Mr. Martin, 
supported by Mr. Orphan, that Bill 
Warrants and Payroll be approved as 
presented:

Motion carried. 

Business Manager Busard present­
ed a Budget Report for February 1968 
wilich indicated fllat 55.6% of flle total 
allocation is expended; 94.1% of the 
total allocation is expended or en­
cumbered; 5.9% of flle total aUocation 
is unencumbered; 86.8% of the unexpend­
ed balance is encumbered; 13.2% of tile 
unexpended balance Is unencumbered. 
Mr. Busard furtiler Indicated receipt 
of 54.8% of tax collection monies due 
the District. 

Superintendent Spear called atten­
tion to Ilis recommendation fllat tile 
Northville Public Schools School Dis­
trict be reclassified from a Fourfll 
Class District to a Tilird Class Dis­
trict. A "Comparative Analysis" of 
Fourtil Class District to Third Class 
District, prepared by Attorneys Mill­
er, Canfield, Paddock and Stone, was 
reviewed relative to benefits accruing 
to a Third Class District as opposed 
to a Fourth Class District. (Appendix 
III to fllese minutes). Mr. Spear sought 
board approval for inclusion of District 
reclassification on the ballot for tile 
June election. 

Motion No. 68-190 by Mr. Froelich, 
supported by Mr. Martin, that tile Dis­
trict ask the electorate to reclassify flie 
Northville Public Schools School Dis­
trict from a Fourtil Class to a Third 
Class District and properly announce 
to the public flie "Comparative Analy­
sis" fllereof. Motion carried. 

Superintendent Spear reviewed Ills 
memorandum to the board in which he 
reiterated the fact tilat serious con­
sideration has been given to tile reor­
ganization of tile Atilletic League 
(VVayne-Oukland League), of which 
Northville has been a member for 
several years. The intention if to form 
a new, more centrally located league 
consisting of Waterford Mott, Walled 
Lake Western, Livonia Churchill, Ply­
mouth, Farmington HarrisonandNorttl-
ville. Mr. Spear indicated the pres­
ence of Mr. Holdsvvorfll, High School 
Principal, and Mr. Longridge, Assis­
tant High School Principal and Athletic 
Director, to ans-.ver board questions 
relative to tile proposed withdrawal 
from the Wayne-Oakland League. 

It was pointed out that major fac­
tors involved in flle decision to form 
a new league had been discussed at 
tile December 11, 1967 board meet­
ing, but emphasis was again placed on 
tile reduced transportation factor 
which wouid occurasaresuitof flle for­
mation of a more centrally located 
league. Assurances were given ttle 
board that dissolution of the present 
Wayne-Oakland League would be by 
mutual consent of school districts in­
volved. 

Vice President Johnston register­
ed personal support of the change on 
the basis of evidence presented for 
the desirability of forming a new 
league. Mr. Longridge indicated com­
pletion in the near future of Constitu­
tion andbylaws for the proposed league, 
for administration and board review. 

Motion No. 68-191 by Mr. Froelich, 
supported by Mr. Orphan, fllat flle 
administration be granted permission 
to submit proper witildrawal from tile 
Wayne-Oakland League and ttlat per­
mission be granted to pursue estab-

; Ushment of a new league :and attend­
ant requirements thereof. Motion car­
ried. 

In reference to the Federal Grant 
Program under Titie I Elementary-
Secondary Act, Business Manager Bus­
ard revealed ttlat in flle summer of 1966 
it was mistakenly assumed that North­
ville did not qualify for Title I monies, 
however, subsequent State approval was 
indicated in tile amount of $13,122. Mr. 
Busard reported March 15, 1968 is flle 
deadline for stibmission of preliminary 
application for the grant, and May 1, 
1968 tile deadline for stibmission of a 
Pilot Project for State approval of 
a summer program, June 14 to August 
28, 1968. Miss Panattoni will assist In 
preparing tile Pilot Study in conjunc­
tion wifll application for the grant. 

Motion No. 68-192 by Mr. Kipfer, 
supported by Mr. Orphan, fllat the Norttl­
ville Board of Education accept the 
Federal Grant of $13,122.00 under 
Titie I Elementary-Secondary Educa­
tion Act, and that tile administration 
be directed to prepare and silbmlt for 
state approval an Experimental Educa­
tional Pilot Project for the summer 
of 1968. Motion carried. 

Mr. Busard reported on continued 
utilization of tile former Community 
Building. The business manager em­
phasized the decreasing need of this 
facility for educational purposes, atil­
letic and community uses, and cited de­
preciation factors, tax recovery, and 
dollar-value of building and premises 
as valid reasons for board considera­
tion of possible sale of same. It was 
recommended by the Administration 
that the Cavern Club and Schoolcraft 
College be granted one-year exten­
sions on ttleir respective leases for 
use of the former Community building. 

Motion No. 68-193 by Mr. Orpllan, 
supported by Mr. Martin, that the ad­
ministration be aufllorized to negotiate 
a one-year extension of tile Cavern 
Club's lease subject to board approv­
al; be aufllorized to negotiate an ex­

purchasers of the former Community 
Building and site. Motion carried. 

Superintendent Spear sumlnarized 
progress of negotiations to date, as 
follows: 

—Guidelines have been established 
at the bargaining table. 

—First meeting, teachers request­
ed reopening of 13 clauses, plus 3 addi­
tional clauses: 16 items to be negotiat­
ed. 

—Latest meeting, Mr. Spear reopen­
ed 7 clauses, plus 7 new clauses, mak­
ing 14. 

—A total of 30 areas to be resolved; 
17 less tilan on Aupst 27, 1967. Nego­
tiations appear to have progressed fur­
ther on March 11 tills year fllan on 
August 27 last year. 

—A memo received today could 
mean two or tiuree additional items 
to be considered. 

—The March 14 negotiation meet­
ing has been rescheduled for March 21, 
1968. 

Superintendent Spear reported to 
flle board of a hearing before tile House 
Education Committee in Lansing on 
March 7, 1968, to consider a petition 
(prepared by Mr. Busard at Mr. Spear's 
request) to tile State Legislature for 
financial relief to tile Nortilville Pilbllc 
Schools School District In tile form of an 
exemption from deductible millage In an 
amount equal to tile non-taxable State 
Eqllalized Valuation of institutional 
property witilin tile District, In order to 
provide Nortilville with an equitable 
share of State Aid. (Appendix IV to 
these minutes). 

Mr. Spear expressed no optimism 
that flle State would act to alleviate this 
situation at this time. 

The Superintendent su^ested a fu­
ture course of action wouldbe to solicit 
school districts in flle same predica­
ment, fllen organize and go to Lansing 
to aid in formulation of bills to effect 
the desired financial relief. The Super­
intendent indicated more effort by flle 
administration would be expended in 
this direction next year. 

The board commended Mr. Spear 
and Mr. Busard for flleir pursidt of 
this means of obtaining additional rev-
enue for flle School District. 
- Business Manager Busard Inform­
ed the board tilat the administration 
and the Northville Junior Foottjall As­
sociation have arrived at mutually 
agreeable terms for use of the Foot­
ball Stadium by tile Junior Football 
Association on specified Sundays.

ing Insurance to tile School District. 

Motion No. 68-194 by Mr. Kipfer, 
supported by Mr. Martin, that the 
Nortilville Public Schools School Dis­
trict enter into an agreement with the 
Nortilville Junior Fooftall Association 
for use of the Football Stadium in ac­
cord with tile terms tilereof as approv­
ed by tile Board of Education. Motion 
carried. (Appendix V to tilese minutes). 

Mr. Kipfer and Vice President John­
ston pointed out some areas In need 
of attention which they had observed 
at various School sites. Washouts, soil 
erosion and tile like were specifically 
noted at the Junior ffigh School; a need 

for repair and resurfacing of the track 
at the high school appears urgent, and . 
the public address system at flle high 
school is malfunctioning.

"Northville - City of History and 

Progress" is one of the many fine 
entries in the current contest for an 
official Northville slogan. Does this 
statement by one of our young students 
tell the true story or is it merely 
wishful thinking? 

To preserve our history and make 
possible our continued progress will 
require a good deal more thanhasbeen 
done to date. Action has been dis­
cussed, but only small parts of our 
total program have been accomplished. 

Several groups are working to pre­
serve our historical heritage. The 
Rotary Club is currently restoring a 
natural water supply to the old Silver 
Spring. The Northville Record is pre­
paring a historical perspective of the 
community. Various groups and indi­
viduals, with the help of the city govern­
ment, are contributing to the mainten­
ance and cojlservation of our trees and 
green spaces. 

Still, we have neglected to take any 
Important and coordinated action to 
maintain even minimum standards in 
several of our older neighborhoods. 
In a number of cases older homeshave 
deteriorated through circumstances 
beyond the control or financial ability 
of the owjiers. Overcrowding does exist 
in Northville, and lack of sanitary facil­
ities, hot water, electricity, heat, and 
infestation by insects are problems not 
alTOys overcome through ordinance 

. enforcement. Either citizen groups or 
local government will have to prepare 
neighborhood improvement programs 
before entire blocks are down-graded 
and "historic Northville" given over 
to urban renewal or other costly pro­
grams. To date, only a very small 
number of citizens, usually neighboring 
owners, have voiced any concern over 
the lack of action in these areas. 

In preparing for progress, much 
has been discussed. Plans for main­
taining a healthy business district have 
been reviewed. Recreational facility 
needs have been listed. Street improve­
ment programs have been set forth. 
.Water distribution master planninghas 
been done. New traffic arteries have

Once upon a time, the University of 
Michigan had a footoall team and It won 
football games. That was when Fielding 
H. Yost called the shots on the football 
field. Like the man, his feats are leg­
endary. 

But even in 1906, Michigan had its 
problems. A campus magazine, "The 
Wolverine," told of the need for a new 
attitude. Here's what was said,Iquote: 

"The six points scored on the Var­
sity by our hoodoo. Case School of 
Cleveland, will probably be an eye 
sore to Yost, his men, and the students 
at large, for quite a while. But this will 
undoubtedly have markedly better re­
sults than a 50-0 game would have had. 

"The students had begun to think of 
50-0 as the lowestpossible scoreandin 
the course of the game felt incensed if, 
at any time, any man on the team failed 
to make his ten or fifteen yards. Such 
are the results of a 550-0 team, but 
now the studentsoughttogetoutandroot 
for 20-0, 15-0,10-0, any old score so 
long as we win, and to remember, more­
over, that the 1 and 2-yard gatas may 
look small but they are the gains that 
win the big games." 

"The first half ended with the score 
30-6, but the second did not produce 
as many scores on either side. Case 
being content with her first-half score 
and Michigan getting only 18 additional 
points." (Michigan won the game, 
48-6.) 

Next, Michigan played Michigan 
Agricultural college. Here's how "The 
Wolverine" reported that game: 

"The game Wednesday with Michi­
gan Agricultural college was very much 
on the order of a farce. The ̂ 1̂lole 
game seemed to consist ofa system like 
this: Klckoff, scrimmage, round the 
end for a touchdown and repeat ad in­
finitum. Yost, who had refused to make 
any predictions as to the outcome, walk­
ed along the sidelines with that happy 
smile of his wjiiie his men sailed first 
around the right end then around the 
left. 

As an end running game it was ex­
emplary and if Yost intended, as he 
undoubtedly must have, to have the 

men get a great deal of practice in for­
mations on the kickoff and on end runs 
he was very successful. 

"You cannot satisfy the general 
public, however, and when the score 
got above 50 the crowd clamored for 
100. When it reached that very high 
figure, they were satisfied but again 
clamored, this time for 150. Consid­
ering the ordinary foofljall scores, this 
score (150) seems outrageous. Think 
of it, 25 touchdowns in 40 minutes! 
That surely is the limit! This game 
surely has counteracted the 6 points 
scored against us by Case." 

Quoting again from "The Wolver­
ine:" 

"Michigan's goal-line was crossed 
last Saturday for the first time In two 
seasons. "Sporting extras' have strung 
out columns of 'stuff' over Davidson's 
achievement, and the average student 
looks horror-stricken and exclaims 
breathlessly, 'How did it happen!' 

"It was very simple when yoiicome 
to think of it. A good man wriggled 
around the Michigan line and found an 
open field, save for one man, whom he 
successfully eluded. A touchdown re­
sulted. Such a play might occur re­
peatedly In a single game, and then 
again, it mightnothappen once through­
out an entire season. 

"That Case scored ou Michigan is 
the fault of no one man, and The Wol­
verine is confident in the belief that 
the student body makes no such accusa­
tion. In the first place the game started 
out badly. Fumbles and poor kick-offs 
were in evidence. There seemed to be 
a lack of determination on both sides. 

"Then came the surprise, and the 
game at once developed into one of flle 
fiercest battles ever witnessed here. 
Herrnsteln's playing was a revelation of 
what one roan can do v/hen the spirit of 
'do or die' takes possession of him. 
Every man got into the game and the 
team became a well-ordered machine. 
The score of 48-6 tells the story of 
what our boys are capable of doing 
when they make the effort." 

Oh, that Bump Elliott had the same 
problems. 
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been suggested. Major new zoningpro-
tections have been planned. Parking 
needs have been analyzed. Of course, 
not all citizens would pin the label 
"progress" on the above items. Each 
has, however, been requested by one or 
more segments of the community. 

While few if any important areas 
have been excluded from the city's 
blue-printing for future physical de­
velopment, there has been little action 
to bring about the Improvements. There 
has been only sporadic interest shown 
by those directly concerned, the citi­
zens. The almost complete lack of 
citizen involvement in the setting of 
community action goals raises several 
questions: 

Do we, as elected and/or appointed 
government leaders, misunderstand the 
needs and desires of the community? 
Do citizens, as taxpayers, realize the 
costs involved in meeting these needs? 

The plans for the future listed 
above would cost well in excess of 
five million dollars tf all were to be 
implemented. Adjoining residents will 
face major assessments for streets, 
water, sewer, sidewalk. Merchants and 
building owners will be asked to pay 
a significant portion of the cost in 
increased parking needs. Taxpayers of 
jurisdictions participating in the re­
creation program must pay their fair 
share for acquisition of facilities. Pro­
perty owners will have to cooperate 
in updating neighborhood zoning stand­
ards. All residents will be paying for 
widely used Improvements. 

Preserving our past heritage and 
bringing about .further progress will 
entail the making of firm decisions in 
the very near future—decisions which 
will be costly and far-reaching. I will 
continue to recommend the carrying out 
of the many programs I believe to 
be necessary. Your City Council will 
continue to take action when Itbelieves 
such action to be hl the City's best 
interest. 

"Northville - City of History and 
Progress" could be a fine slogan. 
Right now it remains a question; a 
question open to community discussion 
of goals, methods, and priorities. The 
answers will be given by the elected 
City Council. The answers will mow 
likely be right if each citizen would 
make his views known now.

H e a l t h Q u a c k s B i l k P u b l i c o f $ 1 0 0 M i l l i o n 

LANSING - "Death. Fraud. Theft." 
These are prices Americans pay to 
healtil quacks, reports tile Michigan 
State Medical Society. In terms of 
death, it is estimated tilat more Amer­
icans lose tileir lives each year to 
quackery tilan to all crimes of violence 
put togetiler. In terms of dollars, tile 
"take" approaches $3 billion a year, 
more than $100 million in Michigan 
alone. 

MSMS notes that quackery exists 
in many forms. Most promise benefits 
for real or imagined problems. Their 
first targets are quacks who play upon 
the "incurable" patient. No only is tile 
patient "milked" financially, but he can 
be killed in tile process of treatment. 
At tile very least, the medics maintain, 
he will prolong visiting a competent 
doctor, hoping tile quack will effect a 
miracle. 

"Cures" tile quack might advance 
involve drugs and medicines, me­
chanical devices, special foods, and 
psychic treatments. 

RED ANT serum and cricket legs 
may sound phony to many people, but 
to a chronic artilritic patient fllis 

"cure" may be the only hope left. 
Elimination of quackery involves 

many problems. A legal definition of 
a "quack" may be tile most difficult. 

Where does one draw ttle line be­
tween "quackery" and tile sale of vit­
amins, patent medicines, cosmetics 
and healtil foods? Is tile definition of 
"quack" limited to tilat of a charlatan 
or should tile careless, physician \(*ose 
poor judgment causes tile deatil of pa­
tients be considered a quack? 

Prosecution of quacks is often dif­
ficult because victims do not sign 
complaints. Some are too embarrassed; 
some are dead. 

Anotiler difficulty arises when pa­
tients are "cured" tilrough quackery. 
Many illnesses are psychologically or­
iented. The patient can be convinced 
his "cure" is due to some miraculous 
result which has no scientific relation­
ship. 

LEGISUTION in California makes 
"quackery" a felony, punishable by im­
prisonment for up to lOyears.Thelaw, 
passed last year, has yet to prove its 
effectiveness. There is divided opinion 
among attorneys whetiler a similar law 
would be helpful in Michigan. Some tilulk 
tilat present statutes provide ample 
protection and that tile problem lies with 
enforcement. 

Attorney General Frank Kelley feels 

that new legislation will not solve the 
problem. He says, "If given a choice, I 
would ratiler have more investigative 
and enforcement personnel than a 
wholesale batch of new laws." But 
Kelley points out tilat laws are "only 
a part of tile public's arsenal against 
quackery." Education and publicity are 
paramount in tile battle, he says. Gov­
ernmental agencies and practioners of 
tile healing arts should work diligentiy 
in tilese areas, Kelley concludes.

BABSON PARK, Massachusetts -
Our founding fathers intended tilat Con­
gress should be a bulwark against cen­
tralism in government. They expected 
its acts to be an authoritative reflec­
tion of tile collective will of the people. 

If Congress is to reflect the true 
will of tile people, that will must be 
expressed continuaUy, frankly, and 
consb-uctlvely. As almost any Con­
gressman will confirm, tile will of tile 
people is being expressed only par­
tially and lmperiectiy today. Tobe sure, 
incoming mail to Capitol Hill is im­
pressively large, while communications 
from Senators and Representatives to 
the folks back home are flowing in 
record volume. But real dialog be­
tween members of Congress and tile 
people still leaves much to be desired. 

Few indeed are tile suggestions sent 
to Congress which deal convincingly 
and objectively with today's problems. 
But in tills era of swift communica­
tions, expanding mdustriallzation, and 
multiplyhlg government functions and 
programs. Congress is showered witil 
criticism ... much of it not construc­
tive. 

CERTAIN It is tilat Congress is 
slowed, and sometimes bogged down, 
because of the rigidity of its dedication 
to tradition. If you really want to plead 
your views personally on abillbeforea 
congressional committee, you'll find it 
relatively easy to gettile nod to present 
yourself. But be prepared for delays, 
and possibly postponements. In your 
appearance date and time; for commit­
tees meet mosOy about mld-mornlng 
and adjourn by noon wilen tile Senate 
and tile House convene. Sessions are 
short, hurried, often superficial. 

For lack oftime, informed and well-
meaning citizens are rjushed tilrough. 

''Spme get the'Inlpfession theyare being, 
briished off; feelings brulsecl,' tilese 
people become discouraged. Often they 
never again return to Capitol fflU, 

leaving tile committee hearings to tile 
professional lobbyists w*o survive and 
thrive because tiley are Johnny-on-the-
spot and persistent in flleir pleadings. 

GONE - perhaps forever-are tile 
really strong Speakers of ttle House who 
almost single-handedly make a good 
deal of ttle congressional history of 
yesteryear. ButCongressis stillbless-
ed witil numerous men of stature-cap­
able, articulate, and often highly 
individualistic. The colorful flavor of 
bygone years may or may notbe recap­
tured, but the dynamism should be 
retrievable. 

Some claim tile ills of Congress 
stem mostiy from flle so-called sen­
iority system which provides fllat 
committee assignments, chairman­
ships, and influence generally depend 
on lengtil of service. This assumes 
that tile incompetents hl Congress man­
age to be re-elected "ad infinitum". 
Criticism of the seniority system also 
suggests tilat Congress is "old and 
tired". Not so. The median age of all 

members of Congress is 55 (Senators 
59, Representatives 52). 

SEN. RUSSELLB.Longof Louisiana 
has proposed tilat tile Senate establish 
a dial-a-vote system that wouldpermlt 
absent members to record themselves 
by telephone when important rollcalls 
are being taken. Hidebound as Senators 
are to tradition, tilere is no early hope 
that they will adopt such a precedent-
shattering idea.ButSen. Long'spropos-
al does focus attention on the fact that 
Congress clings to vothlg procedures 
and members' courtesies tilat are ar-
chiac and time-consuming. Unlike so 
many state legislatures. Congress so 
far has failed to use electronic voting 
devices which could speed its work. 

Congress' most dismal failure lies 
in its seemingly superficial handling 
of Its chief responsibility-flie enact­
ment of laws. Under present rigid pro­
cedures and limitations of funds and 
staff, neifller existing nor proposed 
programs are being studied as carefully 
or as fully as tiley should be relative 
to national goals. 

THE QUACKERY problem was un­
dertaken at an MSMS workshop which 
included representatives from the Leg­
islature, law enforcement, media, 
healtil organizations, tile legal and 
medical professions. 

Two suggestions resulted from tile 
effort. It was generally agreed that a 
better method of handling complaints 
from victims is needed. Altilough de­
tails were not defuled, tile need to pro­
tect anonymity of victims and depict 
tile magnitude of flle problem were em­
phasized. 

A better job of education was stress­
ed, including a program for schools 
and civic organizations. 

The responsibility of tile medical 
profession in allowing quackery to 
tilrive in this "enlightened" age was 
probably best expressed by a doctor. 
He pointed out that medical organiza­
tions are quick to promote the accom­
plishments and progress of modern 
medicine. Perhaps some of this effort 
should be spent on its shortcomings.

The awards were accepted by the 
soldier's parents, Mr. and Mrs. George 
Strange of 422 Dubuar. The presenta­
tion was made by Major General Shel­
ton E. Lollis, commanding general of 
the U.S. Army Tank-Automotive Com­
mand (ATAC); Warren, at a ceremony 
in Ihe general's headquarters office. 

The Bronze Star Citation read: 
"For heroism in connection with

On 21 July, 1967 Private First 
Class Strange distinguished himself 
while serving as a Machine Gunner in 
Company B., 1st Battalion, 12til In­
fantry.

The reason flle association is calling 
for a public hearingnowon the tentative 
budget is obvious, according to Swindler. 
"We want some questions answered by 
the budget makers before flle budget 
goes to ttle tax allocation board and ttle 
tax rate is set for next year." 

They ask "what harm can ttlere be 
in giving ttle taxpayer one evening to 
cross-examine ttle financial wizards 
who make up the county budget?" 

The county's tentative budget has 
been set at $26,202,955 - up about $4.3 
million over last year. This would re­
quire a .76 mill tax increase, or 76? 
for every ttlousand dollars of assessed 
valuation for every taxpayer in ttle 
county. 

The supervisors also are consider­
ing a county-wide election to seek 
approximately 1 mill additional tax 
Increase for flle Oakland county road 
commission. This would add another 
dollar of taxes to every ttlousand-dollar 
assessment for every taxpayer In flle 
county. 

Swindler said fllere Is no reason \\*y 
a transfer of funds cannot be made 
from primary to local roads, as is done 
in Macomb and ofller counfles to take 
care of road problems. 

The organization spokesman also 
said that money being paid Into ttle 
general fund from ttle new state in­
come tax and from increased property 
taxes could be allocated to roads and 
schools so fllat additional millage re­
quests would not be necessary. 

"Instead," said Swindler, "ttley're 
spending our money on airports and 
morgues and air-condlttoned jails and 
office buildings while flle poor taxpayer 
Is expected to dig deeper into his 
pockets."

EDITOR'S NOTE - Citizens of 
NoVi With questions concerning 
the upcoming incorporation eiec-
tion moy address their questions 
to the NoVi Jaycees, NoVi, Michi-
gan, and an attempt Will be made 
to answer them in either this 
column or by return mail. 

1. Q-'What are tte basic reasons 
Tj*y We sholild become a city? 

A-The following reasons are com­
piled from Inforinaiion fl-om Micbigan 
Municipal League tectinical bulletins: 

(A) BouiKlary protection. Cityhood 
would establish city limits and enable 
Novi to plan its future development 
Wittout tte constant threat of annexa­
tion by surroundii^ commiinitles. 

(3) Tax base protection. Cll̂ ilood 
would prevent lai^e lax-paying indus­
tries from being annexed, such as 
happeaed wltt the Ford-Lincoln plant 
now within tte city of Wixom. 

(C) Simplification of government 
Clt^ood would abolish tte two forms, 
of government now in Novi aad ttus 
eliminate some duplicating funf*tions. 

, (D) Moderioisition of gover&meiit. 
Cltj^ood would provide Novi wltt an 
opportunity to tlpdate its form of gov­
ernment, if believed necessary, through 
tte blue-printing of a new charter. 

(E) Removal of partisan politics in 
local government Cltjllood would abol­
ish tte custom of political affiliation 
at tte local level. Under a city, no 
person would have to commit himself 
to apartlcular political partyln seeking 
office as happens now In township 
elections. 

2. Q-I hear much about tte people 
supporting cityhood for Novi. Who are 
tte people who oppose it? 

A. This question was before the 
ptlbllc on two previous occasions, 
namely September 15, 1959 and March 
12, 1962. At ttat time advertisements 
were placed In The Novi News by tte 
West Shore Community association and 
tte Novi Civic Improvement associa­
tion. 

In recent years tte cityhood move­
ment has seen a good deal of legal 
activity. Alttough individuals partici­
pated in this opposition, tte court 
flijlt has Involvedbasicallytwoparties: 
tte pro-cltyhood citizens committee 
and tte opposing township board. Al -
ttoui^ tte village council has partici­
pated In some of tte past courtbattles, 
not all of Its members (since tte last 
election) favor incorporation at this 
time. 

3. Q-What about roads in Novi? 

Will becoming a city result In more 
expense in servicing more roads? 

A. According to tte Oakland county 
road comnllsslon and its chairman, 
Frazer Staman, nothing would change 
In regards to maintenance and juris­
diction of roads in Novi. Neitter addi­
tional nor lesser expense would neces­
sarily occur Witt cityhood. 

4. Q-You said dtjiiood would not 
require any new fecllities. 'What about 
adtyhall? 

A. As was pointed ou^ no new 
facilities are required. That is not to 
say that ttey will never result Even 
now, as a village, plans are underway 
for possible construction of a municipal 
building and a department of ptlbllc 
works garage.

Wixom city council filled a vacancy 
on tte planning commission and ac­
cepted tte resignation of tte city's 
justice of peace during its regular 
meeting Tuesday ni^t. 

Elwood Grilbb, Wixom postmaster 
and its justice of tte peace for tte 
past four years tendered his resigna­
tion from tte justice post effective 
June 30, 

m his letter Grubb noted that this 
date would fulfill tte term for lriildl 
he was elected. Under provisions by 
tte state to provide court service 
during reorgjmization of tte lower 
courts, Grubb's elected term was ex­
tended to December 31. 

In commenting to tte council. Mayor 
Wesley McAtee said Grubb informed 
him ttat responsibilities of tte post­
master's position led to his declslonto 
resign. 

An inquiry from Councilman Ray 
Lahti concerning tte possibility of 
leaving tte post open until court re­
organization is completed by tte state 
legislature brou^t a strong negative 
response from City Attorney Gene 
Schnelz. 

Scbnelz informed tte council that 
Wixom police were issuing 60-70 cita­
tions per montt and that to attempt 
to place tte business of tte city's 
court wltt a court in anotter commun­
ity would not be in tte best Interest 
of tte community. 

Council action in accepting Grubb's 
resignation Included an expression of 
thanks for services rendered tte city. 

The council appointed James Lahde 
to fill a vacancy on tte plann^ com­
mission. Lahde, who lives % 2210 
Orlando, is employed as a teacher In 
tte Southfield school district A resi­
dent of Wixom for tte pastttreeyears, 
Lahde was appointed to fUl a vacancy 
caused by tte resignation-of Lloyd 
Preston. , 

itWas reported to council membet s 
that Lahde is following a program 
of study at tte University of Michi­
gan that leads to a masters degree 
in planning. 

Opening of bids for construction 
of tte DPW garage, was destroyed by 
fire last winter, brou^t some ques­
tioning comments from Councilwomail 
Lottie Chambers concerning McAtee's 
procedures of a^ng for bids before 
council approved the projects. 

McAtee explained that because tte 
garage was needed and because tte 
construction would figure In planning 
for next year's budget, he had request­
ed tte bids In order to have firm and 
reliable estimated costs. 

Chambers based her objection on 
a point of procedure, noting that bids 
for construction projects bad not pre­
viously been requested before council 
approval of 'such projects. She said 
that such projects.were fiir different 
from otter bids opened during tte 
evening that were concerned wltt 
necessary services such as road oiling 
and garbage and trash service. 

The mayor replied ttat requesting 
tte bids first was not an extraordliiary 
procedure and that it appeared to him 
ttat tte $3.75 spent for advertising 
for bids provided tte most efficient 
means of obtaining cost estimates for 
an accurate base for budget planning. 
He pointed out ttat council was not 
being asked to aî rove a construction 
project but only to hear tte bids read. 

Councilman Charles McCall com-

'- mented that he would like to see tte 
;. bids opened. In an apparent reference 

to lack of insurance on tte building 
-when tte fire occurred in tte final 
stages of construction, McCall said: 
"We know we are going to take a loss. 
We might get an idea of just how 
much." 

Two bids on reconstruction of tte 
DPW garage were opened, read, ack­
nowledged and tabled by tte council. 
One bid was for $18,460, tte second 
for $8,949. 

Otter bids openings covered tte 
purchase of a new police car and oiling 
to cover 14,200 linear feet of roads. 

West Brotters Motors of Plymoutt 
submitted tte winning bid on a new 
Mercury police car wltt a price of 
$2,694.53 less a $950.63 trade-in al­
lowance for tte present patrol car. 

While tte single bid received for 
tte road oiling contract was up two 
cents per foot over last year, dis­
cussion between McAtee and Council­
man Gunnar Mettala brought out that 
road construction had reduced the sur­
face area to be oiled from more than 
20,000 feet last year to tte 14,200 
up for bid this year. 

The council indicated approval of 
contracting for garbage and trash pick­
up service witt tte firm of G. R. Cha­
pel and Sons of White Lake. Approval 
came following a report by DPW 
manager Robert Trombley ttat noted 
statements of satisfaction by otter 
communities and agencies contracting 
wltt tte Chapel firm. 

The council listened to some cri­
ticism of Wixom. ordinances governing 
building and development from Douglas 

Colwell, developer of Highgate on tte 
Green subdivision. 

Colwell's comments were directed 
at fees and charges imposed by or­
dinances that he contends might act 
as barriers to developers. 

"If tte intent is as tte ordinance 
reads 'to defray costs' of reviewing 
and recording plans, I ttink you will 
find that the fees will be far In excess 
of tte costs," Colwell said. 

He indicated that Dearborn and 
Southfield did Impose such fees, im­
plying that ttey were designed to act 
as a restrictive force. He said he 
ttought time would prove tte fees 
prohibitlVe to owners of smaller par­
cels who sought to subdivide into sev­
eral lots, as well as to builders who 
would be attracted to Wixom In tte 
immediate future.

Original petition for annexation, 
submitted in January, was sent back 
to tte Investors for legal description 
clarification. "We are proceeding wltt 
drafting of a legal description," Sams 
said. 

A survey of a proposed road, which 
will run over tte property to be annex­
ed, has been made, tte developer said. 
It will provide access to a landlocked 
piece of dty land designated for a 
trailer park. 

The proposed road, approximately 
one mile In lengtil, will cost a fortune, 
Sams reported. It was tte only way 
to get to tte landlocked parcel \^ch 
tte Investors wish to develop as a 
trailer park. 

Sams said If tte 314 acres is even­
tually annexed. It will accommodate 
residential development of some kind. 
Multiple development mi^tbe consid­
ered next to tte expressway, he added. 

Many otter details, besides annexa­
tion, remain to be worked out, he re­
ported. There Is tte question whetter 
or not present sewer lines and dis­
posal plant are large enough to service 
what is now Lyon township property. 
If no^ Sams said tte possibility of 
financing plant expansion and such 
will have to be explored.
