Three new programs in
metallurgy, each leading to
the associate degree, will
be offered at Schooleraft
c.lege starting with the
fall semester, it has been
announced by Dean of Tech-
nical-Vocational Instruc-
tion Jon P. Adams,

The programs, design-
ed to meet requirements

, for technicians recom-
mended by the American
Society for Metals, were
identified by Dean Adams
as:

Metallurgy, Metallurgy
and Materials Testing, and
Metallurgical Technology.
All three programs are
listed in the college’s 1968-
69 catalog,

Adams said he believed
the three programs are
unique among degree-
earning curricula now be-
ing offered at the come
munity college level in
Michigan,

James A, Mansfield,
chairman of the manufac-
turing division at the col-
lege and metallurgy in-
structor, said development
of the three programs was
based on recent recom-
mendations of the ASM for
technical education in me-
tallurgy andrelated mater-
ials sciences.

‘‘We believe these pro-
grams are of the quality
required for certification
by the Institute for the
Certification of Engineer-
ing Technicians (ICET),
which is an arm of the
National  Society for
Professional  Engineers
(NSPE),”” Mansfield said.

““We are also hopeful,”

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Northville Township Board Minutes

ANNUAL MEETING
Saturday, March 30, 1968

Northville Township Hall, 107 S,
Wing,

Meeting called to order at 1:10
P.M,

Present:  Supervisor Merriam;
Clerk Hammond; Treasurer Lawrence;
Trustees: Baldwin, Stromberg, Tellam;
Attorney John Ashton; Visitors: Wm.,
Sliger of the Northville Record and
22 Township residents

Mr. Merriam welcomed the visitors
to the meeting and explained that most
Townships have given up their annual
meetings, but that this is the only
place where you can get down to
“grassroots’ politics, However, the
low attendance at these meetings is
discouraging,

Clerk Hammond read the minutes
of the meeting of last year, April 1,
1967, Stromberg moved to accept the
minutes as read, seconded by Baldwin,
Ayes: All, Motion carried,

The Treasurer’s report was pree
sented by Mr, Lawrence showing all
monies on deposit in the Manufac-
turers National Bank as of March 15,
1968, These sums are in several ace
counts, and U.S, Treasury Bills, Mr.
Robert Geake moved that the report
be accepted, supportedby Mr. Mitchell.

Mr, Fiorilli questioned what was
covered by the amount listed asSuper=-
visor’s “other expenses”.

Mr. Merriam explained that the
bigzest expense in that item was the
cost of the reassessment of the Town=
ship, the rest were routine expenses
for travel, meetings, etc. Mr, Merriam
explained that in 1931 the Legislature
set up a bill whereby counties over
a certain population could set up aBur-
eau of Taxation and remove the duties
of the Supervisor in doing the assess=
ing, Only Wayne County has such a
Bureau, Land and properties were so
valuable in that area, and the density
was so great that a uniform method
of assessing had to be set up. This
has somewhat changed the concept of
the Supervisor’s position.

Attorney Ashton commented thatbe=
ing the assessment officer is an im-
portant function, but it is not the main
job in terms of actual time spent,
The Supervisor is the chief law ene
forcement officer of the Township and
must make certain that the ordinances
are enforced, He is also the chief
administrative officer and must keep
the day-to-day business of the Town-
ship moving.

In answer to a question about the
increase in pay of the Deputy Clerk,
Mr. Baldwin commented that this shows

an increase which was granted to her
during the year and includes the cost
of the pension plan which was recently
put into effect. He said further that
the Board is going to review and set
up a rate schedule for all employees,
including possibly an insurance plan
and some type of compensatory sick
pay.
When questioned about items of
expense in the budget for the Clerk,
she explained that they were for meet-
ings, and the rest was for election
materials and forms sent out to notify
residents of a change in voting
precincts,

It was asked if the cost of the
lawsuit regarding the Mobile Home
Development on Six Mile and Beck
Road was “worth it”’, (It cost approxi=
mately $4,000)

Merriam replied that that was
something each resident would have to
decide for himself. However, the Town-
ship did not start the suit, but had to
defend itself.

There was some discussion about
the building inspection department, as
to the basis on which our inspectors
are paid. One resident said that he
objected to the fee basis and suggest-
ed that the Board consider a salary
basis for these men. Mr, Baldwin
commented that we had passed a reso-
lution setting a salary structure and
that as yet the fee basis does not
reach it,

Mr, Guido questioned the fire pro=-
tection expense—was there anything in
the budget estimate for replacing
equipment?

The Township owns a three year
old engine, he was ftold, and is now
putting away a certain amount each
year to purchase a new one when it
becomes necessary, A really thorough
studv of fire protection is being made
in conjunction with the Unification
Study, which should be completed about
the first of June,

The raise in police costs in the
budget was due to the purchase of a
new vehicle, The estimate for the com=
ing year includes a figure for the
replacement of that vehicle, as well
as the usual costs for dog control,
veterinarian, etc,

It was requested that next year
the budget be changed so as to show
separate figures for salaries, maine
tenance, and equipment, Mr, Merriam
explained that the Townshipis changing
the format of the budget to adapt to
the type that the County requires, so
that next year this requested breake
down would be easily possible.

Mr, Fiorilli made a motion that

The Northville Education Associa=
tion was greatly disappointed with the
editorial of April 24th which contained
generalizations entirely without basis
in fact.

Northville’s teachers are not
“‘drunk with power”, Thatis, notunless
our efforts to share in the development
of an instructional program which will
include professional salaries and rea=
sonable fringe benefits can be called
“drunk with power’’, Such ‘“power”
clearly was not the teachers’ when his
image was Mr. Peepers — shy, un-
aggressive, and nof very troublesome
{or helpful) to the community. Today’s
teacher has been granted a measure of
that power through law; namely, the
extension of collective bargaining rights
to public employees in 1965, For half
a century or more employeesinprivate
industry have enjoyed such rights and
as a result, from 1939 to 1967 US,
per capita income grew 114.2 per cent,
In that same span, however, teachers’
salaries in the ten largest cities of
this nation grew 39.4 per cent. Realize
ing this, teachers in those cities, in-
cluding Detroit, joined militantorgan-
izations such as the American Federa-
tion of Teachers whichemploys strikes
as a tactic,

By contrast, Northville teachers
have not joined the militant Federation
and do not desire todo so, And, although
our teachers withheld services for two
days last fall because no settlement had
been reached, they also agreed to report
for work on two Saturdays as “‘penalty
days”, If these are the acts of people
‘‘drunk with power”, then the teachers
who struck for weeks in Detroit and
dozens of communities in Michigan
must be raving maniacs,

Northville teachers are certainly
determined to employ every legal

means to develop salary schedules and

working conditions which are just, as
well as instructional programs which
compete favorably with other area
schools, In some waysour teachersare
fortunate; the tuition reimbursement,
sick leave and personal business poli=
cies, to nama a few, are among the best
in the area. But our salary schedule
ranks 29th out of 39 competing schools
in our area, our insurance program is
among the very poorest, and in several
other significant matters we frail the
competition,

No one denies that, in the main,
Northville isnot satisfactorily compati=
tive. Teacher turnover has been aper-
sistent problem for our administration
the last several years and the present
contract does not seem fo have helped
greatly, It is still uncertain how many
teachers will leave Northville this year,
but an approximation of 30 to 35 per cent
is reasonable.

The Record’s charge that teachers
are seeking revenge this year is also
untrue, Perhaps there is reason to
believe that because of some unfortune
ate developmants during last year's
negotiations, our teachers would wish
to get even, but they are not that ime
mature. Anyone who doubts thatiswel=
come to attend the negotiations as a
guest of the teachers to witness their
efforts,

As an example of the teachers’ efa
forts to move as quickly as possible,
their negotiating team submitted a
first proposal on March21, after weeks
of study and research, Andalthough the
Board’s representative did not reply
with a proposal for four weeks, the
teachers went ahead with the task of
revising and developing a second proe
posal, On April 26, they presented this
second proposal and accepted the first
proposal from the Board’srepresenta-
tive.

Throughout the meetings, as Mr,
Hoffman of The Record has witnessed,
the teachers have acted with patience
and dignity, never indulging in abusive
speech or strategic flattery, They wish
to move forward with the perfectly
legitimate and honorable process of
good faith negotiations, They have no
Interest in revenge or in power for its
own sake. Negotiations are newto them
and are not their sole or primary re=
sponsibility, Superintendent Spear has
said repeatedly that he will not waste
his time playing games with the teach
ers. The Record has charged us with
playing games. Howaver, teachers are
also busy ~ too busy and too serious,
and perhaps, too proud to “play games,”

Teaching is a serious business, to
which teachers must devote more time.
But as in every profession, the quality
of performance, the length of service,
and the depth of involvement are de-
pendent partly on the rewards forth-
commg For years teachers enjoyedno
part in determining those rewards,
either monetary, in terms of personal
prestige, or in adequate circumstances
for success. The results are known to
us all -~ a history of shamefully low
wages, desperate teacher shortages,
overcrowded classes, overage builde
ings, inadequate texts, outdated cure
ricula, and so forth, If teachers do
nothing about this, who will? If not
now, when?

First let me congratulate you on

Before you were born Northville
recognized that all people are God's
children, One of our first contacts
with Negroes was with some fine fami-
lies from Salem, who lived there and
not in Northville by choice because of
an historical connection, These child-
ren attended.our Northville schools,
were a credit to our school and we
looked upon them as just some of the
kids. Also the Presbyterian Church
sponsored a Christlan Endeavor at
Maybury for a long time, It was our
first contact with sick Negroes, Dr.
Willis was in charge there and I was
in charge of Christian Endeavor and
our missionery project was working
with not only the children but adults.
One of the great moments in my life
was when a Negro man sent for me as
he was dying because he wanted to ask
God’s blessing through me on all those
who had made his cross lighter. As
he lifted his withered arm toward hea-
ven and prayed I never felt the Ale
mighty’s presence closer. And now as
many Negroes work in the institutions
around us, shop in our stores, bank
at our banks, eat in our eating places,
have a little faith in Northville people
to accept changing times, However, give
the Negro credit, too, for deciding
what he wants to do, don’t try to drag
him into what he may not want,

“Along: with the country asa whole,
the press has too long basked ina white
world, looking out of it, if at all, with
white men’s eyes and a white perspec-
tive, That is no longer good enough.”’

Words uttered by a Black militant,
enraged,
white control of the press? Quite the
contrary. These are the words spoken
deliberately, with all sincerity, by the
President’s Commission on Civil Dis~
order,

Headed by Governor Otto Kerner of
Illinois, the commission was made up
of hand-picked ‘‘moderates’, people
neither of the left or right, but dis-
tinguished for their independent judge
ment. Theirs is a reasoned, but urgent
voice,

Much has been made of the report’s
lashing indictment of the police, whoare
viewed by Negroes as the symbol of
white oppression. But the press, like-
wise, has not lived up to its responsi-
bility, and was, in its own way, an ac-
cessory to the riots, the report con-
cludes,

Just how did mass media —news-
papers, television and radio -~ fail?

In the first place, the commission
found “‘a significant imbalancebetween

what actually happened in our cities

and what the newspaper, radioand tele-
vision coverage of the riotstold ushape
pened.” Things had been exaggerated—
a charge often leveled at mass media,

The commission assumed the media
had “‘sensationalized the disturbanc=
es,” What was discovered, however,
was that the facts proved otherwise,
The press had not sensationalized,

Yet, the press wasnotabsolved of its
guilt, There were instances of ‘‘gross
flaws in presenting news of the 1967
riots.” There were *“‘scare” headlines
unsupported by mild stories, Damage
estimates far outstripped reality. Hare,
the supposedly alert press had dropped
its guard and accepted official statee
ment as fact, when indeed, the press
should have questioned.

. The press — especially TV — was

also criticized for tending to “define
the events as black-white confronta-
tions,” when they were, as exhaustive
surveys and analysis proved, not
‘“race riots,”

Closely allied to these deficiencies
and further explaining the press’ faile
ure is the ‘“‘cumulative effect,” the
tendency of riot reports to snowball in
the consumer’s mind, and the fact that
fear of racial unrest are ‘‘deeply root=
ed in American society,” the report

What was primarily wrong withriot

tion than they have yet shown in this
area — higher, perhaps, than the level
;)rdi’narily acceptable with other stor=
es.

A more basic fault which the com=

" mission found with media was its faile

ure “to analyze and report adequately
on racial problemsinthe UnitedStates,
and, as related matter, to meetthe Ne-
gro’s legitimate expecuﬁons in joure
nalism, Media did not tell “the ills of
the ghetto, the difficulties of life there,
the Negro’s burning sense of griev-
ance,”

This was the Commission’s major
concern — and rightly so, For as anin=
stitution protected by - constitutional
guarantees, the press has anobligation
to make the public aware of what is
happening, and more importantly, toput
it in perspective,

The Commission makes many rec-
ommendations, including the establishe
ment of an Institute of Urban Communi
cations, which would primarily recruit
and train Negro journalists and improve

.communications between all pa.rts of

" the community

Rather than being defensive about
the accusations and dismiss them as
groundless or mere word play, every
person in journalism should take a close
look at the report, them at his own
practices, and take any measures nece
essary to correct any deficiencies in
his own operation, Otherwise, we run
the risk of, ironically, failing to come

Social Security’s

BABSON PARK, Massachusetts —
Since it became operative more than
30 years ago, the social security sys-
tem has grown like all get out. Most
of us take it pretty much for granted,
We are encouraged and elated whenhe
ever Congress sees fit to increase
benefits, and we grumble only half=
heartedly when Congress votes a boost
in the social security tax,

Perhaps we would be more deeply
concerned for its future (and ours!)
if we knew that social security is not
feally retirement insurance. Right
now social security is obligated to pay
out some $400 billion. However, its
reserve is scarcely more than 5% of
that amount!

What, then, has happened to your
social security tax payments? The
answer is quite simple: These pay=
ments are channeled into the U.S,
Treasury, along with other tax money,
and used as Uncle Sam sees fit. Hence
your future social securitybenefitsare
not being financed by your fax paye
ments of today. That moneyisbeing paid

out to older Amerlcans alreadv draw- ‘

ing denefits, "
BOTH MINIMUM4nd maximurmben-

" efits under social security have been

increased anumber of times, Of course,
more peopleare receiving moredollars
from the system than ever before, But
the return relative to social security
taxes paid is still disappointing.
Though their benefits may have
been small compared with those availe

Men paroled from Michiganprisons
have fewer problems adjusting to com-
munity life than those paroledfive years

ago. Gus Harrison, Director of Correc-
tions, notes that in the early 1960s,
about 40 percent of those paroled ran
into problems which resulted in their
return to prison, By 1965 the average
had dropped to 34 percent.

Harrison, encouraged by thistrend,
says, ‘“There are too many variables
which might explain it, But we think it
is a hopeful sign when programs which
we believe should do some good are
followed by improved community ad-
justment, If further new programs are
followed by continued improvement in
parole success, we are going to be
greatly encouraged.”

Some of the neiv programs cited by
Harrison are more intensive efforts in
educating and training young offend-

. ers, a work-furlough program, group

able today, workers who refired during
the early years of the program have
actually collected many times their
contribution, But as the program has
embraced more people, tax payments to
support it have outpaced the return
from it,

RIGHT NOW, the average young
worker could buy — from a private
insurer —a combination life~insurance=
and-retirement policy that would pro=-
vide him a much better return than he
will getfrom his social security, Hence,
compulsory social security as we have
it today is unfair. We and our em=
ployers combined should have the
choice of making payments for social
security either to Uncle Sam or to an
insurance company,

Another inequity in the present syse
tem which cries to heaven for cor=
rection is the inhumane, anti-social
ruling which forces a post-65 worker
to forego his full benefits until he
reaches 72 if he earns more than$1680
per year in wages, Yet, retirees who
have income from sources other than
employment are not similarly penalized,

THE'REAL JOKER in socialsecur-

" ity is the lack of a sufficient re= "

serve to assure. payment of benefits
over the longer term, When the syse
tem was established, it was confident=~
ly expected that a steadily increasing
population would provide an ever
greater number of taxpayers, It was
also expected that constantly expand=-
ing productivity would provide these

counselling and generally reducedpar-
ole caseloads. Parolees under 21 us=
ually have fewer problems of adjuste
ment than older offenders, Harrison
said,

AN ALARMING increase in the death
rate of young coho salmon, called
“fry” by conservationists, isattributed
to residue of DDT and other pesticides
in Lake Michigan and inland lakes fed
by Lake Michigan tributaries,

The Departmentof Conservationre~
ports that 680,000 fry died during this
year’s hatching of eggs taken from

Michigan sources last fall, This is a -

mortality rate far greater than ex-

- perienced in western states, In 1964,

almost 851,000 coho were successfully
hatched from 1 million eggs received
from Oregon.

Wayne H, Tody, chief of the fish
division, noted that death occurs ata
time in the life cycle when losses
should be minimal.

“'The fry were being stricken atthe
‘button up’ state, a time when they are
undergoing a transition between de-
pendence on food stored in their yolk
sac and on hatchery diets. The fish
typically went into spinning convule
sions, sank to the bottom of the tank,
many in a peculiar flexed position and

’dled.”

LABORATORY TESTS by Michi-
gan State University detected certain
levels of DDT- residues in the dead
coho fry which exceeded levels re-
ported in New York and Canada. Re=-
searchers there atfributed heavy fry
mortality to pesticide residues.

Although additional research will
be conducted, the department theorizes
that pesticide residue is absorbed by
the parent salmon during the 18 months
it spends in Lake Michigan, A portionis
concentrated in the fatty material of the
eggs, and these concentrations affect
the fry during the brief period in the

He resigned from that
position in 1999 to become a communi-
cations and community relations spe-
cialist with the General Electric Com-

ter, Cornell University. In 1961 he
was promoted to manager, Dati Com-
munication and Community Programs.

-three partles for 1966, 1967 and to date
in 1968 (for legal fees) is $8,504.25.

According to Edwin Presnell,
treasurer of.the citizens’ group, that
organization has spent $3,133.25;
Township Treasurer Duane Bell ree
orts an expenditure of $1,866; and

Village Clerk Mabel Ash reports an

expenditure of $3,505,
The total amount of taxpayers’
money spent is $5,371. .

2, Q-If we remaina village-township
form of government can I expect the

I now enjoy? (Total Novi taxes pre-
sently for local government-7 mills).

A-No, Novi residents can expect
either (1) increased taxes just to main-
tain present services, or (2) a cutin
local services to maintain present
taxes, Furthermore, proponents for
cityhood would argue that annexation
of prime Novi property could force the
remaining Novi taxpayers to sharea
larger portion of taxes for these ser=
vices.

3., Q-What happens to those parts
of Novi that are just township now and
not included in the “‘city” area? Can
these areas, if they wish, annex to
other cities? ;L

A-At present the most substantial
“township only’’ property isBrookland
Farms subdivision -No, 1. This area,
with approximately 90 residents, could
funetion under a township form of
government much like rural townships
do in-Michigan, However, it would mean
C.ig without fire protection, without
ibrary services, withoutpolice protec~
tion and without other services unless
these 90 residents are able and willing
to contract for such services with a
neighboring community, Since thispar=
ticular area would be entirely sure
rounded by the city, if the incorpora-
tion is approved, it would be unable
to annex to any other community except
to the new city of Novi, It is likely
that the area would voluntarily petition
for annexation to the new city. If it
is unable to function as a township,
the state could force suchanannexation,

In Mock School Vote

On the issue of city versus village

The suggestion ran into opposition
from Harrawood. He questioned Ackley
about an earlier suggestion that, be=
cause of difficulty of hiring and refain=
ing skilled and qualified personnel to
operate the machinery, Novi provide
road maintenance by contracting for
the services from a qualified firm.

Ackley responded by saying that new
bookkeeping requirements by the state
had discouraged him from the idea of
contracting for street and road work,
He added that since the village hadbeen
using the heavy-duty grader ona rental
basis he thought the performance of
men and machine favored purchase,

“Let’s face it,” Harrawood said,
“many of the roads we're talking
about using this machine onare nothing
but ditches. We can purchase gravel,
do all the grading we can possibly do,
but we will never solve our problem
until we bulld roads. As long as our
roads are lower than the roadsides
they’re going to be nothing but difches,
The gravel we buy will only be washed
aWay.”

facilities inNovi, whichrequires trans-
portation of prisonersto the county jail
— involving at least one officer out
of the village for every trip.
