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'Lake' coVers NoVi Road, Floods Strieker Paint 

What may have been the Worst 
rainstorm in local history inundated 
Whole sect ions of the 
Northville-NoVi-Wixom area Tuesday 
night, causing many thousands of 
dollars damage to scores of homes, 
businesses and streets. 

Riding on the crest of Tropical 
Storm Candy, the day-long rainfall 
dumped nearly 2.3 inches of rain at 
Metropolitan Airport, With 
unconfirmed reports of up to five and 
six inches of rainfall in the northWest 
section of Wayne County. 

Several accidents Were blamed on 
the storm here, but police departments 

' of the three communities report the 
number Was "amazingly small". Only a 
few injuries Were reported. 

Dozens of near accidents, hoWeVer, 
plagued unsuspecting motorists Who 
lost their brakes driving through scores 
of road lakes in the area. 

Hardest hit areas in Northville 
Were Center Street north of Randolph, 
MapleWood Street, and Hutton. In 
Novi, hardest hit Was NoVi Road at the 
C&O Railroad, Meadowbrook Road 
north of Grand RiVer, and isolated 
sections near Walled Lake. TWelve Mile 
Road took "Worst" honors in Wixom. 

Many other streets Were covered 
With Water. The intersection of Taft 
and Eight Mile Was a lake. Scores of 
basements Were flooded.

flooding. The basement of St. Mary 
Hospital was flooded. A house-size hole 
was gouged in the Northville Downs 
parking lot, but the horses ran anyway 
Tuesday night. Attendance was slashed 
to 1,551 and the mutual handle fell to 
$129,000. 

Raging Rouge River branch water 
swept into NorthVille, pooling a foot 
deep on Center Street and inside 
Northville Laundry Where it damaged 
equipment and forced closing of the 
business. Across the street. Water 
Washed aWay shrubbery stock of C. R. 
Ely & Sons. Stock was damaged inside 
the store by waves created by cars 
passing through the lake out front. 

Behind Ely, the Little Hill 
apartments of Mr. and Mrs. Donald 
Ware on Hutton Street were flooded as 
the rampaging river water gushed up 
over foot bridges. 

The Ford mill pond bridge was 
torn loose and was washed under Main 
Street southwest toward the Downs. 
Cass Benton Park was flooded and the 
parkway drive was closed. 

In the north end of the city, 
homeowners worked frantically to dike 
up water surging down from the north. 

Children boated in their driveways 
and on their lawns. 

A car was completely submerged 
in flood waters on Meadowbrook, 
one-quarter mile north of Grand River. 
A motorist was ̂ forced to swim from 
..i:> car stalled on 1-96 expressway. 

The normally placid creek adjacent 
to Strieker Paint Products at Novi 
Road and the railroad ballooned from 
six inches to 10-feet deep within hours, 
causing a gigantic whirlpool. Three feet 
of water filled the paint store, 
destroying or damaging hundreds of 
dollars of wallpaper, equipment and 
stock. 

Motorists everywhere were 
stranded when their cars stalled in the 
lakes. 

At least one store in the Walled 
Lake area was reported flooded with 
considerable damage. 

"It's by far the worst thing I've 
seen in the 22 years I've been in 
NorthVille," gasped the DPW 
Superintendent Herman Hartner, who 
worked through the night with his crew 
to answer problem calls. Oldtimers 
could recall nothing worse. 

Hartner said drains in Northville 
were not clogged, but the flood waters 
were just too much for them to handle. 
Water rushed through, beneath and 
above drains. 

Novi's night police dispatcher 
answered hundreds Of calls as residents 
and motorists reported flooded 
basements, stalled cars, accidents, and 
flooded roads. 

Bob '0 Link Golf Course turned 
into a giant lake that spread completely 
across Grand River. 

Two roads were washed out and 
were closed indefinitely. They are

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Charter Work Continues 
^ S t r o n g M a n a g e r ' I d e a 

P l a c e d o n B a c k B u r n e r 
"About face" Was the order of the 

day Thursday as Novi's City Charter 
Commission set aside an earlier policy 
decision to base the new charter upon a 
strong manager-weak mayor concept. 

Commissioners put the decision on 
the "back-burner" to await completion 
of thorough study of both 
manager-mayor and mayor-council 
concepts. Their action came on the 
heels of criticism by Commissioner 
Joseph Crupi, who had been absent 
when the commission made its earlier 
decision. 

Crupi, who criticized the 
commission for taking "premature 
action", urged the commission to 
reconsider its position and to postpone 
its policy decision until after a series of 
speakers have been heard On both 
concepts. 

Commission Chairman Raymond 
Evans, while supporting tabling action, 
made it clear that he and other 
members of the commission had not 
acted in haste three weeks ago, that he 
had studied both concepts and had 
reached the conclusion that the 
manager-mayor concept-as now 
utilized by village-is the best for the 
new city. 

Because Crupi had been absent and 
because Commissioner David Harrison 
had abstained from votmg earlier, 
neither could legally vote to reconsider 
Thursday. Once that action was taken. 

the commission voted to table the 
original motion. 

An effort to kill the original 
motion, thus providing Crupi an 
opportunity to vote on the matter 
when it comes up again, failed to gain 
commission approval. Thus, when the 
commission votes again on the tabled 
motion Crupi will not be able to vote. 

Crupi admitted he could not claim 
a right to vote because of his absense 
eariier and he emphasized that he was 
not attempting to gain special 
consideration for himself. 

For all practical purposes, argued 
Crupi, if the policy decision was 
permitted to stand the only significant 
decision remaining for the commission 
is to decide on the amount of millage 
the new city should be permitted to 
levy. "If that's what you Want," he 

said, "all you have to do is ask Mr. 
Bond (Attorney HoWard Bond) to 
suggest necessary legal changes." He 
based his argument on grounds that a 
strong manager-Weak mayor concept 
Would require only minor changes in 
the present charter. 

"I hope you don't plan to use your 
Words (in the neW charter) but leave 
that job to Bond," he told felloW 
commissioners. "...In all probability. 
We'll favor the strong manager 
((joncept) but I think both sides should 
be explored." 

Because of the tabling action, the 
commission decided to "skip over" 
charter sections dealing With the form 
of government for the time-being and 
to concentrate instead on revieWing 
suggestions by Bond dealing With other 
sections and on hearing speakers.

Police Warn 
'MinV Drivers 

Parents Who buy motorcycles and 
mini-bikes for their children had better 
know something about the laWs 
governing their operation. 

That's the advice of the Novi 
Police Department, Which this Week 
issued a Warning as the number of 
violations mount here in the Wake of 
warm Weather. 

Too many parents "just go out and 
buy their children equipment Without 
checking With pohce about operating 
it," said Detective Sergeant Richard 
Faulkner. "Both the operator and the 
motorbike must be licensed." 

"We're getting more and more 
calls, particularly from subdivision 
areas," Faulkner explained, "about 
youngsters who fail to observe speed 
limits, stop signs and common-sense 
safety regulations. Many of them are 
not licensed to operate their 
equipment. 

"Furthermore, the police 
department does not have the time nor 
the personnel to patrol specifically for 
this purpose. Parents should know that 
We intend to issue tickets-perhaps to 
parents themselves-and conifiscate the 
equipment Where Violations occur." 

One or more speakers are expected 
to be heard at tonight's (Thursday) 
meeting beginning at 8:30 p.m. Among 
speakers planned-not necessarily 
tonight-are city representatives of 
Northville and Livonia and one or more 
university professors steeped in 
municipal governments. 

In addition, the commission Will 
continue to hear reports from Novi 
department heads. Last Week, the 
commission heard comments and 
suggestions by Village Clerk-Treasurer 
Mabel Ash. 

(Cost of arranging a talk by one 
Wayne State University professor Was 
put at S50, but because Bond said this 
cost Was not a proper one to submit to 
the council (the village is fooring the 
cost of commission work) several 
commissioners decided to donate the 
necessary funds from their oWn 
pockets.) 

SeVeral citizens Were present to 
urge the commission to Write a "loW 
millage" into the new charter to ensure 
its approval by the citizens Who 
eventually must approve Or disapprove 
it at the polls. They suggested, too, 
that the feWer changes made in the 
present charter the better chance the 
new charter will have for gaining voter 
approval. 

A conservative charter With 
emphasis on present-day Novi as 
compared to a vastly changed charter 
aimed at the future, said one citizen. 
Would satisfy most voters. 

Among those speaking out for 
limited millage were former Village 
President Philip Anderson, George 
Simmons, and Norman Sommers. 

Commissioner Crupi, turning to 
the audience, urged the guests to 
"spread the word" that fear of a big 
millage provision is unfounded. It is the 
general concensus of commissioners, he 
said, Without drawing dissent from 
fellow members, that the commission 
plans to maintain the "lowest possible" 
millage, raising it above the present 
5-mill levy only if it is absolutely 
necessary. 

Novi's new school trustee, Gilbert 
Henderson, urged the commissioners to 
set aside their personal differences 
When their Work ends, to present a 
unanimously backed charter to the 
voters, and to urge approval of their 
finished handiwork. He said he hoped 
the final charter recommendation will 
represent considerable study. 

Concerning the procedure in 
reviewing sections of the existing 
charter. Commission Chairman Evans 
explained that the duties of the 
commission subcommittees shall 
include recommending changes 
only-not rewriting these sections 
word-for-word. 

County to Operate System 
W i x o m G i v e s U p W a t e r C o n t r o l 

The Wixom city council Voted 5-1 
•Tuesday night to turn over the 
Operation and maintenance of all 
community water system within the 
city to the Oakland county department 
of public works. 

Councilman Gunnar Mettala cast 
the lone dissenting vote. 

Mayor Wesley McAtee explained 
to the council that the city had to 
decide whether it should assume the 
responsibility of operating systems for 
individual subdivision developments at 
this time, or call upon the county for 
the service. He noted that it could not 
operate some and not Others, and that 
if the council wanted to get into the 
water business it must take over the 
Palmer Lake Estates system from the 
'county. 

"Eventually we may want to 

operate all the systems and connect 
them into a single water system," he 
pointed out. 

Councilman Ray Lahti favored 
county operation at this time pointing 
out maintenance problems that the 
county is better equipped to handle. 
Councilman Charles McCall agreed 
noting that the city could leam by 
observing the county and thereby be 
better prepared for future city 
operation. 

Mettala favored retaining local 
control. 

In its resolution the council called 
for retention of ownership of the 
systems by the city with an agreement 
with the county for operation and 
maintenance. 

A request by B. J. PoUard to 
reconsider a previously proposed 

rezoning to M-1 of a strip of land 30 
feet wide and 166.65 feet long at the 
Korex company was set for July 23. 

The council also purchased two 
tractors, one a lawn model from 
Pontiac Tractor & Equipment for a low 
bid of $792.40 and a larger model from 
Canton Tractor Sales for a low bid of 
$2,276. 

In final business the council made 
the following appointments: 

Planning Commission - Lawrence 
Beamish and Johanna Ware, 
reappointed to three-year terms, and 
Lloyd Preston, a new appointment for 
three years. 

Board of Appeals - John Miner 
and Reece Lacy, both reappointed. 

Parks and Recreation - John 
Ruggles and Gerald Taulbee, 
reappointed, and Phyllis Russett, 
named as a new member.

He is the first person from the 
newly created 3rd district to declare his 
candidacy. A Republican, Taylor hopes 
to represent Salem, Northfield, 
Superior and Ann Arbor townships on 
the board.

A Democrat from another 
township has reportedly expressed 
intention of running. 

If Taylor is elected as the 3rd 
district representative on the county 
board, the Salem township board must 
then appoint a successor to replace 
Taylor as the township supervisor.

Paving Assessment OK^d 
Northville's school board voted 

Monday night to accept 100-percent 
paving assessment for the district's Taft 
Road property-but only up to -a 
maximum of $9,000. 

The board's action reserved the 
right to reconsider if actual paving cost 
boosts the school's 100-percent 
proportionate share above $9,000. 

' Latest estimate of the city puts the 
school's share at $8,700. 

Citizens concerned with their own 
property assessment, pegged at 
75-percent by the city, attempted to 
persuade the board to scuttle plans for 
district participation in hopes of 
forcing the city to either scrap its 
paving plans entirely or reconsider the 
assessment formula for individual 
property oWners. 

Although board members balked 
at the city's request for an open-end 
100-percent assessment they 
nevertheless favored participation. 
They did so, it Was explained, because 
paving is desirable for the school 
system, because participation Will 
spread part Of the cost over the entire 
school district and reduce the 
proportionate share assessed individual 
property owners, and because the city's 
assessment formula appears to be less 
objectionable than earlier suggestions. 

Mr. and Mrs. Nicholas Zander 
argued that the board, by agreemg to 
participate, would "lock-in" individual 
property owners like themselves at the 
75-percent figure-a figure which in 
their opinion is ridiculoiisly high. 

The road is in need of repair, 
admitted Zander, "but in all fairness 
we cannot afford 75-percent." The 

' board, he argued, ought not to take an 

action that uses tax dollars to work a 
financial hardship on people who 
provide part of that tax money. 

Richard Robinson, speaking in 
behalf of his mother, urged the board 
to ignore the "threat" by the council 
that unless the school participates the 
road will not be paved. The board, he 
said, should not be subject to 
"either-or else" demands. 

Board members sympathized with 
the property owners, but emphasized 
that they had little recourse. The road 
will be paved eventually, no matter 
what action the board takes, and since 
participation will help cut cost to the 
individual property owner approval is 
in the best interest of these property 
owners, they concluded. 

In other action Monday, the board 
approved. Business Manager Eari 
Busard and Curriculum Coordinator 
Florence Panattoni. Salary adjustments 
were, withheld pending settlement of 
teacher negotiations. A policy

God is greater than the Bible 
and your understanding as to what 
it teaches. We must belieVe that 
"He is and that He is a rewarder of 
them that dihgently seek Him." 
Only as He is reVealed today in a 
many-membered Body perfectly 
joined together in the same mind 
and in the same judgment, all 
speaking the same tiling can we 
receive the reward Of our 
inheritance in the saints, eVen life 
for eVer more. 

To reach tliis place in God we 
must be willing as Esther of old to 
take a chance as it relates to our 
own understanding and mental 
reserVation for God is in the "Holy 
of Holies" and we as the High 
Priests Of our generation must find 
Him reVealed in that oneness for 
which Christ prayed. 

At the beginning of this age 
Christ opened up a new and liVing 
way.

Samuel W. Little, who started this newspaper 99 years ago 
next month, would throw up his hands in disgust if he wallced into 
The Record's composition shop today. 

No ink, no type cases, no metal. Not even a proof press. 
What might be even more shocking to an ink-blooded printer, 

there's more women than men putting up the pages. 
To the modem printer working at The Record the changes in 

newspaper production have been welcomed as improvements. And 
most of us even accept the female contingent as a necessary and 
capable addition to the new system. 

About three weeks ago we added the latest improVement-the 
IBM Magnetic Tape Selectric Composer system. 

We think we're one of the first newspapers in the state-and 
well up among the first in the nation-to convert all our typesetting 
to this newest method. 

The first hand-made models were introduced by IBM nearly 
two years ago. We liked what we saw and placed an order 
immediately. The first installations began this spring. 

Basically, IBM typesetting is simply setting type by 
typewriters. That's what we've been doing for three years, but we 
believe that the new IBM raachiIles provide the best quality we've 
seen. 

What's more the speed has been increased immensely-up to 
speeds of 14 characters per second. 

Now our Gals on the typewriters set their copy on electronic 
tape. If they make a mistake, they simply type over the error and the 
correction is automatically inserted on the tape. 

Or. if there are changes or corrections to be inserted in a 
story, a new tape is made and the corrections automatically made as 
the final copy is set electrically in justified columns. 

Now all the talk around the composition shop is 
"programming the composer" and "modes"-whatever that means 

All I know is that IBM has taught our composing room girls 
to set copy for news, advertishlg and commercial printing faster and 
better than ever before. 

Once in awhile we get a little mbced up in our 
"programming" and the copy comes out one-column when we 
wanted two, or indented when we wanted it centered. But eventually 
l̂ e girls bring the electronic monster under control and it spits out 
"copy so fast that even Samuel Little might have considered trading in 
his type stick. 

One of the things, for example, that we tell the IBM not to 
-do-and it doesn't-is to hyphenate a line. When "programming" a 

•"story, we instruct the machine to letter-space each line so that it will 
not have to break a word In the middle. 

We don't have to do this-and don't for quality 
brochures-but it's much faster and completely acceptable for setting 
newspaper columns. 

Here are some of the other features of Selectric Composer: it 
sets six point.... eight point... 10 point... 11 point. Up to 12 point in size. 

It sets light face and bold face and italic. 
It will set copy flush left.... 

or flush right. 

It will do a wrap-around, if for example I should, like some 
popular columnists, wish to insert my picture in the column. 

There's very little our new 
composing machines won't do... that is, if 
you feed them the right information. 

Next we expect to find a machine 
that will gather the informarion. Then we'll 
just wait around until Thursday to see 
what's new.

This could be called 'The Ponderous Age," a time in which 
troubles weigh heavily on people, so much so that they have 
forgotten how to relax.

Or perhaps the play was one of those slap-stick, rock ribbed 
comedies, featuring a hero Who could do no right as he fell off a , 
chair, tripped While carrying a batter of mother's best pancake mix, 
or dropped baby to prove the bouncing theory. In short, slapstick. 

This is the fare that lies in store at the Rosier Player's Old 
Tent ShoW at 6068 West Grand River in Brighton. It's a revival of 
sorts, Without the preaching. The only conversion Will be to mirth 
and complete entertainment that includes vaudville acts between 
acts. 

The tent show, like the plays, isn't neW. Bom in 1855, the 
tent shoW caught fire by 1900 when there Were 1,900 tent shows 
playing in more than 16,000 American communities and employing 
about 20,000 actors. Actors Were itinerants then, traveling from 
community to community to present the fashionable plays of the 
day, long before the silent movies of "talkies" dented the gate. 

The Rosier Players aren't new, either. A professional ̂  
company Working out of Jackson, the Players appeared in years past 
at the Irish Hills playhouse until its doors closed last year.

EVery thing's not old about this new theatrical Venture. One 
of the plays being offered-"The Little Dipper"- is an original 
musical in folk style written by Hammill and Ward of the Rosier 
Players, Inc. 

But, in essence, the glow of yesteryears Will be the focus 
when the curtain opens for the Rosier Players first show tomorroW 
night.

deVelOped a sales pitch "nobody could resist."

At one 
time he had about 18 boys Working for him, and 
he m,ade the rounds from one stand to another to 
make sure "those kids got out there and Worked 
the cars." 

In one profitable move, Sara recalled, he 
bought 20 tons of unroasted jumbo peanuts 
"before the guy knew the price had gone up, and I 
made a killing. You gotta be on your toes." 

Sam carefully measured out 80 bags of 
peanuts to every half-barrel and always saved out 
two peanuts from each bag. 'Those two peanuts 
Were enough for my overhead," he laughed. When 
the Wholesale price of peanuts Went up, Sam kept 
the same size bag and his sale price but reduced the 
number of peanuts per bag.

What to Look for During Last Half of 1968 
By most standards, first-half 1968 

has been a very good period for 
business: Numerous new records in 
production and shipments; a Gross 
National Product gain of close to 
S38 billion; economic strength 
abounding despite social, economic, 
political, and international crises. 

' Even so, it is obvious that tliis • 
prosperity has not been shared by all 
segments of the economy. Farm 
income has lagged.

GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT -
Best estimate is that Gross National 
I*roduct Will average out at S848 billion 
for the year.

While the rate has varied, the 
direction has been consistently up. lt 
promises to continue upward in the 
coming six months, even though pared 
by heavier tax burdens, ln fact, 
consumer purchases will be one of the 
mainstays of the economy, averaging at 
least 5% above a year ago. We predict 
moderate gains in both durable and 
nondurable goods buying and fully 
expect Christmas retail sales to reach 
an all-time high. 

PERSONAL INCOME - Our 
bullish forecast for consumer spending 
is predicated on the belief that personal 
income will climb to new record highs 
during the period under review. With 
disposable income (after taxes) running 
about 6% above a year, eariier.

LANSING - School Millage votes 
fared slightly better than 50 percent 
during the first five months of 1968, 
reports the Michigan Education 
Association. From January through 
May, 182 elections proposed extra 
operating millage for schools; 98 were 
successful and 84 were defeated. 

Proposals to bond districts for 
school construction enjoyed greater 
success. While 53 percent of elections 
for increased operating millage met 
voter approval, 64 percent of elections 
for construction were successful. Some 
33 elections were held; 21 were passed 
and 12 defeated. 

This is the first year records of 
success and failure have been compiled. 
MEA notes that in previous years.only 

' those elections approved by voters 
Were catalogued by the State 
Department of Instruction.

L A R G E R bookcases may soon be 

needed by attomeys and others who 
make use of the Compiled I.aWs of the 
State of Michigan. Each year a new 
volume appears which lists all 
legislation passed during the current 
session. The dark blue books are 
usually obvious in law offices, state 
departments, courts, and local 
government offices. 

The last time Michigan statutes 
were organized and compiled into 
complete volumes was 1948. Since 
then, 19 separate books have been 
published to show new laws, repeal of 
and amendments to existing statutes. 
By publishing a new set of compiled 
laws, these 19 volumes could probably 
be reduced to five or six. Legislators 
who seem to be concerned over lack of 
room for their offices might welcome 
such a space-saving move. 

Provision for publishing a new set 
of compiled laws must come from the 
lawmakers. A bill, passed in the House, 
made such authorization but ran into 
trouble in the Senate, lt has been sent 
back to a Senate committee and for all 
practical purposes is dead. This means 
Volume 20 now will be added to the 
pile of reference books. There have 
been only three such compilations in 
the history of Michigan: 1915, 1929, 
and 1948. It is time for another.

All conscientious objectors receive 
military training at Fort Sam Houston, 
Texas. About 35,000 medics are 
processed there each year. Of this 
n u m b e r . 2 , 6 0 0 m e d i c s are 
conscientious objectors and about 65 
percent of them are Seventh-day 
Adventists. 

Each June SDA youths from 
almost every state, including .Alaska, 
travel to Michigan for the two-week 
encampment. Camp Doss is held on the 
campus of the Seventh-day Adventist 
Grand Ledge Academy, which becomes 
a virtual "tent city." This year 
approximately 150 young men are 
participating in the training.

Retirement of Supreme Court Justice 
Theodore Souris opens the 
door to clear-cut decisions 
by a majority vote of the 
lfigh Court, ln an effort to 
do away With stalemates 
created by 4 4 decisions of 
the eight members of the 
court, the. 1963 Michigan 
Constitution provides that 
the first vacancy in the 
court aeated by death, 
retirement or resignation 
shall not be filled. 

A l t h o u g h h i s 
retirement Will not be 
effective until July l , the 
4 2 - y e a r - o l d jus t i ce 
indicates he Will no longer 
sit on the bench and 
participate in decisions. 
H i s departure gives 
Republicans a technical 
majority on the court for 
the first time since 1955. 
Ill the past, the court has 
at times come up With a 
4 4 deadlock on an issue, 
leaving the outcome "in 
limbo." 'The most recent 
example Was the tie 
decision on Whether the 
Michigan Court of Appeals 
had the right to investigate 
a state agency. 

Souris, one of the 
court's more l iberal 
members, was the chief 
force behind landmark 
decisions that applied the 
o i l e - m a n , one-Vote 
principle to the Legislature 
and, more recently, to 
c o u n t y b o a r d s o f 
supervisors. One of the 
most prolific Writers of the 
court, he ailthorized 192 
o p i n i o n s be tWeen 
1964-68. 

personal income gains over the 1967 
last half should be even greater, 
possibly 8%. reflecring still rising 
wages, bigger social security and other 
government payments, and higher 
dividend and interest rates. 

L A B O R DEVELOPMENTS -
During the first six months of this year. 
Wage increases have been the largest in 
the nation's history. .And this trend Will 
continue in the second half, spurred by 
tile record raises expected in aluminum 
and steel. Basic patterns will likely 
contain multi-year raise guarantees of 
at least 6'/i% annually and, in many 
instances, across-the-board pay 
provisions substantially higher. Fringe 
benefits will be either expanded or 
initiated where contracts face 
reopening or expiration. Labor will also 
move to tighten the security of private 
pension plans - which cover upwards 
of 25 million employees and involve 
assets of more than SlOO billion. 

AUTO OUTLOOK - So far, buyer 
interest has been very well maintained 
and there is good reason to expect 
1968 output to top 8,500,000 units. 
As usual, there will be a letdown during 
model cliangeovers. However, we 
predict that last-half output will top 
the strike-diminished year-earlier figure 
by about 10%. 

B U I L D I N G A N D 
CONSTRUCTION - Despite high costs 
for land, materials, and mortgage 
money, we feel that home building will 
make nominal gains over year-ago 
levels, with apartment units continuing 
to be favored. Public construction wil] 
be hurt by cutbacks in federal 
spending, especially roadbuilding... 
dipping below recent levels but holding 
close to final-half 1967 oudays. 
Commercial construction prospects are 
likewise dim: expenditures could drop 
as much as 5% below the first half 
though holding some 10% above a year 
ago. 

F A R M I N G - We a re 
moderatelyoptimistic about the over-all 
position of farmers in the next six 
months. Quotations for livestock 
should be edging up and we expect that 
harvest prices for some key crops wiU 
be a bit higher than they were late last 
summer and in the autumn. While 
farmers' expenses are still on .the rise, 
the'.climb should be at an appreciably 
"slower pace than in the first half. 

WAR AND PEACE - Al l the 
foregoing predictions are based on our 
conviction that the road to peace in 
Vietnam Will be long and rocky. So far, 
the Paris talks have gotten nowhere; 
and the conflict rages more fiercely 
than before we cut back our bombing 
of North Vietnam. If peace comes to 
Vietnam this year- and it will only if 
the U.S. makes far-reaching concessions 
to the Reds - it will come so late in 
the year as to have minimal impact on 
the economy. The balance between War 
and peace elsewhere in our troubled 
worid has seldom been more delicate. 
Sentiment for resumption of the 
Korean War is strong in North Korea, 
ln the Middle East it is becoming 
harder to hold the lid on the boiling 
cauldron of mutual fear and hatred 
•between Arabs and Jews. More than 
any other nation, Russia holds the key 
to peace in Korea and in the Middle 

East; but there is no more than a 50-50 
chance that she will quench the embers 
now smoldering. 

POLITICS - Politics will hold 
center stage iri the U.S. right through 
the second half. Vietnam will continue 
to be a big issue politically, but Ho Chi 
Minh's tactics on the battlefield and at 
the conference table could cause anger 
and resentment sufficient to Weaken 
the position of political doves running 
for office. Crime, civil rights, and the 
war on poverty will be given equal 
billing with Vietnam as campaign 
issues. We forecast also that leaders of 
both parties will be in general 
agreement as to national goals ... 
differing only in methods of attaining 
them. This, as much as anything, could 
make for a close election... perhaps 
close enough to give the House of 
Representatives the chance to make the 
final decision.

Local Musician 
Keeps Going At 91 

SloWly the gentleman hobbled into 
the room and eased himself into a 
chair. "1 bought that piano," he 
mumbled, indicating the baby grand 
lodged in the corner of the 
Presbyterian FelloWship Hall. 

"We got it second hand for S125. 
Yes, We found it under a pile of chairs 
in a junk shop in Detroit-Reverend 
Fredsell and a couple other church 
members. They asked me to go along. 
It didn't look like much but I saw the 
numbers on the strings and knew it Was 
a good year." 

If anyone in Northville is qualified 
to judge the Worth of a musical 
instrument, it must be Henry Schnute, 
Northville's popular music man Who 
Saturday celebrated his 91st birthday. 

Friends gathered recently at the 
church to see a movie concerning the 
life of this still active musician. The 
photographer, Percy MacKenzie, and 
the narrator, Felix Lorenz, had Worked 
With Schnute's daughter, Selma, to 
compress nearly a century of the man's 
life into the 45 minute film. The result 
is a fascinating documentary entitled, 
"Four Score and Ten." 

Henry Frederick William Schnute 
Was born June 22, 1877, in a log cabin 
in NeW Menton, Dlinois. 

When he was five his mother 
bought an auioharp, and the boy 
immediately learned several tunes 
including, "Home Sweet Home." 
Recognizing her son's talent, Mrs. 
Schnute enrolled him in music 
lessons-and he continued to study

until he was graduated from college in 
1898. 

FolloWing graduation he taught 
school in Detroit and on August 2, 
1902, he married Matilda Wagner. 
Three sons were bom, Milton, Arthur 
and Alvin, and the couple lived 
together until Mrs. Schnute died in 
1912. Later, he married Augusta 
Katheryn Myer, who died in 1960. A 
daughter, Selma, was born with this 
second union. 

For a while, Schnute continued 
teaching in Detroit, but eventually 
teaching 80 students in a one-room 
classroom became too much and, upon 
his doctor's advice, he moved to the 
country-purchasing a Northville farm 
home now oWned by Dr. and Mrs. R. 
G. Wetterstroem. 

Except for 10 years in Monroe, he 
has lived in Northville since then. It is 
here that his children grew up. Milton 
graduated from Michigan State 
University With a major in zoology and 
Alvin folloWed his father to Concordia 
Lutheran College. .Arthur served as 
Northville's assistant postmaster until 
his death in 1962. Selma, the youngest, 
is living at home giving music lessons 
along With her father. 

Throughout his life, Schnute has 
been immersed in music. 

Years ago he organized the 
NorthVille Community Orchestra and 
sometime later the senior choir for 
senior citizens. He has directed 
numerous church choirs and Was, for a 
While, organist in one of the local 
churches. 

In his life-time he has mastered 
more than 15 instruments-all of Which 
he has taught from time to time. More 
than a 1,000 students have taken 
lessons from him and the number 
continues to increase. At present he has 
approximately 15 students. 

Although he has never performed 
in public himself, some of his students 
have become quite successful. He 
recalls one student in particular "Who 
used to live on the comer of Rogers 
and Cady." The student. Whose name 
he cannot remember, moved away and 
lost touch With his Northville teacher. 
One day, turning on his radio, he heard 
the announcer state that his former 
pupil Would be conducting the 
Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra in 
Chicago. 

Life has not been too easy. He has 
suffered several heart attacks and had 
cancer of the lip. And soon after his 
90th birthday he suffered a serious 
illness Which doctors presumed Would 
be fatal. 

But the colorful old man lives on, 
teaching music and doing the things 
that have made him, in his oWn Way, a 
living Northville legend.

Township Okays 
1968-69 Budget 

Novi Township's 1968-69 
proposed budget-calling for a total 
outlay of S101,500-Was approved last 
Week Monday. ' 

(The Novi News erred in reporting 
that the budget hearing Was to be held 
last Week Wednesday). 

According to Supervisor Hadley 
Bachert, the approved estimated 
budget differs from an earlier proposed 
budget in that the "in and out" income 
from veterans exemptions are not 
included (receipt of these funds from 
the state and their dispersal is a clerical 
matter only and no longer required to 
appear in the budget). 

Last year the total budget called 
for an. estimated expenditure of 
$96,400 and it included the veterans 
exemptions. 

Furthermore, he said estimated 
cash on hand actually totalled $54,200, 
as revealed in the completed audit, 
rather than the estimated $46,000 as 
reported two Weeks ago. 

Most line item expenditures 
remain the same as the earlier budget 
estimate, although a couple categories 
have been reorganized, an assessor 
salary of $3,000 hais been eliminated, 
and the total outlay for the park has 
been hiked from $2 ,̂000 to $31,600.

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Area Population Hits 22^740 in '67 
Population of the Northvflle, Novi, 

Wixom communities increased by 
3,115 persons betWeen the 1960 and 
July 1, 1967, according to the latest 
count by the planning division of the 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments. 

The head count climbed from 
19,625 in 1960 to 22,740 last July. 
This total, explained planners, includes 
the large non-household population of 
the institutions in Northvflle ToWnship. 

Biggest jump in population 
occuned in the Oakland County 
section of Northville where figurefs 
climbed from 985 to 1,490-a 505 
increase or 51-percent jump. 

The Wayne County portion of 
Northville increased from 2,982 to 
3,800 for a jump of 818 people or 
27-percent. Altogether, Northville's 
city population Was put at 5,290. 

• Novi-1nclilding both the village 
and the township-showed a 
populati'on increase of from 6,454 to 
7,200, a jump of 746 or M^lercent. 

Population increased from 7,673 
to 8,400 in Northville Township of an' 
increase of 727 or nine percent. 

In Wixom, the population 
increased by 319 or 21-percent, from 
1,531 to 1,850. 

Population estimates of the 
seven-county area, according to SMCG', 
show an increase of 541,646. As of 
July I, 1967, the region grew to 
4,723,000 persons-a gain of 
13-percent over the seven year period. 

Greatest percentage growth 
occurred in Macomb CoiJhty which had 
a oew high of 577,000 residents for a 
42-percent increase since 1960. Two 
communities. Warren and Sterling 
Township, accounted for most: of this 
gain with about 111,000 additional 
persons. This represents a growth of 
94^ercent for Wanen and 181-percent 
for Sterling ToWiiship.

residents for a gain of 25 percent of 
almost 175,000.

Livonia^ Northville 

Officials Debate 
Government Here 

A strong manager and a strong 
mayor recommended and defended 
their respective forms of government in 
a sparring match before the Novi City 
Charter Commission Thursday night. 

Neither could claim a victory. 
Commissioners expect to hear 

others talk about the two basic forms 
of government before deciding which 

• type of government they will choose 
for Novi. 

Thursday's contestants were 
Harvey W. Moelke, mayor of Livonia, 
and Frank Ollendorff, city manager of 
Northville. While the two espoused 
opposite viewpoints, they Were agreed 
on two fundamental issue: 

Whichever formi of government is 
picked, give the mayor or the manager 
sufficient powers to carry out the 
duties of his office, and in writing the 
charter make it a clear-cut document 
that does not mix strong 
manager-strong mayor charter 
provisions. 

Here are the basic points of the 
two sides: 

Moelke- ' 

•The strong mayor-council form 
of government provides a check and 

balance system not provided under the 
city manager form. 

*It offers a healthy public forum, 
resulting in better public awareness of 
the issues. 

•*With both the mayor and tile-
council being elected, the people know 
where the responsibilities belong and 
they can act accordingly. 

•The city manager cannot exercise 
authority as can the mayor Who is 
elected by the people; furthermore 
When the elected mayor goes to 
Lansing or to Washington, D.C. for 
some request he carries with him a 
good deal more authority. 

*A mayor usually has been a 
resident of a community for a 
considerable time and knoWs first-hand 
many of the problems and the citizens 
of the community, 

•The mayor can express his own 
opinions and fight for his position 
whereas the city manager does not 
often express differing points of view. 
How can the manager be held 
responsible for coimcil action where its 
decision may have been made by a split 
vote? 

•The strong mayor system 
provides organized groups witii an. 
opportunity to advance a candidate. 
and to have some influence in-
capturing the mayor's seat. : 

OUendorff-

•The lines of responsibility under 
the manager system are clear-cut and 
the people know it.A manager who fails 
to do his job can be disciplined or 
dismissed. 

*ln local government there are two 
distinct functions: policy-making and 
administrative. A manager, trained in 
administration, can do this job best; 
leaving policy-making to the council. 

•If the council errors it cannot 
'pass the buck', to the mayor or 

vice-versa as is the case under the 
strong mayor form of government. 

•If your citizens voice littier 
interest in local government, then 
perhaps the strong mayor form is 
preferable. But if the people have a real 
interest in their government, the city 
manager form has the edge because 
here .the people, not the mayor, 
represent the "check" on tiie council.

By Charter Commission 
Ward System Considered 

Should Novi's new city charter 
contain provisions for xouncil 
representation by the Ward system? 

If Thursday's discussion is a clue, 
this question is certain to Weigh heavily 
upon the City Charter Commission's 
future deliberations. 

As a matter of fact it may have 
been a key point of discussion in 
yesterday's meeting (Tuesday), Which 
was moved ahead two days because,of 

.the Fourth of July holiday. 
Last Thursday, two citizeiis 

attending another lively meeting of the 
commission urged its members to 
consider the district or ward system to 
guarantee equal representation on the 
council. They Were Donald Woodward 
and Mrs. Jean Colleen. 

Woodward, Vho has repeatedly 
argued in the pâ t that Novi's 
government hê ects the northern 
portion of the community in the 
Walled Lake section, took the position 

that if the neW charter does not 
contain a district provision it Will not 
be approved by the voters. 

Mrs. Colleen said she had. no 
personal interest to satisfy but that in 
her opinion the ward system Would ' 
give the community's various- sections 
better representation. 

Commissioner Russell Button, Who 
first suggested the ward system to 
fellow members, said he is not yet fully 
convinced that it should be written 
into the charter. However, he urged 
felloW members to study it thoroughly 
before reaching a decision. 

One of the problems With a ward 
system, it was noted, is that because-of 

recent landmark rulings of the United 
States Supreme Court and the Michigan 
Supreme Court distticting by equal 
population most certainly would also 
apply to local government. 

This being the case, a charter 
provision for the Ward system Would 
necessarily require periodic 
redistricting because of changes in 
populations, thus necessitating periodic 
charter revisions-a costly, complicated 
procedure. 

The question is expected to be 
explored, however, with attention 
given to a ward system provided 
through ordinance rather than by 
charter provision. 

Township Race Locked Up 
Primary Election's A Puzzler 

The August primary and the 
November election are sure to be 
beauts-full of puzzling legal 
ramfications and wallpaper ballots 
almost as long as your arm. 

Redistiicting of the local court 
system together With the new county 
supervisory district helps create the big 
question marks. 

But the election of township 
officials is no less puzzling. As things 
stand now it appears the two-party 
primary election of toWnship officials, 
here in Novi, has already been decided. 

Up until a few months ago, 
township officials had been told they 
were to serve "bonus" terms to rectify 
the lame duct sessions resulting from 
changes in the new State Constitution. 

Officials elected in November of 
1966 did not officially take office until 
the following spring, so in reality their 
terms do not expire until next 
spring-not in November when they 
stand for re-election. 

Lake last year the Attorney 

General of Michigan ruled 
unconstitutional that part of the act 
extending the four-yeair terms of 
trustees elected in 1964. "No doubt, 
the Legislature will have to enact 
something to- correct (thie 
law)...probably call for an election in 
1968," his office told tills newspaper. 

While tiie Attorney General's 
ruling concerned only those trustees 
elected to four-year terms in 1964, his 
office told The News at tiie time tiiat it 
probably would affect, too, the 
four-year terms of trustees elected in 
1966 whose terms had been extended 
to November, 1972. 

, The ruHng would not, his office 
said, affect the extension of terms of 
township officers, such as supervisors, 
clerks, and treasurers. 

Recentiy, Oakland County Circuit 
Judge \̂̂ lliam Beer handed down a 
decision that in effect challenged the 
Constitutional authority of the state 
legislature to extend the terms. 

Each time the question of 

extended terms has arisen, 
challengers-including the Attorney 
General-have' pointed to the 
Constitution. 

Here's What tlle Constitution says: 
"In each organized township there 

shall be elected for terms of not less 
than two nor MORE than four yiars as 
prescribed by law a supervisor, a clerk, 
a treasurer, an/J not to exceed four 
trustees, whose legislative and 
adnlinistrative powers and duties shall 
be provided by law." 

The. -Constitution very clearly 
supports the challengers. But what 
aboiit the other half of its provision? 
"...shdl be elected for terms of NOT 
LESS titan two..." 

Township officials elected in 
November of 1966 did not officially 
take office until the following spring. 
Therefore, if it is unconstitutional for 
them to serve longer than four years is . 
it not unconstitutional for them to 
serve less than two? 

Novi Supervisor Hadley Bachert is 

as puzzled as the next. And he's 
received no official communication 
from Lansing relative to these election 
questions. 

To further complicate matters, 
while the conflicting viewpoints were 

'being raised throughout the state, the 
deadline for filing for party nomination 
to .township office came and past. 
Those who may have been waiting for 
clear-cut answers missed the 
opportunity to get their names on the 
August Primary ballot. 

Novi's officials, however, acting 
upon the advice of their attorney, 
Emery Jacques, filed '̂ 'ust in case," 
before the June 18 deadline. The same 
thing happened in Northville, although 
there the deadline came up so 
unexpectedly that no one filed for one 
trustee vacancy. 

So in reality, the August primary 
w^ be a no-contest battle, with no 
challengers. It means the Republican 
board has been re-elected even before 
the November general election.
