CottreU and 528 for Marshall Taylor. 

The Votiijg turn-out in Novi Was 
particularly low, only 21 per cent with 
a total vote of 564. Wixom hit a 35 per 
cent turn-out with 281 votes cast. 

All the state propositions on the 
ballot were approved, but the Oakland 
county road commission appeal for one 
mill to improve roads lost 
overwhelmingly, 45,994 to 23,790. 

In the race for Democratic 
nomination to U.S. congress Gary 
Frink topped Ron Mardiros, 7,968 to 
6,331. Republican Congressman Jack 
McDonald was unopposed. Sixtieth 
District State Representative Clifford 
Smart, Republican, won easily oVer N. 
Paul Forsberg, while Earl F. J. St. 
Aubin barely edged William Todd, 
878-876, for the Democratic 
nomination. 

In the 52nd district judge race 
Martin Boyle won with 1,844 Votes to 
1,070 for John Weick and 496 for C. 
H. Letzring.

Examination of three youths 
charged with kidnapping a Novi police 
officer is scheduled to be held at 2 p.m. 
today (Thursday) in the court room of 
Emery Jacques, Novi justice of the 
peace. 

It is expected that Giles Carl 
Askins, 19, and Floyd Kirkendall and 
William J. Jobe, both 17, Will be bound 
over to circuit court for trial. 

Bond on the three accused South 
Lyon youths was upped to $100,000 
on Askins, and $50,000 each on 
Kirkendall and Jobe last week 
Wednesday when an additional charge 
of assault with intent to murder Was 
lodged against them. 

They were arraigned at about 4:30 
p.m. before Justice Jacques, then were 
remanded to the Oakland County jail 
upon failing to post bond. 

That marked the second time 
within 16 hours that the three youths 
had been arraigned before Jacques. 

Earlier, at 1:35 a.m., they were charged 
with kidnapping and bond on Askins 
Was set at $50,000 and $25,000 each 
on Kirkendall and Jobe. 

Novi police and the Oakland 
County prosecutor's office have 
entered a plea to have a 16-year-old 
youth, also from South Lyon, tried as 
an aduk on the same charges. 

No waiver is being sought on the 
15-year-old South Lyon boy who was 
also implicated in the abduction of 
Novi Patrolman Robert Starnes. 

Richard Faulkner, Novi detective 
sergeant, said each count lodged against 
Askins, Kirkendall and Jobe canies a 
maximum sentence of life 
imprisonment upon conviction. But the 
law stipulates sentence could be any 
number of years. 

If efforts to obtain a waiveron the 
16- year-old fail, Faulkner said he and 
the 15-year-old would then face

Novi village council considered 
countless municipal matters in a four 
hour session Monday night, acted as 
referee in several others, and approved 
the purchase of radios for the fire and 
police department. 

They approved the preliminary 
plat of Meadowbrook Sead 
Subdivision, with several restrictions, 
including approval by the Water 
Resources Commission, the Oakland 
County Drain Commission and their 
village engineers. 

Bids are to be let on a walkietalkie 
portable radio for the police 
department that will not exceed $750 
in cost, complete with accessories and a 
band that will permit police to 
communicate with firemen on their 
radios. The cost had already been 
provided for in the budget. 

Two additional radios, compatible 
with those abeady in use, were also 
approved for firemen. Council also told 
the fire department to bring in 
quotations on coats and boots and 
other equipment necessary for new 
firemen who have none. 

Councihnen set August 28 at 8 
p.m. at the Community Hall as the date 
of hearing resolutions on three special 
assessments: paving of Seeley Road, 
sewers for Orchard Hills and 
connection charges for these sewers. 

Village engineers are to bring 
estimates at the next regular council 
meeting on two phases of improving 
Pioneer Meadows roads: the cost of 
ditching and grading, and also the cost 
Of carrying this preparation thiot^ to 
the asphalting of the roads. 
Determination m& then be made as to 
whether the cost of the first suge is 
small enough that council can "pick up 
the tab" or Whether the entjfe 
improvement might have to be made 
by special assessment. In this case, 
residents would have to decide in 
public hearing just how much they do 
want done to their roads. 

A Ferndale man who owns 
property adjacent to 216 Monticello, 
where there is a "block building that 
has fallen on its face and is 
rat-infested," asked that council appeal 
to the Oakland County Health 
Department for help in ridding the area 
of the condemned property as a health 

hazard. Council empowered Manager 
Howard Ackley to move tovrard this 
end. 

The overall subject of upgrading 
property, such as building up paltly 
finished homes, will come up for 
discussion on August 26 at a special 
ordinance meeting as set previously by 
council. 

Council passed an ordinance that 
qualifies the splitting of lots, and 
provides for detailed written 
descriptions to be filed whenever a split 
is desired. A building lot must be 80 
feet at the front and contain 12,000 
square fê t total. 

Mr. and Mrs. Wilfred Collins 
appeared before the board with a 
request that they be guaranteed police 
protection for their property on Beck 
Road adjacent to the golf course which 
they felt had been lacking. Police Chief 
Lee BeGoie assured council that 
whenever a car is available, he sends it 
on civil matters such as the one the 
Collins' described. However, "criminal 
matters get preference." 

Council reassured the family that 
the car would come out whenever there 
is crime involved but it should not be 
expected to settle neighborhood 
disputes. 

A long diKUSsion about sewer and 

water pay-back agreements with 
Meadowbrook Nursing Home resulted 
in a motion, passed by council, to 
delay any payback agreeme-lt until 
such time as a 500 foot gap in the 
sewer line is completed at some future 
date by some person unknown - which 
will permit the use of the sewer line 
beyond the Meadowbrook Nursing 
Home. 

The Home officials were restricted 
by ordinance to installing sewer and 
water lines that were much larger than 
they say they needed for their own use. 
They said they were told this ŵ s in 
order that others could tie into the 
lines "in future expansion", which 
would give them a chance to recover 
some of their cost.) 

There appears to be no immedate 
expansion beyond the home in sight 
that would need to tie into these lines. 
However, council made a motion to 

refuse to allow anyone else to use the 
sewer leading to the nursing home until 
the 500-feet span is completed, which 
will protect the home now and leave 
the '"payback" open for future 
consideration. 

In further discussion, the 
Meadowbrook Nursing Home 
representatives asked council for 
permission to build a redwood fence 
between their lot and the adjacent 
backyards. Several persons owning 
property protested. Council pointed 
out that they had zoned the property 
on the specific provision that a brick 
wall would be erected between the 
properties, in whatever manner was 
mutually agreeable fo the residents 
affected and the nursing home. They 
pleaded with residents and the officials 
to come to this private agreement 
outside council chambers. 

Adjournment was at 12:12 a.m.

Four Novi councilmen showed 
themselves up in their true light 
Monday night in the hot, 
smoke-encircled room at the Novi 
village hall. 

It had been a long session. A hot 
one. Both weather-wise and 
complaint-wlse. Everyone was tired -
the council and spectators, too. Many 
still sat, waiting their turn to complain. 
It was ̂ eady near midnight. 

An elderly man entered in his 
work clothes and sat down. He, too, 
had something to say. 

Sam Gillian spoke his piece-
It seems Sam has been farming 10 

acres on Grand River for many years-
He's 78 years old. His land has always 
been a hollow," and he's always got the 
water run-off from every direction," 
Councilman Ray Evans explained to 
the group. But Sam has always had a 
beautiful garden. "Had" is the proper 
tense this year. Sam's garden is gone. 
Drowned out. Not by nature really. 

It seems Sam's neighbor, "Bud" 
Mather, decided to improve his piece 
adjacent to Sam? so he trucked in tons 

of dirt and brought it up to a nice level 
Nice for Mather. Not nice at all for 
Sam. Not all Mather's water runs into 
Sam's already well-watered hollow. 
Sam would like council to do 
something about this. This garden is his 
life. 

President Ray Hanison turned to 
Attorney Howard Bond and asked, 
perhaps for the dozenth time that 
night, "What is our situation legally?" 

Reluctantly, Bond had to explain, 
in legal terms as simple as possible, that 
this is not a municipal matter. This is a 
civil case. Sam is in a predicament, but 
no one the village caused by any act of 
its own. It's true. Bond told him, a man 
can't increase the velocity or flow of 
water to the detriment of his neighbor's 
property. But if he does, it's a dispute 
between them. The city or village is not 
to blame nor can it become involved. 

Sam didn't want a lawyer. He 
didn't want to go to court.

Couincilman Leo Harrawood said, 
"We can't do anything as a council 
Sam, but I can talk to Mather myself, 
as a person. Maybe I can explain how 
you need his help." 

"Me, too, Sam," said Councilman 
Evans, "I'll go see him as an individual. 
I know the problem you have there..." 
and Councihnan William Duey joined 
in. President Harrison added his 
assurance that he, too, would "make a 
person-to-person appeal" to Sam's 
neighbor. 

Sam knew he was among friends -
not as councilmen, but as men. 

He said goodnight - and then he 
came back with a bottle of pop for 
everyone - just to show he 
understood. 

Where to dump trash is a problem 
that puzzles Novi village and township 
people. There's no good answer. 

Numerous village and township 
people have wondered how to handle 
the matter, but even officials can offer 
no solution. 

In order to provide a public 
dumping area, the people could 
petition to put a proposal on the ballot 
and vote - but, of course, it would 
require more millage to pay for one, 
points out Clerk Mabel Ash. Dumping 
is not a matter of having a piece of 
vacant land and putting trash on it. The 
state law provides for strict regulations 
that call for excavations where trash 
can be covered properly; a lot of 
equipment is essential to the 
complicated operation, and personnel 
must be hired to operate it. 

There were two landfill dumps 
open until last spring, according to the 
Novi village derk, but they are full and 
have been closed. 

People have been informally 
directed to the disposal area in Salem 
township on Six Mile and Chubb 
Roads. They shouldn't be however. 
This is not open to anyone except 
certain private concerns and Salem and 

Plymouth residents who have applied 
for permits to use it, the Plymouth city 
clerk explained. 

Private pick-up by trash collecting 
firms seems to be the only answer for 
the moment. Some neighboring cities 
may issue permits for a fee to outsiders 
to use their dumps, but there are none 
specifically that local authorities could 
cite. Northville's city dump is restricted 
to use by city and township residents 
holding special permit cards. 

M o d e l A ' s 

N o r t h V i l l e 

50 families are expected here for the 
first stop in the Model A grand tour of 
iMichigan. 

The autos will approach 
Northville, coming down Seven Mile 
Road and arrive at the showroom in 
time for an 8 a.m. breakfast. The 
showroom was selected because, "It's 
one of the few places large enough to 
seat 50 families for one meal." 

Making arrangements for the 
Northville parade is Ray Jackson of 
Northville, himself a member of the 
old-auto club. The Northville Jaycees 
have volunteered to direct drivers to 
the breakfast where they will be met 
by the Northville high school band. 
The band will play songs dating back to 
the late 1920's when the model A's 
first became popular. 

After breakfast and a short awards 
ceremony, the drivers will proceed 
along Main Street with a police escort. 
They will stop to tour the Northville 
valve plant, then continue along Eight 
Mile Road to Novi and the Expressway. 

According to Jackson, Northville 
was chosen as kick-off point for the 
tour because of its active history with 
the Ford Motor Company. Over 40 
years ago Henry Ford built the valve 
plant to provide employment for some 
of the rurail farmers. The valves 
produced here were used in making the 
old model A's of the past. "Besides", 
said Jackson, "I think this is a real nice 
activity for Northville something 
that's never happened before."

hike and he pointed to higher income 
froln increased assessments. Board 
President Johnston agreed that income 
is higher, but he pointed out that 
operating costs were. too. 

Last year the school system 
operated on a budget of $1,893,000. 
This year - with the two-mill hike 
lncluded - the budget would top the 
S2 million mark. 

A variety of questions and charges 
were tossed at the board ranging from 
"pure unadulterated blackmail" to 
"what's going to happen to the 
delinquency rate when these kids have 
no extracurricular activities" and "we 
should have had this meeting before 
the election". 

Several people said that the cuts 
had not been publicized - "at least not 
in simple language". But then one 
citizen read excerpts from a Record 
news story that listed the probable 
cuts, just as Superintendent Spear had 
read them. Another citizen said this 
"proves we need remedial reading 
teachers". 

Others wondered why the school 
district hadn't made stronger efforts to 
attract industry to reduce residential 
taxes: why schools were poorly 
designed; why the pool use shouldn't 
be eliminated entirely: why the district 
didn't just go into debt to provide a 
full program. 

Ex-board members also took part 
in the discussion. James Kipfer sai(l he 

was concerned about the impact on the 
instruciional program. He asked for 
teacher comment and both Pat Bubei 
and Florence Panattoni cited definite 
injury to the educational program. 
"Tllis means we do not advance... you 
must move forward, other districts 
do," said Miss Panattoni, director of 
curriculum. 

W. C. Becker proposed a 
compromise that would have the board 
initiate action on an election providing 
enough signatures were obtained. The 
law stipulates that the board must call 
an election if petitions bearing not less 
than 10 per cent of the registered 
school electors are presented. That's 
498 signatures in the Northville 
district. 

Billie Thomas, Robert Bogart and 
Bernard Bach were among those 
volunteering to conduct the petition 
campaign. Thomas, however, criticized 
the board for not acting on its own. "1 
don't see how you as elected officials 
take your attitude. You can't let this 
happen," he stated. 

A number of high school students 
attended the meeting and expressed 
their concern. One said the cuts would 
create "an unhappy student body 
throughout the system". 

The youngsters vowed to help the 
petition campaign and the 
get-out-the-vote drive. They started 
their petition efforts with posters 
throughout the business district 
Tuesday.

The two N's in tile club name 
stand for Northville and Novi, 
according to Carol Bellenir. 

A dollar-conscious Northville 
board of education scrutiilized several 
projects involving llioiicy last week and 
either brought spendiilg to a halt or 
kept tjic leiiis extrelilely tight. 

A report from the city that had 
becil requested by the school board 
pertainiilg to the cost of paviiig a 
block-long stictch of old Bascliiic load 
abutliilg Iligll school property was read. 
It appeared that the school's share of 
paving the road, if assessed at 100 per 
cent, would be between Si2,000 and 
515,000. 

A motion by Eugene Cook to 
request iilstead that the city grade and 
scalcoat the road, "al iio cost to the 
school district", was seconded by 
Glenn Deibcrt and approved 
unanimously by board members 
present. (Robert Froelich and Dr. Orb 
Robinson were absent). 

The board also refused to give 
support to Wayne county's request for 
reilcwal of its one null - although 
Board President Stanley Johnston 
argued "1 don't know how you can 
separate from education the things the 
oilc mill supports in our county." The 
position of Dcibert that it would be 
"highly improper for us to be 
involved" in the question prevailed, 
however, and no action was taken. 

Likewise the board tabled any 
approval of a city comlnunicatioil 
setting the school's bill for paving of 
Taft road at $8,753.91. The board 
noted that it had agreed to pay a 
maximum of 59,000 and decided that 
it would wait until a final bill had been 
received before takiiig any approving 
action. 

Tlie board then entered a lengthy 
aild, at times, heated discussioil on a 
proposal to study possible use of 
city-owned fisil hatchery property for 
cducatioilal purposes. 

"1 thought our position was clear 
in this area. We voted agahist any 
financial participation," Deibert 
declared. Martin ,si(led with Dcibert 
stating that school use of the property 
"nligllt be desilablc, but not fiilaliciaily 
possible." 

Eugene Co()k said the board had 
not "closed the door" oil use of the 
fish hatchery property, but had voted 
against financial participation iii 
purcliasc of the site. Board lilinules 
were tllen obtaiiicd and indicated that 
board attitude "was split" oii the 
question, hut that further exploration 
of possible school use would be made. 

Jolinstoil and Aildlew Orphan 
jollied Cook ill favoring coiltimiation 
of studies. Curricululn Coordinator 
Miss Florence Panattoni stated that 
tiuec areas of the site were being 
considered as possible botanical 
gardens for elementary grades. She said 
it niiglit involve oilly labor to develop, 
not money. 

"If it cost our district SlOO in our 
present coiidilioii, 1 would oppose it," 
said Deibert. 

"We don't kiiow if it will cost 50 
cents," rephcd Cook. 

Finally, it was decided to proceed 
with the study of possible cducatioilal 
use, but any expcnditulc must come 
back to the board where it would very 
likely face a stilT fight. 

A teaclier training program on 
human sexuality also met some 
opposition, especially because the 
program was federally sponsored. The 
board approved proceeding, however, 
after Superinten(lent Ray Spear and 
Miss Paiiattoiii e.xplained that the 
program had been designed by the 
Detroit Mctropolitail Bureau of School 
Studies and granted federal aid after 
application. Ill the initial phase of the 

study only Miss Panattoni will attend 
work sessions. If her report on the 
prograin is favorable, the board call 
tiieii dcterinine whether nlore teachers 
should receive the training. 

The board decided not to change 
tile current election pattern, although 
under the new third class status it 
could hold biennicl elections with six 
year terms. Currently, elections are 
held every year and board terms are 
four years. Only Deibert voted against 
the motion. He said he would prefer 
the longer-tcrin status. 

In other business the board 
authorized the use of school buildings 
and cafeteria facilities by the Anlerican 
Red Cross in case of a disaster; heard a 
budget report that showed income of 
51,811,042 against expenditures of 
$1,810,000 for the year ending July 
31, 1968; and approved two board 
policy proposals - one involves the 
operation of the Iligh school swimming 
pool, while the second permits the 
superintendent's signature alone to be 
legal and binding for renewal and 
continuing teacher contracts.

Breaking 
and entering unoccupied dwellings 
reported this year Was one; last year 
they totaled seven. Complaints of 
prowlers fell from 14 to half as many 
this year.

ANN ARBOR - The annual 
shower of shooting stars will 
reach its peak between August 
10 and 12, University of 
Michigan astronomer Hazel M. 
Losh says. 

The Perseid meteor shower, 
one of the most dependable of 
the yearly displays in the sky, 

, exhibits shooting stars at a 
higller rale than at any other 
time of the year - as many as 
oilc per minute. 

The meteors, or pieces of 
iron and stone, are probably no 
larger than a grain of sand. 
Prof. Losh notes. They become 
visible only when they enter 
the earth's atmosphere. The 
I'riction sets them burning, and 
nlost of them are consumed in 
the plunge. 

"Although Perseids may be 
seen in any direction, their 
paths, traced back, seem to 
intersect in the northeast 
where the constellation Perseus 
will be rising around 11 p.m. 
Hence the name given to this 
show." Prof. Losh explains.

l think his thoughts could 
apply to all "cops" and are worth 
repeating here.

T h e quahties shown by 
Patrolman Donald Fletcher during 
last week's pulsating abduction of 
a Novi police officer are rare, even 
in pohcemen. 

The situation was tense, to 
say the least, and could easily have 
erupted into a blood bath. Not a 

drop was spilled, and althougli the 
fever of excitement ran Iligli for 
several subsequent days in the 
South L y o n vicmity, calm was 
restored. 

Fletcher wasn't the only 
officer who performed heroically 
that sunny, terror-filled afternoon. 
Not all of the people responsible 
f o r N o v i ' Patrolman Robert 
Starnes" safety can be mentioned 
here, but two, especially, deserve 
credit. 

First, there is the alert citizen, 
Cecil Smallwood, who witnessed 
the abduction in front of Ilis 10 
Mile road home and had the 
presence to immediately call the 
Novi pohce station. 

Second, there was Detective 
Paul Palmer of the Brighton State 
Police post whose lunge at the 
gunman led to recovery of the 
weapon. 

But it was Fletcher, the 
five-year veteran of the South 
Lyon pohce force, who broke the 
impasse poHce had reached when 
he arrived on the scene in front of 
the Montgomery home on Nine 
Mile road. 

Starnes was being held captive 
at gunpomt at the time, and 
although pohce had Nine Mile 
road blockaded tnd area cordoned 
off, they couldn't move without 
endangering Starnes' hfe. 

Soft spoken Fletcher, whose 
humOi ty belies his profound 
courage, then asked for and got 
permission of the gunman to come 
forward - weaponless - to talk. 
D e t e c t i v e P a l m e r asked to 
a c c o m p a n y Fletcher and he 
agreed. 

When Askins agreed to let 
Fletcher advance, it was no whim 
or accident. Fletcher knew Askins, 
and Askins knew - and trusted 
Fletcher. 

Those who know Fletcher 
know why Askins trusted the 
South L y o n officer. He is firm, 
yet just. He is sensitive and 
p e r c e p t i v e . He k n o w s his 
community and the people ul it. 
He is devoted. He has rapport with 
people of all ages. 

In short, Fletcher is a good 
human bemg first and a cop 
second. 

T h e r e w i l l be s o m e 
disclaimers. No man is perfect, at 
least no man who is human. 
F l e t c h e r , l i ke a l l o f u s , 
undoubtedly has his faults. But his 
m a n h o o d towers over any 
shortcomings. 

lt will occur to some that 
Fletcher betrayed his trust by 
jumping Askins after a promise 
not to. But in the long run, 
Fletcher actually saved Askins 
from a worse fate by jerking the 
gun out of his hand. 

A n d the accused kidnapper 
apparently realizes this. 

T h e j o b done, Fletcher 
immediately walked away from 
the scene. As Askins was riding by 
in a State Police car. he beckoned 
to Fletcher and said, "Tel l my 
ma and pa ."

l noted with what could be 

described as distaste and disgust the 
results of the second millagevote.

Fol lovdng the acting career of Frank Sinatra is somewhat 
akin to ridmg a breathless roller coaster. There have been peak 
performances, beginning with his part as Maggio in " F r o m Here to 
Eternity," wllich stamped the little man as a serious actor, and there 
have been low ebbs, particularly as a member of the Rat Pack. 

So When "The Detective" featuring the man vwth the velvet 
voice flashes on the marquis, the customer is taking a chance, ln 
modem parlance, the movie could be good, bad or indifferent. A s it 
turns out, the admission price to "Detective" is as good as gold. 

"Detective doesn't escape the violence syndrome, but it does 
reach beyond the superficial panoply o f James Bond , his ilk and the 
harem of voluptuous nymphets. What we have is a pohce detective 
who's honest, dedicated and real. 

His name: Joe Leland. O n the surface, Leland is like any 
other cop, fearless and tough. He takes in stride the sordid details of 
the job as a big city detective. Not even the brutal sex murder of a 
homosexual can shake him up. 

But Hfe to a Detective Joe Leland doesn't merely uivolVe 
chasing criIilinals and getting a conViction. There's the political 
aspect, like maintaining the image of the department, placating the 
pubhc, and ciurrying the favor o f influential people and pohticians if 
there's to be any chance for promotion. 

Leland inspkes confidence that there are some detectives, 
some law enforcement officials, Who won't compromise ideals. 
EVehtuaUy, he blows the top off a scandal involving some of the 
most influential people in the big city and hands in his badge rather 
than compromise. 

"Detective" also deals with the problem of poUce brutahty. 
A n d the distinction is clearly made - the cop cannot be typed. Some 
are brutal beyond the call o f duty. Others are unswervingly 
sympathetic, as is Leland, and still others have professional ambitions 
which preclude nothing. 

Leland is disturbed by the poUtical mlpositions and the 
brutahty, yet he isn't sidetracked. He liVes with them, recognizing 
them as unavoidable concomittants of the job, until conditions force 
ll im to make a monumental decision. 

What touches him to the core is the disintegration of his 
marriage to a nymphomaniac (Lee Remick). Scarred by previous 
romances that fizzled, Leland finally makes the leap into marriage, 
ironically only to find he's helpless to alter the crash course because 
he can't alter his Wife's personality. 

A s in Jiis job, Leland does not compromise. He painfully 
severs liis marital relationship vidth his wife, despite the fact that he 
still loves her. But out of sight is not out o f mmd, and the anguish 
goes on. 

Somehow, there is the inveterate faith that a Leland will 
suTVive the unremitting rigors o f hfe. A n d tangentially, there is the 
same beUef that Smatra Will not go unrewarded for an Academy 
award performance.

H U N T S V I L L E , Ontario - I should have 

known things were going to go badly when the 
Canadian custom's official leaned menacingly into 
the window of the car and asked my two young 
sons, "Is this your father?"

Convinced, finally, that I was not smuggling 
in Uve contraband he waves us through and we 
were off on a campmg trip into the interior o f 
A l g o n q u i n w i l d e r n e s s p a r k near the 
Ontar io -Quebec border. 

Eight hours and a dozen pit stops later, we 
arrived in a drivmg rainstorm at the park entrance. 
"Well, fellows, we're here at last. The greatest 
adventure of your hves is about to begin." 

"Daddy," came a weak reply from the folds 
of the back seat, " l don't feel so good." 

T o make matters worse, the radio newscaster 
excitedly promised more rain - a welcome 
commo<iity in tJiis tinder box region. Then he had 
the audacity to conclude liis report with, "and 
cooler weather should follow the storm front." l 
was beginnmg to feel Uke the Peanut's character 
whose head is forever shrouded in a cloud.

T o R o l e o f C r i m e P r e v e n t i o n 

LANSING - Amid the turmoil of 
violence and lawlessness across America 
the policeman must recognize his new 
role as peace officer and neW demands 
of the profession, Lt. Gov. William 
Milliken told the Michigan Association 
of Chiefs of Police. 

There were two distinct trends in 
criminal law during the last 40 years: 
strengthen the rights of the individual, 
and restrict the powers of the police. 
Milliken believes the changes are 
desirable, but that policemen often 
encounter difficulty because the law is 
confused and uncertain. It does not 
clearly define the poWers Which the 
officer can exercise, he says. This 

R o g e r B a b s o n 

u n c e r t a i n t y discourages and 
demoralizes officers. 

Better laWs, Well-trained officers, 
and more concerned citizens are 
essential if society is to survive the 
stress of present conditions, Milliken 
said. 

Much uncertainty of the laws in 
Michigan can be removed by 
legislation, principally through 
updating criminal codes. A revised code 
may be ready by the next legislative 
session, he said. The current session 
included passage of legislation designed 
to strengthen existing laws and assure 
equal justice. 

STATE POLICE estimate that 50 
percent of the seven major felonies in 
Michigan, including murder, are 
committed by children 10 to 16 years 
of age. These youths represent only 15 
percent of the population. The neW 
role of the police officer requires a 
program of prevention so that young 
people vieW the officer as protector 
and friend rather than persecutor and 
enemy, Milliken concluded.

RETIREMENT funds for state 

employees and school teachers will cost 
Michigan taxpayers a billion dollars or 
more in the next 20 years, according to

S k i l l e d H e l p S h o r t a g e s 

WELLESLEY HILLS, Mass. -
While basic employment remains strong 
and continues its long-term upward 
trend, there are some developments, 
emerging that Will bring problems to 
management over the months ahead. 
These have nothing to do with the 
temporary eddies caused by such 
seasonal factors as summer vnth its 
vacation jobs for teen-agers that are not 
always easy to fill. Rather, they stem 
from fundamental economic trends 
likely to affect the longer-term job 
situation. 

First off, it should be noted that 
the call for most types of skilled 
employees will still be strong. There 
Will be an especially heavy need for 
trained men and Women for the more 
demanding top-echelon factory 
positions, plus White-collar roles in 
most fields. It Will not only be difficult 
to latch onto such job prospects, but it 
Will cost more to lure them to new 
placements. Wages and salaries all along 
the line are climbing steadily, and most 
pressure on the upside occurs, of 
course. Where needs for Workers are 
greatest. 

While there is currently some 
nervousness about unemployment 
prospects for defense and aerospace 
industries, no great changes are likely 
during the immediate future. Chances 
of early cutbacks in defense 
employment are just about nil, despite 
the fact that some observers think such

a move Will result if the Paris talks lead 
toward a truce in Vietnam. The 
international situation is, at best, 
scarcely conducive to paring defense 
material and services in the foreseeable 
future. As for aerospace, the setup 
there will bear Watching. But any 
government cuts Will at least be highly 
selective. 

THE STEADY rise in labor costs is 
having some effect on employment, 
but so far it has meant not hiring 
people rather than letting established 
personnel go. The surtax has aheady 
increased the desire on the part of -
managmeent to reduce labor costs 
Wherever possible. There is a mounting 
tendency to fill in With present workers 
rather than to hire neW help When 
employees resip, retire, or die. Then, 
too, automation and otlier methods of 
upping efficiency are getting top 
attention, and will get even more. 

Reluctance to upgrade permanent 
Working staffs has led to an enormous 
reliance on companies that provide 
part-time manpower. So many plants 
have high-load periods or even 
unexpected times of high-production 
demand that the manpower agencies 
have become an inaeasingly significant 
part of the regular employment set-up. 
An added incentive to use tliis 
temporary help lies in the fact that the 
agencies, for the most part, take over 
the responsibility for bonding, 
record-keeping, insurance, etc. Then, 
too, a firm may take on such a Worker 
for an indefinite term, letting him go 
anytime. 

THE EXTRAORDINARY scarcity 
of men adaptable to top-executive or 
middle-executive positions that 
prevailed in recent years has eased a 
trifle in some areas and a few 
important fields. With the rate of 
growth in defense and aerospace 
slowing down from the giddy pace of 

past years, the demand for executives 
has become less heavy. Again, it is not 
so much a question of firing officials as 
it is of using caution in hiring new men 
for upper-echelon positions. 

The reservoir is still especially low 
for executive material schooled and 
With good experience in. promotion, 
general management, selling, and 
marketing procedures. Some concerns 
short of satisfactory executives are 
aheady on the Watch for likely 
prospects noW Working in companies 
with at least temporarily uncertain 
prospects for the future. It is notlling 
new for one corporation, regardless of 
size, to attempt to lure experienced 
officials away from a rival firm. This 
process Will be more common during 
the years immediately ahead, especially 
in companies racldng up greater 
production totals and enjoying 
well-sustained profit margins. Their less 
triumphant competitors must expect 
such pirating, - and not only at the 
executive level. 

Rep. James H. Heinze, R-Battle Creek. 
Heinze, who is considered an expert on 
the subject by his colleagues, points 
out that the huge amount is in addition 
to large sums the state is already setting 
aside each year. 

This year $178 million Was 
earmarked for retirement benefits and 
social security payments for current 
service of public employees. This is 
neariy double the cost three years ago. 

The situation results from the 
l963 constitution Which specifies that 
after Jan. 1,1964, the Legislature must 
set aside each year all the money 
needed to pay retirement benefits 
earned by state employees, including 
teachers, that year. 

A shortage in funds will develop in 
about 18 months, says Rep. Heinze. At 
that time, the state Will have depleted 
its reserve fund to pay those who 
retired prior to 1964. Taxpayers will 
then have to provide revenue for those 
already retired, as Well as for the 
retirement fund specified by the new 
constitution. 

In other Words, the state got itself 
into a financial hole by shortchanging 
the retirement fund prior to 1964 by 
failing to set aside funds to finance the 
plan in effect. It must noW make up 
this lack of fmancial responsibility by 
using current revenue to support those 
Who have already retired and to build a 
fund for those Who WiU retire. 

Estimates of the amount needed to 
provide full pension payments for 
those Who retired prior to 1964 Were 
set at Sl.2 billion by a special 
Legislative committee earher this year. 

The committee also noted that 
after the next seven or eight years the 
problem vnll diminish as the number of 
retirees remaining on the pension roUs 
for pre-l 964 service gradually declines. 

Rep. Heinze suggests actions can 
be taken to help relieve the immediate 
problem: more flexible investment of 
retirement funds to increase their 
earning power for the state; closer 
tie-in of the state pension plans With 
federal social security; a long-term 
borrowing arrangement to help 
overcome the immediate shortage 
without plunging the state into another̂  
financial crisis in the years 
immediately ahead.

PARKING IMPROVED at Novi Village HaU last week when the 
asphalt finally covered the bumps and dust at both the front and rear 
of tile building to make a large area of good parking for the public, 
ttle poUce department, tire department and other village employees. 

Meadowbrook residents, at a 
public hearing in Novi Monday night, 
failed in their attempt to convince the 
village council to keep Novi rural. 

Upon recomlnendation of the 
planning board at the joint meeting, 
councilmen voted unanimously to 
grant the rezoning of the parcel in 
question to R-2-A, Restricted Multiple 
Dwellings from RIP Small Farms. The 
change was recommended by the 
village planning consultant. Request 
was made by David B. Hermelin and 
Daniel Kenny. 

Hermelin explained that he 
expects to spend at least two years 
preparing the 60 acres of farm land 
that is bordered on one side by the 
expressway with Twelve Mile Road on 
the other. Hermelin calls it "an 
engineering nightmare" but said he 
Would have to start now to save the 
trees and develop the landscape in 
order to put up apartments in two 
years or more. He plans as many as 600 

if the land proves to be suitable for this 
many, llis idea is that they WiU be in 
the vicinity of the proposed shopping 
center, anil he said they Would act as a 
transitional development from the high 
density commercial acreage to the rural 
Meadowbrook Road development. 

Several eloquent speeches of 
residents proved futile in the face of 
progress. The planning consultant 
pointed out that a single family 
dwelling does not "hold its own" in a 
community due to the maiiy services a 
government has to provide in exchange 
for taxes on it. 

Several councilmen tried to 
appease distraught residents Who 
"moved to Novi just to get away from 
this kind of thing" that the viUage Will 
continue to grow and become 
developed, and that there are several 
more objectionable alternatives that

With the opening of school just 
around the corner, the teacher contract 
stiU unsettled, and faced with deep cuts 
in the cunriculum, NorthviUe voters wiU 
go to the polls for the third time next 
month to consider a controversial 
2-mill increase proposal. 

Twice defeated in recent months, 
the proposal is to be put to the voters 
again - this time because of the 
petitioning action of more than 500 of 
the district's eligible voters. 

The NorthviUe Board of Education 
Monday set September 14 as the date 
for the election when the citizens 
petitioned for the Vote. Last week the 
board decUned to initiate the third 
election in the wake of the first two 
defeats, and millage boosters 
subsequently took matters into their 
own hands. 

* Also, the board voted Monday,,in 
view of the millage failures, to scrap aU 
of its extra-curricular program except 
for three or four items. Band, sports, 
and clubs, etc. came under the ax as 
did six new teachers and teaching 
supplies. 

M e a n w h i l e , the s c h o o l 
superintendent predicted another cliff 
hanger this year, With teacher-board 
bargaining teams stiU widely -apart in 
their struggle to come up with a 
teaching contract. Negotiators are to 
meet today and if no progress is made a 
state mediator is to return for the 
second time within a month. 

Both sides admit they do not see 
"eye to eye." However, neither has 
given up hope for settlement before the 
opening of school. Last year 
negotiations Went to the wire before 
the contract was inked. 

Victor Rusk the planning board 
had gone to visit other of Hermelin's 
developments. He said "I think it 
makes better sense to see what the man 
has done than listen to what he says he 
will do. The apartments he has built in 
Southgate are beautiful and I saw 
places where apartments such as these 
are side by side with homes that 
probably cost as much as $100,000. We 
were very surprised..." Rusk is a 
resident of the area in question and 
abstained from voting because of this. 
He obviously approved the proposal. 

Don Fuller, former Councilman 
and Planning Board member, said he 
had "instigated" much of the fine 
development in Novi and his feeling 
about HermeUn's plans were, "l'm aU 
for it." 

The council, in other business, 
heard the complaint of residents of a 
development whose dedicated roads, 
paid for by them, are being violated by 

heavy equipment "that weighs from 
70-to 100,000 pounds" running over 
them, although it is prohibited. They 
asked councilmen "to act" on this 
problem. 

The planning board, in further 
business, set September 9 as the date 
for a public hearing on the 
pre-preliminary plat approval of 
Woodale No. l Subdivision (formerly 
referred to as Willowbrook No. 4). This 
is the area between Meadowbrook and 
Haggerty Roads off Ten Mile and East 
of WiUowbrook No. 3.
