The 42-yearold Walled Lake 
Amusement Park has permanently 
closed its doors. 

Park equipment was being 
removed eady this week, and a report 
that the property is to be sold Was 
confirmed by a real estate agency 
Tuesday. 

According to Mrs. Irene Whitworth 
of Gordon Williamson's Multi-Lakes 
real estate company, the park's parking 
lot has already been sold with plans to 

turn it into a subdivision. The firm is 
handling the sale of the property for 
the owners - including Pauline Clark 
of Wyoming, who has a major interest. 
She inherited the property from an 
uncle. 

Removal of the equipment -
owned by three brothers, Cy, A l and 
Milt Wagner who operate Edgewater 
Park - and sale of the property signals 
the end of a long and colorful 
enterprise marred in recent years by 
poor attendance. 

Policing problems, appearance of 
the aging buildings, and licensing 
difficulties had plagued changing 
managerships and had gradually led to 
opposition to the park by Novi citizens 
and officials. 

Just a few months ago a new park 
manager had, in attempts to Win 
another license to operate, promised 
major overhaul of the park. And, 
althought some of the park's facilities 
were improved and a license granted. 

resurfacing of Novi Road, the main 
artery to the park, slashed attendance 
and sealed its doom. 

Actually, raging flames destroyed 
much of the park's popularity in 1965 
when the adjacent Walled Lake Casino 
burned to the ground. With the casino's 
demise the attraction of the park 
diminished. 

The casino predated the park, 
which reportedly was built in 1926 by 
Fred Pierce. Pierce sold it to the 

Wagner brothers, who had a hand in its 
operation up to Sunday. 

Built by Mr. and Mrs. Louis 
Tolettene, the casino passed into the 
hands of Mrs. Tolettene and her 
nephew when her husband died in 
1936. She operated it until World War 
II when it was closed. 

Following the war, the brothers, 
Albert and Elmer Tolettene, reopened 
it in 1946 and it did a booming 
business for 12 years until the big 

bands (Hal Kemp, the Dorseys, Glen 
Miller. Sammy Kaye, Benny Goodman, 
etc.) stopped coming. 

Despite the colorful history, there 
was little nostalgia around Sunday -
the last day of the park's operation. 
Novi police were forced to battle an 
exasperating traffic problem at the 
park because park picnlcers failed to 
provide traffic directioil. The picnicers 
were Detroit metropolitan policemen 
and their families.

Novi residents need not fear spot 
zoning. 

This appeared evident in second of 
four public hearings conducted 
Monday night in joint session of Novi 
Village Council and Novi Planning 
Board. 

Action that spurred condemnation 
of spot zoning grew out of a proposed 
zoning change from Residential R-1 to 
Residential R- l -E requested by Mrs. 
John Hettche as weU as a similar 
request for three neighboring small 
parcels of unplatted land made by the 
board itself. 

What effect would this zomng 
change have had? Mrs. Hettche could 

.have sold her property to someone 
raising horses (or chickens or rabbits) 
for personal and family use. i 

This situation alone caused the 
major objection by the public. Mike 
Teiischak, owner of Telischak Trucking 
of Livonia, bought his $100,000 home 
abutting the Hettche estate under the 
Written understanding that zoning 
prohibited raising of any animals 
whatsoever there, he said. He and 
others wanted it kept that way. 

Spot zoning was the Objection 
cited by board member Robert Wilkins, 
who felt that not enough care had gone 
into preparation of public hearing 
.proposals. He moved that the proposal 
be referred to planning consultant for 
his consideration and that no further 
action be taken by board until 
September 30 meeting. 

Wilkins' arguments convinced both 
board and council and they supported 
his recommendation. 

Three other public hearings were 
on the agenda, but none excited the 
wrath of the people as did the other. 

The only other zoning change 
requested was by Boron Oil Company 
to enable it to build a service station at 
the corner of Ten Mile and Novi roads. 
There was some discussion On this 
agenda-opening hearing, but action was 
swift and favorable to Boron.

.tabled for approval or disapproval at 

later dates. Willowbrook Estates 
Subdivision 5 agents have until October

Mayor 
Wesley E. McAtee suggested that 
complaints be submitted to him in 
writing to give him grounds for 
carrying specific complaints to 
Holloway. 

During the new business portion of 
regular council meeting. City Attorney 
Gene Schnelz brought up the problem 
of the necessity of the city owning the 
land upon which the well is situated for 
the new Ross Homes development. 
Land is presently owned by the Detroit 
Edison Company. A letter is to be 
drafted by the attorney suggesting to 
Edison that the property be deeded to 
the city. 

the commission reaffirmed its 
philosophy calling for a strong 
manager-council concept, although in 
reviewing earlier recommendations of 
Attorney Howard Bond it strengthened 
the manager's position. 

Revision of the section had been 
assigned to Commissioners Joseph 
Crupi and David Harrison. 

Among the provisions of the 
section (4) receiving tentative approval 
Were: 

-Election of councilmen to four 
year terms and the mayor to a two-year 
term, with election o f three 
councilmen to take place every two 
years following the initial city election. 

-The mayor is to be the executive 
head of the council, but he is to have 
no more voting power than other 
members of the council and his powers 
do not include a veto. 

-Granting of a hearing to the city 
manager, by petition, in the event that 
he is fured by the council. No other city 
officials, such as the clerk, are to be 
permitted such a hearing. 

-F i r ing of the city manager 
requires an affirmative vote by five 
council members. Similarly, removal of 
the clerk requires an affirmative vote of 
five councilmen. 

-Among the powers of the c i ty 
manager is his authority to hire and fire 
all city employees, excluding the clerk, ' 

attorney, treasurer and assessor. The 
latter four answer directly to the 
coimdL 

-The mayor is to appoint the 
mayor pro tem from the council. 

-The city manager is required to 

live in Novi within a year after he is 
hired unless otherwise excused from 
this requirement by the council. 

Of perhaps greatest significance 
was the commission's 5 to 3 decision to 
provide for three possible alignments 
involving the police and fire 
departments. These include: 

A director of public safety, 
answering directly to the council, has 
the power to remove the police and fire 
chiefs and the health officer; the city 
manager acting as the director of public 
safety, i f the council so appoints him, 
may remove the police and fire chiefs 
and the health officer; the police chief, 
acting in the capacity of public safety 
director, if so provided by the couiicil, 
holds the same powers of the'difectof"' 
as in the first two situations. 

In other words, the charter 
provision allows for three different 
ways to fill the director of public 
safety post. In any of the three 
situations the person holding down the 
public safety director's post is the 
"boss" of the police and fire agencies 
with hiring and firing powers. 

Presently, Police Chief Lee BeGole 
holds the director of public safety 
position with the village. Although 
technically he is responsible to the 
village manager there has been 

occasions, commissioners noted. When 
he, as both director and police chief, 
has anwered directly to the council. 

The three members voting against 
this particular provision were Chairman 
Raymond Evans, Edwin Presnell, and 
Russell Button; favoring i l were Joseph 
Crupi, William Duey, Fred Buck, 
Harrison, and William Brinker. 
Commissioner Denis Berry was absent. 

Commissioner Button opposed the 
provision dealing with the requirement 
that the manager live in the community 
and with the one allowing the elected 
mayor to appoint the mayor pro tem. 

He was particularly adament on 
the former point, arguing that the 
commission on the one hand to make 
the manager's post attractive approved 
a section giving the manager a hearing 
opportunity, while on the other hand it 
dangled an unnecessary, perhaps 
discouraging requirement oyer his head. 
The requirement could, he stressed, 
discourage fully qualified, ideal 
applicants who live nearby who may 
not wish to move. 

Concerning tile appointment of 
the mayor pro-tem. Button's objections 
apparently stemmed from earlier 
displeasure with the provision calling 
for an elected mayor. He supported a 
provision similar to the one in the 
present village charter calling for the 
election of the president by the council 
from the council. Election of the 
mayor could result in a political 
football and governmental breakdown, 
he suggested. 

In one of the other split votes 
Friday, Commissioner Crupi took a 
lone position in arguing that firing of 
the dty manager should require only a 
majority vote of the council and not a 
five-member vote.

The state-appointed factfinder's 
recommendations came under heavy 
fire Monday night as members of the 
Northville Board of Education shot 
holes in sections of it - particularly 
that part dealing With teacher salaries. 

Most vehement opposition came 
from Treasurer Andrew Orphan and 
Trustee Richard Martin. 

Others joined in to attack it, 
although Board President Stanley 
Johnston urged the board to move in 
haste to resolve contract issues so that 
school could reopen. 

A capacity audience - a majority 
of them teachers - Was present for the 
meeting. The closest the audience came 
to entering the discussion Was a rumble 
of disbelief When Orphan commented 
that the salary recommended by the 
factfinder was "far superior" to salaries 
paid by private enterprise. 

The rumble angered Martin, Who 
insisted that teachers consider the 
salary of a starting engineer in 
oceanography, which he said was 
S9,600. A teacher Working the same 
number of hours and days Would earn 
511,500, he asserted. 

Upon reporting the general 
recommendations of the fact finder -
ostensibly the same as the teachers' 

negotiation team had reported Monday 
morning to members of its Northville 
T e a c h e r s Associat ion - the 
superintendent concluded that he Was 
not yet able to weight the "total 
r a m i f i c a t i o n s " o f t h e 
r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s ' f i n a n c i a l 
implications. However, he said it 
appeared that the salary increase would 
mean some $30,000 more than is 
provided in the district's proposed 
1968-69 budget. 

" l can advise the board that l have 
met twice today With the teachers 
negotiation team and that the teachers 
find the recommendations acceptable," 
Spear said. Work towards clearing up 
some of the language of the 
recommendations had begun, he said, 
liowever, the superintendent said he 
was "confronted with a salary schedule 
that poses financial problems, l can see 
where the district must move forward, 
but l don't know how or where the 
money is coming from." 

Aside from the financial problems 
he spoke of. Spear's only public 
objection was the built-in philosophy 
of the recommendation that the 
district be placed in the position of 
financing a teachers' strike. On the

R e c o m m e n d a t i o n s 
Both the Northville Board of Education and the Northville Teachers 

Association have approved State Factfijlder George Roumell's teacher contract 
recommendations which are expected to lead to quick settlement. 

The recommendations were approved Monday by both groups following 
months of fruitless negotiations which sparked a two-week delay in the start of 
school for teachers and an eight-day delay for students. 

Roumell's written report was expected yesterday. Action by teachers and 
the board on Monday was based upon his oral report given to them on Sunday. 

Here are the major recommendations of that report: 
1. A two-year corltract With no reopeners by either party. 
2. A l l ageilcy shop. Which permits collection of money from non-union 

teachers equal to the amount of union dues. It provides a five-day toss of pay for 
teachers Who fail to contribute this money to a special fund that cannot be used 
by either the union or the district for its own benefit. Non-union teachers. Who 
either for religious or political beliefs, cannot participate are excused. 

3. Teachers are granted up to a maximum of S300 per teacher, per year for 
college tuition. 

4. Term life insurance to be increased from the current SI ,000 to S3,000 
during the 1968-69 school year and to SS,000 during the 1969-70 school year. 

5. Should reduction of staff be required, seniority and properly qualified 
personnel Would receive priority. 

6. Personal business days to remain the same as last year (3 per teacher). 
7. Teachers are asked to drop their charges of unfair labor practices 

against the school board that Were filed With the state. 
8. Class load agreement is to remain the same as last year. 
9. The school calendar is to call for the opening of school for teachers 

A F T E R Labor Day, 181 student attendance days, 189 Working days for 
teachers. 

10. Teachers are not to lose pay nor face reprisals for refusal to return to 
school during the past two Weeks.

emphasized, the two-year clause 
recommended by the factfinder offers 
the possibility of "two years of peace 
and tranquility." 

Martin, upon hearing that the 
salary recommendation might result in 
deficit financing, said he "would not 
knowingly commit the district to 
deficit financing." Only if further cuts 
in the budget could be made to offset 
the increase would he agree to it. 

The trustee argued that even 
though other school districts have 
engaged in deficit financing, "it is 
illegal" and he would not be a part of 
fostering illegal action. 

A majority - if not all - of the 
other board members apparently were 
similarly displeased with the salary 
recommendations primarily on the 
basis that the money is not available. 

One other recommendation which 
found displeasure With some board 
members was the provision for an 
agency shop. Ironically, teachers earlier' 
in the day also found it unfavorable — • 
considerly less than what they had 
demanded at the bargaining table. • 
Board Secretary Dr. Orlo Robinson 
found it particularly objectionable. 
"It's discriminating," he declared, 
contending tnat no teacher should be 
compelled to pay dues or equivalent 
monies against their will. If the 
association is a strong orpnization, it 
should not need this lever, he argued. 

Martin took up the cudgel here, 
too, arguing that on the basis of the 
number of teachers in the United 
States the gross revenue of all teaching 
associations totaled $700 million per 
year and was being used as a "political 
force" that he found objectionable. 

In breaking off the meeting 
abruptly, saying he would not permit it 
to turn into a debate between the 
board and the audience, Johnston said 
he had hoped "we could get school 
underway." Pointing out that he had 
had more opportunity to study the 
recommendations than had fellow 
board members, he said he found areas ; 
which seemed unfair to the district, • 
others that were fair. 

Addressing the board, he urged 
that "we make up our minds within 24 -
hours and not delay this unfortunate 
situation any longer." 

The only real concern of the 
board, said Johnston, is financing. 
"Where is the money coming from? I 
don't feel we should tarry very long in 
maicing a decision." 

Because some members found the 
oral , recorded recommendations 
"conflicting" and without much ' 
rationale in some areas, it was ' 
suggested that the board's approval or -' 
disapproval await the faafinder's • 
Written report.

AJthough the delay in the opening 
of school Was to end today, there was 
little to indicate a change in the 
teachers' "no contract-no Work" 
position Tuesday morning - just 24 
hours after the teachers by a near 
unanimous vote had approved the state 
factfinder's recommendation for 
settlement. 

Teachers of the Northville 
Education Association, Who supported 
the recommendation Monday, returned 
the following morning flgllting mad 
and ready to stage a "do-or-die" battle 
with the board of education. 

The quick change from an 
optimistic position for settlement to 
one of pessimism and distrust Was 
sparked by the board of education's 
comments made Monday night at a 
public meet ing. 

Teachers, in approving the 
recommendation Monday morning, 
appeared confident that the board 
Would do likewise at its Monday night 
meeting. In fact, they came close to 
voting to return to school without a 
contract because they felt the board 
p robab ly would approve the 
recommendation thus ensuring quick 
settlement. 

Asked by NEA officials to attend 
the board meeting but to refrain from 
upsetting the "applecart", teachers 
silently listened as board members took 
p o t s h o t s at the factfinder's 
recommendation and occasionally at 
the teachers themselves. 

The board's position, together 
With What teachers interpreted as board 
rejection of the recommendation, so 
insensed teachers the following 
morning that they adamantly returned 
to their "no contract-no Work" 
position. 

Members of the board came under 
attack, With special missives aimed at 
Trustee Richard Martin Who had 
angrily criticized teachers for their 
salary demands. Throughout recent 

negotiation sessions the teachers had 
maintained they sought only "an 
average" salary compared With other 
school districts in Wayne County. The 
recommendation of the factfinder, 
they said, put the teachers Within reach 
of this average. 

FolloWing the board meeting 
Monday night and after a secret session 
of the board, members of the teachers 
negotiation team Were called to discuss 

t h e r e c o m m e n d a t i o n W i t h 
administrators and two board 
members. In reporting to NEA 
members Tuesday morning about this 
meeting, the teachers negotiation team 
representatives said they left without 
knowing What position the board had 
taken on the recommendation. 

About all that took place, reported 
team members, was a philosophical 
discussion about the role of teachers

and education in general. 
Tuesday afternoon, however. 

Superintendent Raymond Spear, 
explained to team members that they 
had misunderstood statements made at 
the pre-midnight session, that the 
board had indeed approved the 
guidelines set down in the factfinder's 
recommendation. 

In accepting the factfinder's 
recommendation Monday morning, 
teachers found sections of it 
objectionable others favorable. But in 
total they considered it a "fair" 
proposal for both parties. 

The salary Was perhaps viewed 
with the most favor, the agency shop 
the least palatable. The latter drew 
laughs from teachers when Negotiation 
Chairman Pat Bubel explained that 
non-union teachers WoIlld not be 
forced to join the association if they 
had grounds of political or religious 
objections. 

Also viewed with disfavor Was the 
recommended two-year clause. 
Teachers feared that the salary 
recommendation for the second year 
may fall short of settlements elsewhere 
in the district. 

Since few multi-year contracts 
have been negotiated this year. Miss 
Bubel said the team had "little to go 
on" but that it appeared that the 
second-year schedule would be close to 
other multi-year contracts. Also, she 
noted that the factfinder in urging the 
two-year contract hoped it Would 
provide time to stabilize the collective 
b a r g a i n i n g process , improve 
labor-management relationships, and 
give both sides an opportunity to take 
a fresh look at their positions. 

Neither party probably will be 
t o t a l l y h a p p y w i t h t he 
recommendation, she said, but "it is a 
tool or instrument to get finalization of 
the contract so We can get back to 
work."

As part of the Presbyterian 
Women's Association Homes Tour of 
Fall, 1968, Mrs. Edgerton's home Will 
be open for walking inspection, but 
judging by the class load expected to 
begin on September i 6, the inspection 
line will be single file.

Seventeen looms will be in one stage or 
another of operation and while this-
crowd thinks a bit it's sure to lend 
itself to the charm that is everywhere 
apparent.

One 
story is that it was one of 10 tenant 
homes on the Taft gravel pit grounds 
and was moved to its present location.

One has a feeling of the past and 
the future in fusion With the present in 
the little barn red house. You'll find 
five maternal grandmothers lined up, 
generation by generation, in their 
lovely walnut frames, delicately 
balanced on gold cord hanging from a 
high bedroom molding to remind Linda 
and her mother daily of their colorful 
heritage. 

A sharp reminder of today then 
can be found in the writing corner of 
the studio with its modern Olivetti 
typewriter under circles of neon, 
strategically placed on the studio 
ceiling to allow the work of yesterday's 
skills to go on into today's evening. 

The long narrow living room 
reveals a small new operative spinning 
wheel at one end and an antique wheel 
of a different design, now being 
restored by Mrs. Edgerton for the 
Wolcott Museum in Maumme, near the 
fireplace. Off the living room, with its 
braided rugs. Franklin stove and small 
antique chairs, you'll find Linda's 
Bookroom, where she stocks her 
cilildren's book selection. 

Off the other end you enter two 
wondrous worlds of creativity in the 
studio and the kitchen. The studio, 
again a repository of the old and new, 
full of sunlight, includes an electrically 
operated ceramic wheel and a more 
primitive but no less fascinating 
manually operated wheel. Long tables 
await the Work on ceramics, cupboards 
arc stacked With jars of the necessary 
chemicals of ceramics, a large 
showcase, designed by Mrs. Edgerton, 
displays the end result of the ceramic 
effort. 

There's a kiln room off the studio, 
a clay stockpile in tile cellar where, 
incidentally, you'll find more working 
looms. And then to the kitchen, 
another marvel of the past and tile 
present where you can enjoy the aronla 
of fresh baking bread while rocking in 
the old rocking chair, taking in the 
out-back view or getting a close look at 
the antique clock on the kitchen wall. 

The Edgertons do all their own 
baking. To accommodate their 
demands in this area they quite 
naturally designed the unique portable 
cupboards islanded in the center of the 
kitchen. It specifically includes 
cupboards, drawers, flourbin, working 
surface plus the necessary electrical 
outlets organized in the modern, 
efficient manner best suited to tile 
Edgertons to create old fashioned 
baked goods. 

As you make the tour your glance 
will cover a Godey print here, a 
pre-Civil War melodian there, many 
signs of evidence of a great 

grandfather's adventures at sea, a lovely 
Seth Thoriias clock dated 1813. And 
threading it all together, unobtrusively 
but with great clurnl and ilnagination.. 
the fresh, delicate paint and paper 
designs which spot and border the wall 
paper Irom room io room, duplicating 
the flowers of the Edgerton garden and 
depicting scenes of quiet holies on 
quiet streets... scenes which might well 
be 571 Randolph street in Northviiie; 
quiet to the passerby outside but fairly 
spinning with excitement and creativity 
within. 

The Edgertons can be seen 
demonstrating their spinning skills at 
the Crosse Pointe Farms Art Show, 
September 14, at 32 Lakesllore Drive, 
in Crosse Pointe Farms.

A wedge is being driven into tlle lleari of Nortllville's school 
system and it is dividing components that should constitute a team. 

More alarming is the fact that the wedge is self inflicted. 

The suicide within our community is being committed by the 
school board, the administrators and the teachers. 

Abettors to the crime are a host of questionably-informed 
citizens who are choosing sides. 

l do not pretend here to offer a solution to the problem that 
must at this time be considered the most serious facing our 
community, but 1 would hope that sober thought be given by all 
concemed citizens at what is taking place and what is at stake. 

It is not easy to isolate the cause of the split which, in 
general, finds the school board and administration aligned against its 
teaching staff. 

For one thing the split is not clean; rather, it contains a 
number of splinters. 

Broadly speaking, deadlocked negotiations can be singled out 
as the force behind the deepest cleavage. And. in the main, this has 
cast the teacher in the role of the villain. 

ln this instance the board and administrators enjoy a 
comfortable majority support from a public that cannot condone a 
teacher strike. 

At the same time, however, administrators and board 
members find their own integrity questioned and their motives 
suspect by the fact that they maintain a need for more millage to 
operate the scliool system. 

Their pronouncement that a Si00.000 slice must be cut from 
the budget (including most extra-curricular activities) unless a 
two-mill request is approved has been been labeled a blackmailing 
tactic. 

We cannot be proud Of the fact that we face a possible 
cutback in curriculum, when to stay abreast it should be expanded. 

We cannot point to our record of conducting teacher 
negotiations with an indication of progress. For three years they have 
been painfully slow and bitter. And this may be our worst year. 

We cannot boast of a community that stands ready to meet 
the challenge of the ever-growing needs of our public school system. 

We do not have a team. 

Yet l firmly believe we have all the "players" that are needed 
for a winning team. The trick is merely to turn about the majority so 
that they are all pulling in the same direction. 

Our community abounds with talented, interested and 
concemed citizens. Our board of education is composed of 
intelligent, dedicated public servants. Our administration is 
ambitious, eager and anxious to continue its effort to provide a 
program of educational excellence. And our teaching staff is 
professional, highly competent and devoted to self-improvement in 
its assignments. 

But we have permitted ourselves to be distracted from the 
single goal that is held by the majority Of all administrators, board 
members, teachers and citizens - that of providing the best school 
system possible. 

I suspect that an effective minority will continue driving the 
wedge so long as our team is willing to remain divided and lend a 
hand in the suicide. 

It could not have been the intent of those responsible for 
setting forth the organizational charts for public school systems that 
board members and superintendents would stand pitted against 
teachers. 

Quite the contrary, it is only workable if boards of education 
and their administrators serve as an informed liason between the 
public and the teaching staff striving to gain the very best they can 
fOr their employees. 

Conversely, a teaching staff must demonstrate respect and 
confidence in its administration through its performance in the 
classrooms.

Is it any wonder that a movie coming out of Czechoslovakia 
should be oppressive, despite the new liberalism that was so 
unceremoniously crushed by the Russians in the latest show of 
power? After all, the Czechs have been stomped by oppression since 
time immemorial. 

"The Fifth Horseman is Fear," Carlo Ponti's latest release, is 
like a funeral march. The subject, an emasculated Jewish doctor, is, 
for all intents and purposes, dead, and his hfe slowly drags to Its 
inevitable end - return to the soil and perhaps a chance at something 
better than life. . . • 

For some inexplicable reason. Dr. Braun, as he is called, has 
been spared his life, although he suffers the indignities of a man 
living on borrowed time. He is used by the Nazis as a bookkeeper in 
the "Department of Confiscation of Jewish Property." 

He is merely going through the motions of living when the 
most unlikely - or perhaps most likely - circumstance revives a 
spark and gives Dr. Braun a tenuous reason for living. The doctor, 
who has not performed surgery for 30 years because of asthma, 
suddenly is called out of his garret room to remove a bullet from a 
man's shoulder. The operation is successful and the bizarre wheels of 
fear are set in motion. 

Now the doctor has a reason for living, he has a reason to fear 
death. Again, for some inexplicable reason, he is obsessed with the 
idea that his patient's pain must be relieved by morphine, to be 
obtained at all costs. 

It's an incongruous situation. While the doctor attempts 
alleviate one, apparently inconsequential man's pain, his search for 
morphine carries him on a horrible sight-seeing tour of Nazi cruelty. 

He walks into a bar, appropriately called "Desperation Bar", 
where Czechs, apparently crazed by fear and deadened by their 
nightmarish existance, drink themselves into oblivion and play at life. 
The merriment is pervaded with impending fear. 

He walks into a Nazi-created brothel, where benumbed girls 
shower under the sadistic eyes of matronly madams, then march 
mechanically through drunken soldiers of the Third Reich who paw 
them in anticipation of orgy. 

He walks into an insane asylum, where patients mumble 
inarticulately, but are nonetheless no worse off than the creatures 
outside whose lives have been shattered. Finally, Dr. Braun obtains 
the morphine. 

The movie seems more fantasy than fiction, more dream-like 
than real. When the doctor returns to his patient and carries him like 
life itself to avoid Nazi detection, fear is not palpable. 

But it is fear, as seen in the eyes of the doctor. For us, the 
doctor's obsession With saving a man's hfe seems remote, a spectral 
happening. We are observors. Watching from a gallery, just as most 
people are during other people's anguish. 

obligation to call a third election had 
better consider the many taxpayers 
Who primarily live on income even less 
than $100 a month. These low-income 
taxpayers are not all senior citizens. 
Many are young families who are 
struggling to pay for a home, feed and 
clothe their children.

It is a well-knoWn fact that our 
teachers Who give any special 
instruction to our students are and 
have been for several years paid from 

S300-$400 a year above their regular 
salaries. 

When teachers yell they are 
overburdened With 20-22 children in a 
class, that is proof they are not good 
teachers. Any real dedicated teacher 
can handle at least 28-30 students in a 
class and really teach them. 

Without doubt many older 
students need remedial reading. That is 
just another proof that primary and 
intermediate teachers completely failed 
to do a good job of teaching that 
subject Where it should have been 
taught. Not all slow learners are dumb. 
They just need a honest extra effort on 
the part of the teacher to give a little 
extra help When needed. 

Our superintendent concocted a 
curriculum department for one reason 
only, to keep Miss Pantoni who 
without doubt was the best English 
teacher ever in our school system. For 
this position she likely got a plus salary 
With less Work. Why are the teachers 
unable to formulate their own 
curriculum and then proceed to teach 
it.

LANSING - Enthusiastic lack of 
support for Michigan's Quality 
Recreation proposal Was shown by the 
United Auto Workers union at a 
meeting of state leaders. The union 
Would not oppose the proposition, but 
neither coulci it support the plan in its 
present form, according to Geno 
Serafini, from the union's conservation 
division. 

Governor Romney introduced two 
separate but related programs to the 
group. One, designed to reduce Water 
pollution, recelveii support from those 
present, including the UAW. 

The second, which finances 
expanded recreation. Was subject for 
UAW criticism. Serafini, Who said he 
spoke for Walter Reuther, argued that 
the S30 million designated for local 
parks Was too little and not likely to 
encourage parks Where he thought they 
Were needed most. 

He expressed concern that the 
proposal would not result in parks in 
the densely populated areas of Detroit, 
Grand Rapids, Flint and other highly 
urban communities. Instead, Serafini 
charged, the parks Would be located in 

suburbs and cities Where they Would be 
more available to Wealthier people. He 
asked for a revision of the plan. 

The Governor and conservation 
officials agreed that further 
consideration of the points he made 
Would take place promptly. 

PRESENT PLANS call for a $100 
million recreation proposal and a $335 
million water pollution control 
proposal on the November ballot. If 
authorized by voters, the state Will 
bond itself for the $435 million. 

Proponents stress that the bonds 
can be sold With no increase in taxes. 
Retirement of other bond issues and 
economic growth Will provide enough 
revenue to cover principal and interest 
payments Within the present tax 
structure. 

R o g e r B a b s o n 

The S30 million earmarked for 
local recreation facilities Would be 
available to communities on a matching 
basis With the state paying 75 percent 
of costs. The remaining $70 million 
Would be spent for state parks, fishing 
areas, fish hatcheries, forest 
campgrounds, hunting areas, hiking 
trails, snowmobile trails, etc. Combined 
With local and federal funds, an 
estimated $170 million Will be available 
for recreational purposes. 

Clean-Water proposal, if approved 
by voters. Will help finance neW sewage 
treatment plants, improvements to 
existing plants, and loans for new 
sewers. Some 150 communities are 
currently in Violation of Michigan's 
pollution' control law. These 
communities Would qualify for 50 

percent assistance from tile state and 
25 percent from the federal 
government in instituting a pollution 
control program. 

About S50 million Would be 
earmarked for sewer construction and 
S285 million for treatment plant 
construction and improvement. The 
addition of federal and local funds 
would provide more than S600 million 
to clean up Michigan's lakes and 
streams. 

THE TWO PROPOSALS Will 
appear separately on the ballot this fall, 
and passage of one does not depend 
upon passage of the other. Voters Who 
are concerned With adequate 
recreational facilities and lots of good, 
clean water Will support the 
propositions With their "yes" votes. 

Mothers should be glad to know 
that vaccines for six major diseases 
have brought a decline in smallpox, 
diphtheria, polio, tetanus. Whooping 
cough and measles. 

The Michigan Department of 
Public Health reported that in 1967 
there were no smallpox cases, only one 
case of diphtheria, three cases of polio 
and seven of tetanus. Whooping cough 
and measles, however, still accounted 
for major concern. The measles vaccine 
is relatively new, and the 1,047 cases 
indicate laxity on the part of parents in 
having children innoculated. 

Whooping cough vaccine has been 
available for many years. The 
department points out that over 70 
percent of the 1,058 cases reported last 
year occurred in the central portion of

further curtailments in railroad 
passenger service in the United States. 
Already, direct passage for people by 
rail between many of the nation's 
leading cities is but a memory and 
further cutbacks are in the offing. 

Decline of railroad passenger 
service is the result of a number of 
developments. These include: Wider 
acceptance of travel by auto; growth of 
long-distance bus service; competition 
from the airlines; sharply higher wage 
and other costs wllich impelled rail 
managements to favor the 
money-making freight sector of their 
business; and the heavy hand of 
government controls. 

Each of these drawbacks is serious. 
Collectively, they have almost spelled 
the end of rail passenger service in the 
nation. Are they insurmountable 
obstacles, instead of a challenge to free 
enterprise? Time is running out, but 
perhaps it is not too late to save the 
railroads from extinction or from 
government ownership. 

CONCENTRATION on their 
lucrative freight runs Will not in itself 
assure the rails a profitable future 
featured by expanding business. Thek 
break-even -points are high and still 

moving up...hamstrung by government 
controls. Their competition from 
highway, water, and air transport is 
increasing by leaps and bounds - and 
hurting in a growing number of 
instances. Their need for expensive 
equipment and maintenance is 
continuing and expanding. 

The only real hope for the 
railroads is a concerted campaign to 
reduce costs, curb the excess demands 
of labor, and improve productivity. 
Without this economy and more 
efficient management, it just isn't going 
to be possible in the long run to 
operate With a profit large enough to 
attract sufficient investor interest." And 
failure Would probably bring 
government ownership. 

In many instances the 
abandonment of passenger service was 
the inevitable result of circumstances 
beyond the control of railroad 
managements. But there have been 
quite a good many cases, too, where 
cutoffs and curtailments could have 
been avoided if the roads had exercised 
more responsibility and been less eager 
to divest themselves of passenger 
service. 

Railroad managements could have, 
fought harder to preserve economically

useful and feasible segments of their 
passenger service. They can still make a 
mighty contribution to medium-haul 
passenger service, which needs to be 
restructured to relieve the burden 
placed on airline facilities in recent 
years. 

While railroad passenger service 
will never again be as pervasive and 
extensive as it was in the early decades 
of this century, it can and should be a 
vital link in our over-all transportation ' 
system. Public convenience demands 
this and there are economic benefits 
that Will flow from a rejuvenation of 
such service in sectors of the country 
Where the need for it can be shown and 
Where government and public support 
for it will be forthcoming. 

THE FEDERAL government must 
play a leading role in any such move. 
The Department of Transportation 
already has broad responsibility in this 
area, and in the years immediately 
ahead We may expect to see that 
responsibility expanded. We are a 
nation of 200 million already, and still 
groWing. There is a place for every type 
of transport within our borders.

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Dedication of the new $150,000 
educational unit of Wixom First 
Baptist Church is planned for 3 p.m. 
Sunday, Pastor Robert Wanen 
announced this Week, lt will be a high 
point in the celebration of the 130th 
year of its existence as a local 
evangelical church! 

The new Sunday school unit, along 
With the remodeling work that was 
completed on the sanctuary, built in 
1960, will provide 40 new classrooms 
and make it possible to accommodate 
approximately 500 students in Sunday 
School, the pastor said. 

A large stone bell tower has been 
built to house the old church bell 
Which dates back to 1865. It wastaken 
from the old church building w ^ j i ' it 
Was torn down in 1966. The 'bett-will 
ring again every Sunday. - . ;--.5 -

A carport has been added to^'the 
front of the sanctuary with a circular 
blacktopped drive. The vestibule and 
balcony areas have been enlarged to 
help accommodate more than 400 in 
the auditorium. 

The entire area of the two-story 
educational Wing is covered with an 
o l i v e green nylon carpeting 
which harmonizes with the light green 
waUs of the unit. New tables, chairs, 
chalk and bulletin boards, storage 
cabinets, draperies, classroom velour 
divider curtains, cribs and nursery 
equipment llave been added at a cost of 
nearly $20,000. 

The Wixom church and Sunday 
school have experienced a phenomenal 
growth during the past few years. 
Pastor Wanen points out, stating that 
church receipts have increased from 
$25,000 in 1963 to more than $53,000 
last year. The weekly church budget 
currently is about $ 1,200. 

In addition the mission program of 
the church has inaeased from $1,500 
to $7,000 during the same period. 
Sunday School attendance has 
increased from an average of 20l in 
1963 to 350 presently. It reached a 
record high of 488 in a recent Sunday 
school contest. 

With this expansion. Pastor Warren 
announced, the church has just called a 
second full-time man to be Director of 
Youth and Music. A total youth 
program involving the Boys Brigade, 
Pioneer Girls, and a dioir program for 

children from first grade through 
adulthood presently is being organized. 

Participating in the dedication 
service Sunday will be Terry Angles, 
new youth and music director. Who 
will give the invocation and lead the 
congregation singing; Reverend George 
B. Dagley, pastor of the Calvary Baptist 
Church of Charlotte, who will give the 
scripture reading; Reverend Stanley 
Veldt, pastor of Berean Baptist church 
of Utica and vice-moderator of the 
Conservative Baptist Association of 
Michigan; and the Reverend Badon 
Brown, pastor of the Highland Park 
Baptist Church of Southfield and 
Moderator of the Greater Detroit 
C o n s e r v a t i v e Baptist Pastors' 
Fellowship. 

Wesley McAtee, mayor of Wixom, 
will bring official greetings irom the 
community. Keys to the building will 
be presented to Everett Pearsall, 
chairman of the board of trustees, and 
Wayne Beckley and Martin Edwards, 
chairmen of the building committee, 
by Paul Profitt, contractor and Carl 
Gaiser, architect. 

The dedicatory message will be 
brought by Dr. Harry Love, general 
director of the Conservative Baptist 
Association of Michigan. Letters also 
will be read from former pastors and 
missionaries of the church. Special 
music will be provided by Robert 
Scheider of Chelsea. 

At the close of the service, 
Reverend J . Ronald MacDonald, pastor 
of the First Baptist Church of Spring 
Lake, will give the benediction and 
prayer of dedication. 

As a climax to the service, a 
former member of the church, Standish 
Sibley Of Pontiac, will ring the old bell 
once again for the first time in 
many years. His grandfather, .Alonzo 
Sibley, the fijst deacon elected by the 
church, was instrumental in securing 
the bell in 1865. 

The Wixom church has a very long 
and interesting history. On March 21, 
1838, a dozen families Who had settled 
in Michigan coming from New York 
State, organized under the leadership 
of Reverend C P. Goodrich, "The First 
F r e e B a p t i s t f Associat ion of 
Commerce." .They iToet in homes until 
1854, after which they met iri a red 

frame school house. This stood by the 
road in the present Wixom cenletery. 

A new pastor, James D. Drew, 
thought the church should have its own 
building. On June 24, 1864, .Alonzo 
Sibley deeded land from his farm on 
the corner of West Maple and Wixom 
Roads, "for meeting house purposes 
only." 

ln 1897, Reverend J. C. Robinson, 
proposed moving the building into the

C h a r t e r D e b a t e R e n e w e d 
A controversial charter proposal 

establishing the position of public 
safety director came up for iiebate 
again l̂ast week as the charter 
commission reviewed a number of 
earlier decisions. 

Although no changes were made 
on the matter it became apparent that 
the issue will be challenged again when 
the total charter package is finished. 

Edwin Presnell, joined by Denis 
Berry, challenged the logic behind the 
commission's decision a week earlier to 
provide three different ways for fBling 
the post of director of pubfic safety. 

Specifically, the commission voted 
to write three alternatives into the 
charter, leaving the choice up to the 
council: (1) Appointment of a public 
safety director who is to have hiring 
and firing power over the police, fire 
and health departments; (2) 
appointment of the city mailager as 
director, thus putting him in charge of 
the three departments; (3) 
appointment of the police chief to the 
director's post as is now the case under 
village government.

However, because he saw little hope of 
gaining sufficient commission support 
for tllis position he voted to go along 
with the three alternatives as "a 
compromise," he explained.
