A method of ijldivitlualizing 
instruction was explored by members 
of the Ida B. Cooke Junior High School 
last Week in a meeting with Dr. Harold 
Wells of tlie assist center of the Wayne 
County Intermediate School District. 

Held in the high school library, the 
meeting Was arranged by Principal 
Ronald Horwath and Curriciilum 
Coordinator Miss Florence Panattoni 
when teachers expressed an interest in 
this subject. 

Dr. Wells, who labeled it a 
"madness" to ask all students to leam 
the same thing at the same time, noted 
that under this educational process 
"many students would experience 
failure and others would be wasting 
time on materials they already knew." 

He suggested the "Unipac" as a 
form of individualized instruction that 
the local teachers might choose. 

A Unipac is a self-contained set of 
teaching-learning materials designed to 
teaca single concept and structured for 
independent usage by each individual. 

According to Dr. Wells, under the 
Unipac program teachers would need 
to determine what kind of persons they 
want a student to be and what that 
student would need to leam in each 
particular course to be that kind of 
person. 

At tllis point then teachers would 
determine the behavioral objectives and 
build Unipacs around those objectives. 
A student Would take a pre-test he 
would not be required to pursue that 
Unipac but rather he would move to a 
second behavorial objective. 

If the pre-test indicates the student 
jioesn't know the material, he pursues 
the objectives that will help him to 
learn the concept through diversified 
medial and methodology, continued 
Dr. Wells. 

When the student believes he is 
ready for the post test, he requests it. 
When he completes this, he moves on 
to the next Unipac. Each Unipac, Dr. 
Wells said, also contains "guest' 
opportunities for those students who 
Wish to move into in-depth study

through research in order to resolve a 
problem. 

Continuing, he said that during the 
learning sequence the teacher provides 
as many opportunities as possible for 
student-teacher and student-student 
interaction. Wherever possible, small 
learning teams of students at the same 
point in learning may be formed. 

Developing the Unipacs, of course, 
is the real task, said Dr. Wells. He 
pointed out that teachers could receive 
assistance from the Assist Center and 
should a teacher develop a Unipac 
accepted by the IDEA Materials center 
of the Kettering Foundation, the 
teacher would receive all Unipacs 
developed throughout the country in 
his subject area. 

Indiv idual teachers would 
determine the amount of time to be 
spent in individualized, independent 
study and how much time would be 
spent in large or small group 
instruction. In short, the structure 
w o u l d necessi tate diagnosis, 
prescription and evaluation by the 
teacher, he explained. 

Dr. Wells further pointed out that 
teachers should research all methods of 
individualizing instruction and then 
commit themselves to the way they 
believe they could best guide a student 
to be the kind of person who could 
perform most comfortably -and 
effectively in a democratic culture.

As The Record-NoVl News Went, to 
press Wednesday, more than 15 hours 
after the polls closed, Richard Nixon 
had been elected president by a razor 
thin margin, but other national, state 
and county partisan races Were as 
scrambled as pre-election polls. 

If there's one sure lesson to be 
learned from the results it is that Voters 
are becoming less party -oriented, 
splitting their tickets at all levels. 

Generally, Republicans grabbed 
the edge locally With but few 
exceptions as voters turned out in 
record numbers. 

Typical of the strange election 
results was the way two local 
incumbent congressmen. Republican 
Marvin Esch and Jack McDonald, swept 
to Victory while Republican 
Representative Louis Schmidt lost out 
to Democrat Marvin Stemplen, 
Northvjjten-eity-attornej^-at tile state 
level. Carl Pursell, Republican, 

candidate for the local Wayne County 
Supervisor post, defeated his 
Democratic opponent, Donald 
Friedrichs of Livonia - a community 
that tipped the scales for Democrat 
Stempien. 

Despite Nixon's slim national 
v ic tory , Michigan was giving 
Vice-President Hubert Humphrey a 
48-percent to 42-percent edge, with 
Wallace picking up 10-percent of the 
state vote as opposed to the 14-percent 
he was holding nationally late 
Wednesday morning. 

In what is generally considered a 
R e p u b l i c a n territory, Wixom 
Councilman Raymond Lahtl, a 
Democrat, scored heavily but narrowly 
lost to Republican Lew Coy, also of

A verbal bomb was prematurely 
detonated Friday night at the Novi 
Charter Commission resumed its final 
reading and approval of the proposed 
city charter. 

Touching off the explosive session 
was a proposal by Commissioner 
Russell Button to provide for "some 
kind" of ward or districting system in 
the charter. 

Ironically, Button's oft-repeated 
suggcstioii picked up some unexpected 
support but it also sparked additional 
support for the more controversial 
strong mayor concept - a system of 
government not supported by Button. 

The mayor versus 'city manager 
debate was not scheduled to take place 
Friday night but when Button urged 
support of the districting proposal he 
pined the support of Commissioner 
William Brinker, who, despite earlier 
support of the city manager concept, 
suddenly switched positions and came 
out strongly In favor of a mayor form 
of government. 

'Brinker, who earlier in the meeting 
told fellow members he would reserve 
comments about the two forms of 
government until their scheduled airing 

-tonight (Thursday), decided to unleash 
his comments early when a member of 
the audience, William O'Brien, stole 
some of his thunder in support of the

And when the oratory had ended 

two things were certain: Button's 
proposal had been lost in the smoke 
and the controversial mayor versus 
manager issue, far from being dead, will 
provide a humdinger of a debate , 
tonight. 

Here is. what appears to be the 
lineup for tonight's debate: For a city 
manager: Commissioners William Duey, 
who oiiginally supported the strong 
mayor concept, Raymond Evans, 
Button, Edwin Presnell, and Fred 
Buck. For a strong mayor: William 
Brinker and Dennis Berry. It is 
uncertain where the remaining two 
cornmissioners, Joseph Crupi and David 
Harrison who were absent Friday,' will 
stand tonight. 

The straw that broke the camel's 
back so far as Brinker is concerned was, 
explained the commissioner, the 
"weakened" position of the city 
manager in the proposed charter. Both 
he and Berry contend that so much of 
the power of the manager has been 
vested in the council that his usefulness -
has been impaired. 

By compromising the manager's 
position in altering the charter, argued 
Brinker, the commission offers a 
confusing, frustrating proposal to the 
public that fails to guarantee an 
order ly , , workable governmental 
process for Novi's future. 

Brinker said he had been willing to 
compromise in helping to write the 
charter but he did so hoping that 
fellow members would see the light and 
strengthen the position of the city,, 
manager. 

Brinker admitted that he had been 
willing to compromise his position 
during the writing of the charter but 
that he did so expecting that the 
commission would strengthen the city 
manager's role. 

In view of the fact that his 
expectations had not been realized, 
Brinker proposed that the commission 
rewrite the governmental section of the 
charter to provide for a strong mayor T--
which he said would be more 
responsive to the wishes of the public. , 

In sonl?what the same vein. Berry 
pointed out that he, too, had 
supported the manager concept but 

that the coiTimission had so weakened 
the role of the manager he could no 
longer support that form of 

• government. He noted that the 
proposed charter gives the manager 
charge over only the department of 
public works. All others, he added, are 
responsible directly to the council since 
the manager can remove department 
heads only after consulting with the 
council. 

Berry also stated that it had been 
his impression that Commissioners 
Crupi arid Harrison, upon rewritirig the 
city manager section, had done so to 
strengthen the manager's position. 
Their efforts, he indicated, had been 
either thwarted or had fallen short of 
the mark. 

O'Brien; in presenting a written 
statement of his position and 
supporting arguments, urged support of. 
the strong-mayor concept as well as a 
districting proposal. He also called for 
election of the clerk. 

Calling the city manager system an 
out-dated coricept, O'Brien concludes 
in part: 

"Finally, it can be argued that 
contrary to the popular middle class" 
belief of the past 50, years,the 
electorate is capable of directly electing 
its chief executive officer. It must also 
be further noted that modern political 
scientists at our larger universities (and 
contrary to the 1920 recommendations 
of political scieritists of the Municipal 
: League are currently returning to a 
philosophy of direct election of 

Evans, a staunch supporter of the 
manager concept, pointed out that the 
people of Novi will, in the final 
analysis, decide Ihe issue. If they vote 
against the charter because of the city 
manager provision then it is incumbent 
upon the commissioners to either 
change the section or resign to let 
others rewrite it. 

Duey, who noted that he-originally 
supported the strong mayor concept, 
argued that the city manager position 
has. not been weakened, that the 
"floating" director of public safety 
position can actually be so positioned 
to give the manager commanding 
authority.

Democrat Thomas Plunkett edged his 
Republican opponent, Richard Kuhn,

In neighboring Salem Township, 
the liquor-by-the-glass proptjsition 
went down to defeat, 484-287. With 
returns incomplete, Floyd Taylor, 
Republican, was leading John Starwas, 
Democrat, by 515 votes in the race for 
supervisor of Washtenaw County's 
third district. . 

Three of the five state propositions 
appeared to have been • approved, 
although one - Daylight Savings Time 
- was hanging on by a thread. Wateir 
pollution and recreation-.jiroposals 
appeared sure to win, while the 
graduated income tax and the dual 
office propositions were soundly 
defeated. 

Northville Township and Novi 
Township Repl1blican incumbents, of 
course, were returned to office, by 
virtue of the fact that none were 
opposed. 

Incilmbent Representative Clifford 
Smart, a Walled Lake Republican, 
easily defeated his opponent, William 
Todd, who broke ranks with the 
Democratic Party to support .Alabama's 
G e o r g e W a l l a c e . -Somewhat 
surprisingly, however, Todd scored 
heavily in Novi, nearly winning the 
second precinct vote. He had 
42-percent of the vote in total vote of' 
both precincts. 

Actually, Wallace picked up a 
lesser percentage in most local 
communities than he did on the 
national level. He had 13-percent in 
Novi, 18-percent in Wixom, 6i)ercent 
in the City of Northville, and 9-percent 
in Northville Township. 

Nixon had 58-percent of the vote 
in Northville Township, 52-percent in 
the City of Northville, 44^rcent in 
Novi, and 36-percent in Wixom.* 

Clerks and electionworkers in all 
area communities worked to the 
midnight hour Tuesday counting the 
heaviest balloting in history. Lines were 
reported throughout the day at most 
polls, but they were especially long in 
Novi's first precinct and Northville's 
third. In the latter, voters who were 
standing in line at the 8 p.m. close were 
casting ballots up to 9 pJn. 

Because of the Qongestion in the 
community building - board Of 
education office parking lots in 
Northville, police blocked off Cady 
Street so school buses could be loaded 

. from that point at the close of classes 
Tuesday.

' P E R M A N E N T B O U Q U E T S ' 
of dried flowers - popular winter 
room brighteners in colonial days 
- are expejiencing a renewed 
popularity today. 

The hobby of dried flower 
arranging is mushrooming in our 
town as growing numbers of our 
residents- have goJdenrod and 
other wild flowers strung from 
attic rafters. 

, More than 100 members and 
guests of Northville Woman's Club 
turned out last Friday to hear an 
expert in this art, Marshall Engle, 
greenhouse supervisor and flower 
arranger for Greenfield Village and 
the Henry Ford Museum. 

They also heard a report from 
their Girls' State representative, 
Stacey Evans, daughter of club 
member Mrs. H . 0 . Evans. Stacey 
gave a very personal insight into 
the Value and depth of her 
experience as she read from the 
diary she Icept of her feelings as 
she unsuccessfully tried for the 
lieutenant governor's post at the 
mock session. 

Creating a Victorian type 
arrangement of flowers "solidly 
placed" against a framework of 
goldenrod, the' arranger pointed 
out that many colors can be 
combined in such a bouquet. 

There's still time to dry such 
later flowers as chrysanthemums, 
Florist Engle ssaid, but spring is 
the time to begin collecting. 

Some tips for beginners: 
- D r y everything as fast as 

possible - in a dark, dry place, 
such as an attic (basements are too 
damp.) 

- P i c k goldenrod when half 
open (it continues to develop after 
being cut), tie securely anci hang 
upside down. Statice, backyard 
coxcomb and strawflowers all dry 
upside down. 

" - U s e goldenrod, statice and 
other filler flowers for background 
rather than leaves, which have to 
be pressed in glycerin. He tries to 
use natural stems stripped of their 
foliage as much as possible. 

- D o n ' t "anchor" all the 
stems in your arrangement. They 
do not have to be inserted all the 
way into the base to stay. 

Marshall Engle added that 
only in late Victorian times were 
flowers used on dining tables. 

They previously were placed on 
sideboards with epergnes of fruit 
usually centering the table.

"We Were sold out many years ago 
on this", exclaimed the mayor, Who 
recalled that a moratorium on building 
Was declared in Wayne county When 
faster-growing communities east of 
Northville filled the original interceptor 
to capacity before Northville had 
attained its capacity in the line. 

At that time it was necessary to 
construct an additional interceptor to 
serve the area and permit continued 
building.

It was Mayor Allen's contention 
that Wayne county communities have 
paid for the sewage capacity in the 
interceptor "and it shouldn't be given 
away to Oakland county." 

Manager Frank Ollendorff was 
more cautious. He noted that Wayne 
County Director George R. Bingham 
had set a meeting for Tuesday at 10 
a.m. to discuss the proposal with all 
communities involved. "I'm not ready 
to support or oppose it until it's 
explained," he stateil. 

CouncDman Del Black also urged 
study of the proposal first. But Mayor 
Allen noted that he had received a 
letter from Dearborn Heights Mayor 
John Canfield. who was also alarmed 
by the proposal and who had called for 
a meeting of Wayne county 
communities involved Thursday 
afternoon (today). "I'm.planning to 
attend that meeting," said the mayor. 

Specifically, Wayne county is 
proposing increased use of the 
interceptor system by Oakland county 
(through its Novi sewer line running 
through Northville) for a period of 
from 10 to 15 years. 'The purpose of 
the request", says Bingham, "is to 
avoid the construction of a sewage 
treatment plant in the Walled Lake 
area, discharging effluent to the Rouge 
River". 

Bingham says the Wayne county 
system can haftdle the additional 
sewage except for a few peak days per 
year. It is proposed to require Oakland 
county to construct a sewage storage 
vehicle of some nature to hold back the 
flow during peak periods. It is noted-
that Oakland county would pay Wayne 
county a transportation charge and 
that such payments would be credited 
to the interest and principle payments 
and reflected proportionally to all 
municipalities (such as Northville city 
and township) now in the district and 
making payments. 

Wayne county prefers that 
Oakland does not build a sewage 
disposal plant in Walled Lake, but 
instead construct interceptors in the 
future "in accordance with the regional 
plan." 

Development throughout the 
NoVi-Wixom-Walled Lake area depends 
upon a system for sewage disposal -
either a plant at Walled Lake, or as now 
proposed, use of capacity in the Wayne 
county interceptor.

It's a small country church 
building With all the charm of 82 years 
of service and the members of the 
Salem Congregational Christian Church 
are endeavoring to preserve the 
simplicity of former years while 
maintaining their stmcture for future 
generations. 

In line with tllis, the congregation 
has recently undertaken seVeral 
redecorating and restoration projects, 
including storm Windows on the church 
and parsonage. Their latest enterprise 
has been the complete painting of the 
brick veneer exterior of the building. 
The church is now a sparkling white -
an attractive and integral part of the 
village of Salem. 

The church, now pastored by Gary 
L. Heme, was first organized as the 
"First Congregational Church of Salem 
and Lyon" at a meeting called on the 
14th day of September, 1851. Present 
at that first meeting were: William 
Anibler, chairman; H . Phillips, clerk; 
Jason Steel, Daniel Pomeroy, John, 
Harriet, and John B. Waterman, James 
and Lida M . Clark, Sarah and Phidel A-
Phillips, Lewis Mason, Thankful Stout, 
Malah and Eleanor Pomeroy. 

Well-preserved and complete 
records of the early days show that 
several area ministers and laymen came 
to participate in the first Worship 
service. 

They were: the Rev J . Smith 
Hobart of Ann Arbor who delivered 
the sermon; Rev Silvester Cockran of 
Northville; Rev Mr. Harris of the 
Worden Church at Five Mile near 
Pontiac Trail and laymen, John 
Pebbles, Seth Thorwport and Sebra 
Perkins, all of Worden. 

The Rev James Morton was called 
to be the first minister of the church in 
February 14,1852. 

• It Was on February 6, 1859 that 
the Wesleyan Methodist class which 
worshipped at the Thayer School house 
located at the northeast corner of Six 
Mile and Napier Road united With the 

First Congregational Church of Salem 
and Lyon. The combined membership 
of the two churches Was 61. 

The name of the church was 
changed on January 7, 1860 to "The 
First Congregational Religious Society 
of Summit." An interesting note in the 
records of that time read: "The 
following persons agreed to draw one 
cord of Wood to the church and pile it 
up; Lewis Lary, Hiram Whitiker, Ed 
Jones, Rufus 'Thayer, Peter Coldren, 
Charles Sealy, Ed Pratt, C. Root, and 
Joseph Mirret. Signed, J . Waterman -
Clerk". 

In January 1886 the trustees were 
instructed to take "measures looking 
towards the moving of the church 
edifice or building a new church at 
Salem Station." The congregation 
voted on April 16, 1886 to construct a 
new building Which Would be 42 feet 
by 54 feet and Mr. Wordman was hired 
to build the church. The projected cost 
of the building Was to be "under 
S2600." 

The church pews, were purchased 
from the Michigan School Furniture 
Company in Northville in the fall of 
1886 at a total cost of SI 84, delivered 
and installed. Those pews, their finish 
gleaming With the polish of years of 
use, are still a part of the church 
furnishings. 

Un November 29, 1886, the 
church board voted to instruct a bell 
committee to order a 600 pound bell 
from the Buckeye Bell Foundry in 
Cincinnati, Ohio. The bell was shipped 
by the "Detroit, Lansing and Northern 
Raikoad Company" on December 31, 
1886. The shipping bill, carefully kept 
through the years, shows the cost of 
shipping the crated bell weighing 1017 
pounds was S4.58. The total cost of 
the bell with shipping was $137.06. 
The bell was guaranteed "not to break 
While being rung for two years from 
the date of purchase." 

That bell has now been used for 82 
years, notes pastor Herne. 

The parsonage property, adjoining 
the church, was obtained from Abram 
Shear for S680 in April 23,1888. 

A second name change occurred in 
1888 When the congregation voted to 
add to their name "the Second 
Congregational Religious Society of 
Salem" In that year, too, the church 
purchased an organ from the Ranville 
Wood and Son Pipe Organ Company of 
Northville at a cost of S475. 

Pumping the organ in those days 
Was a real manual task and the church 
records note: "Salem, March 2, 1901, 
Treasurer of the Cong'l society please 
pay Ralph Ryder fifty cents (.50) for 
pumping organ ten Sundays and oblige, 
John Munn, Clerk". 

During the 40's and early 50's, the 
congregation decreased and the church 
Was not used for regular meetings for 
some years - a time during which 
church records are sketchy. Rumor has 
it that during this time, two families -
the Clarks and Burgesses - Went each 
Sunday and opened the church to 
maintain the property for future 
generations - otherwise the property • 

would have reverted to the governing 
body of the Congregational churches. 

In the year 1950, the towering 
church steeple was taken down because 
people feared it might topple in a 
strong Wind. 

The doors of the church were 
reopened for regular services With a 
part-time pastor in January, 1954. 
The church also was given its present 
name in that period. 

Presently, church records show 
approximately 25 members with an 
attendance of between 45 and 50 
persons each S u n d a y . This 
congregation, though small in number, 
is large in devotion, and the people are 
presently considering further projects 
- possible basement excavation and a 
full-time pastor - which will enable 
them to better serve the growing 
community of Salem, according to 
Pastor Herne. 

Whatever their future decisions 
may bring in the way of expansion, 
Pastor Herne said they plan to keep the 
dignity and beauty of their nearly 
century old building. 

This is the way the First Congregational church looks as it appears now.

Last week was a busy one for Novi 
Justice Court. 

Among the cases heard by Justice 
of Peace Emery Jacques were three in 
which the defendant had a pair of 
charges to be heard. 

Leon C. McCormick of Troy 
pleaded guilty to failure to signal a turn 
and to defective exhaust. His fines and 
costs totalled $30. 

Eighteen year old Michael M . 
Robb of Detroit pleaded guilty to 
having had no operator's license on his 
person and to improper registration. He 
paid fines and costs totalling $40 in 
lieu of a total of 20 days in jail. 

A total of $20 was assessed Paul C. 
Bonham of Pontiac following his plea 
of guilty to driving with an expired 
operator's license and to driving a truck 
without a chauffeur's license. 

Driving While his license was 
revoked, suspended or denied was the 
charge upon which James D. Yorch of 
Detroit demanded examination when 
he was anaigned on September 12. At 
his hearing last Thursday (the date of 
all the above sentences), Yorch Was 
found guilty of driving on a revoked 
license and is serving 51 days in 
Oakland County Jail as a result.

The poli t ical year 1968 wi l l long be remembered as one o f 
the most unusual in the history o f American politics. A lot has 
happened. President Johnson declared his intention not to seek 
re-election, Robert Kennedy was tragically slain, the Democratic 
convention was disrupted by hippy-police clashes, and last week 
President Johnson announced halt in the bombing o f Nor th Vietnam. 

But Newsweek magazine topped them all this week by 
announcing unequivically that Hubert Horatio Humphrey's first 
choice o f a vice-presidential running mate was none other than, now 
get this. Nelson A . Rockefeller. 

Where Newsweek got their inside information is not disclosed 
nor is it likely to be. But there it is, a blurb in the "Periscope" 
section o f Newsweek that basically has the gravest implications for 
American politics. 

It reads: " A Humphrey-Rockefeller ticket: this 'dream' 
combination for President and Vice President occurred to many 
politicians during the election campaign - including none other than 
Hubert H . Humphrey himself." 

According to Newsweek, H H H twice asked the New Y o r k 
governor to be his vice presidential running mate: once after 
Rockefeller lost the Republican nomination to N i x o n , once during 
the Democratic convention. Only after Rockefeller twice refused did 
H H H turn to Muskie. 

A s John Dotson o f Newsweek's Detroit bureau said, only the 
correspondent himself would be privy to the source. Dotson 
surmised that the item originated either at the New Y o r k or 
Washington bureau. 

Was Dotson surprised? "Why not? Y a , " he retorted. "The 
things that appear in the 'Periscope' section," he added, "are 
dynamite items. Things few other people knew about." 

Dynamite. That's putting it mildly. Nuclear would be a more 
apt term. 

What perhaps is more surprising than the item itself is the 
apparent reaction o f the press and polit ical hawks in parficular. A s o f 
Monday, Dotson knew of no hullabaloo over the blurb. The news 
media had apparently overiooked the report, or dismissed it as 
being too preposterous. 

N o one had bothered to ask Humphrey whether the 
allegation was true. Chances are he would deny everything. But what 
about Rockefeller? Since he's in the N i x o n camp and since he would 
have nothing to lose, what would his reply be? 

Maybe the whole matter w i l l be a moot point by the time 
this column is printed - after the election. But one can't help 
wondering: What if . . .

After a decade and a half of 
intermittent debate, in 1966 Congress 
passed a truly comprehensive federal 
food for peace program - Public Law 
480. Under its terms U.S. farni 
commodities can be sold to friendly 
countries, with payment made in the 
local currency of the recipient nation. 
These funds are kept in the country to 
which the sale is made and can be used 
to pay U.S. obligations abroad, finance 
grants for economic development. 

make loans to private enterprise or 
foreign governments, or fund 
educational, scientific, and public 
information projects. 

PUBLIC LAW 480 also authorizes 
gifts of U.S.-grown food to nations 
stricken by famine or other disaster. 
Such gifts are made from the farm 
products held in storage by the 
Commodity Credit Corporation. They 
may be used to aid economic and 
community development in recipient 
countries and for school lunch 
programs. 

The United States has a long 
history of helping to feed the World's 
poor.

government's far-reaching efforts to 
feed people rendered homeless and 
jobless in those conflicts which 
devastated large afeas of Europe. 

TODAY the U.S. is a great symbol 
of hope for a World producing hungry 
mouths faster than it is increasing its 
f o o d s u p p l y . If the wor ld 
population-food crisis is not already 
the chief concern of mankind, it should 
be. In time We can work out a solution 
in Vietnam, in the Middle East, in 
Africa, in Latin America, and even in 
Europe itself. But i f the human race 
does not leam to feed itself, despair is 
inevitable. And from such despair 
could come chaos and revolution that 
Would drain the sustenance of the 
"have" nations while contributing not 
one whit to the "have not" nations. 

There is, of course, a correlation 
between population and poverty, but it 
is certainly naive to assume that 
limitation of population alone will 
eliminate poverty and hunger. Some 
nations are chronically poor, not 
becau,se they have too many people, 
but because they do not have enough 
people who are able to contribute the 
t axes needed for economic 
development. 

A GREAT D E A L of the poverty 
and hunger in the world is caused by 
backward agriculture, low economic 
productivity, instability of primary 
commodity prices in world markets, 
and adverse political conditions. In 

^ short, these causes are economic in 
nature and the remedies must be 
economic too. 

Hopefully, world population will 
not grow as fast as recent trends imply. 
But whether it does or not, it is 
obvious that mankind must Work 
toward a realignment of economic 
priorities. In those under-developed 
countries where the primacy of 
agriculture has been displaced by too 
rapid and too ambitious a push toward 
industrialization, a more balanced 
approach to over-all economic planning 
must be encouraged. Common sense 
dictates that such an approach include 
not only more food production but 
also more varied food production. Here 
in the U.S. we raise 38 major food 
crops, although 95% of our food is 
derived from only 20 of these crops. In 
87 countries - Where hunger is rife -
the average number of food crops is 
fewer than sue. The worid average is 
only 11. 

"I'his Would avoid the pileup of 
bills'with too few days to consider 
them at the end of the session," Pears 
said. 

According to Pears, the present 
system of clearing the backlog of bills 
in a hurry before final adjournment 
results in "round-the-clock sessions 
Which often defeat good and pass bad 
legislation." 

T h e h a n d l i n g o f guest 
introductions also needs improvement. 
Pears said. "It is necessary to have 
usi t ing groups recognized, but 
sfomething should be worked out to 
reduce the time this takes," he said. 

R E P . M I C H A E L N O V A K , 
D-Detroit, doesn't believe reducing the 
number of legislators is the right 
approach. A better idea, he says, is 
stronger committee makeup. 

" A small group Won't be efficient 
unless the re is c o m m i t t e e 
reorganization," Novak said. "The 
house needs more committees to 
handle the large number of bills." 

Rep. Albert Kramer, D-Oak Park, 
disagrees. He says, there should be 
fewer, not more, committees. 

"We should coasolidate to avoid 
overiapping and confiict," Kramer 
added. "Fewer committees with a 
larger membership Will eliminate having 
to look for a quorum." 

COMMITTEES shoi|ild also be able 
to coordinate bills rather than approve 
several on the same siiibject, Kramer 
said. "Instead of waiting/for a bill to be 
printed, members should have

duplicate copies available to them 
immediately." 

R e p . George Montgomery, 
D - D e t r o i t , agrees committee 
membership should be more closely 
regulated. 

"No member should be on four or 
five committees, and minor committees 
shouldn't be allowed to meet in prime 
times (Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday mornings)" he said. 

Novak suggested committee 
chairmen be compelled to call meetings 
as soon as they receive a bill. " A l l too 
often they wait until there is a pile of 
them," he said. 

Also, Novak added, the no-vote 
explanations are often a "waste of 
time." These are an individual's reasons 
for voting negatively on a measure. 

Montgomery concurred that the 
no-vote explanation "has been much 
abused lately with much material not 
to the point." 

O T H E R REPRESENTATIVES 
p o i n t e d out that members' 
expenditures need examination and 
new regulation. The question of how to 
curtai l expenses, however, seems 
unanswerable. Some "progress" has 
been made with the use of phones in 

the Capitol, giving toll free service to 
the Detroit area. 

Another topic of considerable 
discussion is how to regulate the 
amount of mail members can charge to 
the state. "It amounts to an almost 
continuous mailing," said Pears. ; 

ATTEMPTS were made to fii 
limits on the number of news releases;^ 
representative may mail at state 
expense. But the argument is raised 
that sparsely-populated areas rely 
heavily on such releases and shouldn't 
be restricted to a specific quota. 

Another suggestion which rarely 
gets off the ground is to allot a certain 
amount of money for news releases and 
other mailings. When this money is. 
depleted, the theory goes, the 
representative makes up the difference 
from his own pocket. 

Whatever the case, the study 
committee promises to come up with 
concrete recommendations for 
presentation to the 1969 legislature. 

If past history is any indicator, it 
wil! take more than a handfull of 
lawmakers to convince a house 
majority that change is in order.

A growing concern is being expressed in NoVi relatlVe to the 
explosive debating among members o f the NoVi C i ty Charter 
Commission. 

The concern apparently stems in large part from a fear by 
those who strongly support the incorporation o f Nov i that 
differences among commissioners wi l l split the community and 
ultimately prevent NoVi frqm becoming a c i ty . 

Some citizens, and even one or two commissioners, haVe 
suggested that the commission write a charter that is substantially 
the same as the present Village charter because the people are 
satisfied with it and probably would be less apt to oppose a charter 
with few changes. 

In other words, they urge the commission to write a 
document that stands the best chance of being approved. 

Without committ ing itself to the support o f the proposed 
cliarter until after its completion, this newspaper has been pleased 
with the intelligent, thorough job o f the nine-member commission. 
We are especiklly pleased the commission decided early to write a 
document that it honestly believes is the best for the community 
rather than measuring each of its decisions against the question, " W i l l 
it hurt chances for incorporat ion?" 

The most important question the commission must and has 
asked itself is, "Does this charter represent the best that this 
nine-member body can produce for, this communi ty?" 

N o w that the proposed charter is i n the final stage o f review 
and approval, early disagreements among commissioners are erupting 
anew. We saw nothing wrong wi th commissioners vociferously 
expressing their opinions and arguments earlier and we see nothing 
wrong with i t ,now. 

Debating, we believe, is a healthy sign that the final charter 
proposal w i l l not represent a "rubber stamp" o f the village charter or 
some other community 's work. 

A charter is the backbone of the community and its writing 
demands careful exploration o f each word , each sentence and each 
paragraph section by section. In this respect, the N o v i commission 
has worked diligently and, we believe, admirably. 

The professional, thorough manner in which the commission 
has explored conflicting opinions leads us to believe that once the 
document is submitted to the people, each commissioner w i l l set 
aside his personal differences and jo in fellow members i n a united 
support o f the entire charter.

' Final review of the proposed city 
charter of Novi will continue tonight 
following last week's approval of die 
controversial Chapter 4. 

The 8 p.m. meeting Will be held in 
the council chambers. 

Following lengthy debate, the 
conunission last /week decided to 
maintain the manager system as it had 
originally provided in the charter. 
Renewed arguments for a strong mayor 
system were defeated. 

One significant change in the 
chapter was made, however. The 
commission decided to eliminate the 
post of public safety director: 

The revision means the police and 
fire chiefs will report to the city 
manager, who must consult with the 
council before removing either of the 
chiefs. 

Review of the remaining sections 
of the proposed charter is not expected 
to take more than two more weeks, 
whereupon a copy of the document 
will be sent to Lansing for approval. ' 

additional sewer capacity for Oakland

Major benefactors of the proposal 
would have been Novi and Walled 
Lake. Novi, which already owns a small 
share of the interceptor's capacity (4 
CFS), hoped to join with Walled Lake 
in financing the extension Of the 
interceptor arm into Walled Lake.

D e s c r i b i n g the proposed 
development as "one hedc of an 
engineering problem," the Levitt 
representatives view the project as 
unique - even for Lewtt. 

It is " estimated that some 
1,600,000 yards of earth would require 
moving and that the cost of providing 
all improvements for the buildbg sites 
would run more than $5,000 per acre. 
The 400-acre site would contain 80 
acres of water - four or five lakes -
providing lake-frontage for all living 
units. 

Planning experts reveal that cost 
studies show a necessity of four 
dwelling units per acre to make the 
project financially feasible. This Would 
require rezoning of the area (now R-2) 
to permit'a mixture of sin^e family 
homes, toWnhouses and apartments. 

I t . would boost the holding 
capacity of the land to a population of 
more than 4,000. 

Vose described Levitt townhouses 
as "sale townhouses" that are 
individual ly owned. He noted, 
however, that rental apartments would 
also be proposed in the development. 

While Levitt officials declined to 
talk in numbers of units, township 
officials liisve indicated that a plan 

incorporating 250 single family 
residences and 1,400. toWnlloW and 
apartment units has been discussed. 

Adler pointed but that Levitt can 
no loilger be described as a builder of 
low-cost housing units. The firm, which 
is now a subsidiary of International 
Telephone & Telegraph' Corporation,' 
now sells homes at an average price of 
$32,000, he stated. But Adler noted 
that the homes proposed for Northville 
would run higher in price. 

Levit t gained its first fame 
c o n s t r u c t i n g the sprawling, 
community-sized "Levittowns" in 
Pennsylvania, New Jersey and New 
York. Since those postwar days, Levitt 
has switched tactics. 

"We're the most sophisticated 
builders in the nation," Adler stated. 
He noted that the firm employs more 
than 1,300 specialists without being 
involved in the actual construction of 
buildings. The firm has its own 
planners, architects, legal staff and 
engineers. 

"We're building 6,000 units per 
year, doing an annual volume of $150 
million and moving 150 families into 
homes each week," Adler claimed. 

Adler stated that Hayes' mining 
and asphalt operations would cease 
within two years i f purchase options 
are exerciseil. He indicated that site 
development would begin immediately 
and continue during the phasing-out of 
the mining.

of representatives from C&O, W. S. 
Teszlewicz and G . A . Wolfe, railroad 
safety inspectors of the Michigan 
Public Safety Commission, and D. 
MacMillian, the regional engineer of 
signals for C&O. 

Out of the meeting came an 
agreement that a crossing light system 
will be installed, that bracing timbers 
will be replaced in the crossing, and 
that the approaches will be leveled (the 
leveling will come under Novi's road 
improvement program, which Ackley 
hopes will include a 24 foot concrete 
road). 

The "h ighway au thor i ty" 
(apparently the village of Novi, though 
Ackley questioned this and will look 
into it) and the railroad are to share the 
cost of signal installation 50-50 (under 
Section 8 of Act 336, Public Acts of 
1931). Maintenance will be borne by 
C&O except that Novi is to contribute

Ackley was directed to write

Chief BeGole to ld council 
members that his department had made 
a few arrests when he first received the 
motorcycle complaint and that they 
have received no further complaints in 
that area. 

Council felt that parking on 
subdivision streets rather than in 
driveways and garages would take care 
of itself when winter arrives, as it is 
illegal to block plowing zones. 

The water main problem appears 
to be licked, at least as far as the 
Robo-Wash carwash is concerned.

(Continued disturbance by hunters 
behind his property and requested that 
council act to abolish all hunting and 
even all discharge of firearms within 
the Wixom city limits. 

Others were not so vehement as 
Lambert, and feh that a lesser course 
of action might be taken. 

Mayor Wesley McAtee suggested 
that the city might ban^all hunting, 
because the large landowners (}ike 
Lloyd Croft, who hunts on his own 
property each year) would have the 
rights of private hunting which could 
not be taken from them by ordinance. 
He felt that privately-owned acreage of 
125 or more acres would be exempt 
from this restriction due to illegality of 
private restraint. 

In other action, council approved 
the planning commission's minutes of 
its October 7 meeting, set up a joirlt 
meeting with the conunission for 
December 3, postponed the approval of 
die September budget report and the 
proposed reciprocal heating code 
(proposed ordinance No. 73, offered 
by building official Ralston W. Calvert) 
to future meetings, and considered a 
number of new items. 

Among items discussiid was the 
strengthening of the present dog 
control ordinance which was brought 
up by Coundlwoman Lottie Chambers 
and received discussion support from 
McAtee. 

Also brought up were the Detroit 

Edison case and the revenue problem 
the new court system could impose 
upon municipalities, as reported by 
Attorney Gene Schnelz. 

Schnelz informed council that 
only parking ticket cases can bring 
revenue into city coffers under present 
rulings when the new district court 
system goes into effect. He said he and 
a number of other attorneys weire 
working on a solution to this problem. 

The Detroit Edison case will come 
up before the Micliigan Supreme Court 
in Lansing in December, he added. 

Council also approved Treasurer 
Elizabeth A . Waara to make deposits in 
the bank of the city, a formality which 
required their action.
