Novi May Lose
School Bus Aid -

Novi School District, located
entirely within the Village of Novi,
apparently has been receiving school
bus aid illegally.

Thus, the school district is likely
to “lose” future aid whether Novi
" becomes a city or remains a village.

Unaffected and apparently still
eligible for aid are those areas outside
the Novi School District but within the
corporate limits of either the village or
the proposed city of Novi.

These are the conclusions drawn
from the latest letter from Harold B.
Wagner, supervisor of transportation
services of the State Department of
Education.

Following is the letter received by
Howard Bond, attorney for the Novi

’68 Tax Takes
Bigger Bite

Exedrin headache No.
your tax bill has arrived.

Novi and Wixom taxpayers owe
last year’s taxes a nostalgic smile as
they face the increases imposed this
time around.

In Novi the projected total income
in the township this year is
$1,438,204.57, up more than
$200,000 from last year’s $1,236,647.

The biggest chunk of these -taxes
goes to schools which receive 27.3
mills. Oakland County gets 9.2 mills
while another mill goes to Novi
Township and .a half mill is passed on
to the library.

Novi Township Treasurer Duane
Bell estimated that 4,700 tax bills have
been sent out based on the township’s
equalized evaluation of $37,008,200,
which is a considerable increase from
last year’s $3,893,100.

Wixom City Treasurer Elizabeth
Waara also points to increases as 1,400
tax bills are sut to collect
$1,351,786.83, based on state
equalized valuation of $35,608,600.

Wixom millage is divided up
among three school districts and
Oakland County. The county gets 7.67
miils, while Walled Lake schools come
,up with 30.6, Novi gets 27.4 and South
Lyon is sent 34.96.

Charter Commission, from Wagner:
‘“You inform me that small
portions of the proposed City of Novi
will be in the school districts of Walled
Lake, Northville and South Lyon and
that the major portion of the new city
will be within the Novi School District.
“This new information prompts
me to point out that my statements
that, ‘if the current state aid provisions
continue after the pattern of past
years, no aid may be granted for
transportation of children living within
the city limits’, and, ‘aid .would
continue for transportation of children
living outside the city limts, need
additional clarification. :
“Not only would those pupils
living outside the city limits of the city
of Novi be transported with state aid
assistance but also children living inside

- the new city of Novi, who (and I quote

from the State Aid Action, Section
11a) are ‘living within the corporate
limits of a municipality when the area
in which the children are living is a
fraction of the municipality and the
major portion of such municipality is
contained in another single school

. district, and no school is operated in

the fraction of the municipality where
the children can attend and where the
children live more than 1% miles from
the school they attend.

“You inquire if state aid will be
granted to reimburse the school district
for transportation provided in the
current school year. The answer is
affirmative, the aid will be granted next
year for all the transportation provided
in this school year.

" “You ask which provision of the
state aid act will exclude pupils
resident in the new city of Novi from
among those from whom state aid may
be granted. The answer to this is that
there is no provision authorizing such
aid. Our records are clear that Novi was
a Graded School District as of July 1,
1955. '

“It has been determined that no
state aid may be granted for
trasportation of children living within
the village of Novi nor within the
proposed city of Novi with exceptions
of children living in Novi but resident
in the Walled Lake, South Lyon and
Northville School Districts.” |

Error Slices
Losing Margin
For Supervisor

An “error” that sliced his losing
margin to 50 votes has prompted R. W.
Lahti of Wixom, unsuccessful
candidate for Oakland County District
27 supervisor in the November 5
election, to petition for a recount.

Results of the recount is expected
to be known within two or three
weeks.

Democrat Lahti, a veteran Wixom
councilman, had been informed earlier
that he had lost out to Lew L. Coy, 2
Wixom Republican, by the unofficial
count of 150 votes — 5,451 to 5,601.
Two weeks ago, however, he learned
that the Oakland County Board of
Canvassers had discovered a 100-vote
error in tabulation of the totals from
each of the 12 precincts in the district,

which reduced the margin to
5,551-5,601.
Precincts in Northvile, Novi,

Wixom, Lyon and South Lyon are
among the 12 in the district.

A spokesman in the county clerk’s
office told this newspaper that the
*“error didn’t happen in any of the
precincts but when the votes were
transmitted to the county. Actually,
the official vote was correct.”

The recount, the county
spokesman said, must await a decision
at the state level on whether or not a
recount also will be requested on the
daylight savings proposition that
appeared on the November ballot.

Recounting usually involves both
checking of machines at the precinct

“level and retabulation “of " absemnee,

ballots.

In petitioning for a recount, the
candidate must express in writing that
he either feels an error could have
occurred or that he believes fraud is
involved.

“In my case,” said Lahti, “I've
denied any allegation of fraud. I just
think that in the confusion of the
election, what with the new office, new
district, and the new counting device
used in some places that an error could
have occurred.”

Lahti said he *“Jearned indirectly
from a politically active person’ about
the 100-vote error turned up by the
board of canvassers and was “urged by
friends” to seek the recount because of
the closeness of the vote.

Specifically, Lahti has petitioned
for a recount in those precincts in
which he lost — including Northville,
Precinct 1 of Novi, Lyon Township,

- and South Lyon.

These six and their vote tallies
include: Northville No. 3, 391-538;
Novi No. 1, 579-756; Lyon Township,
553-665; South Lyon, 357403;

5, 524-538; and
Commerce No. 6, 75-104.

Those six in which he won and
their vote totals were:

Commerce No. 2, 634-529;
Commerce No. 3, 460-386; Commerce
No. 4, 417-378 (Commerce No. 1 is
not located within the 27th supervisor
district); Novi No. 2, 558-527; Walled
Lake, 622-484; and Wixom, 381-293.

Northville Precinct 3, is located in
the Oakland County portion of the city
— north of Base Line, and Novi
Precinct 2 is roughly located north of
Grand River.

City to Seek Bidders
On 5-Acre Well Site

The city of Northville proposes to
sell a no-longer-used  well site on Novi
Road to the bidder with the best plan
for development of the parcel.

Specifically, the five-acre parcel is
located just west of Novi Road near
Allen drive and contains a well and
pumping station used for city water
supply prior to converting to Detroit
water.

Under a unique plan introduced
Monday night the council proposes
offering the site at a specific price (to
be determined by appraisals) to anyone
willing to make a deposit of $1,000
and submit a definite plan for use of
the land. :

Presently, it is zoned for multiple
dwellings (apartments), but other uses
of the property would not be ruled out
providing rezoning could be approved.

Actually, that’s one of the hitches
inthe project. Some councilmen
expressed concern that residents of
neighboring Village Green subdivision
might oppose certain types of
development. In fact, the subdivision’s
civic association has already asked the
council to reserve two acres of the site,
west of the Rouge river and nearest the
subdivision, as a park area. Apartments
could be built on the other three acres,
the civic association recommended.

Councilman Charles Lapham
would like to look at almost any idea
for the site, possibly even light
manufacturing. Councilman Wallace
Nichols warned that no plan should be
considered until the council discussed
the whole idea with the planning
commission and the civic association.

It was finally decided to send the
proposal to both the planners and the
civic association. Councilmen agreed
that planners must determine what
limits they’d - put on the land’s use
before offering it to any developer.

Under the bidding plan certain
criteria will be set forth informing all
bidders what an evaluation committee
will consider most in making its
selection of the best bid.

These would include compatability
with the neighboring residential
development, suitability to existing
terrain,  consideration of the traffic
situation and potential tax base.

Two South Lyon men were
arraigned Monday in Ypsilanti in
connection with a raging fire that
gutted a Salem Township barn Sunday
night and killed 28 head of cattle.
Rough estimates placed damage at
upwards of $40,0007

Jimmy Ray Duncan, 18, of 57945
10 Mile Road and Wendell Jones, 27,
of 302 West Lake Street, South Lyon,
stood mute at their arraignment before
Ypsilanti Municipal Judge Edward D.
Deake.

the Washtenaw County jail upon failure
to post bond of $10,000. Attorneys
were appointed for the two suspects
and preliminary examination was set
for December 12 in Judge Deake’s
courtroom.

State Police Detective Paul Palmer
said the case was stil under
investigation, but declined further
comment for fear of jeopardizing the
case. A state arson expert is assisting in
the investigation.

The fire broke out between 7:30
and 8 p.m. Sunday night at the Henry
Clark farm at 10650 West Seven Mile
road. Salem Township volunteer
firemen, with an assist from the
Northville fire department, battled the
blaze until about 3:30 a.m. Monday.

Clark, who was renting the farm
from Floyd Kehrl of Northville,
estimated his loss — pending an
insurance adjustor’s report — at over
$20,000. Twenty-eight cattle -which
were trapped in the bamn perished in
the inferno. About 9,000 bales of hay

: alfo went up in ﬂames

. ! Clark: sald that an adjustor placed '
the barn loss at $20,000.

" The Salem dairy farmer said he
had just begun Sunday dinner when his
wife looked out the window and
reported a light burning in the milk

. house. “Light, hell, the whole barn’s on
firé,” Clark shouted and immediately
phoned for fire fighting help.

“I tried to get into the barn
through the North end,” Clark stated,
“but the smoke, heat and fire were too
intense. I went to the south side and
pulled a door open.”

Clark said, however, that because of
burns, seven had to be sent to the
Detroit stockyard to be slaughtered.

One of the biggest problems facing all communities where
development is taking place is what to do with ground water.

As rooftops, patios, driveways and streets replace porous
Mother Earth, water races cross-country in rivers where it once
soaked gently into the ground.

Thus expensive networks of drains must be constructed to
direct storm water into natural streams.

Sometimes, however, storm water finds its way into the
sanitary sewer system.

And sometimes the storm drains just won’t handle the
volume of water pouring into its catchbasins.

In the latter instances engineers will tell you that the drains
flooded because of “unusual 100-year rains”.

Last summer. for example, we had about three

1 00-year-rains”.

When storm water infiltrates the sanitary sewer system,
flooded basements can result.

When storm drains can’t handie the water, yards, and
" sometimes homes, are flooded.

Northville has had a brush with this problem. The council has
faced angry citizens; and the manager and engineer have felt the
wrath of the council.

One of the worst areas in the city has been the extreme
northern section — Northville Heights number two — and
consequently, the downhill area southeast which must catch the
brunt of the overflow. A few basements and several yards were
tumned into pools during the past summer.

o An engineering study showed that most of the water causing

_ the flooding problem was finding its way into Northville from higher

. ground in neighboring Novi. Fortunately, the two communities were

" able to agree on a drain system that will carry the water
southeastward through the Maplewood, Horton, Novi street area to
the Rouge River.

They would split the cost — with Novi agreeing to pay up to
$26,000 of the estimated $52,000 project. The drain will help
development in Novi as well as Northville.

Unfortunately, there’s another problem associated with
modern times. It’s called rising costs.

Even before bids were sought on the project the engineer’s
estimates had jumped to $62,000. But the best bid came in at just
under $70,000, and the average at $85,000.

Now the Northville council is pondering its next step —
which is probably to ask the Novi council to kick up its ante another
$10,000.

But if the latter says “No... $26,000 is the limit,” chances are
Northville will pick up the additional tab anyway.

You can’t stop ‘“old man river” and what councilman wants
to face an angry audience of drenched citizens again.

One of the best projects currently underway in Northville is
the skating facilities being planned at the city-owned fish hatchery
site.

It’s a joint-effort venture with the city getting assists from
the Rotary Club and Northville Downs.

Two of the ponds will be flooded. The ex-hatchery service
building is being converted into a center for skaters to change and
warmrup. The city will provide electricity, toilet facilities and
generally remodel the building. Rotarians will do the painting and
Northville Downs is providing the heating unit. ’

In two weeks, promises City Manager Frank Ollendorff, the
skating center will be ready for public use.

She
chokes to death when the Indians force her to swallow a diamond
neckless which she valued above all else.

One of the guides — a renegade — is placed on the end of a..
spear. Slowly, the weight of his body forces the spear through him in
a brilliant gush of blood. Others are dispatched with similar
flamboyance, several with slugs through the forehead.

For all its violence in technicolor and the sex appeal of
Brigitte, “Shalako” barely rises above the level of spectacle. The
acting is poor, the story sodden. But you sit there, waiting in
disbelief as one cornball scene after another rolls by.

LANSING — The Michigan Civil
Service Commission has settled on an
average 6.9 per cent salary hike for the
state’s 43,000 classified employes. The
package will cost taxpayers $24.1
million.

Included in the new pay plan is
$2.67 million in additional fringe
benefits. This encompasses liberal
overtime compensation provisions.

Last year the commission
authorized an average raise of 6.3 per
cent, costing $19 million overall. It was
widely accepted by the employes —
but considered short of their goal.

The new proposals can- be
amended or rejected by the 1969
Michigan Legislature. There are
indications that support is building for
a reduction of the increase.

Another 18,407 employes in seven
middle grades, who would get $12.89
million.

COMMISSION Chairman Richard
L. Milliman said, “Wage comparisons
with public and private employers,
recent negotiated labor settlements, the
cost of living, and requests of
departments and employe groups were
weighed against public resistance to
increasing public payrolls” in setting
the wage rate increase.

“We don’t expect everybody to be
satisfied, but we think this package
realistically approaches the public need
for a reasonable level and quality of

service in a tight labor market and an
expanding economy,” he added.

The commission report said above
average increases were recommended in
employment groups where there was
continued large demand and short
supply, or where there was high
turnover. These groups included trade
classes, teachers, physicians,
psychiatrists and some unskilled and
semi-skilled institution service classes.

MORE THAN 600 teachers,
including those in special education
and rehabilitation trades, received
increase recommendations for
institution service workers (Grade 1),
9.7 per cent, and for nurse (Grade 3),
7.3 per cent.

Regular clerical and administrative
adjustments range from 5.2 to 7.1 per
cent; labor and trade classes from 6.9
to 8.2 per cent; social welfare classes

from 6.9 to 7.7 per cent, and
physicians, psychiatrists and dentists
from 6 to 8 per cent.

PUBLIC financing of private
industry for vocationaltechnical
training in Michigan is under study by
the State Board of Education.

The survey was prompted by
board member Charles E. Morton of
Detroit, who believes private industry

OK Record Budget

Improved services at Wayne
County General Hospital, measures to
bolster crime prevention and better
child care are among the major features
of the new Wayne County budget
which took effect this week.

The county began its 1968-69
fiscal year December 1 with a record
budget of $1#2.4-million, which is
about $15-million above last year’s
outlays.

There was no increase in the
county property tax.

from more State income tax revenue.

*‘The County’s public service
programs have been improved and
expanded as much as possible, within
the means available, to meet the needs
of our growing population more
adequately,” said John L. Canfield,
chairman of the County Board of
Supervisore. ' ’

The budget of Wayne County
General Hospital, the largest single
county facility, was increased from
$27.3-million to $30-million. A total of
158 new positions were added at the
hospital. Waits of more than an hour
for out-patient treatment have been
reported as a result of staff shortages.

The Board of Supervisors
earmarked $125,000 to start on
improvements at the County Jail, as
recommended in a recent study of the
jail by the Citizens Research Council at
Michigan and the National Council on
Crime and Delinquency.

In addition, 15 positions were
added to the force of Sheriff’s deputies
at the jail and nine new jobs were
established at the Sheriff’s Road Patrol,
where programs such as adult safety
classes had to be abandoned due to a
lack of officers.

Thirteen additional juvenile group
leaders and four more probation
officers were provided for Wayne
County Juvenile Court and the Youth
Home to combat juvenile delinquency
more effectively.

Ten additional probation officers
were approved for Wayne County
Circuit Court.

The Wayne County Child
Development Center, the only
county-operated residential school for
mentally retarded children in the
nation, was granted 23 more child care
positions. Various recent studies of the
center had cited personnel shortages.

Many of the new positions at
various county agencies will not be
filled immediately due to shortages of
funds, but most are expected to be
filled sometime during the fiscal year.

The new budget also included
wage adjustments for the county’s
employees in order to bring county
wage rates more nearly into line with
those in the general community.

Airport expansion, renewed
support of county home rule and
completion of pay adjustments for
Wayne County employees were the
major items acted upon by the County
Board of Supervisors at its latest
meeting.

The supervisors approved a
$69-million revenue bond issue for
improvements at Detroit Metropolitan
Wayne County Airport, which is
operated by the County Road
Commission. The improvements, to be
financed by airport revenues, not by
tax money, are designed to keep pace
with the increasing air traffic.

Major items in the bond issue are
$16,800,000 for terminal expansion
and additional passenger gates,
$10-million for an additional
10,000-foot runway to accommodate
big jets, $10-million for land
acquisition for the runway, $6,400,000
for a 2,000car expansion of the
parking garage, and S$S5-million for
storm water drainage facilities.

The Board of Supervisors also
endorsed a proposal by Grosse Ile
Township Supervisor Merle Solomon
that the township acquire the Grosse
Ile Naval Air Station after the Navy
moves out, and operate it as a civilian
ajrport. The Naval Air Station is
scheduled to be closed within a year.

The County Road Commission
recommended endorsement of the
Grosse Ile proposal as a move to meet a
serious need for an airport for private
and business aircraft and to alleviate
the crowded conditions at
Metropolitan Airport.

In other action, the Board of
Supervisors reaffirmed its support of
county home ruie without a dissenting
vote.

The board’s resolution stated that
the new directly-elected Board of
Supervisors, which will take office Jan.
1, is “strongly urged to place the home
rule question on the ballot at any
special election which might be held
prior to the next county-wide primary
or general election.” There is talk of a
special community college election
being held next June.

A proposal to establish a charter

commission to write a county home
rule charter was defeated in the
November 5 election, as was the
community college proposal.

The Board of Supervisors also
approved labor contracts and special
pay adjustments covering about 2,500
county employees who were not
included in the contracts which became
effective last April 1.

Among the wage adjustments are
increases which rmaised the pay of
patrolmen in the sheriff’s department
to match that of Detroit patrolmen.
The new scale for deputies will start at
$7,500 and go to $10,300 in four
years, compared with an old range of
$7,424 to $8,335.

County officials said the increases
were necessary to enable the county to

compete with other jurisdictions in the
hiring of qualified officers.

The wage adjustments exceeded
the $2.8-million included in the new
county budget for that purpose by
$747,000. Ways to trim other
appropriations by that amount will be
considered at a meeting of the
Supervisors Ways and Means
Committee in mid-December.

offenses included five assault and
battery, 13 vandalism, seven uttering
and publishing, 21 traffic, and 29
impounded vehicle cases.

There were no major crimes such
as murder, manslaughter, felonious
assault, rape, armed and unarmed
robberies or burglaries last month.
There have been, however, four
felonious assaults, one aggravated
assault, 36 cases of assault and battery,
one accosting, two indecent liberties
cases, three rapes, 11 burglaries, 13
larceny cases involving $100 or more,
and 10 auto thefts since the beginning
of the year.

Arrests

Among the crimes that have
increased significantly this year as
compared to the same period a year
ago are assault and battery, up 23 from
13 to 36, larceny of under $90 up 35
from 61 to 95, vandalism up 20 from
61 to 81, and minors in possession up
34 from 37 to 71.

There were no narcotic violations
in Northville in October, but this
offense is up to four for the year from
the single case investigated for the same
period in 1967.

Moving and parking violations have
increased significantiy. A total of 213
moving violations were recorded in
October compared to 111 in October
of 1967. Parking violations increased
from 146 to 305. For the year moving
violations are up from 1,039 to 1,359,
but parking violations are down from
3,613t0 2912,

A total of 21 accidents occurred in
October — the same number recorded
in October, 1967.

Flexibility’s Key

To Levitt Success

The proposal to build a
community of homes and townehouses
in a Northville Township gravel pit may
seem peculiar to some ~ but certainly
not to William J. Levitt, president of
the world-famous Levitt & Sons
development corporation which has
options on 400-acres of the gravel
mining site between Seven and Exght
Mile roads.

Levitt has been turning odd ideas
into financial successes ever since he
built the first Levittown 20 years ago
on Long Island, New York.

His company’s secret to success
has been described as the result of
flexibility —~ the uncanny ability to
change concepts in “mid-stream” to

- keep in tune with market demand.

Just seven years ago, Levitt made

one of its major sw;tches It had Cashed -

in on the postwar housing boom by

© pioneering construction of big contract

developments outside large cities and
by employing assembly-line methods to

- build houses. But the old formula of

putting up sprawling, community-sized
“Levittowns” — three were built (in
Long Island, Pennsylvania, and New
Jersey) had become outmoded. People
were rebelling against the look-alike

- houses that were a Levitt trademark.

So the company switched tactics.
It no longer concentrated on one
massive development at a time — which
made it vulnerable to swings in local
economies. Instead, it began to branch
out geographicaily. It decentralized
simultaneously building

widely scattered and smaller-size

: projects.

While Levitt concentrated on
housing developments of smaller size —
usually a subdivision of homes grouped
around a club, a lake, a golf course, or
recreation area — Levitt himself kept

his fingers in bigger projects such as
entire planned villages that combine
businesses and industry with homes.

New tactics produced phenomenal
sales growth — up 20-percent annually.
But even so, as big as Levitt is (it’s now
a subsidiary of International Telephone
& Telegraph), the company represents
only a fraction of the homebuilding
industry’s output. This factor seems to
drive it to new heights,

Continually expanding throughout
the United States, Levitt has moved
into Puerto Rico and Paris and has its
feelers out in numerous other
countries.

Both Paris and Puerto Rico were
immediate successes. A community of
652 homes southwest of Paris sold out
in three weeks after the exhibit homes
were opened, and Levittown de Puerto
Rico, where 2,500 homes were built,

~made Levitt the largest builder in that

country.

Controlling this sprawling network
of developments is the sophisticated
computerized department in Levitt’s
International Headquarters at Lake
Success, New York. A score of men
using electronic - data processing

- equipment, including data plotters and

computer tapes, manage to keep
warehousing inventory at a minimum
thus insuring precise control of the
flow of products and materials from
productions to the job site.

Meanwhile, another Levitt team is
continually on the move (“two men
spend 30-percent of their time in
airplanes”) searching for new sites.

The proposed Northville
development, if it becomes a reality,
will mark the firm’s first entry into the
metropolitan Detroit area.

While Levitt homes, now being
sold nationally, average about $32,000,
Irwin M. Adler, regional general
manager for the firm, has stated that
the homes proposed for Northville
would run higher in price. Specifics
about styles and -sizes have not been
disclosed, however, since the proposal
is a Levitt “idea™ still to be formalized
with Northville Township officials.

Even if the project becomes more
than a land option, Levitt’s force of
1,300 specialists will not be building
the homes -and townehouses. It never
does. Levitt is, in the true sense, a
developer with ideas — having a huge
staff of planners, architects, attorneys
and engineers who see that others tum
those ideas into wood and mortar.

Four $100 fines for offenses of
driving while ability was impaired (by
liquor) and a $50 fine for a 30-month
old speeding violation were among the
16 sentences handed down by
Northville Municipal Judge Philip
Ogilvie last Wednesday, November 27.

John K. Agnew, Plymouth, was
picked up by state police on a bench
warrant issued May 23, 1966, after he
did not appear in a speeding violation
-- driving 60 miles per hour in a 40
mile zone on Northville Road May 3,
1966.

He pleaded guilty and was fined
$50 and $15 costs.

Richard R. Riffenburg, 45
Woodland Place, ticketed October 18
for driving under the influence of
liquor on Eight Mile Road, stood mute
and a plea of innocent was entered
when he was arraigned. At the trial
November 27, on motion of the city
attoney and concurred in by the
arresting officer, the count of driving
while his ability was impaired was
entered. He pleaded guilty and was
fined $100.

Clewell R. Thomason, 42800 West
Seven Mile, appeared before Judge
Ogilvie on two counts. To the charge of
driving under the influence of liquor he
pleaded guilty and paid a $100 fine.

Hear Talk

Dr. Mace Mathews of Merrill
Palmer Institute last week addressed
the Main Street Elementary staff and
guests from the staffs of the Moraine
and Amerman elementary schools.

The workshop, arranged by
Donald Vanlngen, principal of Main
Street, and Miss Florence Panattoni,
curriculum coordinator, is a federally
funded pilot project.

Milton Jacobi, principal of
Moraine, introduced the speaker.

Dr. Mathews opened his address
with the provocative question. “How
much have you perceived what’s inside
your children?” He followed this by
pointing out that three characteristics
of a classroom will determine the
amount of learning that will take place
in a classroom — climate, potential for
problem solving, and experience.

“A good, positive warm climate in
a well structured situation, not too
limited and not too free, insures a
desire to learn,” he said.

“Using fear as a motivating
means,” he said, “will build hate,
hostility and non-acceptance of others
which will grow and become more
apparent in the child’s later years of
learning.”

He emphasized the importance of
using materials with at least two
possible solutions and the recognition
of the child’s selected solution. “The
main job of a teacher,” he explained, is
not to pound facts into a child’s head
but rather to teach him to think.”

The third characteristic stressed
was encouragement of the child to
experience activities through means of
all the senses. Too many children think
that if they try and fail that they’ve

failed entirely, he said. If they don’t
try at all, they can always say they
could have done it but just didn’t want
to, he added.

Dr. Mathews” advice to the
teachers was, “Don’t permit him a way
out, rather help him as long 2s he needs
you and then be ready to let him go on
his own.” .

Another workshop on Learning
Disabilities was to be held this week
under the direction of Jean Lukens,
Oakland Intermediate School district
consultant.

Northville city council last Monday
night. The lowest bid for one of two
possible routes was $64,878.27.
Originally, the project had been
estimated at $52,000. The Novi council

Actually, the Northville council
has not yet agreed to award the
contract to the lowest bidder. There’s
some consideration to a higher bid,
submitted by another contractor,
following a longer route that avoids
trenching through rather tight-fitting
easements between residences.

Nevertheless, the Northville
council agreed to use the Jowest bid
price in placing its appeal before the
Novi council. Northville councilmen
decided to approach the Novi council
on the basis that costs have increased
sharply since the project was originally
planned, “but that the need for
the drain has not diminished for either
Northville or Novi”.

Depending upon the results of the
session with the Novi council,
Northville will decide on the awarding

of bids at 2 meeting scheduled for 9:30 -

p-m. Monday, “delayed to permit an
appearance in Novi.

The proposed drain, which will
serve an area extending from Northville
Heights northward to Connemara Hills
in Novi, starts at Maplewood about 150
feet west of Horton and extends along
undeveloped Horton to Hill, then east
to Novi street for 150 feet southward
where the proposed short route would
continue east through residential yard
easements to the Rouge river. The
longer route would continue south on
Novi street south of Allen drive and
then be extended eastward along Eight
Mile road right-of-way to the river.

The drain includes a 36-inch
culvert under Maplewood, designed to
prevent flooding that has occurred in
the area. The 36-inch drain extends
into a 42-inch drain at the lower end.

A 36-inch culvert is also proposed
under Grace court where flooding has

occurred in the past. This s not -

included in the Northville-Novi shared
portion of the bid and will cost an
additional $4,000.

Low bid for the total project over
the short route was $69,000. Low bid
for the longer route was $74,000. City
Engineer Harold Penn said he favored
the longer route because of his concern
owr working in the easement area.

Hong Kong Flu Bug

Invades Novi Area

Flu has invaded the
Northville-Novi area. It is an upper
respiratory type of influenza with a

high fever, headache, sore throat and

coughing generally.
Local physicians are agreed that

there “quite deﬁmtelyls more than the
normal amount” of ‘influenza cases.
One, whose nurse reported “an office
full of flu patients.” Monday, said he
felt it “probably” is a type of
the publicized Hong Kong type.

Another stated he didn’t know yet
if the area was getting the Hong Kong
strain and- said he felt he was seeing a
regular variety of flu, “certainly not in
epidemic proportions yet.” Most cases,
he added, respond very well. .

In some cases the local flu lingers
six to ten days with the first three to
five days termed the worst. Both
physicians called suggested that
families call their family doctor for any
flu of more than 24 hours’ duration.

Novi school system experienced
unusually high absenteeism this
Tuesday and several days two weeks
ago, Principal Gerald Hartman’s office
reports, but otherwise things seem
about normal. Teachers appear to be
having more bouts with colds and
influenza than in past years, however.

Walled Lake May Get
Central District Court

There’s a good bet that the “home
office” of this area’s new District Court
setup will be headquartered in the city
of Walled Lake.

©  Oakland. County off1c1alsv
confirmed ‘this week that negotiations .

are underway for leasing of a building
in Walled Lake for housing the 52nd
District Court (2nd Division), which on
January 1 replaces the justice court
system here. '

According to Theodore Dziurman,
chief engineer for the county’s facilities
department, the eventual arrangement
between the county and Walled Lake
may mean that the City of Walled Lake
will construct a court building which in
tum would be leased by the county for
a court. :

The new court room could either
be an addition to the present city hall
facility or a separate nearby building.

This doesn’t mean that District
Judge-Elect Martin Boyle will not hold
court elsewhere, said Dziurman. “It
just means that the Walled Lake Court
would be the headquarters where most
court matters are taken care of. I
would guess that Judge Boyle will hold
court maybe one day a week in another
community like South Lyon.”

~ Judge Boyle, who postponed a
meeting with the South Lyon Council
this week, will meet with that body
next Monday to discuss arrangements
for holding court once or twice early
bi-weekly in South I.yon it was
learned.

Final determination as to where
Judge Boyle will sit is not expected to
be made until after a caucus of all
district judges in Oakland County.

The district includes the cities of
Walled Lake, Wixom, and South Lyon,
the villages of Novi and Milford, and

the townships of Novi, Lyon and
Commerce. Population of the district,
according to Dziurman, places it in the
class of district courts that are partially
supported financially by the county.
Some district courts are partially
supported financially by
municipality or municipalities in which
they are located, he explained.

In the case of Judge Boyle, he will

receive an $18,000 annual stipend from
the state. In addition, however, the
county will supplement his $18,000
figure, Dziurman said. A county study
committee has recommended that the -
total salary be $27,000, with the
county picking up the additional
$9,000.

Army Scut}tlves Missile Site Here

‘Novi and New Hudson apparently

have been scratched from a list of -

potential sites for nuclear missile bases,
this newspaper learned Monday.

Congressman Jack McDonald,
Republican. lawmaker from the 19th
District, has been adwsed that the
United States Army is no longer
considering either Novi or New Hudson
for the proposed multi-million complex
but instead has turned its attention to
three communities in eastern Oakland
County. .

Upon making his first contact with
an Army spokesman last week,
McDonald learned that of the original
sites considered in Oakland County
only New Hudson (Lyon Township)
was still ‘on the list of potennal sites.

However, an Army spokesman
subsequently told McDonald that New

Hudson, too, had been dropped from
the list and that the Army now was’
*“Jooking at” Troy, Rochester and Lake
Orien.

Army officials had been
tight-lipped when questioned by this -
newspaper earlier but they finally
disclosed their plans to McDonald.
Neither Novi nor New Hudson “meets
the qualifications for the site,” he’
learned. It is wunclear yet what
qualifications were lacking.

“At any rate it’s obvious from
what they told us in Washington,” a
spokesman in McDonald’s office said,
“that they are still 'a long, long way
from making a final decision.”

If indeed potential sites here have
been abandoned it ends more than a
year of mvstxgatxon cloaked-in secrecy
that local officials were unable to
penetrate. School and municipal

officials were aware that “feelers” by
Boeing Aircraft Company, prime
contractor for the Army, had been
extended to this area — apparently in
search of available land — but they had
been able to learn nothing more.

Several months ago officials of
Novi Village, the Northville and the
South Lyon school districts had “heard
unofficially”” of various site
considerations.

Two different. but related sites
were being sought, it was learned, “one
for the missile base itself and another
for radar.” It was reported that the
sites need not be contiguous and that it
was conceivable that the two sites
could be located in different
communities.

The two local communities had
been named as potential sites more

than a year ago by General Melville
Coburn, who said manpower involved
in manning the proposed missile base
would be ‘sufficient to mean about $2
million a year to the economy of the
area where it is eventually housed.
Congressman obtained the latest

information from General Raymond

Reid in Washington, D.C.

Reaction by local officials had
been mixed, most, however, negative
because of the potential pupil increase
in the school system without taxation
represented by the proposed site.

Specifically, the missiles involved
in the system are the Spartan, which
will intercept targets outside the earth’s
atmosphere at a range of several
hundred miles, and the Spring, which
will intercept those inside the
atmosphere at ranges of 15 to 25 miles.

Planners
OK Zoning

Revision

While the planning board was
taking action on a long-standing zoning
issue, Novi councilmen were hearing
the demands of the Police Association
representing Novi policy officers.

The demands were revealed to the
council by Councilman Donald Young
who met in a preliminary session with
the association president, Officer
Robert Starnes on Saturday.

The preliminary Saturday session
lasted eight hours and produced the
following bargaining demands:

—Raise the salaries (due to
formation of bargaining unit, police
were not given the six percent
across-the-board increase accorded

_ other college employees.)

—Provide overtime pay (sometimes
a policeman’s overtime equals his duty
time, yet he receives no compensation
for this work other than straight time

pay.)

—Provide life insurance.

—Provide a uniform allowance.

—Provide more men (one man
patrol is considered inadequate for 32
square miles and two men should be in
each car during night hours; also State
Police recommend a force of 22 men
for an area the size of Novi’s. Novi has
only seven patrolmen in addition to
two detectives and the chief.)

—Provide longevity pay as an
incentive to retain good men. -

—Provide- more -equipment and .
vehicles (force has no oxygen, no

 resuscitators and no riot control

equipment; one of only three cars in
force, it was noted, is almost
continually in a service garage.)

In discussing the police requests
with the Novi News, Starnes noted the
parenthetical comments on the above
demands as well as supplying other
information. Some of this material
includes: ‘

—Novi has grown by over 60
percent in population in the past eight
years (from 6,000 of 1960 census to
10,000 now, according to Starnes).

—Novi is very similar to Warren in
every way except in present
population, yet Warren has more than
250 policemen.

—~Novi receives better police
officers for less money than Detroit
(based on stiffer requirements) and the
officers must be jacks-of-all-trades, as
force is too small to permit
specialization of larger forces.

REREEREREE

During council discussion of
the police demands, the planning: board
— in a separate meeting — was taking
action on a zoning change request from
the council dating back from May.

Board members changed R-1
zoning to conform to R-1-A and will
now move to eliminate R-1-A and to
bring zoning maps up to date,

Delay in action was caused by the
desire to listen to and study all sides of
the picture.

The change means mmply that
there will no longer be plat approval of
lots under 80 feet in frontage or
10,000 square feet in area (except
where developers request PUD -
Planned Unit Development — which
enables them to set aside a portion of
each lot for open space) The change is
from the previous minimum lot size of
60 foot frontage and 7,500 square feet
in area.
