Past medalists included Dr. T. A .

Corporation in 1968. 

Dr. Brewer is a native of Vienna, 
Austria, and holds bachelor's, master's 
and doctoral degrees in chemistry from 
the University of Vienna. He came to 
the United States in 1940 and was 
professor and head of the chemistry 
department at ^arygrove College, 
Detroit, from 1944 to 1967. He 
became a consultant to Ford Motor 
Company in 1958, and joined Ford on 
a full-time basis in January 1968. 

Dr. Brewer began research on 
f r ic t ional electric phenomena in 
organic solutions in 1946. When he 
became a Ford consultant 12 years 
later, he did research on water-borne 
spray paint and began looking for 
better methods of paint application. 

H i s research led to the 
application of primer coats to car 
bodies by electrophoretic action. The 
process employs electric current to 
deposit rust-resistant primer coats 
thoroughly and uniformly on all metal 
body surfaces. 

Dr. Brewer's early work led to the 
issuance in 1965 of the first in a series 
of patents on electrophoretic coating 
of paints. Fourteen patents on 
electrocoating now have been issued in 
Dr. Brewer's name and others are 
pending.

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Municipal Development Nibbles Sheriffs Domain 
With governmental incorporations 

rapidly nibbling away at his domain, 
the county sheriff could one day go the 
way of the dinosaur. 

But mutation rather than 
extinction is more likely to result from 
the encroachment of municipal 
development, according to Wayne 
County Sheriff Roman Gribbs, the 
handsome lawman who a year ago 
assumed the title tarnished by 
departmental corruption. 

'The geographical areas have been 
gradually chipped away," the sheriff 
admitted in an interview With this 
newspaper, "and i f this is to continue 
Without alteration... I am certain that 
one of the things you can foresee is 

that there Will be no need for the 
d i v i s i o n n o w k n o w n as 
the patrol-investigative division. 

What once Was largely a rural area 
With little locally provided police 
protection, he explained, has become a 
checkerboard of incorporated cities 
that maintain their own police 
departments and that no longer look to 
the sheriffs department for this 
protection. 

As t o w n s h i p governments 
disappear the patrolling role of the 
sheriffs department diminishes. 

'That doesn't mean We don't have 
a large responsibility even now. We've 
still got something like eight or nine 
tovmships where our police department 

is the only police department," he 
noted. 

Ironically, even though the areas 
patrolled by the department have 
diminished appreciably, a critical 
manpower shortage has developed. 
Two factors are responsible: Fast 
growing population in the remaining 
township areas means greater crime and 
traffic ac t iv i ty , and secondly, 
supervisors, who see the department's 
jurisdictional area decreasing are less 
inclined to provide additional money 
for personnel even though aime and 
traffic is inaeasing. 

Illustrating the strain on personnel, 
Gn'bbs said the road patrol, with 
approximately 140 men and women. 

serves more than 250 square miles -
"an area larger than the city of 
Detroit." 

Citing Northville as an example, 
he said a single patrol car covers the 
combined townships of Northville and 
Plymouth on an around-the-clock basis. 
And, he added, this car may be sent to 
assist in still other areas, thus 
temporarily leaving Northville and 
Plymouth Without any protection. 

This shortage of men means, he 
said, that deputies are required to put 
in a good deal of overtime. 

"Righ t now, talking about 
e x t r a o r d i n a r y , unpredictable 
requirements, a circuit judge has 
orclered us to act as observers at an oil 

depot Where there Was allegedly 
violence," he said. "I'm using five men 
every day that We hadn't planned on." 

Simaarly, there is an acute 
shortage of men patrolling Cass Benton 
Parkway - a recreational area with a 
huge flow of traffic in both Winter and 
summer. 

"We asked for more men to do 
more routine police duty," he said, 
"and We asked for men for the 
community relations department out 
there... and We Were granted, l think, 
four more men. 

"It's not adequate... We're short of 
help out there like most police 
departments are short of help, ls it 
drastic? ls it critical? Yes and no, 

depending upon the needs (during any 
given moment of the day)." 

Because some day the need for 
county road patrols may no longer 
exist, the role of the sheriffs 
department must necessarily shift its 
emphasis or go out of existence 
altogether. Sheriff Gribbs is one of 
those who sees the sheriffs department 
as a vital police organization that 
should continue in existence, but 
perhaps assuming a new role. 

He believes that neither local 
police departments nor the state police 
can adequately replace the coilnty 
agency. 

Rather, said Gribbs, the sheriffs

W i t h an average monthly 
construction figure of $4l8,000, Novi 
gave Northville Township its strongest 
building competition. Tile year's total 
in Novi came to $5,015,789. 

Wixom, which posted $494, 286 
during the first quarter of the current 
fiscal year, nearly doubleii the previous 
fiscal year with a total of $744,109 in 
building value. 

Off the pace but headed for a 
spurt of early 1969 building activity as 
the Thompson-Brown company starts 
construction, the dty of Northville 
showed a value of $369,409 for 1968 
construction.

A series of arrests dating back to 
Septemtier, involving possession and 
use o f heroin, marihuana, and 
barbiturates was disclosed this week by 
the Wixom Police Department. 

The disclosure comes on the heels 
of recent drug arrests in Northville and 
other parts of western Wayne County, 
giving added credence to the view of 
law enforcement agencies that drugs 
have become a major problem in the 
metropolitan area. 

Roger DeClercq , vice and 
intelligence officer for the Wixom 

. departrnwit, reve^aled >that his 
department, in cooperation with State 
Police, has made five anests of young 
adults since September - the most 
recent occurring last week. 

Al though investigations are 
continuing, DeClercq said the arrests 
appear unrelated although the source 
of drugs could possibly be the same. 
Large quantities of drugs and 
pornographic material, plus an 
unregistered fuUy loaded gun, have 
been confiscated. 

None of those arrested are from 
this area, although DeClercq said the 
abuse has apparently spread to the 
Wixom area and a number of local 
youths and possible outlets are under 
surveillance. Traffic to and from the 
Lincoln-Mercury plant is at least 
p a r t i a l l y responsible for the 
mushrooming problem in What 
otherWise is a relatively isolated 
community, DeClercq explained. 

The Officer said officials at the 
plant have cooperated with police in 
combatting the problem. One suspect 
Was arrested at the plant, he said. 

He said the series of arrests have 
been "kept quiet" to facilitate 
undercover investigation. At least two 
of the five arrests resulted from 
information supplied the department 
by undisclosed drug users that 
DeClercq called "indispensable". 

Latest arrested were Frederick Q. 
Arwood, J8, of Detroit and Edward J . 
Wedge, 20, of Grosse Pointe Woods. 
Charged With possession of narcotics, 
they pleaded guilty upon arraignment 
and are to be sentenced by Judge 
Martin Boyle tomorrow. 

Arwood was seen throwing foil 

wrapped packages from his car by a 
poUce officer. The packets contained 
barbiturates (memthamphetamine). 
The youths admitted they were on 
their way to a high school dance in 
Howell where they planned to sell the 
packets for $15 each to students, 
DeClercq said. 

On December 22, police arrested 
Gary D. Butler, 22, of Westland and 
charged him with possession of a stolen 
car, stolen auto plates, and use of 
narcotics. He was fined $50 and served 
five days in the Oakland County Jail on 
the -plate charge and is now free on a 
$5,000 bond to await trial on the auto 
theft charge. His hearing on the 

narcotics charge has not been set. 
According to DeClercq, Butler was 

in the process of "giving himself a fix" 
when he was arrested in the stolen car. 
A needle containing the heroin was 
confiscated. DeClercq said he admitted 
being on a $50-a-day habit. He is 
unemployed. 

On December 10, James Suddeath, 
23, of Detroit was arrested for 
possession and sale of marihuana at the 
Lincoln plant. Free on bond, his case 
has not yet been set in circuit court. 
His arrest, said DeClercq, led to other 
arrests in Detroit and confiscation of 
stolen guns thereV •̂ 

Upon artest he possessed both 

marihauna and "speed" (barbiturates) 
and admitted having dealt in heroin, 
the officer said. 

On Sep tember 17, upon 
investigating a suspicious car, police 
anested Gwendolyn Richardson, 25, of 
Newark, Ohio for possession of 
narcotics, an unregistered gun and 
pornographic materials. 

Under indictment in Ohio for 
procuring drugs by falsifying 
prescriptions, she received five years 
probation here on the concealed 
weapon charge. The remaining charges 
are piending disposition of the Ohk) 
offense.

Novi Nips Future Ghettoes 
Novi took a giant step toward 

eliminating ghettoes of the future in 
action Monday night at a joint session 
of the council and planning board. 

In increasing minimum lot sizes to 
provide for greater open spaces, it was 
hoped that overcrowding would be 
eliminated and that the greater 
recreation spaces provided would be 
infiuential in keeping down crime rates 
spawned by "sardine can" living 
conditions. 

The greatest revision of Ordinance 
l8 - Novi's zoning ordinance - was in 
increasing minimum lot widths to 80 
feet and minimum lot size to lOOO 

square feet and this revision brought up 
almost all of the public discussion. 

Among questions raised - in the 
joint session was asked by Council 
P r e s i d e n t Raymond Harrison 
concerning lake frontage. He said he 
understood that lake frontage is 
considered "front yard" regardless of 
whether it is used as such. Stan 
W o o d h o u s e o f Vi l ican-Leman 
(planners) said a provision defming 
front yards can be added later under 
general provisions and that no action 
need be taken at this time.

A 12-week course in Spring 
Flowers and Birds will be offered by 

'Schoolcraft College starting Tuesday, 
March 18, it has been announced by 
Fred Stefanski, Director of the Evening 
College. 

The course is that first in a 
projected Natural History Series, 
planned by the college as a community 
oriented, non-college credit program. 

Objectives of the series, Stefanski 
explained, are "to acquaint the 
interested ci t izen with some 
fundamental concepts o f the 
intenelationships of living things with 
their environment, and to assist him in 
learning to identify plants and animals 
native to Michigan and to gain a better 
understanding of their natural history." 

Participating in planning the Series 
courses, and conducting the classes are 
members of the faculties of the 
Biology, Geology, and Geography 
departments of the college. Lecturers 
and specialists in specific subject 
matter will also be used, Stefanski said. 

The Spring Flowers and Birds 
course will meet weekly on Tuesday 
and Thursday nights from 7:30 to 9 
pjn. in Room F-530 in the Forum. 
Students need not be enrolled m the 
college to take the course. 

A $20 fee will be charged for the 
24 class sessions, and a certificate of 
Completion from the college will be 
awarded to students completing the 
course. 

Instructors are Roger Sutherland, 
chairman of the Biology Division; 
Grover Niergarth, biology insttuctor 
with a special interest in the study of 
birds; Anthony Rizzo, geography 
instructor; William Ryan, geology 
instructor; and Mary EUis, well known 
in northwestern 0 1 ^ as a lecturer on 
natural history with a special interest in 
the photography of spring flowers. 

The outline of the course calls for 
a two-week session conducted by 
Ryan, starting March 18, dealing with 
Michigan's geological past. The second 
two-week period, conducted by Rizzo, 
will involve a review of Michigan's 
glacial history and the physical 
geography of the state today.

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department can and should continue, 
concentrating its efforts in offering 
technical and highly professional 
anti-crime assistance to the local police 
agencies. 

"If you study the 35-odd police 
departments in western Wayne 
County . . . most of them are 
comparatively small," he said. "As a 
matter of fact, there are 14 police 
departments that have less than 20 men 
on their entire staff. With a police 
department of 20 men obviously you 
cannot afford the technical functions 
that an all-around police department 
would need - a scientific lab, 
specialists in polygraphs, specialists in 
homicide, electronic equipment that is 
used only for large conspiracy 
surveillance... all of those kinds of 
things that a major police force needs 
on a daily basis but are too expensive 
for a smaller police force when their 
use for such things occurs maybe just 
once a year. 

"So the answer to this is that there 
should be some agency, some police 
department from which the small 
departments can muster technical, 
specialty assistance that is so essential 
but not frequently used. So one 
concept would be that an agency such 
as the sheriffs department would be on 
sort of a continual supportive basis." 

Another concept gaining favor 
throughout the nation, he explained, is 
for the sheriffs department to provide 
police protection to communities on a 
contractual basis. 

This concept, he explained, could 
either mean providing total police 
protection or • supplementing local 
police agencies with the more technical 
assistance. He cited the Los Angeles 
sheriffs department as an example. 

"They have for many years," he 
said, "successfully contracted for all 
sorts of police responsibility. And the 
more basic one is total police activity. 
Let me give you an example: they'll 
take a city in which the city fathers 
(determine) that V e need 10 
policemen to do the kind of police 
work that we want done in this area for 
the next year.' So they'll sign a 
contract with the Los Angeles sheriffs 
office and he will agree to provide 10 
pol icemen, plus a l l the other 
equipment that is necessary be it three 
patrol cars or four. In addition to the 
10 policemen that are there on a 
regular basis, part of the contract 

' includes all of the detectives, all of the 
supportive services. So when they pay 
for the 10, part of the cost is for 
everything. He's got a scientific lab, 
he's got a detective bureau, he's got an 
arson team, he's got a conspiracy team, 
he's got a racket squad, and whenever 
necessary they will go into that city as 
part of a total package. 

"What does that do? Well, it 
allows, first of all, that small city has as 
its police department not only the 
number of men they feel they should 
have on a patrol basis but they have the 
expertise of a police department that 
has 6,500 men. 

"Do they lose automy? No, 
because if they are not satisfied with 
what the Los Angeles sheriffs 
department is doing they can cut the 
contract. It's a two-way, mutually 
satisfying, continual k ind of 
anangement. 

Sheriff Gribbs said his department 
has studied the Los Angeles program 
extensively and currently is preparing a 
"package" proposal for introduction 
" t o the var ious out-county 
communities, such as yours, that might 
be interested in this kind of 
arrangement - i f not this year, or next 
year in the years to come." 

P r e s e n t l y , there are no 
communities in Wayne County that 
have contracts for police protection 
with the county. However, the 
department does provide police 
protection, by contract, for the 
Metropolitan Airport. 

"We're drafting a model contract," 
he continued, "that wouldn't have to 
be the final thing. But it is something 

ll^>mmsf,^><^ xws mc mi ^ 
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that governmental departments can 
evaluate. 

"What does the contract mean? 
How many dollars will it be? We've 
asked the board of auditors' budget 
department to come up with a dollar 
figure and they are doing so now, so 
shortly you will have the answer." 

Another reason he believes "there 
will always be a need" for the sheriffs 
department is the "necessity for 
operating a county jail ." 

High on his list of areas needing 
immediate attention in the way of 
a d d i t i o n a l men and faci l i ty 
improvements, the county jail, located 
inside the City of Detroit, has 

Without it, a critical jail problem will 
become even worse. 

A related long-range goal of the 
department, said Gribbs, is the 
establishment of a new county jail. 

"Although this proposal does not 
as directly affect your community... it 
does affect it since Wayne County Jail 
houses people that are accused of aime 
in your vicinity and are awaiting trial... 

"This jail was built for a capacity 
of 1,260 persons when we use every 
cot in the place. But we can't do that 
because we have to segregate the men 
from the women so we lose from 70 to 
80 beds. Yet, our population is now 
regularly over 1,300. Yesterday it was

Since taking office, Gribbs said a 
number of important improvements 
have been made - but these just 
scratch the surface. Crowded and fast 
deteriorating, the county jail must 
receive additional financial support 
from the new county board of 
supervisors, the sheriff declared. 

1,334, and we've gone beyond 1,400 a 
few days. 

"Now let me show you how rapid 
the increase has been. When I took 
office in June of '68 we regularly had 
1,100. So it's just over 200 in six 
months in regular increase. If tJlis 
continues we're going to have to have 
another facility. And even i f it doesn't 
continue and we stay at this level or get 
down to 1,100 where we actuaUy have 

enough bed space, the needs for a new 
jail are evident... 

"At this time I feel that it should 
be a larger institution than this present 
building. Even though they (all county 
jail prisoners) are awaiting trial there 
should be a yard where they can get 
some exercise. (None are serving 
sentences). There should be some 
counseling rooms... some areas vwthin 
the county jail much like at DeHoCo 
(Detroit House of Correction), not as 
big, where the men can do something 
with the time they have on their hands. 

"Everybody in the jail is awaiting 
trial. They are legally presumed 
innocent and some, as a matter of fact, 
will be found innocent... some are 
innocent. 

"But, at any rate, one of the 
considerations is that we might 
establish a penal institution somewhere 
in western Wayne County - out in an 
area where we would have those that 
clearly would not being going to trial 
tomorrow or the day after.... There are 
many men here who are charged with 
capital offenses - murder, robbery, 
rape - that we know will not go to 
trial for six months... It is not unusual 
for a man to be in jail for an entire year 
while awaiting trial. 

Asked i f his department, in 
considering a new jail, has investigated 
use of Maybury Sanatorium for this 
purpose, Gribbs said it had not but that 
it eventlaally will be considered.

A proposal for a 1-mill vote to 
finance a secondary vocational 
education plant and program at 
Schoolcraft College appears headed for 
an indefinite delay. 

Members of the Northville Board 
of Education, who late last year agreed 
to help finance a pilot vocational 
program at Schoolaaft next summer 
for high school students, decided 
Monday to delay formal approval for a 
sustaining millage vote tentatively 
slated for June. 

And in making known its position 
to the college, the board learned that 
even the proposed pilot program could 
yet be scuttled. 

Basically, the program means high 
school students Would divide their time 
between their own high school and the 
college - receiving regular academic 
instruction at the high school and 
vocational training at the college. 
Following graduation, the student 
could continue at Schoolcraft as part 
of that institution's regular college-level 
vocational training program. 

Prime reasoning behind the 
program is that an individual secondary 
school system cannot by itself afford 
purchase of equipment and instruction. 
But five districts, pooling their 
resources, can provide them in a single 
location for students of all member 
schools. 

Among the courses suggested are 
food service, automotive specialties, 
fabrication, data processing, machine 
tool, drafting, etc. 

Of the five secondary school 
districts in the college district, four 
approved underwriting the pilot 
program. The fifth, Clarenceville, has 
not approved it because it is involved 
with a vocational project within 
Oakland County. 

Northville's original agreement to 
help pay for the pilot program was 
conditioned on grounds that the 
program must receive approval of all 
five school districts. Furthermore, not 
all four of the approving districts 
okayed the same kind of program since 
they were given a choice of three 
different plans, each of which were 
priced differently. 

To get the summer program off 
the ground Northville would have to 
alter its original agreement and the 

cooperating districts would have to 
agree upon a single plan. 

Originally, Schoolcraft - at the 
urging of member school districts -
proposed to operate a pilot program 
next summer to determine i f sufficient 
interest and academic success showed 
that a permanent program would be 
feasible. 

In the in t e r im, Schoolcraft 
suggested the college district move 
ahead with a millage vote plan in 
anticipation of the pilot program's 
success. In that way, college 
administrators explained, the money 
would be available to immediately 
launch a permanent program i f it were 
deemed advisable. 

Aside from the fact that local 
board members prefer to wait for the 
results of the pilot program before 
endorsing a millage vote throughout 
the college district, another roadblock 
appears to be a state-aid technicality. 

Schoolcraft College hoped to 
receive state aid for high school 
students enrolled in the vocational 
program and, at the same time, high 
school districts want full state aid for 
these students because they are still 
enrolled locally. 

Without state aid, Schoolcraft 
fears it would not be able to construct 
a facility and finance equipment and 
instruction even with a 1-mill levy that 
reportedly would generate $1 million. 
And high school districts, already 
hard-pressed for money, do not relish 
the loss of any state aid.

K i d n a p C a s e S t i l l O p e n 

Of all Novi police cases Bearing 
final disposition in Oakland County 
Circuit Court, the kidnap case involving 
Police Officer Robert Starnes heads the 
list. 

Charged With kidnapping the Novi 
policeman on Tuesday, July 30, 1968, 
Were five South Lyon youths. Two of 
them, juveniles, were originally placed 
in the Oakland County Youth Home 
from which one was subsequently 
snatched by his parents. The other 
three were held on bond in Oakland 
County Jail. 

One minor was placed on one year 
probation and allowed to return home 
and to school. The other, spirited away 
from the youth home, is now in the 
State Boys' Training School in 
Whitmore Lake where he is being held 
under maximum security. 

The three older youths, 19-year 
old Giles Carl Askins and 17-year old 
Floyd Kirkendall and William J . Jobe, 
are still awaiting circuit court action. 

Jobe, who has been free on bond 
and attending South Lyon High 
School, pleaded guilty January 13 to a 
reduced plea of felonious assault and 
will be sentenced on February 19. 

Askins and Kirkendall are both 
being tried for kidnapping and for 
assault with "intent to do great bodily 
harm" (Askins "up to murder," 
Kirkendall 'less than murder"). Their 
cases have been delayed several tunes, 
with the latest coming when their 
attorney, Abdeen Jabara, was pulled 
off the case to utilize his Arabian 
language experience in the Sirhan 
Sirhan trial (accused slayer of Robert 
F. Kennedy).

Since it was necessary for their 

new attorney to first study the case, 
trial was delayed and rescheduled for 
February 3 (next Monday) before 
Judge William J . Beer.

A Levitt spokesman said that the 
single family homes will sell for 
approximately $32,000 and would be 
on lots ranging from 80 to 90-feet by 
120-foot depths. Townhouses will sell 
for $24,000. 

The Levitt plan calls for crediting 
the total aaeage (lakes, parks and 
school site) in determining the density 
f a c t o r o f development. The 
cluster-type arrangement would 
provide 4.5 townhouses per aae, nine 

apartment units per acre and 1.9 single 
family homes per acre averaged against 
the gross 396-acre site. 

Present plans call for development 
work to begin this spring, construction 
of models by November and first 
delivery of units in 1970. All utilities 
would be installed underground by the 
developer. 

Adler said that initial building 
would take place near Eight Mile road 

in the single-family area. He noted that 
mining and the asphalt plant operation 
must be phased-out within two years 
under terms of the purchase agreement. 

He estimated that the total 
development would be completed in 
five years. 

In answer to a question by Donald 
Boor, planning commission member, a 
spokesman for Hubbard Associates, 
brokers working with Levitt on an 
industrial development project in the 
Gerald avenue area adjoining the gravel 
mining area, said that the property is 
being purchased and plans proceeiling 
for the industrial belt.

Another request for rezoning 11 
acres between Wayne County Training 
School property and Brooklane Golf 
Club from R-2 to RM-1 to permit 
construction of from 50-70 multiple 
dwelling imits was referred to the 
planning consultant for review.

EDITOR'S NOTE - Following is 
the third in a series of questions and 
answers concerning the proposed Novi 
City Charter. Questions were asked of 
the charter commission by the Jaycees 
as a community public service. 

1. Will the city charter provide for 
garbage pick-up for its residents? Will 
any added services for the community 
be included? 

A - The city charter does not 
provide for any new services, nor does 
it dispense with any of the old ones. 
New services such as garbage collection 
will have to be enacted by the city 
council through new ordinances as the 
demand for such services are required 
by the citizens of Novi. 

2. We now have many ordinances 
and zoning laws in Novi. Under the 
new charter, what will become of 
these? 

A - Zoning laws and regulations 
are part of the present zoning 
ordinance and its amendments, and the 
new charter caUs for the continuance ̂  
of this ordinance and its amendments 
for a period of two years unless the 
new council should adopt others. The 
charter provides that all other existing 
ordinances of the village, with the 
exception of the director of public 
safety ordinance (which is eliminated), 
continue in effect for a period of one 
year. 

3. If the people of Novi accept the 

city charter by a vote of yes on 
February 18, when do we officially 
become a city? 

A - Novi citizens have already 
officially voted to become a city by its 
vote of May 20, 1968. If the charter is 
approved next month, city government 
and the charter take effect on Febrllary 
24 at 8 p.m. The newly elected dty 
council then shall take immediate steps 
to obtain the city's share in property 
and assets of the Township of Novi.

Sid F r i d , longtime representative on the Oakland county 
board o f supervisors from the city o f Northville, paid his winter tax 
b i l l recently - under protest. 

Since reorganization o f the county boards, Sid's no longer a 
supervisor. But he was until January 1 and one of the things that he 
Watched most attentively was the manner in which the county 
handled the taxpayer's dollar. 

That brings us back to the reason for Fr id paying his taxes 
under protest -• and urging fellow residents o f Oakland county to do 
the same. 

There's a Michigan law that limits the tax levy for the 
operation of coimty govemment, school districts and township 
governments to 15 mills. 

Only by a Vote o f the people can this l imit be Violated. Thus 
each year there's the argument at the tax allocation board (the 
county body charged with the responsibility of splitting up the l 5 
mills) to decide how much the school district gets, how much the 
county can haVe and what's left for the township. 

Schools get the giant share, usually around nine mills, while 
the county takes five or six and the township ends up With one mi l l . 

Anyone who has ever looked at his winter tax bi l l knows that 
additional millage voted for schools has shot holes in the l 5 - m i l l 
l imit theory. The actual levy is about three times 15. 

But Frid 's bothered by the fact that Oakland county is 
levying millage beyond the 15-mill l imit that has not been Voted. 

Prodded by F r i d , I called up Dan Murphy, Oakland county's 
chairman o f the board o f auditors. 

" A r e y o u levying millage above the 15-mIll l im i t "? , I asked 
" Y e s " , he replied. 
His forthrightness caught me off balance. Suddenly l 

thought, 'my gosh, Frid 's right... we got 'em'. 
"That 's i l legal ," I told h im . 
" N o it isn ' t" , he told me. 
Then M r . Murphy proceeded to explain that Oakland county 

is, indeed, exceeding the 15-mill l i m i t . . . by some l l- lOOths o f a mi l l . 
Specifically, the county is paying off bond issues for the east wing 
addit ion to the court house and for 10 drains installed last year. 

He said the payments amount to S386,95 l armually and 
because a one mi l l levy in Oakland county raises some S3'/2 mi l l ion , 
the millage needed to pay off the bonds is slightly more than a tenth 
o f a mi l l . 

Then Murphy told me about a provision o f the state charter 
(article 9, section 6 to be exact) that's entitled "non-application o f 
l i m i t " . A n d under this article counties (and other duly chartered 
governments) can exceed the l 5-mill l imi t to pay for such bonding 
obligations as court houses and drains. 

He said the law had been tested in Berrien county and 
upheld. A n d he said Oakland county had instituted the millage upon 
adVice o f legal counsel. 

Further, he opined that i t would do M r . Fr id or any other 
taxpayer no good whatsoever to pay their taxes under protest. 
"Someone must bring a lawsuit to get any results", he pointed out. 

Murphy didn ' t say he hked, or approved of, the loophole in 
the l 5-mill hmitat ion. He merely points out that the law is there and 
that as an administrator looking for money to pay obligations he uses 
all resources at his command. 

Pressed a little further. Murphy admitted that a proposed S8 
mil l ion ja i l in Oakland county could be financed under the same 
loophole. But he said he personally Wouldn't approve o f such action. 
He denied that a SlOO mil l ion Oakland-Orion airport could be 
financed this way. A n d in reply to another suggestion by Fr id that a 
$3 mil l ion DPW service building would also be added to the l 5-mill 
levy lie reported that these funds are already allocated and are a part 
o f existing general funds. 

But even wi th its legality, and conceding that perhaps M r . 
Murphy and other good public officials Would not abuse the 
"non-applicat ion" rule for tax limitations, I think Fr id 's got a point. 

The right to exceed tax l imits for building purposes, drains, 
what-haVe-you, should be left to the wi l l of the people. Otherwise, 
don't call the legal leVy a " l i m i t " . 

A n d i f the l imit has become outdated in these days o f big 
spending, then take the issue to the Voters. 

Don ' t throw "article nine, section six" at them. 
That's how the plirase " y o u can't fight city h a l l " got started. 

There's a letter elsewhere on this page from Moraine 
elementary school's capable principal, Mil t Jacobi . 

He takes exception to the comment in this column last week 
that youngsters crossing heavily-traVelled Eight Mi le road at the 
Moraine school are not using the oVerpass. 

Jacobi -has a point. It is that "Moraine students D O use the 
OVerpass". 

B u t that doesn't ease the concern of police and many other 
observers. Youngsters are still crossing the road at IVIoraine 
elementary school without using the over-pass. 

That they are students catclling a bus to junior high, high 
school, St. Paul's or Our Lady o f Vic to ry doesn't reduce the degree 
o f possible tragedy. 

Apparent ly , school officials and parents in Northville Estates 
cannot agree on Whose responsibility it is to provide for the safety o f 
the children. 

The school refuses to drive the bus to the subdiVision. So the 
youngsters must walk to Moraine to catch the bus. 

A n d the bus arrives a half-hour earlier than safety guards go 
on duty for elementary students. 

TWO possible solutions: 
- e a c h day one o f the early-rising students could be assigned 

guard duty o n a rotating basis; 
-parents could instruct their children not to walk aaoss the 

road, but to use the over-pass.

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Inter-House Squabbling Snarls State Lawmaking 
L A N S I N G - M i c h i g a n ' s 

Legislature is off - but not exactly 
running. Early proceedings have been 
snarled by inter-house squabbling over 
time schedules and organizational 
matters. 

"They could be there until 
Christmas," said one legislative 
observer. 

The House presently is enjoying a 
two-week recess and Will return to 
work Jan. 27. Speaker William A . 
Ryan, D-Detroit, said the breather was 
needed to set up committees, hire 
secretaries and allocate office space. 

The Senate has been sticking to a 
daily work routine that includes little 

more than housekeeping matters. A 
flood of new legislature is expected 
next month. 

"We're usually a step or two ahead 
of the House," said Senate Majority 
Leader Emil Lockwood, R-St. Louis. 
"It appears the same Will hold true this 
session." 

Ryan said the House will "get 
moving as fast as the Senate" once 
organizational chores are out of the 
way. He predicted a business-minded 
attitude throughout the session. 

"There are some tremendous 
problems that must be resolved, and I 
don't think we are going to duck from 
them," he said. "Well move right 
along." 

THE BIG ISSUES of the session -
taxes, spending, state aid to schools, 
teacher strikes and criminal law 
reform - s t i l l remain in the 
background. 

Major items submitted during the 
early stages include proposals to scutfle 
the $24.1 million pay increase package 
for the state's 43,000 classified civil 
service employes; block salary boosts 
for the Governor and legislators; repeal 
the $ l fee insured drivers must pay 
into the uninsured motorists fund each 
year; enact election reforms, and 
extend the terms of House members 
from two to four years, and of 
Senators from four to six years. 

A resolution'is also in the hopper 

calling for a one-year investigation of 
student disorders on Michigan 
campuses. It is sponsored by 15 Senate 
Republicans and two Democrats. The 
probe Would cost $10,000. 

'There are too many kooks on the 
loose," said Sen. Robert J . Huber, 
R-Troy, a principal backer of the 
investigation. 

ON THE STRICTLY partisanship 
front, Sen. Sander M . Levin of Berkley 
unseated Sen. Raymond D. Dzendzel 
of Detroit as Senate Minority Leader. 
The Democratic causus vote Was 10-6. 

The action thrusts Levin to the 
forefront of legislative power. It may 
also propel him along the road to the 
1970 Governor's race and a showdown 

Big Bottleneck Seen 

with incoming Republican Gov. 
William G. Milliken. 

At 37, Levin is one of the 
youngest lawmakers to serve as 
m i n o r i t y l e a d e r o f t h e 
tradition-encrusted Michigan Senate. 

His deposing of Dzendzel was 
somewhat unexpected in that Levin has 
only been a member of the Senate 
since 1964 While Dzendzel is a 10-year 
veteran. 

But it Was not too surprising. 
Levin has become known as an 
effective, constructive force in the 
party hierarchy since he took on the 
thankless task of state chairman and 
r e b u i l t a shattered Michigan 
organization a year ago. 

Many of the Demoaatic successes 
since then - including new party unity. 

Vice President Hubert H . Humphrey's 
Win in Michigan, the recapture of the 
State House of Representatives and 
sweeps in all the education and 
university board races - can be traced 
directly to Levin. 

Levin, a studious-looking but 
hard-driving legislator, is admired by 
old-time party regulars and the "new 
politics" faces alike as a man who gets 
things done. 

In essence, that's why Senate 
Demoaats agreed to dump Dzendzel, a 
47-year-old Detroit labor union 
representative. They felt he was 
Working too closely with Senate 

, Republican leaders. 
Dissidents tried before to unseat 

Dzendzel, but they could never agree 
on a replacement.

LANSING - Michigan's near 
S^nillion owners of motor vehicles are 
staying away from license plate sales 
offices in droves creating the potential 
for the biggest late February 
bottleneck in plate sales since the state 
first began issuing them back in 1910. 

Secretary of State James M . Hare, 
whose office oversees local license plate 
sales offices, said that as of January 16, 
sales were more than 20,000 behind 
the same date in 1968. 

"I'm sure it's all attributable to the 
. increase of nearly 60 percent in license 

plate fees this year," said Hare. 
"Buyers are reluctant to go in ' and 
plunk down the additional money and 
many are waiting until they absolutely 
have to." 

Hare said this creates a real 
problem for the "msh" period during 
the last several days in February. 

"Deadline for this year's plates is 
still February 28 as in former years. 
The new deadline on passenger plates 
of March 30 doesn't go into effect until 
the expiration of 1069 plates in 1970.

Hare. "We have an increase in plate 
sales each year... sometimes as high as 
250,000. So projecting a natural gain 
with the fact that auto sales have been 
brisk, it would be said to predict that 
Michigan is running even further 
behind than the up-to-date figures now 
show... possibly as high as 100,000." 

Hare described anytime in the next 
few days as "ideal for purchasing new 
plates, whose colors of red and white 
honor Saginaw Valley College. 

What does a person need when he 
buys his plates; 

A n d t ha t las t necessary 
ingredient... a very important one... is 
cash. Prepared applications list the 
amount of weight tax on the vehicle. 

It's the same as in past years. 

He needs a filled-out application. 
Prepared applications were sent Out to 
most Michigan vehicle owners. Persons 
who did not receive a prepared 
application must obtain a blank 

" application form and fill it out. 

The next item is a certificate of 
registration from last year or a vehicle 
title. 

Also necessary... that is, i f a person 
wishes to qualify as an insured driver 
and pay the lower $1.00 insured fee... 
is proof of liability insurance. This can 
take varying forms, but the surest are 
either a certificate of insurance or the 
insurance policy. 

For persons who did not receive 
prepared applications, it must be borne 
in mind that weight tax was raised 
nearly 60 percent over the total paid 
last year. 

And if a person does not carry 
liability insurance, a $35 uninsured fee 
must be paid before he receives his 
license plates. 

'Tersons who pay $35 must realize 
that they are not buying some sort of 
state insurance. They are still 
uninsured. The $35 fee is one they 
must pay to drive in Michigan. 

It's Hare's impression that the 
number of uninsured vehicles may go 
up in Michigan because .of the higher 
weight tax. 

« 
"Many persons driving older cars 

who were able to purchase liability 
insurance previously will have to use 
the money to help buy their license 
plates," saM Hare. 'The increase in 
weight taxes... and remember all 
revenue goes to build and maintain 
highways and roads in Michigan... hits 
especially hard many older persons on 
fixed incomes. I'm veiy much afraid 
that they will be priced right into the 
uninsured driver category."

EDITOR'S NOTE-FoIloWJng is 
the minority salary proposal for the 
Wayne County Board of Supervisors 
submitted by Cail Ptusell of Plymoudl 
and William Biyant - the only tWo 
Republicans on the board. Supervisors, 
lodced in a battle over the salary 
question, must, under the laW, make a 
decisron on compensation prior to 
February 15. 

I. LIMITED POWERS: 
Under present state law, the Board 

of Supervisors have only limited 
delegated poWers. 

We are aWare of the fact that 
providing services and performing 
functions has inaeased. HoWever. as 
clearly stated, the recent County Home 
Rule Committee Report indicated: 

a) 'The basic method through 
W h i c h the county receives legal 
authorization to provide services has 
remained unchanged." 

b) The structure and functions of 
nearly a l l offices, boards and 
commissions of the present general law 
county are frozen into the state 
constitution and various legislative acts. 
Therefore, even though county officials 

recognize many deficiencies in the 
present structure, they are powerless to 
make meaningful changes. 

Thus, there is no need for 26 full 
time supervisors at a proposed salary of 
$17,500.00 each. 

11. APPOINT A CHIEF EXECUTIVE: 
We do, however, suppnart needed 

reform. We Were elected to set policy. 
We do need, as recommended by the 
Home Rule Committee Report, an 
a p p o i n t e d c h i e f e x e c u t i v e 
administration to carry out those 
policies and be solely responsible to the 
Board of Supervisors and the people. 
He should be a highly qualified 
administrator With excellent credentials 
and be Well paid. 

Thus, We do not need 26 full4ime 
members Who Will give us in reality 26 
more administrators in the County. 

III. FINANCIAL PLIGHT OF COUNTY: 
It is difficult for us to see how this 

Board of Supervisors, Who just froze its 
commitment . to hire additional 
employees because of our present 
shortage of funds totaling nearly a 
million dollars and then turn around 
and vote themselves a proposed 

517,500.00 salary multiplied by 26 
Which equals almost million dollars, 
thus increasing our deficit budget. 

We Would rather have a balanced 
budget and consider the needs in 
critical areas of county govemment 
Where services are in demand or have 
been curtailed. 

There are only 3 sources of 
revenue to my knoWledge. 

a) Unappropriated Reserve, which 
totals only $88,000.00. 

b) Funds allocated for new 
positions $1,200,000.00. 

c) Debt payment to City of 
Detroh which this year is $500,000.00. 

I doubt these three sources are 
appropriate to touch. 
IV. CONCLUSION: 

Our basic responsibility now as 
newly elected supervisors is to put our 
House in Order. We cannot continue a 
pattern of fiscal irresponsibility by 
attempting to "feather our nest" with 
a major salary. With limited powers, 
the need for reform with a chief 
executive, and balancing our budget, 
we should consider a reasonable 
compensation as proposed by this 
responsible Republican resolution. 

TALUS Predicts 

' A u t o p l o s i o n ' t o T r i p l e b y ' 9 0 

The "au top los ion" looming 
between noW and 1990 Will nearly 
triple the number of cars on 
Southeastern Michigan roads, Irving J . 
Rubin, director of TALUS (Detroit 
Regional Transportation and Land Use 
Study) predicts. 

In the seven<ounty SEM area 
presently under study by TALUS, a 
special project of the Planning Division 
of the Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments, in 1965 there Were 
1.516 million cars in 1.178 million 
households - for an average of 1.297 
cars-f)er-house-hold, Rubin said. 

The number of automobiles Will 
burgeon in 1990 to 4.131 million, 
TALUS estimates, and With 1.869 
million households in SEM in 1990, 
cars-per-household Will average 2.21. 

TALUS projections show that 
population in SEM Will increase by 57 
percent from 4.4 million to 6.9 million 
in 1990. he said. 

Median household income Will 
nearly double during this same period, 
from $7,700 in 1965 to just shy of 
$15,000, in 1990. 

'The figures may seem fantastic," 

Rubin said, "but the relationship 
between income and autonwbfle 
availability is a clear one and the 
effect of income on life cycle shows 
clearly that those things that 'rich' 
p e o p l e do call for f lexible 
transportation. 

"If the figures still seem fantastic, 
let us remember that in 1900 the 
population of the United States was 76 
million and we had about 8,000 
automobOes. 

"In 1965, we have 200 million 
people and 84 million cars. 

"There are more automobilies 
maneuvering in the U.S. today than 
there were people in 1900." 

One of the major TALUS 
objectives, Rubin said, will be to 
produce a plan that "wfll keep our 
central faty viable". 

"In doing so, we Will be mindful 
that the 'input' Wfll require investment 
of more than governmental monies. 

"Just as tax-supported Civic 
Center development has stimulated 
private investors in the Downtown 

Detroit sector in the past two decades. 
We anticipate that the continued 
investment of governmental funds will 
engender further private development 
in the future. 

"Enterprising, coordinated office 
and retail business expansion, 
stimulated by improved transportation 
facilities, will attract ever-inaeasing 
numbers o f more highly-skilled 
personnel needed for the more 
sophisticated tasks in our advanced 
technology in the future. 

"By centralizing this segment of 
our future labor force Ln the downtown 
area, it wfll follow that employers, as a 
matter of enlightened self-interest. Will 
be attracted to this part of the region." 

Rubin said T A L U S hopes 
automotive industry will consider 
l o c a t i n g ' ' s i g n i f i c a n t 
non-manufacturing facflities in the 
downtown area". 

Rubin said that in reconunending 
the 1990 plan for SEM, TALUS will 
emphasize the development of aU 
forms of transportation.

overwhelming majority o f . state 
legislators who live in a constant fear of 
fire. 

Not all lawmakers, by any means, 
are pleased with plans for a new capitol 
buflding. Neither do all of them believe 
the history-packed existing buflding 
should be razed. But nearly all of them 
agree that the present buflding is 
hazardous and many caU it a firetrap. 

Many legislators, particularly the 
veterans, have mixed emotions over 
plans to abandon the buflding in favor 
of a giant, new structure. They fear fire 

and complain about inadequate space, 
but they dread the passing of the 
building Which stfll possesses an 
architectural grandeur that thousands 
o f visitors each month find 
breathtaking. 

Senator Harvey Lodge of 
Waterford, for example, says "It's a 
fascinating buflding" filled With 
nostalgia. He Would prefer that all 

non-legislative offices be moved from 
the buflding, thus leaving "enough 
space" for the lawmakers. He sees plans 
for a contemporary buflding as a 
"hideous monstrosity" and he is 
equally opposed to suggestions of 
attaching an annex to the capitol that 
he says Would destroy its graceful lines. 

"With some changes this buflding 
could serve the legislature for years to

has been cast. The legislature is all but 
committed to a neW facility.

That's the word from officials of 
the Oakland Coimty Animal Shelter in 
announcing a clinic between 1 and 4 
pjn. on Sunday, February 16, for 
inoculation and licensing of (logs. 

Area residents wfll be able to 

obtain shots and purchase licenses for 
their pets at half the price theyH have 
to pay after March 1, officials noted. 

The clinic, to be held at the Novi 
Township Hall, 25850 Novi Road, is 
for dogs owned by any resident of 
Oakland County (other than residents 
of Northville who must comply with 
the city ordinance). 

In inking a financial contract 
Monday, Novi Vil lage Councfl 
apparently hurdled the last major 
obstacle in the path of constructing the 
long needed and oft proposed 
Novi-Walled Lake sewer. 

Walled Lake approved the same 
contract with the Oakland County 
Department of Public Works in its 
councfl meeting Tuesday night. 

Signing of the contract marks the 
end of a struggle that began in 1963. It 
enables Oakland County to contact 
bonding companies' and start the 
bonding sale procedure. Hopefidly, 
bonds may be sold some time in May 
on the project, offii^ulls said. 

Mushrooniing«.£rom an estimated^ 
$4,400,000 cost in 1963 to the present 
estimate of $9,501,000 due to 
substantial man and material boosts in 
the interim, bonds for the entire 
project are to be sold at one time. 

.Although both municipalities Wfll 
be entitled to 3,000 taps, Novi initially 
wfll not require as many laterals as Wfll 
Walled Lake (Novi's lateral cost is 
estimated at $570,450 compared to 
Walled Lake's $2,482,326), officials 
were told. The tnink line reportedly 
wfll encircle the lake itself and, 
hopefully, extend all the way to the 
Middle Rouge Interceptor of Wayne 
^ounty. 

Approval of the tie-in with the 
Middle Rouge would enable Novi and 
Walled Lake to soap the $2 jnfllion 
sewage treatment plant as uimeoessary 
and apply these monies - practically 
the total amount needed - that cost. 

Eighteen months is the allotted 
, tune from beginning of the bond sale 

to completion of the system, it has 
been estimated. By that time revenues 
should begin coming in to offset the 
cost of the project - or by November 
1970 i f sales can begin in May. The 
target date Oakland has set for 
completion is June 1970, however. 

The much discussed $lj001,000 
grant from the department of Housing 
and Urban Development (HUD) wfll be 
divided equitably between the 
municipalities under terms of the 
contract. A larger portion wfll go to 

Walled Lake since they wfll be 
constructing a far greater number of 
laterals. The trunk line itself wfll be 
financed on a 50/50 basis and half the 
grant wfll be divided on the same basis. 
Thus, the only larger share apportioned 
to Walled Lake is over the laterals. 
More laterals, of course, means Walled 
Lake taxpayers must foot a larger share 
of costs. 

Payment of the first portion of the 
capitalized interest on the project Wfll 
become due s k months after the 
beginning of the sale of bonds (and 
every six months thereafter untfl paid. 

Over a 30-year bonding period. 
Walled Lake Would pay $11,288,739 of 
Which $5,326,355 would be principal 
and $5,962,384 interest. Interest in 

^ Novi would run $3,552,616 on a 
' principal of $3,173, 645 for a total of 

$6,726,261. Novi plans to pay off its 
portion long before that time and save 
interest payments in so doing. 

What wfll an individual tap in each 
community cost?

Councfl 
members were to meet with their 
bargaining agent, Charles Long, NPOA 
President Robert Starnes and NPOA 
agent Harvey Wax to set up agenda for 
negotiatbn sessk>ns which, hopefully, 
could be conducted (baning deadtodu) 
between Starnes and Coimcflman 
Donald Young. 

ood Gets 
Surprise Boost 

Proponents lor city incorporation 
of Novi received a surprising boost this 
past weekend when former opponents 
of cityhood "decided to back it." 

According to Herb Koester, long 
an adversary of incorporation, an 
informal organization that includes 
more than 200 property owners in the 
southeastern part of Novi, voted Friday 
night to back incorporation. 

(Actually, city incorporation has 
already been approved by Novi citizens 
but defeat of the proposed charter on 
F e b r u a r y 18 c o u l d cripple 
the incorporation plans). 

Referring to his own opposition, 
Koester said "I know it's a surprise -
even to me. But we figlire that since 

the 6^-mfll limitation in the charter is 
no more than is levied by both the 
village and township, cityhood 
represents the best course of action." 

More than 30 persons attended a 
meeting at his home, Koester said. He 
predicted approval of the charter based 
upon the decision of the property 
owners. 

Koester disclosed that Novi 
Township Board court battles against 
incorporat ion had been partially 
financed by members o f his 
organization that he called, "Novi 
Citizens of Interest to The Novi 
Community." He declined to name 
other members of the group.

The questions Were asked by 
the J^cees aiiid the answos supplied 
by members of the Novi Charter 
Commission. Besides voting on the 
charter, voters on February 18 Will 
pidc a mxyot and six councflmen from 
a slate of nine candklates. Running for 
msyor are Philip Anderson, Joseph 
Crupi and Leo Hanawood. Unopposed 
foir the council are Denis Beny, Edwm 
Presnell, Donald Young, William Duey, 
David Harrison, and WSIiam O'Brien. 

1. What was the Charter 
Commission's reasoning for a &A mfll 
charter limitation? 

A-Commiss ion members and 
residents of the community brought 
out two contrasting opinions. One 
group said the millage should be higher 
to enable the city to plan for futllre 
needs and to eliminate financial stresses 
in area of roads, police salaries, etc. 
The other group said the mfllage should 
be lower and that if added funds are 
needed for operation of the dty, 
special assessments for specific needs 
should be voted upon by the 
electorate. 

These reasons plus the famfliar 
voter opposition to higher taxes led the 

commission to arrive at the 6J4 mill 
l im i t a t i on , which represents the 
combined total of the present vfllage 
and township levies. 

2. Realizing that Novi is rapidfy 
developing and that eventually the 
community faces one of two 
alternatives - incorporate as a city or 
remain a village and gradually annexed 
to surrounding cities - how does the 
6^ mill level compare to surrounding 
communities? 

A - N o v i appears to be in a veiy 
favorable position. The dty of 
Northvflle millage is 13; the dty of 
South Lyon, 13.25; the dty of Walled 
Lake , 14.5; and the dty of 
Farmington, 125. Novi's proposed 
mfllage represents about one-half of the 
mi l l age in these neighboring 
communities. 

3. Other Communities have 
experienced simflar growth problems 
involving land for parks and recreatk>n, 
dty offices and sdmilar Polities. 
Livonia, for example, requires large 
land deveklpers to set aside portions of 
their developments for this purpose; 
Has this situatbn been remedied in the 
dty charter? 

A - N o . It is not the function of 
the charter to control the use of public 
or private lands. Rather, it is the 
responsibility of the new dty oouncfl 
and planning commission tct, enact 
ordinances controlling the l i« nf lailds.
