New District Court System Here Still on Trial

Four months have passed since the
Michigan District Court system
officially went into operation on
January 1. Opinion of the new court
ranged from blind confidence in its
immediate success to flat
disenchantment and the hope that this
“new fangled” system would soon fail
and expose itself as the hoax it was.

To date, neither expectation has
materialized. Comments of three
district court judges — Judge Dunbar
Davis of Wayne County, Judge Martin

Boyle of Qakland County and Judge
Bert Hensick of Livingston County —
attest to as much.

To a large extent, the current
success or failure of any one district
court operation in *“this transition
period” depends on the legacy the
presiding judge inherited: the number
of qualified people who assumed jobs
in the court; the extent of the case
backlog and the appropriateness of
court facilities.

There are other variables, too, such

as the cooperation a district court
receives from law enforcement
authorities and other citizens, the
geographical location of the court and,
of ocourse, the competence of the
presiding judge as administrator,

One of the best district courts
operations is that of Judge Davis — the
35th district with its seat in Plymouth.
It’s working “‘very well,” Judge Davis
said of his court, but he was quick to
point out the advantages which he
enjoys that other, usually more rural

courts don’t.

“I've been fortunate to have
trained clerks from Northville and
Plymouth,” he said. “This has made
the transition from the justice courts
and small municipal courts quite easy.”

Presently, his court staff includes-

three clerks, a court reporter,
bookkeeper and three parttime people
in the probation department.

Judge Davis also lauded the “very
good facilities” in his district, and
especial]y those in Plymouth, which he

rated second to none in the state.
There is a court committee, comprised
of representatives from the district
communities, which he also cites for
helping the coust to function
smoothly.

While admitting his district court
was “working as well as anticipated,”
Judge Davis said, “I know a lot of
districts that have been having real
problems.” He pointed to Livonia,
where two district judges were forced
to share one courtroom.

In more rural courts, where there
were no municipal courts (only justice
courts administered by lay people),
Judge Davis said*two monumental
problems have bedn the absence of
trained court people and 2 huge
accumulated backlog of work.

“I didn’t inherit, any substantial
backlog,” he stated. “We keep right up
on the work. We give trials within two.
weeks. There’s no waiting.”

“It's hard to say,” said Judge
Boyle, when asked how efficiently the

2nd division of the 52nd District Court
was working. ‘“We’re not in full swing
yet.” But Judge Boyle did say he was
“very satisfied” and that the court
operation was' “going as well as
expected.”

“We're in the training process, as
well as the operative process,” he
stated. Our efficiency will have to
improve.”

“We've got a big backlog under
control, but it’s still there,” he added,
pointing to the fact that approximate
court receipts have steadily increased,
from $5,500 in January, to $8,000 in
February and $13,000 in March.

The “Big backlog” included about
3,000 traffic and criminal cases or files
and about 4,000 civil cases.

Court personnel, which includes
two deputy clerks and one newly
authorized, a court officer and a
recorder-secretary, were not trained,
Boyle stated. This, too, has made the
transition to the new district court
with its seat at Walled Lake more
difficult.

Like Boyle, Judge Hensick of the
53rd district which serves all of
Livingston County, inherited a big
backlog and largely untrained
administrative people. Personnel
include four magistrates, four clerks of
the court and a personal secretary, and
he said he’ll probably seek another
clerk this summer.

“We’'re extremely active,” Judge
Hensick said of his court. “We’re
getting the job done, but there’s more
work than I can handle.” Located in
the Howell court house annex
basement, the district court seat is not
appropriate, Hensick said.

One of the biggest drawbacks he
sees to the operation of his court is the
fact that the four magistrates, including
the one attorney-magistrate, may

accept a plea of guilty on any
misdemeanor, yet they cannot sentence
the admitted Ilawbreaker. Judge
Hensick said the magistrates may only

announce sentence in motor violation
cases.

“There’s also the question of
whether magistrates can arraign people
charged with felonies,” he stated. “I
say ‘yes’. Some district judges say
‘no’.”

Judge Hensick, like Judges Davis
and Boyle, concursthat some of the
present statutes governing the
operation of the district courts will
have to be changed, if the district

. courts are to operate more effectively.
Saying “I'll never catch up” on the
backlog, Hensick explained: “I think
Livingston County is on the borderline
of the type of area which should have

two district judges, instead of one
district court.” Each district court was
to serve 50,000 and Judge Nesick said
his district, at the time of
re-organization, was near this figure.

Despite the varying difficulties the
three judges are having, they agree
wholeheartedly on one point: that the
persons who appear before them are
getting a fairer shake than under the
old set-up of justice courts and small
municipal courts.

As Judge Hensick put it,
“barnyard justice” has been eliminated
primarily through adoption of a
uniform fine schedule for -traffic
violations. Centralization in one
authority and the fact that the judges
are schooled in law also have
contributed substantially to improved
administration of justice.

It seems strangely out of place in
this late 20th Century year but the

' annual spring roundup and cattle drive

is about to begin in Salem Township.

It’s a roundup and drive with a
modern twist.

Early this month 160 Black
Angus will be cut from a 350-head herd
'and loaded aboard trucks for a
150-mile *drive” to pasture in

~ Northern Michigan. Then, come next
- fall, the calf crop is weaned and loaded

for the return for a year’s feeding

. before marketing. They, like the brood

cows, are returned to Salem’s
Watercress Farms, owned by Edward
Porath.

Although raising beef cattle and

~purebred Hampshire hogs is not as

demanding as the 125-head dairy herd
on a  second Porath farm, it’s
nevertheless a tough job.

‘‘Nowadays,”” says Donald
McKarns, who has managed Watercress
for the better part of his working life,
“the cattle and hog farmer must be a
breeder, a doctor, a land manager and a
businessman all in one. My grandfather
used to do it with a wagon load of corn
and a scoop shovel back in Ohio.”

His thumb bandaged and aching
from accidentally ' raming a needle

through it while giving an animal a shot
of antibiotics two weeks ago, McKarns
says that farm animals today are far
more susceptable to disease than when
his grandfather operated his farm.

“Year after year, limited by space,
you raise them on the same land and in
the same buildings. What can you
expect? The ground becomes polluted,
and no matter how careful you are you
can’t seem to lick it.”

Even in the farm’s ultra-modern
farrowing house — perhaps the only
one of its kind in the Midwest — where
sows and their young are kept in clean,
individual pens and under constant
temperature, disease exists, he says.
“It’s a constant battle.”

Lack of space, the death knell of
many a cattle farm, “hurts the farmer
as much as anything”, he explains.
“There just isn’t enough pasture land
available anymore. It’s too expensive,”
he explains, pointing out that much of
Watercress land must be put into corn
and hay to supply food for the farm
stock, The farm has 250-acres in corn,
and feeds up to 20,000 bales of hay
annually. “That doesn’t leave much
room for grazing,”

Faced with the need for more
pasture or failure, Porath and his

roundups and drives of the west, this
practice has other similar stamps.

ranch, horses are used to round up the
cattle. And, adds McKarns, cattle
rustlin’ isn’t dead. “We don’t have a
heck of a lot of trouble but once and
while one of our animals turns up
missing. It would be a lot worse, ]
guess, if we left them up there during
the deer season. But we make sure

they’re back before the shooting
starts.”

The farm manager grows a little
nostalgic when he talks about the
400-acre Salem farm. For him, an
earlier mbre colorful era of the farm.

Was more exciting than today’s
successful enterprise.
“Sure I'm happy here,” he says.

“I'm proud of Watercress. But years
ago when our business was raising and
shOng the finest Belgian Draft Horses
in the nation — that’s when I was
happiest.”

In recalling that earlier period
while flipping through old pictures,
McKarns turned back the pages — past
those days not so long ago when
Quarterhorses filled Watercress stables
and grazed on its land along Six Mile
Road — to the animals that triggered its
operation.

Its founder, the late Julius Porath,
an enterprising emigrant built himself a
fortune by hard work and keen

business mind a half<century ago. It
was he who graded streets, dug sewers
and poured ribbons of concrete
throughout the city of Detroit back in
the day when the animal meant
horsepower. His Detroit stable of
Belgians was the largest in that city and
it was these animals that literally pulled
his excavating business to the top.

When mechanical horsepower took
the reins, Porath continued to raise
Belgians — but now for show. He
purchased the Salem farm and became
a breeder, continuing to raise the
animals that he’d come to love while
they were flexing their muscles on the
streets of Detroit.

A young young man, then only
recently graduated from Michigan State
College where his wife also graduated
the same year, McKarns was “loaned”
from the college farm to Watercress not
long after it was started.

“It was during the Depression
years,” he recalls, “and I came for a
couple weeks but never left. Don’t
forget, those were tough times and
work was scarce. So [ stayed.”

Any kind of job would have
satisfied the young agriculture major,
but in this case McKarns landed the
best. He had grown up on a farm where
teams of Belgians worked the fields and

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he, like Porath, loved these hulking
giants,

During those early years,
Watercress became the showplace of
the Midwest and its magnificent
animals captured prize after prize. By
1940, McKarns became the farm
manager and the man responsible for
showing Porath’s Belgians in showrings
across the country.

Early in the Forties, however,
Porath sensed the passing era of the
draft horse — for show and work — so
his avocation turned to a second farm,
also called Watercress and located on
Six Mile Road two miles west, where
he transferred his foundation herd of
Brown Swiss dairy cows from the
Belgian farm. Today that farm
continues to thrive and boasts the
oldest Brown Swiss stock and one of
the largest herds in Michigan.

Eventually the Belgians that had
gained fame for Salem and Watercress
were sold off. Some of its Belgian line,
incidentally, can be traced to the
prize-winning Belgians now at Meadow
Brook Farms west of Howell.

After his father’s death, Edward
Porath turned his attention to
Quarterhorses. And just as the senior
Porath had insisted on excellence in
Belgians so too the younger owner
demanded excellence in this new breefi.

Roundup, Drive Nears

Within years Watercress was again
attracting nationwide attention with the
smaller but powerful horse that made
cow punching an art. The farm’s now
unused, silent trophy room, filled with
ribbons and trophies, attests to the
farm’s success with the Quarterhorse.

Six years ago Watercress began
phasing out the Quarterhorse and the
breeding and raising of beef cattle took
its place. Today, except for the trophy

Homeowners Slap Oakland Spending

To the Editor:

Following is an exerpt of a
statement made by George H. Williams,
president of the Oakland County
Howeowners & Taxpayers Association,
at the public hearing on the tentative
Oakland County budget. It may be of
interest to your readers:

County spending in the last five
years has been scandalous. The
courthouse gang has taken complete
advantage of the 50-percent property
valuation, greedily latching onto

millions of dollars of tax money with
complete indifference to the increased

burden on the taxpayers. They
increased their spending 60-percent or
over $9.5 million since 1964. The
record makes it clear: The county
spenders will take every tax dollar they
can squeeze out of the taxpayer and
cry for more. And what hurts even
more is the way they spend our
money: buildings to house machinery,
and airports to serve 10-percent of the
people while the taxpayers’ needs go
wanting.

In September, 1968, when the
Board of Supervisors found that our
prediction of a $3 million surplus was

imminent and accurate, they pushed
through an emergency spending
program of over $3 million for
buildings, and at the same time they
knew that they would be needing a
new jail for which they had, in fact,
resolved earlier to use this surplus. Had
this surplus been used for the jail, it
would have saved the taxpayers untold
millions in interest payments.

It is our recommendation that the
county budget be reduced to
$26,500,000. This is $6.5 million more
than was spent in 1968 and $1 million
more than the 1969 budget. At 26.5
million budget is not a retrenching
program. It simply means holding the
line.

We further recommend that the
property tax millage requested be
reduced from 5.28 mills to 4.5 mills...
This will give the county $18 million in
property taxes, approximately the

same as was levied in 1969. More
important, however, it wil provide
over $5 million for the schools in the
county. Maybe then we will not be
forced to vote extra millage for the

schools.

On-the-Job Training
New Program to

There’s a new concept in
education at the Novi High School —
cooperative education.

The cooperative education
program, under the direction of John
A. Ishler, is the first of its kind in the
Novi school system and it will be
launched this summer.

The program is designed to place
students in an on-thesjob training
situation coordinated with an in-school

~ program.

Four areas that will be included in
the program are office practice, trades
and industry, distributive education
(selling techniques) and health fields
such as child care, practical nursing and

nursery school.

Junior and senior students are
eligible for the cooperative education
program but they must be 16 or older.
Juniors must take classes related to the
jobs they are placed in, such as typing,
metal shop or home economics.

Seniors enrolled in the program are

required to take a general related class
set up by the State Department of
Education. The class, taught by Ishler,
covers such topics as budgeting, taxes
and money management.

Ishler will interview students and
employers to seek compatability and to
fill the needs of the employer. More
than one student may be placed with
an employer at the employer’s request.

The students then compete for a
specific job with other students in the
program. Businesses covered by the
program are in the Novi area with
students furnishing their own
transportation.

The employer serves as an
off-campus teacher. The student works
at his job on a part-time basis, either
after school or in the afternoon if the
job requires him to. Those participating
in the program will receive credit as
well as earning money.

Students must work an average of
1S hours each week for a period of 38
weeks during the entire school year.

The work must not exceed 48 hours in
one week including time spent in
school and on the job.

~ This summer the program will
offer full-time positions for students
with attendance of the related class
required, according to Ishler.

Ishler said the school became
interested in the cooperative education
program after numerous businesses and
industries in the Novi area expressed a
desire to employ students on a
part-time basis during the school year.
Many of the jobs may turn into
full-time positions for the students
after they graduate.

He feels the program is valuable
for the students in that it helps them
“get experience inthe world of work and
teaches the student responsibilities of
our society.”

Ishler will remain in close contact
with students and their employers
during the program. He will visit the -
work stations at least once a week. The

students will be evaluated by the
employer on their work, ability to
function in the situation and
relationships with other employees.

Through the cooperative education
program the student wil learn the
entire operation, not just one phase of
a business, by rotating hlS duties on the
job. .
Ishler estimates the program will
involve 20 to 30 students in the fall
term when ‘the part-time school-work
_phase begins. There is no ceiling set on
the number of participants, though
Ishler stressed the Novi program will
concentrate on quality and not
quantity.

Students interested in the program
should apply at the high school office.
They will be interviewed by Ishler for
the cooperative education program and
then each student will be scheduled for
job interviews based on his field of
interest and the positions available at
the time,

such a program.
