Krone asked if affected property
owners were expected to become
‘““parking typcoons” or was the
property considered for public parking.

Northville Counecil
OKs Office Zoning

Establishment of a professional
office zoning district was approved by
the Northville City Council Monday
night following a public hearing.

The district only sets up
regulations for the zoning classification
and does not spell out any specific area
within the city.

Only objections to the ordinance
came from Harley and Robert Cole.
who found its restrictions too
confining for those developers who
might wish to build on a single lot.

However, officials emphasized that
the ordinance was designed to be
restrictive since the district isintended
to be in those areas lying between
commercial and residential properties.

While providing an appropriate zoning

for professional office developers, the "

ordinance offers adjacent homeowners
special protection,

Developess who cannot meet
requirements for setbacks, buffers and
parking under this ordinance, it was
explained, can either appeal the matter
or seek less strict C-2 (commerical
zoning).

City Manager Frank Ollendorff
said he plans to recommend ‘“three or
four areas in the city’™for this zoning
classifications. He did not reveal them,
noting only that they are close to
residential areas and need to be “highly
protected.”

Eleven cities in the state of Michigan now employ the use of
an income tax to help support the functions of their respective local
governments.

Without exception these communities adopted the income
tax because additional revenues were needed to boost badly sagging
finances and support ever-expanding public services.

It’s highly possible that the Northville city council will
recommend an income tax for our local community beginning
January 1, 1970.

A report from a council study committee is pending. So the
decision depends upon the committee recommendation, the council’s
attitude and public response.

But if an income tax is proposed for the city of Northville it
will not be because local finances are short or services are being
expanded and more money is needed.

Instead, and quite uniquely, the proposal will be made to
provide a new source of income; it will offer the council (and public)
a choice between two types of taxes.

Essentially, the income tax will be proposed as a relief to the
property tax.

Preliminary study reveals that an income tax levied in the
city of Northville would produce the same amount of money now
raised by levying between eight and 10 mills (58 to $10 of tax per
thousand dollars of state equalized assessed valuation).

Altogether, the city of Northville levies 11.4 mills annually
(§11.40 per thousand dollars of assessed valuation) against local
properties to provide monies to help run the city government.

Thus with the introduction of an income tax it would be
possible to reduce the property tax in the city from 11.4 to possibly
three mills or less.

When it comes to talking about any new reform proposal
designed to provide tax relief in any area, the first question that pops
into every taxpayer’s mind is: “sounds fine, but how do we know
that it’s not just another tax to be piled atop what we already have?”

Good question. The best answer probably lies in the fact
that. in Northville at least, the council already has the authority to
almost double local taxes without a public vote. The millage limit for
cities in Michigan is 20 mills. As mentioned above, Northville levies
11.4 mills.

So additional income could be quickly and easily obtained by
the council simply by increasing the property tax by a mill or two.
And. as a matter of fact, this has been done in previous years.

Further, if an income tax is proposed, there's good reason to
believe that the council might adopt an ordinance limiting the
property tax to perhaps 10 mills so long as an income tax is levied.

Unfortunately, we're talking about a very small segment of
the property tax when we discuss the city levy. It’s less than
one-third the tax levied against properties to support our schools.

Yet I believe it is a constructive step in the right direction.
The income tax would provide some relief for many homeowners
now smarting under extremely high property taxes. And it would set
the standard for payment on a basis of ability to pay — through -
earnings.

In many instances the income tax opens up a whole new
source of income hitherto untapped for support of local government.
By state law every resident of the city levying an income tax must
pay one per cent of his taxable income; non-residents employed in
the city must pay one-half of one per cent. '

While the council has the authority to adopt an income tax,
there’s also provision for the public to call for a vote on the issue.

It could develop that this fall Northville city voters will be
asked to make a choice between two tax sources.

To some it may seem like the choice offered by the judge to
the condemned man: ‘“‘which do you prefer, hanging or the firing
squad?”’

Oakland County: First

Patrolman Terry Cranston flies
helicopter for the Qakland County
Sheriff's Department.

What’s so unusual about that?
Oakland County, boasting the largest
and best equipped Marine Safety
Division of any county in the nation,
according to its chief, Lt. Don Kratt,
was the first law enforcement agency in
the state to have its own helicopter.

Purchased May 26 from Enstrom
of Menominee, a subsidiary of Purex
Corporation, at a cost of $47.220
nearly all of which was donated by 12
', county businessmen in a six-week drive

by Kratt, the helicopter has already
logged 150 air-miles,

Not only the first in use by a law
enforcement agency in the state, this
helicopter is also the first
non-experimental model equipped to
land on water.

“This ability to land on water has
given us rescue capabilities beyond
dreams of most departments,”
Cranston maintains, The chopper can
not only lnd, but can remain afloat
for long periods of time. If necessary, it

over water.
Kratt commented, when asked
about the machine’s value when

and upkeep and fuel consumption, that

can also hover at a very low altitude

opposed to its initial cost, maintenance.

“.if we can use it to save the life of a
single child, it will have more than paid
for itself.”

_Cranston added that “the arrest of
a single felon can also mean that much
from the public safety viewpoint.” He
went on to tell how he had used the
‘copter to apprehend a youthful car
thief' just the evening prior to the
Friday session with the
Herald-Record-News reporter.

“He had fled to a cornfield when
we pulled him over. We couldn’t get in
with any of our cars. I was able to
circle the area and, with the great
visibility the machine offers, spot the
suspect and order him to walk back to
the highway.™

Equipped with the public address

system that makes believers of
lawbreakers beneath the helicopter, the
machine also is radio-equipped in the
same manner as any of the sheriff’s
department cars,

Another feature adding to the
machine’s many fine points is the
recently added dragline equipment,
enabling the pilot to play a major role
in on-water lifesaving operations.

Often piloted alone (Cranston is,
so far, the only licensed ‘copter pilot -
he also flies airplanes - in the
department), the overworked
patrolman says he hopes to see other
men trained in its operation. He is
presently attempting to get Patrolman
Stan Clark licensed. Clark, a
department dog-handler and diver,
accompanies Cranston when he can.

Kratt said that the County Board
of Auditors, who control the equipping
of the sheriff’s department, has asked
that the helicopter prove itself within a
year. “We're sure it will and when it
does, we want at least two more of
them and a fixed-engine (six passenger)
plane for the department as well.” he
told the reporter. .

Oakland County personnel feel
they need all the water safety
equipment they can get with the
numerous lakes and nearly inaccessible
acreage. This machine has another real
advantage in the ocounty, Cranston

points out. “I can fly from county line-

to county line in 10 minutes if I am
airborne at the time I receive a call,” he
declared.

Of course, one problem is getting
to the county-owned Qakland-Pontiac
Airport where the machine is kept and
getting it airborne. “It isn't bad when
the call comes to me at home,” says

Cransfon, “because 1 live near the-

airport and can be in the air within 20
minutes of a call. From downtown (the
Telegraph Avenue county jail location)
it can take considerably longer.”
Cranston’s statement was verified

as he returned the reporter to the
central Pontiac office. He reccived a
call to take the lelicopter up, but
brought the reporter back downtown
first.

Enstrom won the Michigan
Product-of-the-Year award for this
Model F-28A in 1965.

“Actually, we've been moving
rather slow in this area because we have

LANSING - If automaker
critic Ralph Nader could show a
feature in cars which could be
connected with 24-percent of fatal
accidents in the state, the public
would be demanding that
corrections be made.

But when figures show that
24-percent of highway deaths are
connected with drunk driving,
there is very little public reaction.
The public reacts no more when
told that 72-percent of drivers
involved in fatal accidents were
drinking to some degree before
the accident. These figures, from a
study by Automobile Club of
Michigan, indicate early the
direction which must be taken if
traffic deaths are to be reduced
significantly. But the pbulic does
not seem to show an inclination to
face up to the real problems of
traffic safety.

Railroads Give Top Priority

To Technological Advances

WELLESLEY HILLS,
Massachusetts — Creation of a
Department of Transportation at
the Cabinet level in the Federal
Government is symbolic of the
growing awareness of the need for
a unified transportation industry
to meet the requirements of an
internationally oriented industrial
nation.

The important role that
American railroads see themselves
playing in this new concept of a
total transportation facility s
indicated by the high priority that
railroad management has given
during the past twenty years to
incorporating advances in
mechanical and electronic
technology to their operations;
integrating as much as possible
with the trucking air frieght, and
occan-going cargo industries for
their mutual benefit; and at the
same time. satisfying the
increasingly complex demands of
shippers.

MAINTAINING a current
location status report of its rolling
stock has always presented
problems to rail carriers. At one
time, it frequently took a matter
of days and even weeks to locate a
misdirected shipment.
Furthermore, one railroad may
have had a -freight yard of
uncommitted tank cars, for
example, while another carrier a
few hundred miles away was in
dire need of such equipment.

These problems are being
solved' today by the development.
of Automatic Car Identification
(ACI) and Tele-Rail Automated
Information Network (TRAIN).

The electronic computer is the

basic component of both of these
systems. ACI will provide instant
information as to location and
destination of every car in its
system, together with pertinent
data concerning its cargo. This
information is available not only

-to the railroad concerned, but,
through TRAIN - basically a
central electronic storage bank —
to all Class I railroads which carry
99% of all our rail freight and
passengers.

AN . EARLIER innovation
"was~the “piggy back”™ flat car to
enable trans-shipment, primarily
of automobiles in the early stages,
between motor freight terminals.
This played a great part in the
development of containerization
techniques involving
trans-shipment of cargoes using all
modes of transportation from
point of origin to destination.

Amond other things, the
“piggy back” has led to the vital
link that the railroads are just
beginning to establish in the
Europe—Orient “land bridge.”
This is the revolutionary concept
that embodies using rail container
flat cars traveling across the U. S.
to carry cargo moving between
Eurpoe and the Far East.

As shippers in the European
and Far Eastern markets see the
savings to them in the use of this

route, vital new revenues should .

accumulate to the railroads. The
potential market seems important
enough to justify intensive
development of this concept.

A MAJOR factor in the
realization of this “land bridge”
has been the many mergers of
American rail companies. These
have been consummated only
after months and even years of
waiting for ICC approval and, in
many cases, approval by the
Supreme Court. Perhaps the.next
step will be a relaxation of Federal
regulations governing the- extent
to which the various increments of
the transportation industry can
participate in joint ventures. If
this happens, it would represent a
revolution in the overall
transportation industry.

Because of the improving
status of the railroads and the
much brighter long-range outlook,
we are maintaining ‘hold”
positions on the securities of the
leading companies. Babson’s

The pamphlet also said, “We

schools. It is their sinister
objective instead to create an
unceasing and dangerous obsession
with sex in the minds of our
children.”

The April bulletin says,
“Alrcady, from several parts of
the country we have received
reports of major victories in
various cfforts to keep sex
education out of schools and in
the home where it belongs.

Most shooting stars are no
bieger than a grain of sand,
Piol. Losh savs. These pieces
of iron aud stone plunge. into
the carth's atmosphere at the
speed of some 40 miles per
sccond. Most of them burn
themselves out in the plunge,
and those that survive the fall
are called weteorites.

“Toduy we  believe that
comets and metcors are
refated. Wlm created comets is
not knowi;, but becuuse thcrc
are conets we have meteors,”
Prof. Losh savs, “These swarms
of debiis are probably provided
by the gradual disintegration of
comets, and this swarm of
patticles  that  produces  the
Perseid shower is believed to be
moie or less uniformly strewn
along us entire orbit, and is of
shout cqual intensity each
vear”

Also. at the beginning of
August, the planet Mars and
Antares are found directly
toward the south as darkenss
comes, Prof. Losh notes. “On
August 11, Mars will pass a
little more than a degree north
of Antarcs, the planet being
about six times brighter than
the star.”

The U-M astronomer adds,
“Oune should locate and
become acquainted with Mars,
for popular speculation points
to it as the next target after the
moon for space exploration by
man.” Pictures of Mars were
recently sent to earth by
Mariner 6.

escalated another step Monday with
City Council threatening court action if
a division of assets isn’t completed by
September 1.

The decision came near the end of
a four-hour session Monday after
Mayor Joseph Crupi read a letter from
Township Supervisor Leo Kalota who,
after inferring that the city had been
responsible of delaying the property
settlement, asked councilmen to “keep
their ‘cool’™ until the issue can be
resolved.

Kalota’s correspondence obviously
aroused Crupi, generally
mild-mannered, and apparently incited
the council to establish a deadline for
division of assets along with the
into-court ultimatum.

Following an election last winter,
all but eight parcels spotted throughout
the original township became
incorporated in the new City of Novi
effective February 24.

The two newiy-organized
governments were required by law to
divide assets proportionately by
mid-May although a settlement has yet
to be decided. City Attorney Howard
bond has advised councilmen that he
has filed and been granted an order of
the court to act on the matter but the
city has delayed action in order to
allow township officials to organize.

However, the mayor emphasized
last week Monday that the city was
anxious to resolve the issue because its
existing offices——housed in a building
originally owned by the township——
are in need of expansion. Eond has
advised the council that until
owmerslip oi (Lo mldmg “is
determined, its alteration is legally
prohibited.

The present city constitutes
approximately 97 percent ofthe former
village-township area and its expected
that the city . will assume a
proportionate share of ownership of
joint and ofiginal township properties.

Mayor Crupi and Bond have been
negotiating informally with Kalota and
Emery Jacques, township attorney, in
regards to the division of assets.

The mayor on ]aonday read
Kalota’s three-page letter in its entirety
several times refuting allegations by the
supervisor claiming the city was
responsible for the delay in settlement.

Kalota also observed that township
officials are serving in parttime
capacities and that summer vacations
have delayed further progress on the
issue,

Mayor Crupi, before reading the
letter, related that Kalota apparently
was blaming Bond for failing to draw a
stipulation for payment of minor
bills—— shares of which are to be
decided and retroactive upon the
official division of assets.

The mayor emphasized that Bond. -

has been delayed by Jacques.
“He’s (Kalota’s) putting the blame

Bond for not getting that stipulation
which he couldn’t do because he
actually was waiting on Mr. Jacques,”
Crupi observed.

The supervisor's letter reviewed
alleged discussions between himself and
the mayor concerning selection of
appraisers emphasizing that the

Waste Dump Halted
By Order from City

Admittedly caught by surprise, the
City of Novi Council responded to an
emphatic appeal by a large delegation
of citizens Monday and ordered an
immediate halt to surface disposal of
effluent by septic tank agents until
councilmen can institute permanent
control of the practice within the
coming week.

A large crowd of approximately
120 people packed into City Hall on
Monday forcing officials to breeze
through a scheduled public hearing and
then relocate the session down the road
in the more spacious Novi Community
Building.

Monday’s discussion aroused
tempers. and. reached near bediam at
points before Mayor Joseph Crupi
concluded arguments by announcing
that an immediate halt would be
ordered through Police Chief Lee
BeGole to allow the council to prepare
permanent legislation on the practice.

“This has come as a surprise to
me,” the mayor observed when
confronted by the large delegation in
regards to the dumping of effluent on
12% Mile Road and Dixon Road.

The City of Novi Police, according
to a report reviewed during the meeting
by the mayor, ticketed two agents —
Charles Patten and William Reimer,
both of Walled Lake — last Saturday

for dumping effluent without proper

authorization.

The police also issued notification
to Patten’s company, A&H Sanitation
of Walled Lake and C&C Septic Tank
of Commerce Township that they
would be cited if they did not receive
the approval of the Oakland County
Health Department.

A&H is owned by Ray Harrison, a
former elected official in Novi.

Harrison, present at the meeting,
emphasized that the majority of the
community is without service and
dependent upon septic tanks.

“This is something that’s a real
problem,” he observed. “We don’t have
sewers in Novi and this is a real
problem.”

“You just can’t pass an ordinance
without providing some solution here,”

“he said.

Referring to a story in the Detroit
News earlier this month, the mayor
observed: “That’s been a very touchy
matter with me for the past 10 days. I
personally . think that the City of
Wixom has done a tremendous job on
our capital projects.

“I feel compelled to demand the
editor to print a retractory statement
after having sent a cub reporter out
here and allowing him to make a fool
of himself and a fool of this
community,” he added.

The article was written by a
reporter who spent one day in the
community and then prepared a major
story with pictures claiming that
Wixom is a sleepy little hamlet

divided——and almost conquered—by
a railway crossing through the existing
business district. The reporter also
quoted Deputy City Clerk Donna
Thorsberg on three occasions—— all of
which were incorrectly stated,
according to Mrs. Thorsberg,

“There are thousands of words
that could have been written about
what we've done,” Mayor McAtee
emphasized. “The Detroit News
Company hasn’t heard the last about
this.”

The congressman’s office
explained that officials currently are
seeking a site for the building after
which bids will be sought for leasing
the facility. No projected completion
date has been established, according. to
indications.
