DDT Rules

Guidelines for disposal of
DDT products by Michigan
rosidents have been established
and  will be distributed
throughout the state with the
help of newspapers. television,
radio, magazines, and a
specially prepared brochure,

The guidclines were set up
following action by the
Michigan Commission of
Agriculture April 16 cancelling
registration of DDT products
in the state. Included are
specific directions for
homeowners. commercial,
agricultural and municipal
users of DDT.

Preparation of the
guidelines was a joint project
of the Michigan Departments
of Agriculture, Natural
Resources, and Public Health,
in cooperation with Michigan
State University.

Copies of the booklet,
“How to Dispose of DDT
Products,”
from the four
organizations and their regional
and district offices.

Cooperative planning for
the project is designed to
climinate conflicting
recommendations and to
coordinate efforts of the public
agencies inwolved. Guidelines
had been
Govefnor William G. Milliken.

Homeowners are advides:

“To get rid of DDT
(dichloro diphenyl
tricholoroethane) products
such as aerosol bombs, liquid
sprays, powders, and dusts,
bury them on your own
property. If each homeowner
does so, these products will be
safely dispersed and will reduce
dangerous concentrations of
DDT and other toxic materials
at public disposal sites. By law,
ingredients are listed on the
fabel.

1. Select a place away from
trees and other desirable shrubs
or plants and at least 50 feet
from any well or surface water
such as a lake, stream, pond, or
drain.

2. Dig a hole deep enough
to cover the DDT products and
containers with three feet of
dirt,

3. Aerosol (pressurized)
cans should not be punctured
but put in the hole intact.

4. Glass and metal
containers should be opened
and put in the hole tilted down
to allow drainage. The glass
should not be broken.

5. Bags and boxes should be
buried intact.

6. The hole should not be
left open. It should be filled
with three feet of dirt
immediately.

The only exception to the
above recommendations is if
the water, table on your
property is less than five feet
below the ground. (If you do
not know your underground
water level, call your local
health department.) If the
water table on your property is
less than five feet below the
ground, your
department will advise you
what to do.

The disposal of DDT in
larger quantities should be
done in one of the following
ways:

Bury on Own Property:

1. Select a site at least six
feet above the highest
groundwater table in an area
that is not likely to be used for
crops or building purposes. The
site should be at least 300 feet
from any well or surface body
of water including Ilakes,
streams, ponds and drainage
ditches.

2. Dig a hole deep enough
to cover the insecticide and
containers with three feet of
soil.

3. Open containers of
liquids before placing them in
the hole so as to permit
drainage of the insecticide
from the containers.

4. Place bags or cartons
containing wettable powders or
dusts in the hole intact.

5. Fill in the hole with soil
immediatley.

Last winter a small group
of Novi Township citizens
exercised its right and decided
against' incorporating within
the City of Novi.

And now, several months
later, that same group of Novi
Township citizens must
assume the responsibilities
which ‘have accompanied its
decision.

it acted to remain a township.

Regardless of its size or
purpose the ‘group was
allowed to act as it did; and
now it must assume the
responsibilities of government
.. regardless of its size or

purpose.
The prevailing attitude has

~ been one of “just give us time

because we're new at this and
all.” But the citizens of the
re-organized Novi Township
should have studied and
understood the responsibilities
of government before they
decided to assume them.

In order to make an
intelligent decision on whether
or not to become a part of the
new City of Nowi, it seems
that the alternatives should

have been considered. It seems.

that the decision to remain a
township should have evolved
from thinking which produced
MOI.

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But now it becomes
obvious that the small group
of citizens voted as it did
solely because it did not want
to become part of the city.
The group obviously did not
study the  responsibilities
involved in remaining a
township; and therefore, it
now finds that it does not
understand and is unable to
properly assume those
responsibilities.
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But more discouraging

than the township’s inability

to govern itself properly now

'is its apparent complacency

over the situation. It’s difficult
living with a neighbor that
doesn’t: do his share of
neighborly things but if he’s
trying, it s also difficult not to
respect his efforts.

But if he doesn’t seem to

" care, then it’s difficult to be

good neighbors.
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The situation in Novi
Township, ironically, has
grown to be a dilemma for the

City of Novi. The township’s

inability to satisfy the

responsibilities of government .

has hindered the city to a
point of frustration in its
efforts to make the transition
from being a village.

The city has many pressing
obligations to meet in order to
satisfy the demands of its
growing citizenry. The
township has few. But the
township has an obligation to
the city to do its share rather
than dragging its feet while its
neighbors suffer the
consequences.

The whole world cannot
stop just because a group of
Novi Township citizens
decided to assume the
responsibilities of government
and have so far failed.

Stalemate
Into Court

An apparent stalemate between
the City of Novi and Novi Township
over a division of assets today appears
headed for court following action
taken contrary to Mayor Joseph
Crupi’s more moderate
recommendation Tuesday by
councilmen.

The action was proposed by
Councilman Edwin Presnell who on
August 11 acted establishing
September 1st as a deadline for a
property settlement between the two
governments.

Presnell’s support Tuesday was
6—1 with the mayor the only dissenter.
Ironically, Mayor Crupi has acted as
the city’s representative in negotiations
with Novi Township Supervisor Leo
Kalota and his legal counsel.

The mayor’s proposed alternative

was for the council to instruct City
Attorney Howard Bond to send a letter
to the township requesting a status
Teport. .

Zoning
Request
Denied

A . zoning request to allow for
professional offices (PO) on property
adjacent to the Meadowbrook Nursing
Home at 24500 Meadowbrook Road
was denied by the City of Novi
Council, 4-3, on Tuesday.

Proposed by Paul Langwald for
change from its existing R-4,
indications were that the decision
would -be appealed through the courts.
When Langwald received the R4
classification, it included usg for
professional offices although it was
subsequently re-defined by the
Planning Commission.

At the time he received the R4
classification, Langwald had submitted
plans for the nursing home and the
office complex. He said Tuesday that
City - Attomey Howard Bond had
concurred with him that legally he
would be able to proceed with the
professxonal ordinances on his rights

_ through the previous zoning.

Bond was not present at the

meeting.

~ In other business Tuesday, the
council instructed Ackley to have the
city attorney take court action against
landowner Max Sheldon to stop the
unlicensed operation of a riding stable
on his property at Meadowbrook Road
and Ten Mile Road.

a federal grant from the Department of
Health, Education & Welfare’s
administration on aging and through
the Office of Economic Opportunity’s
anti-poverty program. It's aim, Mrs.
Randall explains, is “to help enrich and

' fulfill the lives.of the clderly.so that
they may supplement their “meager”

incomes and find purpose and meaning
in their golden years.”

The program employs foster
grandparents over 60 who make less
than $1,600 annually. It employs
couples making less than $2,000
annually. The wage is $1.60 an hour.
They “work” five days a week, four
hours a day.

Foster grandparents perform as do
all grandparents: giving children special
attention, encouraging performance,
lending understanding through
instruction, and providing emotional
discipline.

Underlining all of these, says Mrs,
Randall, is love.

Says Grandma Bennett: “These
children show their love in so many
ways — it's so beautiful my problem is
you want to hug them and do
everything for them and yet you’ve got
to let them do for themselves, too. You
take them home in your dreams you
love them so much.”

Explains a grandpa: “I feel needed
and wanted — I feel that my life is
worth living and I don’t feel so old
anymore.”

Grandparents live in Inkster,
Wayne, Westland, Livonia, Plymouth,
and Garden City. Mrs. Bennett is the
only Northville - foster grandparent

although there are two offers on the
waiting list.

When the program was started,
Plymouth State Home contacted
church and senior groups, then tapped
the federal poverty program. Now.
grandparents hearing  about the
program contact the home" for *
applications. But the Home can’t
afford to hire any more and is hoping
for additional monies.

A two-week orientation for
participants is provided by the PSH
staff, and there are continuing
education classes for the 25 regular
employees. The senior citizens attend
meetings and take part in discussions
led " by professionals dealing. with
physical education, music therapy, and
management of behavior problems.

Grandparents receive a screening
and a medical checkup before being
accepted. Once employed they receive
full medical attention.

Together, children and their foster
grandparents enjoy 2 number of
activities including an -occasional trip-
to the zoo or a circus. But mostly it isa
quiet talk, a walk around the grounds,
rocking at naptime, playing games or
singing songs.

Thirteen-year-old Diane, who
recently discarded a wheelchair and
proudly tumed to crutches, summed
up the children’s need when she hugged
Grandma Bennett goodbye for the long
Labor Day weekend and kept
reminding the misty-eyed' woman,
“Don’t forget, Grandma, Tuesday,
you're mine.”

Specifically, the threat was aimed at the state-owned
institutions where employees reside on the property and send their
children to local schools tuition-free.

But the threat was made with a wide broom and also
included church-owned residences and the like.

Now the Governor’s Commission on Educational Reform is
about to introduce a long-overdo package that includes (among other
proposed sweeping changes) “state payments to a district equal to
property taxes for all publicly owned land and facilities within that

district”.

If the proposal means what it appears to say, the Northville
district would receive property taxes for such facilities as Northville
Staie Hospital, Plymouth State Home and Training School, Maybury
and Wayne County Child Development Center.

Under the proposal, however, property taxes would be
reduced sharply. A statewide rate of eight mills would be collected
by the state (compared to a levy of some 34.9 mills now levied by
the local district). In addition the state would boost personal and
corporate income taxes and then provide monies to each school
district equally on a per-pupil basis. This money would be for
operating purposes only. It would be up to the individual districts to
finance bond issues for building programs, presumably by means of a
local-option school income tax or additional property tax millage.

Another key proposal may be the reduction of the number of
school districts from the present 653 to about one-half that number.
It ‘has been suggested that each district must have at least 2,500

students — which is about 700 more than the Novi School District, .

for example. These smaller districts would be divided and combmed
with a neighboring district or districts. :

Undoubtedly, Governor Milliken's reform package will spark
controversy. Nevertheless, the fight has been delayed far too long.

Financing public education through local property taxes has
become a failure at many levels. It places too heavy a burden on the
homeowner; it does not provide an equal opportunity for education
throughout the state; and it has turned professional educators into
frustrated money-hunters.

There’s more than one issue splitting the Northville township
board. But the two most important at present are the proposed
purchase of a portion of Maybury property for recreation purposes
and the appointment of a successor to Trustee Thomas Armstrong,
who resigned last month.

While it once appeared that the board stood 4—2 in favor of
acquiring Maybury property, it now looks more like a 33 split.

Trustee Richard Mitchell is the “swing vote”. He's voted both
for and against the proposal. Treasurer Alex Lawrence and Trustee
Joseph Straub are steadfastly opposed to spending money for
recreation purposes, although the township has thousands of dollars
earmarked for a township hall site and a future building program -
far more than enough to pick up the first year s tab for the Maybury
purchase.

Supervisor Gunnar Stromberg, Clerk Eleanor Hammond and
Trustee Bernard Baldwin favor the acquisition — and have urged their
fellow board members to at least continue investigation of the
proposal.

Mitchell is reluctant to endorse anything that migit cost tax
dollars without voter consent. But he saved the proposal from death
last week when he switched his vote thus favoring “continued
investigation™.

This could lead to a township vote on the proposal and
perhaps a request for a special levy of one or two mills.

Meanwhile, the city is seeking to purchase some 250 acres
alone, still hoping the township will boost the total area for future
open space and recreation facilities to 450 acres.

Another bit of unfinished business that has the board split
down the middle is the appointment to replace Trustee Armstrong.

Stromberg, Mrs. Hammond and Baldwin propose James
Tellam, a former trustee who was defeated by 17 votes in the last
election.

Lawrence, Mitchell and Straub favor William Smith, a
member of the planning commission.

Assuming the qualifications of Smith and Tellam are equal,
it’s difficult to oppose the arguments supporting Tellam.

He's had board experience and could step into the
abbreviated term (one year) with a minimum of adjustment; he took
the initiative to run for election and placed a close second; his record
while a member of the board was good.

Next August those who haven’t run for election can challenge
the incumbents for a seat.

Legal Dress and Grooming — shall

Distractive in Style or Design —
shall mean personal appearance which
is not exotic, unusual or, in general,
deviation from student-accepted styles
of dress and grooming.

Adherence to Good Health
Standards — shall mean personal
appearance which does not in any way
jeopardize the health and well-being of
fellow students and/or members of the
school staff,

To Empty Frog Pond

Northville City Council pulled the
plug Tuesday on the ocontroversial
“frog pond” located behind homes at
the porth edge of Northville Heights
subdivision and the city boundary.

Slatkin had declined to foot the
bill, despite the fact that the drain
would enhance his property and even
though the drain will be required for
development of the firm’s property.

Council took their action
following a report by Police Chief
Samuel Elkins that a two-day traffic
survey (August 28, 29) in a marked
patrol car resulted in 30 speeding
violations, all but three for non-ity
motorists, None of the violations,
however, were for speeds of more than
15 MPH over the posted 40 MPH zone.
All were east-bound vehicles.

Using an unmarked car, early this
week, police observed the intersection
but spotted no vehicles running the
stop light.

Despite the large number of
speeding violations, Chief Elkins noted
that the intersection is one of the least
accident prone major intersections in
the city. Of the 152 accidents recorded
in the city to date this year, he said,
three occurred at this corner, He noted,
however, that it is a potentially
dangerous crossing, particularly in view
of truck traffic and the large number of
school children who cross at Center.

Farm Income Hike Hog Cholera Threatens State Farms

Predicted

Despite

Increased Overhead

BABSON’S REPORTS - At
this moment in the crop season it
looks as though net income going
to farmers for the current year
will reflect a substantial advance
over the levels of 1968. This may

. well be true in spite of continuing

increases in the cost of operations
and up-trending taxes at municipal
and state levels.

Assessing figures for the first
half of 1969, the Agriculture
Department reported .net farm
income at an annual rate of $15.6
billion, up 7% from the first six
months of 1968. This worked out
to the highest level since 1966 and
the fourth-best such period ever
recorded. The rather sharp jump
was traceable to a number of key
developments: Well-sustained
consumer demand for almost all
agricultural and meat products,
higher prices for certain major
items including livestock,
heightened efficiency in many
farm pursuits, and a generally
more liberal volume of marketing.

If the annual rate of $15.6
billion should persist through the
remainder of 1969, the take for
farmers for the year asa whole
would be one of the highest in our
history. The all-time pinnacle was
touched in 1947 when farm
income soared to $17.1 billion.

" There is, of course, no assurance

that this will be achieved, if only
because of erratic weather
conditions in many parts of the
country that will have some effect
on crops yet to be harvested and
sold. But on the hopeful side is
the fact that livestock is a huge
segment of farm production, and

prices have been exceedingly

favorable.

FED CATTLE marketings
should continue above year-ago
levels as we move into the fall
months; in fact, they may be
extremely heavy. After the brisk
price advances for meat animals in
the spring came a midsummer
downdrift, and over the period
ahead there may be some
moderate further decline. But the
average is likely to hold well above
that for the year before. Pork

- production could lag a year ago

during the autumn because of an
apparent drop in farrowings last
spring. Hence, prices may well

continue above 1968 levels, with a
healthy impact on cash receipts
for all kinds of livestock farmers
at least through the end of this
year.

Poultry and egg prices are also
likely to rise slightly above the
same period for 1968 despite the -
well-sustained output anticipated
for the remainder of the year.
Most dairymen have done well
thus far in 1969 in terms of dollar
intake, but it must be admitted
that in many instances their
over-1968 margins will be sliced or
even entirely eliminated by the
unending climb in production
costs.

PERHAPS the wheat farmer
has the least clear idea of what to
expect over the period ahead.
World wheat production has
expanded way beyond commercial
needs. Latest figures place U. S.
stocks at 811 million bushels,
some 50% above the volume held
at the same time twelve months
before. Both overt and hidden
price cuts (Canada has made at
least six “cuts) by the other
exporting countries — Australia,
Canada, and the European
Common Market — have made U.
S. wheat virtually non<ompetitive
at support prices. The
international grains arrangement
aimed to fix minimum world
prices has collapsed. So what lies
ahead for our wheat farmers?

Hope 1is that the big
producing nations will once more

LANSING - Hog cholera isa
disease which is probably
unknown to most urban residents.

Yet the dangers presented by
it are so great that both the
federal government and state
governments across the country,
including Michigan, are spending
money to try and eradicate it once
and for all. ,

The disease has no effect
itself on humans. Neither does it
bother any animals other than
hogs. But it is highly fatal to pigs
and also is highly contagious.
There is no cure for it.

The danger it presents to both
the rural economy and, in the long

run, to the nation’s pork supply,-

has prompted the. joint
state-federal effort to get rid of it.

IN MICHIGAN, the state
veterinarian’s office had succeeded
in securing a “hog cholera free”
rating for the state. It appeared
the state’s swine industry might
never have to worry about the
disease again.

Then a case of cholera was

reported on the James Rentfrow
farm near Jones July 12.

Rentfrow had a total herd of
1,800 hogs worth $61,000.

Since there is no cure for hog -
cholera and since it is so highly
contagious, state law requires that
all pigs on a farm on which it is
discovered be slaughtered and
buried on the farm. The law also
provides that the state and federal
government each will pay the
farmer half of what the hogs killed
are worth.

Several days later, a farmer
who was a good friend of
Rentfrow discovered hog cholera
in his swine herd and his 503 hogs
were killed, too. Officials had
expected the Cholera to show up
on the second farm.

‘They did not, however,
expect it to hit a third farm in the
area. This happened a month after
the first farm was hit. The state
veterinarian’s office said the virus
apparently was carried to the third
farm by a vehicle which drove past
the two farms but never entered

either one. That’s how contagious
the disease is.

THE OUTBREAK was traced
to an area near West Plains, Mo., 2
state which has not advanced as
far as Michigan in its cholera
eradication program.

It remains to be seen, and it
will be at least late in September
before officials can be sure,
whether the outbreak has been
stemmed in Michigan. And though
they may not be aware of the fact,
urban dwellers, in both the roles
of taxpayer and of consumer, have
a stake in stopping it.

Those frightening facts being
uncovered about the dangers
involved in smoking cigarettes
apparently have little effect on
Michigan smokers.

The state treasurer’s office
says cigarette taxes in Michigan
brought in a record $81 million in
tax revenues last year. That’s
nearly $10 per resident. And that
averages about 150 packs per
resident for the year.

The increase was only a 1.19
per cent increase over the previous
year, however, while the state’s
population was estimated to have
risen 1.9 per cent last year. So it’s
possible there was a slight decline
in the frequency of smoking.

IF THE LEGISLATURE
follows the lead of other states
around the nation, it may become
more expensive to smoke in
Michigan.

Of seven states which recently

raised taxes, six raised the
cigarette tax. Connecticut now has
the highest tax in the country: a
whopping 16 cents per pack.

Michigan smokers pay the
state 7 cents currently for each
pack of cigarettes they smoke.
Though the tax figures in the
various states change rapidly, .
there are at least 33 states which
tax cigarettes more heavily.

And at least 20 states charge
10 cents a pack or more. After
Connecticut’s record high levy,
Florida charges 15 cents and New
Jersey charges 14 cents per pack.

A LITTLE NOTED statistic
in the breakdown of fatal
automobile accidents in Michigan
last year is the fact that nearly one

third of the persons killed in
urban areas were pedestrians.

The State Police say 703
persons died in urban traffic
accidents and that 486 of these
were non-pedestrians with the
remaining 217 on foot at the time
of the accident.

As expected, the percentage
of those dying while on foot in
rural areas is much less, but the
total, 173, was almost as high as
the number of urban pedestrians
killed. This means a total of 390
of Michigan’s traffic fatalities last
year were persons who were on
foot.

Pedestrians are much the
same as motorcycle riders when it
comes to traffic accidents. If they
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are hit by a car or truck there is
nothing to cushion the blow.

Schools’ election on Monday

But more urgent than
passage of the proposal is that
a large number of citizens
participate in the electxon
This cciamunity needs to
strengthen its identity and its
schools is a natural area — and
a necessary area - for its
citizens to rally around.

If a predominantly
young-family community like
this one doesn’t care about its
schools, it just doesn’t care
about anything outside of the
realm of the individual.

And that kind of
independence weakens
communities; and now, under
the pressures of growth, is
when this community must be

strongest.
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Just as the need for more
schools is a reflection of ' more
youngsters in this community.

Good Turnout Expected

Voters Decide Bond Issue Monday

A moderate to above average
turnout is expected Monday to vote on
a proposed $4,475,000 bonding issue
and decide the immediate future of a
Novi Community Schools’ building
program.

Registration of new voters since
the Board of Education established the
election in mid-August has been steady,
according to City Clerk Mabel Ash,
while administrators and board
members have been active explaining
the proposal and apparently
stimulating interest amongst
prospective voters.

The polls, to be at the Novi
Community Building on Novi Road
just east of Grand River Avenue, will
be open from 7 a.m, to 8 pm. All
registered voters — property-owners
and non-property owners — are to
participate in the election, according to
Superintendent Thomas Dale, although

machines will be used in order to
tabulate results separately.

“Right now we expect an
above-average turnout of between 800
and 900 people,” the superintendent
observes. “Usually, we have about 500
voters.”

The bonding election will be only
the third in the state in which the
general electorate is being allowed to
participate, Dale explains. Since it is
legally indefinite if state law will
continue to support voting on such an
issue by a non-property-owner,
administrators will record ballots in the
two categories to assure a result
regardless of qualification.

Dale observes that the significance
of allowing non-property-owners to
vote. ,

Dale observes that allowing
non-property-owners to vote will allow

the community’s mobile homeowners
to participate and could result in a
sizeable difference in totals.

The proposition which will
confront voters will be if the district
should be allowed to borrow
$4,475,000 by selling bonds with the
resulting funds to be used to build a
new middle school and a new
elementary schoo!l and to acquire
future building sites.

The elementary school, designated
for location north of Ten Mile Road
between Novi Road and Meadowbrook
Road, would be the district’s third
designed to accommodate enrollments
which have doubled over the last five
years and which are expected to
continue to grow at the same pace in
the immediate future.

The middle school, initially for
grades six through eight, is being

proposed for location on property at
the existing high schooljunior high site
and is designed to relieve enrollment
pressures at both elementary and
secondary levels while allowing
instruction in the new concept.

Two 12-acre parcels, one of which
will be necessary for the proposed new
elementary.

Cost of acquisition and
development of two 12-acre parcels,
one of which will be necessary for the
new elementary, is also included in the
request for bonding.

The superintendent observes that
while enrollments increase, property
valuations on property presently
undeveloped will increase as new
homes are built to accommodate new
families. Therefore, improved
valuations are expected to absorb a
portion of the expenditures necessary

to build facilities needed to
accommodate the growing enrollments,

“It will take two years.to complete
these projects,” Dale explains. “By
then, we could have some children on
hali-day sessions or require more
portable classrooms.”

According to estimates by
administrators, school taxes likely will
increase by about four mills in 1970 if
the proposal is adopted and be at three
or four in 1971 after which it is
expected to level-off at one or two
additional mills.

The board desires to sell unlimited
qualified bonds which, if approved,
would allow it to determine the annual
levy up to 13 mills for retirement.
Presently, the district has seven mills
for debt retirement which could be
raised by six mills to the 13 at the
board’s discretion.
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Council Endorses

Revision of Plan

With hopes of attracting lower
construction bids, the City of Novi
Council on Monday authorized
engineers to revise plans for a portion

of its joint community sewer project

.vith Walled Lake.

~Charles Fenske, of Johnson &
Anderson -~ the city’s consulting
engineers —' addressed councilmen
explaining that bids on the Walled

. Lake—Novi Arm of the Huron—Rouge

Sewer expansion “came in considerably
higher than we had expected.””

He reported that engineering
estimates on the city’s share of the
project were $626,000 with lowest bids
having totaled approximately $§973,000
— representing about a 55 percent
increase,

Completion of the project would
more than double the city’s sanitary
sewer connections from the existing
2900 to, 5900, according to Oakland
County Department of Public Works
Director R. J. Alexander.

Alexander explained that the total
project had originally been divided into
five sections with bids on two having
been rejected. One of the rejected
sections of bids was for lateral
connections in Novi with the cost to be
totally assumed by the city.

The DPW director reported that it
will probably be five to six weeks
before the rejected sections can be
re-designed by engineers and
re-advertised for bids.

Fenske on Monday reviewed that
his firm plans to break the total project
into more parts with hopes of
attracting smaller contractors and he
also asked the council to decide on a
proposal to revise the plan by raising
the level of the lines.

He said that contractors had
explained the high bids on the basis of
poor soil conditions, limited

right-a-way, difficult clean-up and

other factors.

“These prices are unreahstxc to
us,” Fenske observed. “But every
.contractor told us the same story.”

”

_ ""'Hé explained <that -by-maising the ~ |
level of _the ‘line, the council could

reduce the cost of the project because
it would reduce the preparation
necessary in constructing the sewer.
But he emphasized by raising the line,
the sewer would not be able to service
basement sanitary facilities without the
addition of 2 pump by the resident.

However, Fenske observed that
there are few existing basements in the
area to be serviced by the proposed
new line. The vicinity generally has a
high water table, according to the
engineer,

‘My question here is how many
people would be putting a stool in a

basement—that would be just asking
for trouble,” Councilman Donald
Young, Jr. stated.

“Generally we don’t design for
‘basements,” Fenske added. “But this is
,a decision whxch we ﬂ;el murt be made
" by ‘the council.

“We'd like to see these bxds cut

down about $200,000,” he related.

“These will be your sewers from

now until doomsday but builders of
new homes can work around a line at
this proposed higher level,” the
engineer said.

The council unanimously
supported a motion to authorize
Fenske to re-design the line modifying
the depth. Alexander on Tuesday
expressed his support for the proposed
alternative explaining that he feels it is
a workable plan for the area concerned.

Over Novi Sewers

Mystery Surrounds
Complex for Wixom

A recently revealed proposal for a
multi-million dollar airport-industrial
park complex on the WixomLyon
Township borders has raised the

. eyebrows of Michigan State Police

detectives who say it bears
“remarkable” similarity to a plan
proposed by Richard C. Robison,
shortly before he and his entire family
were murdered in northern Michigan
more than a year ago.

According to Detectives Lloyd
Sterns and John Flis of the Redford
post, Robison had discussed the
possibility of developing an
air-industrial complex with W. B.
McKinley, owner of the New Hudson
Airport, before his death.

The bodies of the 47.year-old
Lathrop Village resident, his wife and
their four children were found in their

" Emmett County cabin on July 22,

1968. They had been dead for nearly a
month. Investigation into the gun
slayings has continued since then.

“We have nothing against the
Wixom plan,” the two detectives told
this newspaper. “We’ve just found that
the two plans are similar.”

Robison’s plans, according to the
detectives, had reached the paper stage.
Some sketches had been made along
with some preliminary drawings, they
said. These plans have disappeared,
they said.

The detectives said “we’d like to
find out” which plans were started first
and whether or not there is any
connection bétween them.

the “rental” of unused sewer capacity

from the City of Livonia in the Rouge
Valley Interceptor. The plan would, if
approved by the Wayne County Board
of Supervisors, permit Oakland County
to rent 10 cubic feet per second (CFS)
for Novi, and it would provide an
additional 2 CFS for Northville
Township.

Building booms in both
communities require additional
capacity. However, in the case of Novi,
the need is even greater. Cited for
pollution by the Michigan Water
Resources Commission, Novi is under
orders to clean up the problem in the
Grand River—Novi Road area. Also,
Novi is inwolved in a multi-million
dollar sewer installation plan with the
City of Walled Lake, which also has
been cited for pollution.

" If Novi is able to secure additional
sewer capacity (it now owns 4 CFS)
the Rouge Valley Interceptor would be
extended from its present terminus in
the 10 Mile Road area north to Walled
Lake. Such an extension would mean
the Grand River pollution problem
could be resolved and need for a §1
million sewage disposal plant servicing
the northern part of Novi and the City
of Walled Lake would be unnecessary.

David Jones, assistant director of
Livonia’s DPW, told this newspaper
that Livonia has already agreed to rent
some of its unused capacity to Novi
and Northville. Contracts, through the
Wayne County Board of Public Works,
have been extended to both
communities, he said, and the only real
obstacle remaining is approval by the
Wayne County Board of Supervisors.

Orginally, Livonia contracted to

purchase nearly 78 CFS in the Rouge
Valley Interceptor based upon
what that community believed would
be its ultimate need upon total
development. Since then, according to
Jones, studies have shown that Livonia
will have a lower ultimate population
than originally anticipated, meaning
“we have more than we need.”
Presently, Livonia has more than 24

compensated for any time over eight
hours per day at an overtime rate.

Despite -the council’s order, -
overtime reportedly has been mounting
-with- representatives of the police
association pressing to see that officers
are compensated in accordance with
the contract. .

Last week the council appointed
Councilman William Duey to meet with
Officer Bob Starnes, representative of
the NPOA, to resolve the pending
overtime.

According to Duey, overtime
presently is being compiled at a rate of
about $500-worth per month.

“We gave him (the chief) very
specific instructions,” Mayor Joseph
Crupi observed. “We would add more
men but we couldn’t afford any
overtime. When we signed that
contract, we said -we only had
amount of dollars and we couldn’t
afford any overtime.”

Mayor Crupi later interjected the
possibility of the council having to
eliminate 2 man on the department in
order to have additional funds to meet
overtime requirements. )

" “Gentlemen, you have to come up

" with some extra money somewhere,”

he emphasized. “The part that was our
fault was authorizing the extra
patrolmen without reserving money for
overtime.

“I’m opposing this on the
principle, more than anything else,”
the mayor added. “If the money was
there, it would be different,”
